Power Believed to be
Equal to "20's
AUSTIN, Texas, October 2—

Buying power equal to that of the
best years of the '20’s can be ex-
pected this year by Texas farmers,
a University of Texas business sta-
tistician predicts.

Forecasting a total farm cash

income—including government sub-a

sidy—of wmore than $700,000,000
Dr- F. A. Buechel, associate direct-
or of the University,s Bureau of
Business Research, looked for con-
tinued high prices for cotton, cot-
tonseed, livestock and livestock
products during the remainder of
the year.

Increasing the value of the farm-
er's dolalr, he said, are such fact-
ors as (a) lower costs of merchan-
dise, (b) scaling down of interest
rates on farm mortgages, (¢) gov-
ernment-operated farm credits, and
(d) extension of rural elctrification
projects.

“Added to the foregoing factors
are the vast improvements which
have taken place In the state’s
transportation system, both rail
and highway, the benefits of which
are being shared by the farmers in
common with all citizens of the
State,” he explained.

Prosperity is not shared uniform-
ly throughout the state, however,

of cotton-growing Texas land, or

“Even with prices of cotton lint
again approaching the level which
prevailed in the '20's and the price

New Frontier
To Scientists

STANFORD UNIVERSITY, Cal.
Sept. 22 — Construction of the
world’s greatest electron micro-
scope has been started in the lab-
oratories of the physical science
department here.

It will have a magniiying power
of 150,000 times, which will ex-
ceed by 50,000 times the greatest
ore built to date.

The instrument will be built
under the direction of Dr. Ladi-
slaus Marton, newly appointed as-
sociate of the Stanford faculiy,
and one of the world’s outstanding
experts on electron microscopes,
The work will be carried on under a

$656,000 grant from the Rocke-
feller Foundation.

The microscope under costruc-
tion, Dr. Marton said, will be

merely a “service one” to carry
out a vast number of scientific
research problems.

times. He declared that this is per- |
fectly feasible.

Dr. Marton began his develop-
ment of electron microscopes eigzht
vears ago while working at the
University of Brussels: He built
one of the first electron miecro-
scopes in the world and was the
first man to turn such an appara-
tus on living matter. The subject
was bacteria taken from the roots
»f a rare orchid which it was slow-
ly killing.

His fame brought him to the
United States in 1938, and he
joined the staff of the Radio Cor-
poration of America, collaborating
in the construction of the first
electron microscope to be built in
this country.

Earlier this vear, he acted
visiting professor on the subject
at the University of Michigan and
then was signed by Stanford. There
are more than two dozen sclen-
tific research projects to be un-
dertaken here as soon as the mic-
roscope is completed

Among these are bacteria which
need further investigation; various
plant and animal tissues of which
the secrets are not yet all known; |
Chomosomes and hereditary con- |
trolling genes; and super-small fil-
terable viruses that so far have es-
caped adequate attention.
