Moving at the time ot year vc
did, we could not move our
plants; the people who rented
the plnce from which we mov-
ed, said they would water and
care for everything until frost.
Wc can then move our rose
and shrubs as well as our bulbs.

We left such a pretty garden.
There were more tomatoes on
the vines than I have ever seen
in this country.

We grew cantaloupe 'way up
in a large lilac bush, one weigh-
ed 3'!( pounds. I did not know
vines would hold that large n
melon susiendcd In the air.
Corn was 10 and 11 feet high,
some of the stalks had three
large cars of corn. All the gar-
den was raised the organic way,

There arc many things thtftt
should be done this month to
insure pretty blossoms and fol-

iage this fall... check yennins
for mildew, a powdery grey
substancethat covers foliage in
damp weather. If mildew is
present... pull out the wenker
plants until the air can circu-
late around each plant. Dust the
beds with wettablc sulphur.
Marigolds may be given the
same treatmentas zonulas, for
they, too. are susceptible to mil-

dew.
Dust itise leds with wettuble

sulphur to keep blaekspot and
mildew checked.

Cut off all dead blossomsand
small dead twigs. Prepare lx?ds
that will be planted in jwren-nial-s

this fall.
Be sure to prepare the com-

post bed, for soon the leaves
will begin to fall, put all healthy
foliage and garden refuse in the
compost pile.

Give chrysanthemums a last
feeding before the buds lwgin to
swell.

Do not forget to dislnid dahl-

ias and chrysanthemums if
large display blossoms a r e
wanted.

Cut dead leaves off cannas.
Do not feed any plants to close
to frost as this causes new
growth that will lie killed back
severely.
