Before the announce­
ment o f peace, even laa rumors of 
it started, the Golumbus-old pro- 
paguiKla began filling the imails 
again, laying the first stones on 
the wall to protect the special in­
terests and .starting the United 
States liack into its confusion of 
economic philosphy.

The theories o f isolationism, 
clothed m the same old words, 
without a s|>»rk o f originality, be­
gan their poundini;.

“ We’ve won the war now,”  they 
say. “ W’e’ve suffered and sacrificed 
for the world. Now we most turn to 
our own intedesta again. We must 
make sure Anveniea (again has 
her fill ami not allow ourselves to 
be pulled down by a world stand­
ard of privation.”

Yea, we’ve won a war. We've ex­
ploded gun powder to make a 
mosaic o f I<\>urth of Julys sound 
like a version o f ‘‘Silent Night.” 
Our suffering at home luis been 
deep because the men in battle have 
been close enough to us so that 
their suffering was ours.

Why? Because o f those world 
standards they ask ub now to ig­
nore. Because nunH>ruus peoples 
had not been trasned to think but 
had been trained, when they were 
hungry, to follow fanatics who fed 
them, lioth of black breed and hate.

“ Our raw nmterial markets are 
to be turned over to foreign pro- 
vucena in order tKat a few inter­
national investors can be assured 
o f a pn>fit on their investments," 
they say. Doesn’t that booguboo 
sound familiar? “ If we produce 

methiug ourselvea, we have both 
he matermls and the money,”  they 
ntinue.
Yes, the gold underground in 

cntucky, most o f that existing in 
he world, might increase a little 

if we raise for ourselves, nvmufac- 
ture for ourselves and consume 
ourselves.

We wish that could be allowed 
to fill our thoughts to the ex­
clusion o f  all eke. American lands, 
if they were the only ones on the 
globe could be very sufficient and 
it would be wonderful i f  we could 
take ettre of our own interests and 
forget the countries that are not 
enabled to do the same. In the 
same way, how sample it would ap­
pear if each o f us could worry 
about his own family and let com­
munity intereats excite us only 
when they touch us.

W’e can’t. We would rather put 
our mor>ey in clothes*, food or a 
savings account but we must put 
a certain amount in city taxes for 
police protection and fire protec­
tion, in county taxes for roads and 
judicial procedures.

So the United States, while she 
would be criminal to neglect her 
own, can further protect them by 
joining in the working out o f a 
yorld economy that will insure each 
ifatiion enough to keep her from 
turning cannibal, from turning

Tax Rates Adopted 
By Commissions 
A t Monday Meeting

Tax rates in the 1945 budget 
were adopted by the 1944 tax rolls 
by the Commisaioners’ Court Mon­
day morning.

Levies voted were as follows: 
Class 1, jury fund, .04 on the |100 
valuation; Class 2, road and bridge 
fund, .16.; general fund, .50; and 
permanent improvement fund (air 
port) .10. These percentages were 
voted by taxpayers in the recent 
reallocation election.

For retiring bond issues, the fol­
lowing levies were *et: Road Bond 
No. 3, .06; Road Bond No. 5, .16; 
Road Bond No. 6, .15, bringing the 
total levies to S1.15.

The total levies are no different 
from what they have been for the 
last four years. The commissioners 
discontinued any levy for Road 
Bond** 1, 2, and 4 as the sinking 
funds are in proper condition ahd 
no further levy is necessary.

There will be an increose in 
Rockport Independent School Dis­
trict levies o f .25 because of the 
gyniiMwium bonds voted a year 
ago. This will bring the levy to 
11.26. The state rate has also in­
creased .17, making the total .72.

■‘TThe Oemmnis, retreating in 
every mode of trarvnportation, o f­
fered perfect targets to the judil- 
lery forward observers and Cub 
pilots who kept a minute by minute 
check on the columns. In Baum- 
bolder, due east o f Sarrburg, they 
caught a Jerry column of horse 
drawn vehicles on a. ridge and in 
a half hour what was deft o f the 
German forces surrendered.

‘‘Infantrymen advancing into one 
town dragged more than 50 Nazi 
prisoners out o f cellars.

“ When the 302nd Infantry Teach­
er the Rhine a mile north of Lud­
wigshafen the artillery took up 
positions near the river bank to 
search for any possible targets. A 
forward observer discovered Ger­
man soldiers on the east bank us­
ing a streetcar headed from Man- 
helm. The trolly went backward 
and forward until the bracket nar­
rowed to a direct hit. By the time 
a 106 round bounced <tt>e trolley 
o ff the tracks most o f the soldiers 
had started walking and were 
caught in a battalion concentratiion.

General Frontier praised his sup- 
uly forces for keeping the batteries 
supplied with ammunition land hot 
meals despite a supply roirte which 
was 75 miles long at the end of 
the drive. When the artillery pre­
paration was laid down on Lud­
wigshafen, half o f the anti-tank 
gxms holding up the advance o f the 
infantrymen were knocked out.”  ~

The noise of sirens and honking horns, the silence o f 
prayers of Thank.sgiving found no discord Tuesday night as 
Rockport heard the news for which its residents had waited 
three and a half years. The world was at peace.

Jubilation and a tug of sadness for men dead and injured, 
sent crowds into the streets laughing and cheering and into 
the churches to pray.

As President Truman’s announce-^ 
ment came over the radio, the fire 
alum  waLs sounded, rising and 
falling for 15 minutes. Lloyd Lassi­
ter in his sailori’e uniform, hie wife 
Mr. and Mrs. Henry Camehl and 
Jack Davis ran the fire truck out of 
the station and up and down the 
street, leading the parade o f honk­
ing cars. David Herring and Harris 
Pollard were joined by a number 
of others as they drove the other 
fire truck all over the area.

Almost immediately business 
houses closed, but the few that 
were opened reported crowds were 
the best natured they had ever 
had. Everyone remainod gay and 
caused no trouble. Not a person was 
put in jail nor an accident reported.

And through the fiesta, a PBY 
circled over the town and the bay, 
a cadet still training for a war 
that was over.

Retkling is at the courtroom in 
Aransas County Courthouse every 
other Wednesday morning from 9 
to 10 o ’clock, and sukl he expects 
won to begin making the trips 
weekly.

He servos a« an agent for the 
Veteran s Adm'nlstratKm in hand­
ling Title 5 of the GI Bill o f RighU.

Under this readjustment allow­
ance, a veteran is entitled to $20 a 
week for a maximum of 52 pay- 
mehts, liaseil on length o f service. 
Redding explained. A veteran who 
goes into business for himself may 
make a ckiim for the difference 
in what he makes and $100 per 
month.

Veterans v.ho have not found 
work but are available for employ­
ment may apply for claims, bring­
ing with ihem thei.* original dis­
charge papers, certificates of ser­
vice or seperation letters or auth- 
enticatc<l photostatic copies of 
those pajicrs.

The veteran must be unemploy­
ed or earning lew than $23 per 
week, registered for work at the 
United State* Employment office 
and available for employment al­
lowances, he may continue to re­
ceive payment.

A veteran nmy file his claim at 
any time prior to two years after 
the rnd of tlie war or two years 
after his di.si-h.irge. Any state un­
employment 1*0111 peneation or work­
man’s coinpena ition received will 
be d >ducted irom the readjustment 
allowance.

A vijtepan is disqualified from re­
ceiving allowance if he leaves suit­
able work voluntarily, i.< discharged 
for misconduct, fails to apply for 
work to which he is referretl or to 
accept suiiuble w /̂vk offered or 
refuses to attend a free trainini^ 
course offered.

A self-employed veteran may 
submit a re.ord of income and ex­
penses if his net earnings are less 
than $100 a month and receive the 
difference in his earnings and 
$ 100.

Redding also accepts claims un­
der tlte state unemployment act.
