Countless hours of fishing
pleasure arc provided a con-
siderable number of people by
slock tanks or farm ootids.

Nowadays it is rare to find
one of the diminutive man-mad- e

ponds that is not stocked with
fish of various species.

A pond Ik not unlike ji largo
IiiiMiuii(lnicnt. For the first few
yearsof It cxtafonco It provides
oMTllcnt fifthlng. Then it shirts
HliiHng downward. Fishing Kws
oiir.

A common problem in n small
pond is too many fish, rather
than loo few. Prolific fish re-
produce faster than they can be
caught. Soon the end result Is a
stunted population. Then most
of the fish caught are small.

Some people have the idea
that a fish must be a certain
size to spawn. This Is not true.
Age, not size, is the determin-
ing factor. It isn't uncommon for
even a four-inc- h bass to spawn
if she is old enough.

Aquatic biologists recommend
that no fish from a pond should
be returned once caught. Yet
most people find it difficult to
keep everything they catch.

Hill Kiiykciidull, who owns a
ranch near the small commun-
ity ol Kyle in CVntral Texas, has
some ponds tliut offer excellent
fishing. Kill keeps close check
on his fish population. Ilu even
fcrtlll7.es the lake lMd to grow
mure food for fish to eat and ho
develops aquatic, plants to help
keep tlin water pure and clean.

"You've got to manage fish
just like you managecattle or
other livestock," says Kuykcn-dal- l.

A pond is an individual thing.
No two arc alike. For this rea-
son, it is difficult to speak of
them in generalities. Each one
must be handled differently.

Some ponds hold up remark
nlily well for many years. Hut
others seem to start downhill
within a few short years after
Ihc.y arc built and stocked with
fish. One fact standsout every
pond needs to be. cleaned out
IMTindically and restocked.

Jimmy Hefner is a former bi-

ologist with the old Texas Game
and Fish Commission who now
is in the business of treating
ponds for farmers and ranch-
ers.

According to Hefner, fish
should bo chemically removed
from a jiond at least every
sHvcn to 10 ymrtf. This Is the
maximum,

Mosl common chemical used
for this eradication is rotenone.
which is harmless to Iwth live-
stock and humans. It elimin-
ates the fisli by suffocation.

When a jxind is treated with
rotenono, It is possiblo lo save
some of the fish, to return them
later. But mostly H is wise to
get a complete new stock of
young fish from a hatchery and
start all over again.

"Usually I can save, the-- cat-
fish in h pond h.v immcdinlHy
gettlng them to fresh water once
they come to tint tup' Hefner
said. "I. Ill bass urn almost Im-
possible to save...once the

reaches their gills, they
are through."

When ti s v d correctly the
eheijiical removes everything
from suniorch to catfish and
Imiks. On some larger ponds, n
UK) per cent kill may not le re-
alized.
