Occupation Tax
Levied On Coin
Operated Machines

An occupation tax on all coin
operated machines was passed on
June 25th by the city council of

Rockport and provides for the levy-| _

ing of the tax, collection of the
tax, and for penalties for failure
to pay the tax.

It provides for a tax on each
merchandise or music machine of
$10.00 where the coin used is in
excess of five cents. A tax of $1.25
is assessed on each machine that
uses a' coin five cents or Jess.

For each “skill or pleasure” ma-
chine the tax is $30.00 where the
coin used is in excess of five cents.
A tax of $15.00 is assessed each
“skill or pleasure” machine whare
the coin used is one five cents or
less.

Gas meters, pay telephones, ray
toilets, and cigarette vending ma-
chines which are now subject to an
occupation tax or a grass receipts
tax, are exempt from this ordi-
nance.

Every voin operated machine
subject to the tax and upon iWwhich
the tax has not been paid may be
seized by the tax assessor and col-
lector of the City of Rockport, or
any law enforcing agency of the
City of Rockport and destroyed.

If any person shall exhibit, dis-
play, or have in his possession
within the city limits of the City
of Rockport any coin operated ma-
chine without first paying the tax
or without exhibiting or displaying
the tax receipt issued to him, he
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and shall be punished by a fine of
not less than $25.00 nor more than
$200.00.

All persons or firms subject to
the tax shall pay these taxes to the
city tax assessor and collector of
the City of Rockport for the calen-
dar year or the remniving part
thereof, due on Januaiy 1 6! each
and every year.

This ordinance went into effect
June 25, 1946, and any person or
firm subject to taxes shall have
thirty days in which to pay such
taxes before being liable to penal-
ty for failure to pay.

There is nothing in the ordinance
which can be construed to author-
ize the operation of any contest,
practice or device now prohibited
by law,
