Q My mother died recently,
She had been receiving o pen-
sion as an uanremarried widow
of a Spanish-American War vet-
eran. Will the Veterans Admine.
istration reimburse me for any
of her burial expenses?

A The Veternns Administra-
tion s permitted to make pay-
ment of up to $250 for the burial
expenses of war veterans only.
This benefit cannot be extended
to any dependents of veterans.

Q -1 recently married. Are
there any forms for changing
the beneficiarvies of my VA in-
surance”

A—Yes. VA Form 29336 is
used for this purpose, You may
obtain this form from any Vet
erans  Administration  office.
When completed the form should
be forwarded to the VA office
to which yvou send your insur-
ance premiums,

Be sure to show the option un-
der which your insurance will
be paid upon your death: i.e.. in
a lump sum or monthly pay-
ments, Any statement in writ-
ing over vour sienature clearly
showing how you want the in-
surance 1o be piid will be ac-
ceptable to the VA.
