fishing fleet took over the spot­
light along the waterfront this
week as sports fishing faded more 

^  or less into the background for
*  the time being.

The new Bhilton breakwater, 
nearing completion, and its harbor 
coupled with the news of new boats 
and revamped boats to highlight 
the progress that has been made 
here wrthin the past decade.

Ten years ago, not more than 30 
^  shrimping boats could he muster­

ed in Rockport and Fulton to­
gether Only a few had regular 
marine engines. The Rockport 
“ craclser-box fleet," striving bo 
found a new industry for the area, 

^^^rew  some good natured jibes and 
''»9^om e not so good-natured. “ Rock­

port Marine Motor” was the name 
applied to the old Buick engines 
which powered most of the craft.

THE EXTENT TO WHICH THE 
business ia growing and has grown 
is a tribute to the work of the old 
Deet. Now the shrimping fleet 
numbers nearer 75 and not more 
than a half dozen of the craft are 
without marine motors. Rockport 
is becoming known as a shrimp­
ing center and is beginning to cap­
italize on a resource that will fur­
nish a livelihood for the town long 
after oil and gas are depleted.

New boats and bigger boats are 
beginning to appear this year and 
the older ones are being refurbish­
ed. Many are being fitted with the 
increasingly popular Diesel en­
gines.

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City Election is 
Set for April 
By Council

The city moved toward an elect­
ion of two councilmen and a cKy 
clerk this week, as the council 
formally authorized preparations 
for th^ balloting.

The election was set for the 
first Tuesday in April— April 1— 
at the Tuesday night Council meet­
ing. ^

Terms expiring are those of 
Councilman James Hanway in 
Ward 1, Councilman Leonard Le- 
Blanc in Ward 2, and of the city 
clerk, Mrs. Jeanne Cope. Both Han­
way and Mrs. Cope were named 
to fill unexpired terms.

Mrs. Cope told the council, over 
the councilmen’s protests that she 
would not be a candidate for her 
present office since she and her 
husband, Eddie Cope, Rockport 
writer, plan to move to another 
town where his work may be 
more advantageously pursued.

Mayor Albert Bruhl told the 
council that Mrs. Bonnie Townsend 
has indicated that she will accept 
the office, but that she had sug­
gested a larger salary than the 
$125 monthly which the city has 
paid Mrs. Cope.

Mrs. Cope reminded that she has 
been promised an increase, the 
amount not stipulated, to take ef- 
feect last July h  but that she had 
no  ̂ pressed the matter because of 
the city’s financial condition. She 
suggested that, if the salary is 
raised for her successor, it would 
be only fair for the increase to be 
made retroactive to last July for 
her.

Mrs. Cope also asked that the 
city’s books be audited before she 
lewres the office.

Criminal Charges 
Follow Probe of 
‘Benefit’ Dance

Chamber Officers Set 
Up Curb on.Future 
Solicitations

Criminal charges were filed this 
week against two men as the 
result of a dance last Saturday 
night which was advertised as a 
benefit for the Disabled American 
Veterans.

The charges, false advertising, 
were filed by Attorney Emory M. 
Spencer after the D.A.V. denied 
any connection with the dance, 
and Lee F. Brown of Corpus 
Christi, state vice commander, 
came to Rockport to make com­
plaint.

The men. with one other, ap­
peared in Rockport at the middle 
of last week, placed advertiaing, 
obtained the free use of Club S5 
fur the event and began selling 
tickets.
A number of business men com­

plained that the promoters called 
them and pre-emptorally demand­
ed that they take a number of 
tickets set aside for them. Some 
business men rebelled. More dis­
cordant echoes came from the 
actual conduct of the dance.

The Rockport post. Veterans of 
Foreign Wars, I^gan an investi­
gation and were informed by their 
district commander, V. V. Prince, 
that the Corpus Christi D. A. V. 
post had denied any sponsorship 
or connection with the so-called 
benefit.

Brown’s investigation and visit 
and the filing of charges followed.

The occurrence brought one 
constructive result in a plan to 
tighten up on solicitations and 
benefits in Rockport to prevent 
the business men of the town 
from being victimised by rack­
eteers and unworthy causes.
Hugh V. Haddock, secretary of 

the Chamber of Commerce request­
ed that any solicitations be refer­
red to the chamber for investiga­
tion beyond the present vouched

Sewer Revamping 
Program Given 
Council’s OK

The Rockport city counicl moved 
this week to spend the first in­
stallment of an amount estimated 
to run between $6000 and $7000 
to make the city’s sewer system 
work if possible—and eliminate a 
serious health menace.

The action, Tuesday night, fol­
lowed a detailed inspection by S. 
L. Allison, Corpus Christi sewer 
superintendent who gave his time 
without charge and urged the ad­
ditional safety factor of a new type 
chlorination for the city water 
system.

Allison told the council that the 
Rockport sewer system is one of 
six, all of the same type, which 
have been installed in this section 
of the state. He said that none of 
the others worked, either, despite 
the fact that engineering plans 
were approved by the state health 
department. Allison blamed faulty 
engineering.

The sewer plants are all federal- 
aid projbebs.

As matters stand now, the 
pumps are not sufficient and the 
lines are improperly laid to treat 
the sewerage and drain it into the 
bay. As a result, it flows through 
an open ditch part of the way and 
constitutes a serious health men­
ace, especially in wet seasons.

Allison recommended relocating 
the line, laying special pipe, in­
stalling an additional pump and 
renewing another and installing a 
chlorinator to treat the sewerage. 
He said that the job probably will 
have to be undertaken by local au­
thorities, since engineers are loath 
to tackle such systems as Rockport 
has. They doubt whether satisfac­
tory results can be obtained and 
do not want to risk reputation of 
failure.

The council accepted an offer 
from Johns-Manville Go. on a 
bargain lot of pipe for the job to 
entail an outlay of more than 
$1000.

The Red Cross hasn’t men­
tioned that fact. It never re­
minds recipients of its bounty 
that gratitude ii in order. But 
Rockport citizens were remember­
ing and telling themselvei, and 
even before the drive was due to 
start at least one check had been 
written.

Fred Bracht, Jr., who served 
with the army in the Pacific 
and who waa wounded in tjie 
final operations around Luzon 
haa accepted the county chair­
manship of the drive. He knows 
what the Red Cross meant to 
him and to thousands of other 
service men.
Fred doesn’t like to talk about 

it—it seems too much to him like 
getting his name in the paper. But 
he feels that nothing that Aransas 
Ck>unty-can do will be too good for 
the Red Cross.

Sufferers from the last two hur­
ricanes feel the same. A. C. Glass, 
county Red Cross chairman, told 
The Pilot, when asked, that the 
Red Cross sent in $7200 after the

City Renditions 
To taxpayers 
Within Week

Rendition sheets for city taxes 
will go out to taxpayers within 
a week as a climax to months- 
long work to get city finances in 
shape.

This was the word from Mrs. 
Jeanne Cope, city clerk, and Fred 
L. Booth, who has given months 
of volunteer time and labor to the 
job as his contribution to civic 
progress.

Mrs. Cope and Booth made the 
announcement as The Pilot went 
to press. They said that Joe John­
son Jr., will personally deliver 
the rendition sheets to every tax­
payer in the town.

“ We want to urge every tax­
payer to check carefully over the 
list of assessed property to make 
sure that he owns everything 
shown,”  Mrs. Cope said “ We 
want to get our city tax rolls 
entirely in order with this ren­
dition” .

By the same token, young John­
son will be instructed to list on 
the renditions buildings and other 
improvements which do not appear 
on the tax rolls already.

“ We’ve been up against .a con­
fusing situation,”  Booth explained 
“ In some cases, taxpayers signed 
past renditions for property they 
had disposed of long before. When 
time came to pay their taxes they 
came in and denied the responsi­
bility and we had to ^ake exten­
sive corrections on the books. In 
some cases, we suspect that a few 
people have paid taxes on some 
things they didn’t own.”

Infant Burned As 
Brother Saves 
Two Others

Carl Long* 12* Hero 
Of Fire in Quarters 
Aboard Shrimper

Frankie, one of the six-months- 
old twin sons of Mr. and Mrs. Ed 
Tindall, waa critically burned 
Wednesday afternoon in a fire 
which swept the shrimp boat, Bet­
ty Jean, where the family was 
making a temporary home.

The other twin, Ed. Jr., and his 
sister Mina, 3, owed their lives 
to the heroism of Carl Long, their 
12-year-old half-brother.

Carl rescued the two children 
unhurt from the burning cabin, 
then braved a roaring, gasoline- 
fed flame in an effort to save 
Frankie. Only that effort gave 
the infant even a fighting chance 
for life.

Dr. Charles F. Cron said the in­
jured baby sustained second and 
third degree burns over most of 
his back and legs and some bums 
about the face. The child, accom­
panied by his mother, was rushed 
to a Corpus Christi hospital after 
first aid from Dr. Cron.

The family moved into the cab­
in of the boat, property of the 
Rockport Fish and Oyster Co. 
and moored at the east side of 
the yacht basin, a few days ago, 
the father said. Tindall and hia 
wife, who recently hsffl been em­
ployed as a waitress were out 
house-hunting Wednesday after­
noon and had left the children 
on the boat.

Tindall said he believed the chil- 
dren had tried to start the motor 
of the boat and that the Tire re­
sulted.

Carl told Fire Chief Lloyd Las­
siter and Assistant Fire Chief 
Charles Ankele, however, that 
Mina had lighted a match and 
dropped it. They believed that the 
match dropped into gasoline which 
had gsthered in the bilge.

Whatever happened, the cabin 
was a mass of flame almost in-, 
stantly. The children’s screams 
could be heard across the basin 
at Jackson’s fish house, from 
where the fire alarm was sound­
ed.
Carl hustled Mina and Baby Ed 

out to the pier, then tried to go 
back for the third child. A sheet 
of flame barred the way. He seised 
a shovel from a nearby boat, broke 
the cabin window and brought the 
infant out that way.

Lassiter rushed the baby to the 
doctor while the other firemen ex­
tinguished the flames.

The firemen bought clothing 
from their department funds for 
Mina to replace burned clothing 
which was tom from her. Joe 
Richards, on leave from the Navy 
and visiting Miss Marion Hopkins 
of Mills’ Wharf, bought clothing 
and a blanket for Baby Ed, and 
the children were cared for tem­
porarily by customers at the Sea 
Food Cafe.

Other Towns 
Join Protest 
Against Bill

Additional towns in this section 
have joined Rockport in the pro­
test against the proposed license 
fee for salt water sportsmen an­
glers.

All probably will be represented 
at the next hearing on the measure 
called for March 6.

Especially vocal is Port Aran­
sas, where Mayor Bill Ellis, Presi­
dent Henry Patton of the Cause­
way Co., President Woodrow Ous- 
ley of the Port Aransas Men’s Club 
and Bill Moore, head of the Boat­
men’s Association declared that tHe 
measure would cut heavily into the 
tourist trade.

in every county on all anglers 
except those using cane poles.

No exception was made for salt 
water fishermen.

The bill calls for a resident li­
cense of $1.65 a year and a non­
resident license fee of $5.65.
The income from such license 

fees would go for the support of 
the Game, Fish and Oyster Com­
mission and, presumably, be added 
to the enforcement fund.

Rockport interests are fully 
aware of the fine work being done 
by the Commissions’ staff in this 
area, both in regard to commer­
cial and sports fishing and emi­
nently favor some means of giving 
the work here additional funds. 
But they feel that a license on 
salt-water fishermen is not the 
answer.

"Sure, the fellows who come 
down here to fish can stand it,”  
Hugh Morrison, fisherman’s out­
fitter, said. “ But that isn’t the 
question. It is Jast one of the 
little things that will leave a 
bad taste in the month of onr 
visitors when they know other 
statea don’t impose such a li­
cense.”
The prevailing sentiment hero 

was set out in a letter from Cham, 
her of Commerce Secretary Hugh 
Haddock to the chairman of the 
House Committee on Game and 
Fish.

“ It seems to us here, in the re­
sort centers where tourist trade ia 
our main livelihood,”  the chamber 
secretary wrote, “ that it is emi­
nently unfair that our state legis­
lature should even consider mea­
sures which can only tear down the 
development of the state as a 
resort country.

“ It seems to us a most short­
sighted policy which w(wld sacri­
fice several hundred dollars in 
business which every tourist means 
to the Gulf Coast for the sake of 
a non-resident license fee.

“The effect could only be dis­
crimination against us by onr 
legislature in favor of vacation 
spots in Louisiana, California,

REAL-LIFE COURT OF MISSING HEIRS

William Mayer, Former Rockport Mayor 
Dies Without Known Living Relatives

The death of William Mayer, 68, one-time baker and 
mayor of Rockport, last Friday night, gave local Masons 
their own Court of Missing Heirs this week.

Working from sketchy notes and from letters, many of 
them in German, they were attempting to trace slender 
threads of relationship back' 
into war-torn Germany to es­
tablish ownership of a valu­
able estate here.

Mr. Mayer died of apoplexy in 
a Corpus Christi hospital. As near­
ly as anyone could determine, he 
was stricken about 4 p.ni. Friday 
while alone in hia ap^m ent. He 
had reserved the upstairs lodg­
ing in a house across the street 
west from the fire house, recently 
sold to Mrs. H. M. Banning.

Mrs. Banning and Mrs. Eugene 
Townsend became alarmed when 
he failed to come downstairs and 
go to town for his evening meal.
Mrs. Banning recalled having 
heard an unusual noise in the 
apartment a couple hours before.
Investigation revealed Mr. May­

er in an unconscious condition.
Fellow Masons w*re called and 

John Haynes accompanied him to 
the Corpus Christi hospital where 
he died.

Banker A. C. Glass and other 
Masons, aware that Mr. Mayer had 
possessed an extensive estate, be­
gan examining his papers after 
death and learned for the first time 
how entirely alone the dead man 
had been.

They knew that he had centered 
his whole life in Rockport around 
the Masonic Lodge, that he had 
beent he mainstay of the organi­
zation for years. They knew that 
he had held every office in the 
lodge. They discovered as they 
sorted through his papers tha- the

lodge had meant even more to 
him than he had meant to the 
lodge.

For as nearly as they could 
find, William Mayer was with­
out any relatives in the United 
States. Translation of letters in­
dicated that he had some nieces 
in Germany, but even that waa 
not clear.
The papers indicated that he 

had some close friends in Chicago, 
but that was all. He even had 
grown away in recent years from 
friends in this section, keeping 
more and more to himself.

Only the old-timers knew that 
he had been alderman back in 1912- 
1914 and mayor in 1921, and it 
required considerable research by 
Mrs. Jeanne Cope, city clerk, to 
establish those dates exactly. 
Others knew that he had once 
operated a prosperous bakery in 
the buildings north of Kaufman’s 
store and that he had owned valu-

doesn’t it clean up?”
That’s the question that is too often put by visitors

A spic-and-span town is the first step toward the build­
ing of a resort center. It does no good to urge people to come 
to Rockport and spend money if the view they meet offends 
their eyes.

Weed-grown lots, fences half down, houses and buildings 
leaning crazily in paintless indolence— these things constitute 
genuine eye-sores. Few of them cannot be remedied.

True, materials* and paint are scarce and high. But that 
doesn’t keep property owner or tenant from doing some tem­
porary repairs, or fixing up in places where chiefly labor is 
required. The fact is no justification for allowing vacant 
lots, even in and near the business district, to be overgrown 
with weeds, thus becoming a health and a critical fire menace 
as well as an eye-sore.

Here’s a place where everybody in town can do some­
thing for the town. Look about your premises. See what 
money you can afford to spend for a little paint and what 
some elbow-grease will accomplish. Plant grass and flowers 
Let’s see if we can’t make Rockport beautiful to the eye as 
well as to the sense of ease.

The situation which has arisen 
with the arrest of out-of-state 
motorists with expired 1946 li­
cense tags, was still not clear this 
week as conflicting rulings and 
dates were given by two state au­
thorities.

Meanwhile, Sheriff A. R. Curry 
was co-operating with Chamber of 
Commerce Secretary Hugh Had­
dock in working out difficulties as 
they arise.

At the same time, Curry and 
the state highway department 
pointed out that the authorities 
have already shown considerable 
leniency in allowing over-age 
1946 tags to remain on cars.
Chief Elliott of the Texas State 

^  Highway Patrol, who gave one rul- 
▼ ing which does not accord with the 

SUte Highway Department’s, told 
Haddock over long distance tele­
phone late last week that his men 
would confer with Sheriff Curry 
and other officials in an attempt 
to smooth matters out. The three 
authorities are independent of each 
other.

The conflicts in rulings arose 
in the dates at which some out-of- 
state car tags becoone outlawed. 
For instance, the Patrol’s informa­

Business Sees 
Bright Future 
For This Area

The high expectations which 
business interests and economists 
hold for the development of this 
section of Texas were highlighted 
this week*by two disclosures.

One was announcement by the 
Central Power and Light Co., that 
it is spending several million dol­
lars to meet the demand for pow­
er that it sees forthcoming within 
a very few years.

The second was a business sur­
vey of activities in the area which 
affects the prosperity of Rockport 
and Aransas County.

Expansion of Central’s electric 
plant in Corpus Christ! will sub­
stantially increase South Texas’ 
power supply in anticipation of 
Lon C. Hill, CPL president, said 
this week in announcing the pur­
chase of a new 30,000 kilowatt gen­
erating unit for Nueces Bay Power 
Station.

Installation of this additional ca­
pacity will cost more than |2,500,- 
000 he said and the new unit is 
expected to be in service during 
1949.

Nueces*Bay Power Station now 
has a production capacity o f 46,- 
000 kilowatts and is the largest 
plant ip the Central Power and 
Light Company system.

The new unit just ordered will 
increase the jilant’s capacity to 
76,000 kilowatts. The new unR 
alone will produce more than 
enough power to supply the resi­
dential, commercial and industrial 
needs of a city the present size of 
Corpus Christi.

Enlargement of the Corpus 
Christi power plant is in addition 
to a 40,000 kilowatt expansion pro­
ject already in progress at the 
company’s La Palrap Power sta­
tion, San Benito.

Hill asserted that there is no 
shortage of elecetric power in 
South Texas at the present time. 
However, he pointed out that it 
takes approximately three yean to 
build and install a big electric gen­
erating unit; therefore it is neces­
sary to plan for in the future to 
make sure that ample power will 
be available when it is needed.

Gl Policy Renewal 
Period Extended

Former servicemen will have 
until August 1 to reinstate their 
term insurance without medical 
examination under a law passed 
last week by Congress, extending 
the insurance period.

The announcement was made by 
F. C. Simpson, county service of­
ficer, who said thft he has the 
necessary forms for re-instatement 
applications.

Under the new law, veterans who 
dropped their insurance when they 
left the service may pick it up 
again by paying only two prem­
iums, provided they are in good 
health.

It has been authoritatively esti­
mated that about 9,000,000 Ameri­
cans own stock in one or more cor­
porations.

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A Bell for Adano
The STORY THUS FAR:

American troops, taking part in 
the invasion of Italy, arrived at 
the seaport town of Adano. Ma­
jor Victor Joppolo, from Brook­
lyn, New York, was in charge as 
the Amgot officer. With him 
was Sergeant Leonard Broth, 
to serve as M. P. in charge of 
security. The Major immediately

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V F W Pushes for 
Hospital Beds

The Rockport organization of the 
Veterans o f Foreign Wars has 
joined other posts in this district in 
a push for additional beds for dis* 
abled veterans at Corpus Christ! 
Naval Base hospital, Cecil V. (Bill) 
Gray, commander said this week.

Gray’s announcement followed 
th ? sixth district meeting of the 
VFW, which he and Oscar Dye, 
post sugeon, attended at Corpus 
Christi, Sunday.

The post commander said that 
recently the number of beds set 
aside for veterans’ treatment had 
been reduced to 120. The district 
organization is asking restoration 
of the old figure of 175, or an in­
crease to a possible 200.

“ It doesn’t look very smart, or 
very economical to us for the gov­
ernment to take men from this 
area clear to San Antonio for 
treatment when the beds are avail­
able at Corpus,’’ Gray said.

The Corpus Christi meeting was 
one of the highlightst of a VFW 
expansion campaign which includes 
Rockport post in this area, Gray 
pointed out. Three new posts, 
Orange Grove, Odem and Mathis, 
were recognized and welcomed by 
District Commander A. A. Prince.

A membership campaign to 
mark the national commander’s 
birthday has set a goal of 100 new 
and re-instated members for the 
Rockport post. Five new members 
were voted in at W'ednesday 
night’s meeting, but the initiation 
deferred until March 5, when it is 
hoped that the Aransas Pass drill 
team can be present to assist in 
the ritual.

Interesring Views In ihe W eek ’s N ews China Appeal 
From Pulpits

An appeal to aid the United 
Chinese Relief drive for $200 in 
Aransas County will be broadcast 
from Rockport pulpits Sunday 
morning. County Chairman Hugh 
Morrison announced this week.

Morrison has enlisted the clergy 
of the area as his committeemen: 
Father Disney, Rev. T. H. Pollard, 
Rev. W. B. Wheeler, Rev. C. M. 
Jones and Rev. Bob Cunningham 
of Fulton.

Morrison pointed out that no big 
overhead cost is involved in the 
distribution of the Chinese Relief 
funds, that the money goes directly 
tp the needy Chinese through ac­
credited missionaries without the 
cost of field agents.

“The United States is pulling out 
of China from a miKtaary stand­
point,’’ Morrison said, “but that 
doesn’t alter the fact that China is 
our baby and its needs are of 
paramount importance to this 
country.

“ UNRRA supplies are held up

through various political and dip­
lomatic moves and the Chinese are 
dying o f disease and starvation. 
Hunger and neglect are sure to 
throw the Chinese into the arms 
of the Communists who are now 
trying to dominate the country.

Our hope of setting up a bul­
wark against Communism lies in 
feeding the Chinese and caring 
for their ills.

“ The humanitarian viewpoint, 
though, is even more important. 
We can’t stand by and see these 
people die by millions when a few 
dollars from us will save them. 
Neither can we take the chances 
of disease spread throughout the 
world from epidemics which sweep 
China because of neglect and lack 
of care. The Rockefeller Founda­
tion recognized this fact recently 
and is putting $10,000,000 into a 
disease fight there."

able business properties in that 
same block.

Most of these properties as 
well as other holdings were sold 
in recent years. Glass said, and 
at the time of death, Mir. Mayer 
owned only a few scattered lots, 
mostly unimproved. Glass said 
that the estate, however, is 
where the puzzle really began.

For Mr. Mayer, so far as his 
friends have been able to find, 
left no will.

If no will is found, an adminis­
trator .must be court-appointed for 
settlement of the estate. Then 
other questi<ms arise born of the 
present condition of Germany.

Friends here were wondering if 
the nieces in Germany would be 
allowed to remove the money value 
of the estate from this country. 
There was also the question of 
how much of it they might be able 
to keep if taken to Germany with 
its denazification trials gnd con­
fiscations of estates. If not allow­
ed to take the money to Germany, 
would the nieces be allowed to en­
ter the United States and live off 
the estate? These were questions 
nobody would try to answer.

Meanwhile, Mr. Mayer was bur­
ied in Rockport cemetery Mon­
day afternoon in a Masonic grave­
side service. •

Florida and Missiasippi.”
The Chamber of Commerce pro 

test took cognizance, too, of the 
home folks who would be forced to 
pay a license fee to fish off the 
beach, and, in this case, even at 
the Fish Bowl and made similar 
protest on their behalf.

“ We can see some justification 
for a fishing license on streams of 
inland countries which must be 
stocked from state hatcheries," 
the secretary’s letter continued. 
“ But Providence, we feel, has 
stocked the sea. From time im­
memorial men have been free to 
take their food from the sea with­
out hindrance, and their recrea 
tion with only the restrictions of 
common safety and decency.”

The protest pointed out that 
Rockport and Rockport interesta 
knew nothing of the proposed 
license fee until they read of it 
in newspaper press dispatches, 
although hearings already have 
been held in committee. The 
same fact was sharply brought 
out in separate protests to Rep. 
H. L. Atkinson and Sen. F r^  
Mauritz who represent this dis­
trict in the two legislative hous­
es.
“ Had the Rockport Chamber of 

Commerce known that the mea­
sure had been proposed, we certain 
ly would have had a delegation 
present to protest the inclusion of 
salt-water fishing," Haddock wrote 
Atkinson.

“ If any further hearings are 
scheduled, we would sppreciate 
a collect telepgram so we may hfi 
present to push a protest.”

a number of real properties were 
listed as vacant lots when they 
really had houses and other im­
provements on them.

Not every such case. Booth said, 
was the result of somebody want­
ing to “ put one over." Some were 
simply carelessness and over- 
sight

“ But we hope to have every piece 
of property in town properly list­
ed and assessed by the time thif 
job is over,” Mrs. Cope said.

The Rockport city financeea 
have markedly improved in re­
cent months bcause of the tax 
book work done by Booth and 
Mrs. Cope. But more remains 
to be done.
“ We all realize that a great 

many things must be done to 
make Rockport the kind of a town 
we want to live in,”  Booth said. 
"I ’m talking about ordinary gov­
ernmental services and facilities. 
Our streets need repairing. Our 
fire department needs support. 
We need additions to the water 
system. We need a revamping of 
the sewer system. In addition to 
that, the city has a heavy bonded 
debt which must be met.

“All of these take money and 
the money can only come from 
the payment of taxes. It is the 
civic duty of every citizen to pay 
his taxes promptly.
“ What’s more, prompt payment 

is for the citizen’s own good. De­
linquent taxes constitute a lien 
against property. Taxes aren’t 
assessed against the taxpayer. 
They’re assessed against the prop­
erty itself.”

Booth cautioned persons bay­
ing real estate to make sure that 
no delinquent taxes stand 
against the property, since the 
buyer will be responsible for any 
such obligations.
Some suits for delinquent taxes 

have been filed in recent months, 
but on the whole. Booth said, tax­
payers have been co-operative. The 
biggest headache has been the ab­
sentee owners of real estate in the 
city.

When Booth and Mrs. Cope be­
gan their work, $7000 of delin­
quent taxes was involved in items 
of $100 and up. Only $3500 was 
owed the city in amounts less than 
$50. Altogether the delinquent 
taxes on the books amounted to 
about $20,000.

Mrs. Cope said that more than 
$6,000 of this amount has been 
gathered in and that several prop­
erty owners and estates have made 
arrangaihqnts to pay o ff large 
debts by installments.
