STAR IN THE MAKING

Sanders Forecasts Bright
Future for Local Athlete

A man who ought to know dangled a happy prospect,
this week, before the eyes of those who rooted for the Rock-
port High School football team and indulged in the Texas

penchant for tall talk last fall.,
The talk, said Jack Sanders,
one-time big league profes-
sional player and now assis-
tant coach at Trinity Univer-
sity, had plenty of justification.

The surprising 1946 Pirates,
Sanders said, have produced two
players who should make their

mark in Texas collegiate football,
and one of them should become one
of the best backs in the country.

Sanders gave his enthusiasm its
heaviest workout over Russell
Rowe, but he gave Joe Johnson, Jr.,
runner-up honors in a visit here
this week. He based his beliefs on
the showing the two boys made in
spring training with the Trinity
team at San Antonio.

The coach’s announcement was
the first public word that Rowe
and Johnson had trained with the
“Trinity squad from March 8 to 20.

“Both of them will make their

scholarships easily if they choose
to enroll at Trinity,” Sanders said.
He used Rowe at quarterback
and Johnson at right half off the
shallow T formation which he,
himself, originated and which the
Pirates used so devastatingly
against Aransas Pass last fall.
That 32-6 victory over a team
that outweighed them heavily not
only set up the Pirates, but
brought the formation into quick
notoriety in this section and into
successful use at Trinity.
Sanders came back to his home
at Fulton two years ago from
a successful professional football
season and appeared at the annual
football banquet. Rockport’s rec-
ord was not impressive, and San-
ders wondered what his pet for-
mation would do for the boys.

For Formal Bid

The Aransas County airport, the |

Live Oak peninsula’s mortgage on
the future, is being advertised by |
the WAA for sale, but don't be
alarmed, County Judge Fox com-
forted this week. Nobody is going
to snatch it from our grasp.

The county not only plans to bid
for the port, but it plans to take
over the big navy landing field in
one of Uncle Sam’s bargain pack-
ages and work out plans for its
preservation and use,

“The county owns the land in
fee simple,” Judge Fox said Wed-
nesday. “The government has an
ownership claim because of im-
provements out there. But the
county has first chance to bid and
it's bid will be good because of
priority.” ’

Indications were that the county
might bid a dollar, or even ten
dollars, to make everything legal.

'HAMS' TRY OUT EQUIPMENT

Short-Wave Radio Network Readied as
Standby in Time of Hurricane Need

Maybe you noticed a box

kite flying last Sunday away

out yonder by St. Joseph’s Island. More likely you didn’t.

No matter. What does matter is that the box kite was a
signal of safety and comfort for Rockport and this section
of the coast in time of hurricane or disaster,

That kite was attached to
a metal wire which served as
a radio antenna, to get radio
signals out as fa ras Dallas,
signals out as far as Dallas,
Kerrville and other
points. It was part of a test of
equipment being staged here
against the time when that equip-
ment should be needed.

Not that anybody is going to
take a small boat out to fly a
a kite near St. Joseph’s Island in
a hundred - mile wind. The boys
are entirely practical. The kite
business was simply to see what
communications could be set up
from a small boat offshore should
an emergency arise to require that.
Such emergencies have arisen in
the Mississippi and Ohio River
flood country,

WIDE NETWORK

That's getting just a bit ahead
of the story though.

Some six months ago, a group
of radio amateurs met at Cuero
and organized what they called the
South Texas Emergency Network.
It was designed for handling em-

or other public disaster, Times
when telephone and telepgraph
lines go out, and places where the
wires never did reach in the first
place.

One of the ‘hams’ in that group,
men and boys who will work with-
out pay or hope of reward other
than the knowledge of public ser-
vice well done, is Jimmie Ince who
works for Jim Hanway in Rock-
port. Hanway also has passed his
examinations for an amateur’s tic-
ket and expects it shortly.

Hanway has a fully equipped
radio transmitter at his home—
station WHLUJ— and a 100-watt
generator to power it. He is inde-
pendent of the weather and fallen
power lines.

But Hanway’s transmitter and
the set-up here are just a part of
a wider network. This particular
district includes all of South Texas,
with other units as far away as
Brownsville and Beaumont.

VISITORS HERE
This district affiliates with a
state network, then with a nation-
al network. Inee is national co-
ordinator for the district.
Sunday’s test was carried on by

Hanway, Ince and four visitors.
They were Dr. Howard Weaver,
Sinton dentist; Bob Cooper, Refu-
gio; Joe Woods and Holland Hen-
derson of Corpus Christi. The lat-
ter is a wholesale radio man,

The test was found satisfactory.

The network probably will pass
unnoticed by the general publie
until the next storm when the
wires go down. Then it will become
the most important unit in the
community.

Rockport should not only be grateful to Inspector Davis
for bringing the serious risk to public attention, it should
take the opportunity to do something to get natural gas.

R That is not to discount the tremendous value of butane
to communities in need of clean, handy fuel, but deprived
of natural gas. There can be no question that butane is a
godsend to the farmer, the vacationer, the isolated hamlet.
But there equally can be no question of its doubtful civic
value in fueling a town the size of Rockport.

Less than a month ago, a man from outside Texas
stopped at the Chamber of Commerce and inquired as to the
possibility of starting a bakery here. He wanted a building
and he wanted fuel. He would have constructed a small build-
ing if gas fuel had been available. With neither building nor
gas to be had, the man speedily abandoned the idea of going
into business here.

A short time previous to that, another man checked on
the possiblity of starting a laundry. The question of a build-
ing loomed there and Rockport’s water famine of last summer
dealt another blow, But the big question was one of gas for
fuel.

Inspector Davis told the city council last Friday night
that much of Rockport’s butane piping, while critically peril-
ous for butane, would be perfectly safe with natural gas. If
used for butane, extensive and expensive changes will un-
doubtedly be necessary before next winter.

During that same time, if we move swiftly and surely
enough natural gas could be piped into the town.

That is not to say that we would put pressure on the
city administration to extend a franchise to a concern which

"~ would want to take everything and give nothing. But it is
to say that we we should spread out the “Welcome” mat for
any concerns which are interested in talking business with a
growing town. -

Needless Sacrifice

The National Board of Fire Underwriters recently ana-
lyzed the causes of the disgraceful and menacing increase in
fire loss in the United States—a loss that came near the
$600,000,000 figure last year. The following principal reasons
were cited:

2. The use of substandard housing.

3. Overcrowding of buildings, with a resulting strain on
electrical circuits and heating plants already in disrepair be-
cause of wartime shortages.

4. A tendency to build factories and other high-value pro-
perties in outlying areas where water supply for fire fighting
purposes may be inadequate.

5. Shortages of fire department equipment.

6. A great increase in carelessness at the end of the
war.

Most of these causes of fire are correctible. Substandard
housing must be prevented by local building and safety or-
dinances. Communities will soon be able to obtain needed fire
equipment, Adequate repair and maintenance of electrical
: and heating facilities can be obtained now. The last cause,
p human carelessness, is probably the most important—and
~ lives and property will continue to be needlessly sacrificed.
That is the message which must be brought home to all the
American people. ;

Natural gasoline will be shipped
from the Tom O’Connor plant by
rail. Liquefied petroleum gas will
be available in truck lots at the
plant and will also be bottled for
delivery to .marketers who sell
and distribute in rural areas.

A field community will be erect-
ed adjacent to the plant to house
employees and their families. Pres-
ent estimates are that the operat-
ing staff will be made up of about
25 men.

The Tom O’Connor plant is the
third in the Gulf Coast area which
Huntble Oil & Refining Company
has under construction either as
sole owner or as joint owner with
others. A somewhat larger natural
gasoline plant is nearing com-
pletion at Clear Lake, between
Houston and Galveston, and one
of approximately the same size is
under construction at Anahuac.

FARM MACHINERY:

Prices Trimmed

Although demand is expected to
exceed supply ‘‘for months to
come,”” International Harvester
company has reduced prices on 163
items of farm equipment. More
than half the company’'s customers
will benefit, a spokesman said. Re-
ductions range from 1 to 23.8 per
cent, or in dollars from $2.50 to $309.
Lower prices have been announced
for 123 farm machines, 16 models of
industrial tractors, 12 models of
motor trucks and 12 other miscel-
laneous articles. The program will
cost the company about 20 mil-
lion dollars this year, it was stated.
New prices became effective March
10.

Typical of reductions are new
prices. of the Farmall-H tractor,
down $125, or 10.6 per cent; the au-
tomatic pickup hay baler, down $75,
or 4.1 per cent, and the self-pro-
pelled combine, now $122.50, or 3.4
per cent lower.

Trucks were trimmed $50 to $300
in price, depending on size. Esti-
mated overall reduction on indus-
trial products amounted to about
3.5 per cent, officials stated.

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PARAGUAY:
Civil War

So serious is the rebellion in Para-
guay that President Morinigo has is-
sued a war decree to mobilize the
full powers of the government. Reb-
els now are holding large sections
of the little South American coun-
try. Government officials state that

'the revolt is Communist-inspired.

They further charge that Commu-
nists in neighboring Uruguay and
Bolivia are giving every assistance
to the rebels.

The war act gives the government
power to draft men, property and
money, and to suspend any laws.
The preamble declares that it was
issued in accordance with ‘“‘inter-
national agreement signed by this
country for defense of the continent
against subversive movements of a
totalitarian character.”

According to news from Brazil,
the insurgents have won control of
all the Paraguayan side of the Para-
guayan-Brazil border by capturing
the towns of Bela Vista, Pedro Juan
Caballero and Captan Bado.

Paraguayan government reports
say that some of the rebel forces
have deserted and surrendered to
government troops. There were oth-
er stories, denied by the govern-
ment, that some infantry, artillery
and naval units had refused or-
ders to fight the rebels.

ATOMIC ORE:
Rigid Regulations

In a move to safeguard the na-
tion’s supply of uranium and thori-
um ores, the raw materials for atom
bombs, the Atomic Energy commis-
sion has issued a new and very strict
code. Death is the penalty for ma-
jor violations of the rigid regula-
tions, which affect everyone handling
the radio-active ores.

The code sets up a licensing sys-
tem specifying that no one, unless
licensed by the commission, can
‘“transfer or export from the United
States’ any material that contains
as much as 1-20th of one per cent
of uranium or thorium.

After April 1, anyone not licensed
who obtains 10 pounds or more of
raw uranium or thorium must report
it to the commission within 30 days.
Use of uranium in ceramics, photo-
graphic supplies and other industrial
products is practically forbidden,
since no further supply of the metal
will be allowed after April 1,

Overcomes Handicap

Sgt. Harold Russell, who lost
both hands in service, is on tour
in connection with his first movie
venture, “The Best Years of Our
Lives.” He recelved an Academy
award for his part in the picture,
in which he played a disabled vet-
eran. The film is being shown at
army hospitals as part of the re-
habilitation program for handi-
capped men. Russell does not in-
tend to act again; his ambition is
to be a specialist in movie adver-
tising. He is shown here demon-
strating how well he can perform
such delicate tasks as operating
a camera with his hooks.

U. S. FARM REPORT:

Five-Year Rise

Value of farms in the United
States increased by one-third, on
the average, and value of produce
doubled between 1940 and 1945, the
census bureau reports. Number of
farms declined, and size of farms
increased during the five-year pe-
riod, as was generally known.

Total worth of the nation’s farms
rose steadily to $46,388,925,560 in the
five years covered. Present values
are considerably higher.. The aver-
age farm in 1945 was 194.8 acres,
compared with 174 acres five years
earlier,

Market value of produce in-
creased from $7,813,644,000 to $18,-
108,132,000. Number of people on
farms decreased sharply but the
bureau says it has no figure for 1940
exactly comparable to the 1945
total, when there were 23,588,488
listed as farm dwellers. Tenant
farmers dropped from 2,361,271 to
1,858,421 in the five year term.

Other changes, as summarized in
the report, were these:

“Farmers are using more ma-
chinery. More farms are operated
by farmers and fewer by tenants,
Fewer farmers engage in off-farm
work."’

CANCER:

Italian Treatment

A new drug that is effective in the
treatment of cancer has been re-
ported by an Italian researcher. The
chemical has been named FA2 by
its discoverer, Dr. Francisco Guar-
nieri of Rome. He is cautious
about claiming that he has found a
true cure for the dread malady but

The Rockport Independent school
district contains 636 children of
school age this year,

The announcement was ma'(re
this week as the annual school
census was completed under di-
rection of Miss Katie Lee Clarke,
fifth grade teacher,

This year's census was taken en-
tirely by the teachers of the school

& district under Miss Clarke’s di-
rection. Last year the count was
nade by County Clerk Herring.

The total of 636 represents an
increase of about eight per cent
above the 1946 total of 588 and
insures the Rockport schols of at
least one additional teacher and
possibly two, Supt. J. F. Harblin
said.

Actually in the schools now are
558 from the Rockport district and

v‘unuugh transfers to bring the total
to 629.

“We can use the extra teachers
all right,” Harbin added. “Miss
Clarke has 52 youngsters in her
class this year, and that is just
an illustration of the crowded con-
ditions throug)}out the schools.”

Allocation of .money from the
state school funds is made upon the
basis of children of school age in
a district. Under present laws, that
may amount to as high as $35 per
child, from the available school
fund, plus rural and depending on
the amount of tax money the state
has collected.

A measure is now before the
legislature which would change the
basis for funds allocations to the
number of students actually en-
rolled in school. Another measure
would increase the per capita pay-
ments to $556 from the available
school fund.
