Enter­
tainment has been planned for 
November 23 with business on the 
second day.

Special Campaign 
For Fund Meets 
Wide Response

Expect Contributions 
To Cover Obligations 
Incurred by Firemen

Grateful residents of the Rock- 
port-Fulton area were putting 
over the special fire department 
fund this week—you might say, if 
you like quips— l̂ike a house afixe.

The ink was scarcely dry on last 
week’s issue of The Pilot, which 
carried the story of the Hre de­
partment’s need, before a group 
of outstanding women civic work­
ers were in the field under the 
direction of Mrs. Fred A. Bracht.

Everywhere, they met a ready 
response and open purses. Most 
of the local solicitation was over 
by this Thursday night, although 
some few persons remained to be 
seen. Letters to prospective out-of- 
town contributors were still to be 
heard from. A final checkup was 
withheld until next week.

SOME STUFF RETURNED
Even by midweek, however, it 

looked as if enough money would 
be raised before the drive was 
over to meet the heavy obligations 
which fell on the Rockport fire­
men during the Nov. 1 and 2 brush 
fire, before the campaign is over.

Part of the obligation included 
the cost of providing food for the 
men from other fire departments 
who came to help. Some was for 
equipment which the other depart­
ments lost or which was destroyed. 
Some was for equipment which the 
Rockport firemen borrowed or 
commandeered from local sources 
and which was lost or destroyed.

Fire Chief Lloyd Lassiter said 
this week that some of the lost 
stuff had been turned in, but that 
much had not been heard from. 
Included in the still missing cate­
gory is' at least one firemen’s hel­
met.

C. P. & L Building 
New Power Line 
To Serve Fulton

Future Development of 
. Northern Peninsulo 

Also Under Study
Central Power and Light Co. this 

week had tonstruction well under 
way on an important and costly 
extension of its lines which will 
vastly unprove service id Pulton 
Beach and provide a basis for fu­
ture extensions at the north end 
of the peninsula.

Manager B. T. Hardeman did 
not have figures on the money 
cost of the new line, but said that 
the 70 big poles and the 12,000 
pounds of costly copper wire would 
be only a part of the material 
outlay, not to mention labor.

More important to this area 
than the amount of money in­
volved, Hardeman pointed out, 
will be the improvement in service.

Fulton Beach has developed in 
the past two or three years far 
beyond what public utilities en­
gineers expected, and the demands 
for current grew even faster than 
the town, itself. Central Power and 
Light Co. had one 2300-volt line, 
feeding up the beach to Fulton, 
but power requirements have been 
more than the one line could sup­
ply.

FIVE MILE LINE 
it was no secret—and no source 

of happiness to C.P.L.— that elec­
trical equipment at the fish houses 
gave trouble, that home refrigera­
tors started half-heartedly and 
lights sometimes burned with a 
sickly glow.

The new line is intended not 
only to correct that trouble, but 
to give Fulton all the power it 
needs for several ye^rs to come.

The construction will start 
where the main power lina, comes 
into Rockport as an 11,000 volt 
supply and now steps down, at the 
substation near the ice plant, to 
2300 volts for city distribution.

The new line, carrying the full 
11,000 volts, three-phase, will run 
north to about the city limits, then 
turn eastward to Highway 36 and 
follow the highway to Fulton and 
a new substation which is to be 
built. Total length of the line will 
be about five miles, Hardeman 
said.

LOOKING AHEAD 
The new line will connect with 

the existing line which now serves 
the area around Kriger’s Courts 
and beyond. >

At the same time, the line which 
runs north along the beach now to 
serve Fulton probably will be cut 
at the southern edge of the town 
and used to service customers be­
tween that point and Rockport.

Hardeman said that Central 
Power and Light is studying the 
prospects for future growth along 
the north end of the peninsula in 
the light of both the expanding 
tourist and oil business.

TRAGEDY OF THE SEA

. Boat Captain Dies of Heart 
Passenger Brings Craft Into

A 36-foot fishing boat from Port Aransas foamed into 
Rockport harbor late Wednesday afternoon bearing another 
tragically weird story of the sea. The boat’s captain, Patton 
West Thame, 59, lay dead in the cabin, and .the hands of a 
landsman who never before had handled a boat were on the 
wheel and the controls.

The man who brought the boat 

into harbor and maneuvered it at 
.yyî t into a slip at the east side of 
the'yacht basin, was Dr. 0. T. 
Christoffer of Mexia, Texas, a 
guest at the Oak Shore Apart­
ments.

The first inkling of the tragedy 
came when the boat swept past 
that o f Elva Mullinax, who wae 
busy mending a net.

“ I heard somebody yell, 'Help 
me! I’ve got a dead man aboard!,” 
Mullinax related. ‘‘ I nearly jump­
ed out of my skin.”

Mullinax, P. E. Shaylor and 
L. A. Shaylor gaid they realized 
that an inexperienced hand was at 
(he controls ae Dr. Christoffer at-

teaipted to enter a nearby slip, 
then backed away.

After several attempts. Dr. 
Christoffer got the boat docked 
and the three men jumped aboard 
and helped him snub the craft. 
It was then that they learned that 
he never had touched the wheel or 
the controls of a boat before.

Sheriff Curry, Deputies Sherman 
Mundine and Slim Haynes and 
Justice of the Peace Joe Smith 
were hurriedly summoned. Dr. 
Christoffer said that Thame had 
apparently died of coronAry oc­
clusion, and this diagnosis was con­
firmed by Dr. M. A. Rich.

Dr. Christoffer told the officials 
that Thame had taken him fish­

ing north of Long Reef and had 
complained of feeling ill, ascrib­
ing it to indigestion. When they 
started for Rockport, Thame toojt 
a dose of medicine and, just before 
reaching the red beacon east of 
town, started to take another. That 
was when he collapsed and died, 
almost instantly.

A treacherous tide and chop were 
running and the boat was under 
way. Dr. Christoffer had no choice. 
He took the controls and brought 
the boat in, then called for aid as 
he passed the first competent-look­
ing boatman.

Thame was a retired railroad 
man who had been running a char­
ter fishing boat for several years 
at Port Aransas, but had been in 
ill health for about two years. He 
was well known here. Ted Mat­
thews of Port Aransas told the 
officers that Thame had a surviv­
ing brother in San Antonio.

Cage Funeral Home took charge 
of the body.

Rockport’s commercial fishing business—which means 
shrimp of course— was back in gear Thursday after a four- 
day tie-up. A statewide meeting of the Fishermen’s Union 
at Freeport Wednesday settled a price dispute that had idled 
the fleet as well as the whole industry along this part of

the coast.

New Pilot Editor 
Meeting Rockort

Vick G. Vickrey, former Texas 
newspaper man and more recently 
of California, was in Rockport 
this week, getting oriented and 
preparing to take over as editor 
of The Pilot and secretary of the 
Rockport Chamber of Commerce 
on December 1.

Hugh V. Haddock, editor a«d 
secretary since last January, had 
originally resigned effective De­
cember 31. The date was placed 
sufficiently far ahead to permit 
both the newspaper and the Cham­
ber to find a man who would fit 
both requirements.

Roy Rogero, Pilot publisher and 
Chamber president, learned that 
Vickrey’s services were immediate­
ly available and Haddock, anxious 
to resume free lanCe work and 
fulfill pressing commitments, 
moved the effective date of his 
resignation up to November 30.

The board o f directors of the 
Chamber of Commerce last week 
authorized Vickrey to work with 
Haddock from next Monday until 
the end of the month in order to 
get the threads of the work well 
in hand.

Vickrey, former editor and pub­
lisher o f the Flatonia, Texas 
Argus; editor of the Telephone 
Worker; staff writer for the Hous­
ton Press and, more recently, 
serving as a newsman in various 
capacities on the Pacific coast, 
comes to Rockport to pick up the 
threads of a weekly newspaper 
career launched at Groveton, in 
the sand hills of East Texas when 
the editor of the Trinity County 
News picked up some of his high 
school material and published it 
in his weekly newspaper there.

Expressing confidence in the fu­
ture of Rockport as a Gulf Coast 
resort center and with high ex­
pectations of being a part of that 
future growth and development, 
Vickery joins the ranks of Rock­
port boosters, believers—and fish 
tale tellers.

Council Skips Meeting
The City Council, which had not 

expected to observe Armistice Day 
officially, did so after all. Tues­
day night was the scheduled 
meeting night, but there was no 
pressing business. Besides, it 
looked as if absences would pre­
vent a quorum.

City Clerk Bonnie Townsend 
solved the problem simply by tele­
phoning those concerned and an­
nouncing there would be no meet­
ing.

Cyrus Farley of Aransas Pass, 
state president of the union, told 
The Pilot that a compromise price 
schedule had been worked out to 
the satisfaction of everybody.

TSe new price schedule calls for 
a top of 28 cents in place of the 32 
cents previously paid for 25 count, 
or larger shrimp. The remainder 
of the price schedule will remain 
as it has been, including a nine- 
cent price for shrimp in the 46 to 
65 count bracket.

If was the wiping out of this 
nine-cent bracket which caused the 
difficulty. Farley explained that 
the action had been simply the 
result of confusion.

Alvin Brundrett, secretary of the 
Fisherman’s Union here, and Ted 
Little, a member of the union, 
gave this background:

Months ago, the Fisherman’s 
Union and the fish dealers agreed 
the the price of shrimp a» posted 
at Morgan City, La., would be the 
standard price. This called for 
three prices: 14 cents for 36 to 66 
count; 21 cents for 26 to 35 count; 
28 cents for shrimp larger than 26 
to the pound.

About a year ago, dealers in 
this section changed the schedule 
under an arrangement with the 
shrimpers whereby 32 cents would

ORGANIZATION OF COMPANY FOR FULTON 
GETS UNDER WAY AS COMMISSIONERS ACT 
TO GET NEW TRUCK AS SOON AS FACTORY * 
CAN MAKE DELIVERY

Aransas CJounty was on its way toward better fire pro­
tection this week with the move overwhelmingly approved 
by the voters. Last Saturday’s election authorized the county 
to earmark«a total of $10,000 over a period of ten years to 
purchase additional equipment which will be lent to the

fire department.
The vote was 338 to 1 in favor 

of the plan. The lone “ no” vote 
was cast in Aransas Pass, but 
even there, the decision was two 
to one. Two votes for purchasing 
the equipment and one vote 
against, three votes cast in all.

The Aransas Pass box, however, 
was the only one where a lack of 
interest was shown. With the 
memory of the Nov. 1 and 2 fire 
fresh in their minds, citizens turn­
ed out better than for most special 
elections, even though all felt that 
the proposition would win over­
whelmingly.

At the fire station, 87 votes were 
cast for the purchase; the court­
house box showed 132 favorable 
votes; Pulton cast an even 100, 
and Lamar 17.

NAVY GOING TO WAR 
AGAIN IN WATERS 
OFF PORT ARANSAS

It looked, this week, like a 
rugged future for fishermen off 
Port Aransas. The Army* En­
gineers made known that the 
Navy is planning it’s own private 
practice war again.

The commander of the Air 
Training Base at Corpus Christi 
has asked the army to declare 
out of limits for other traffic 
an area 25 miles long and five 
miles wide to be used as a bomb­
ing practice range. The area 
would be located seaward from 
the 10-fathom contour line and 
central to a point approximately 
17 miles southeast from Port 
Aranaasa.

A bombing target would be 
towed by another boat and any 
other craft would enter the area 
at its own risk.

Date of the practice was not 
set, but any protests must be 
entered with the army at Gal­
veston not later than Nov. 20.

First Intracoastai 
Work to Start

Work was scheduled to get un­
der way here during the coming 
week on the first steps in im­
proving the Intracoastai Canal.

Bauer-Smith Dredging; Co. of 
Port Lavaca has been awarded a 
0200,000 contract for cleaning out 
the waterway across Aransas Bay. 
The project involves about 3 mil­
lion yards of dredging.

Reports from Port Lavaca in­
dicated that at least one of the 
firm’s boats would arrive in Rock­
port area early this next week. In 
general the company’s regular 
employes will comprise the work 
force. However, there appeared the 
likelihood that some jobs would be 
available for Rockport residents.

L. E. (Jack) Sanders, while not 
connected with the dredging job 
since his responsibility is that of 
docks and similar worlu, is in touch 
with the situation. He said that 
the immediate work has no connec­
tion Mrith plans to bring the Intra­
coastai inshore here, but is simply 
a clean-out job.

Student Employment 
Bureau Functions

The employment bureau ope­
rated by the Rockport High 
School student council to match 
students with jobs placed three 
girls and one boy in response to 
employment offers this week. Prin­
cipal Owen James said.

James said that one or two o f 
fers of employment had been made 
which were considered unsuitable 
and were not accepted. James, as 
sponsor, and the student council 
president reserve the right to re­
ject unsuitable offers. James said 
the kids are still open to offers of 
house work, baby sitting, yard 
work and similar chores.

FATHER J. H. KELLY CINCH- 
ed his Rockport citizenship— or 
the part which depends on hunting 
and fishing powers, for another 
year 'Wednesday morning near Ti­
voli. He killed one gray goose and 
one brant while on a brief hunting 
trip.

BIDS ASKED AT ONCE 
County Commissioners Court 

amd Fire Chief Uoyd Lassiter 
wasted no time. The court met 
Monday morning, hurriedly can­
vassed the vote and entered into 
the minutes the encumbrance on 
the county revenues.

The court then authorized the 
immediate asking o f bids for 
equipment. Since the officials and 
the heads of the fire department 
already knew the type of truck 
wanted, and had laid down speci­
fications, the matter of bidding 
promised to be short and to the 
point.

County Judge Fox said that the 
county hopes to have the new 
truck here and ready for service 
by shortly after the first of tl)e 
year.

UP TO MANUFACTURERS 
“The delivery date, however, 

will be strictly up to the manu­
facturers," Judge Fox said. “ We 
have been told by the makers of 
the equipment we want that they 
can give us delivery in from 60 
to 90 days.

“ But we haven’t forgotten that 
we got a 60-day delivery promise 
on a new grader and that it took 
us 18 months to get it,” the judge 
continued. “ It could be that way 
with a fire truck. All we can 
promise is to get it here and in 
service as soon as possible.”

The type of truck which the 
firemen want, and for which they 
have thumped for months, is a 
new development of war times. It 
breaks water into such minute 
particles that it becomes fog and 
thus smothers and cools a fire into 
oblivion.

VERSATILE TRUCK 
The truck can be used as a 

pumper in parts of town accessible 
to water mains or the bay. Or, 
since it uses a minimum of water 
as fog, it can be employed much 
more efficiently against outlying 
fires than can the conventional 
type of equipment.

Since fog is not a conductor of 
electricity and does not spread 
burning oil as a stream of water 
would do, a truck of the type 
wanted can be effectively used 
against both electrical and oil 
fires without danger to the fire­
men. It is one of the best known 
devices for extinguishing oil fires.

The firemen proclaim one more 
advantage. In most fires the water 
damage exceeds that done by the 
blaze. With fog, water damage is 
held to a minimum.

PLANS FOR FULTON 
As soon as the new truck is 

delivered, Lassiter and Assistant 
Chief Charles Ankele have plans 
for establishing a branch fire sta­
tion at Fulton Beach. One of the

Rockport orVicmity for 80 minutes without one or the other 
o f you saying;

“Now what Rockport needs i s ------- ”
The chain o f events, which started with the dangerous 

and expensive fire of November 1 and 2 and included this 
week’s election and fund campaign for support o f the fire 
department illustrates conclusively once more Rockport’s 
outstanding need.

What Rockport needs most is not more housing, al­
though goodness knows that need screams to the skies. What 
Rockport needs most is not industry, nor more vacation facili­
ties, nor more city revenue to improve the streets, nor a 
better-equipped fire department. Rockport’s need goes far, 
far deeper than that.

What Rockport needs most is a thought-out plan for: Di
the future, with every person in Rockport giving that plan 
his support. What Rockport needs is to conceive what condi­
tions will be six months, a year, five years hence, and to work 
with that vision in mind.

What Rockport needs is unity in the present to work for 
the future.

Last summer’s drive to finance the new high school 
gymnasium showed what unity could accomplish. The fire, 
the election, the success of the present fund campaign have 
shown it again.

It is a sad commentary upon human nature, rather 
than a reflection on anyone in Rockport that we only become 
unified and drop our petty immediate differences in the face 
o f emergency. Such a condition is certainly not confined to 
Rockport. We see it reflected in the conduct of national and 
international affairs. .

We decide that we will not trouble trouble until trouble 
troubles us. We think it is just as well to let George do 
whatever needs to be done. We accept that it is a useless 
waste of pleasant hours or a foolish sacrifice of immediate 
activities to do today what can be put o ff until tomorrow.

More Gridcasts 
This Saturday

If a plan of action, laid out to accomplish maximum good 
over a long period of time hurts us a little bit now, we value 
the half loaf o f the immediacy above the whole loaf of the 
future. Many of us neglect our duty of becoming informed as 
to what is going on and what is being done. Yet we are quick 
to criticize and form erroneous snap judgments on uninform­
ed accounts and garbled information. We let good resolutions 
and high purpose die from malnutrition.

The editor says “ we” because he is guilty along with 
everybody else.

It’s quite a while until Christmas, but maybe it’s not too 
early to write our Christmas wish to whatever cosmic 
Santa Claus can fill our civic stocking.

Let’s wish, then, for a continuation o f the unity which 
has manifested itself within the past two weeks. Let’s wish 
for the ability to see, and the willingness to work. Let’s 
wish for the ability and the inclination to work with each 
other, rather than the inclination to work each other over.

’That is what Rockport needs most.

Biggest News O f 1947
If, five years from now, some one should sit down to 

evaluate the most important task accomplished in Aransas 
County in 1947, there could be but one answer; the immuni­
zation clinics carried on by the Parent-Teacher Association.

Should a half dozen children be snatched from death, and 
a dozen more from serious injury, on a burning boat in the 
bay, nobody would have the slightest doubt of the event’s 
importance. Yet the Parent-Teacher clinics are rescuing even 
more children from death and from permanent injury from 
disease, and the rescue extends over not merely today, but 
tomorrow and next year and the years to come.

Diphtheria is a killer, more menacing than all the boats 
which ever burned in Aransas Bay. Yet diphtheria is 100 
per cent preventable. A little more than ten years ago, in 
Tulsa, the editor had to force a free diphtheria immunization 
program over the violent opposition of the medical society, 
and county, city and school authorities. The benefits were 
quickly apparent. Where 15 to 20 children had been dying 
annually in Tulsa county from diphtheria, the disease entire­
ly vanished and not a single case of diphtheria was reported 
in the county during the next three years.

With the Parent-Teacher Association, the Bchool au­
thorities and the State Health Department co-operating 
here, with the blessing o f city and county authorities, that is 
the sort of thing to which we and our children may look for­
ward in Aransas County.

’The rescue is not spectacular. But it is the biggest thing 
in Rockport in 1947. Every parent should co-operate for the 
good of his own and his neighbor’s children.

older trucks would be stationed 
there, in charge of a Fulton com-^ 
pany, to answer first alarms and 
handle all small fires in that lo-, . 
cality.

The larger trucks and the Rock­
port personnel would respond to 
naajor alarms also, to re-inforce 
the Fulton group.

Lassiter said that provision al­
ready has been made at Pulton for 
housing the fire truck. It will be 
housed in the building with thê >»j|Ĵ  
school bus.

A group of Fulton men were to 
meet with the fire department 
Thursday night at the fire sta­
tion to plan for the organization 
and immediate training of the Ful­
ton company.

SHORT RANGE BENEFITS
These were the long range plans.

But Judge Fox pointed out that 
there will be immediate benefit^, 
in the repair o f existing equifv^ 
ment.

"With this money, there will be 
enough to put the present trucks ' 
back into adequate condition,” the 
judge said.
