County Court
Collected $3,327
In 1947 Fines

According to figures recently
released by Emory M. Spencer,
county attorney, law enforcement
reaches an all-time high in Aran-
sas County during 1947.

In the county court, fines to-
talling $3,327 were assessed and
collected in 26 cases. Fines ranged
from $1.00 to $500. Fourteen per-
sons were convicted of driving
while intoxicated, paid fines of
$50, each ard had their drivers’
licehses suspended for six months.

Starting off in the month of
January 1947, three men on a
Louisiana shrimper paid fines of
8500 each, totallmg $1,500 and
costs, for shrimping in Texas wa-
ters without proper licenses. Since
that time the legislature passed a
new law and the constitutionality
of same is now before the Supreme
Court . of Texas in two cases.

Another interesting case in 1947
was the case of a husband being
fined $500 and costs for wife beat-
inJu‘xtlce of the Peace Joe Smith,
Precinct 1, handled 226 cases and
assessedg fmes totalling $1,716.
The fines ranged from the mini-
mum of $1.00 to $200, the maxi-

5. Promotion of adequate
night watchman protection
for the town.

II1. Industrial Development

1. Prepare available and com-
plete information on building
sites and various facilities to
be had here.

2. Seek new industries.

3. Strive to see that all polu-
tion laws are enforced; those
laws which pertain to land as
well as water.

IV. Public Health

1. Strive to  obtain a hospital
for Aransas County.

2. Encourage efficient opera-
tion of garbage disposal.

3. Constantly foster cleaner
streets, cleaning up of vacant
lots, and open alleys.

4. Foster better drainage.

This program was compiled and
the items listed according to their
importance to the community, as
seen by the committeemen. The
group believed that recreational
facilities should head the list.
Many of the items listed will re-
quire a period of time for com-
pletion but it is the though of the
directors that action should be
taken on each item as this is a
condensed version of the needs of
Rockport and community and each
is deemed a necessity.

The committeemen of the Cham-
ber of Commerce which served the
Live Oak and Lamar Peninsula
has tried to outline that which will
be presented to the general mem-
bership for approval and sugges-
tions toward carrying out the
schedule as presented.

President Sorenson will desig-
nate members to serve on the
committees which are named by
the constitution and are member-
ship, public relations, transpor-
tation and commerce, legislative
and civie affairs and vigilance.
Members of these committees will
work toward the objectives pre-
viously listed with each item be-
ing assigned according to its
place on the various groups plan-

When the rooms failed to warm
up properly Wednesday, Supt. J.
F. Harbin called a faculty meeting
where they decided to dismiss the
classes due to the prevalence of
colds and sub-freezing tempera-
ture. Harbin stated that the gas
supply was adequate for the re-
mainder of the week at least,
but there was no pressure and the
rooms wouldn’t warm up. Be-
cause of the dangér of the pipes
bursting, it was necessary to shut
off the water supply and a school
cannot operate without water.

Rockport schools dismissed on
Wednesda ymorning at 10, to con-
vene again Friday morning. When
the rooms failed to warm up prop-
erly Wednesday, Superintendent
Harbin called a faculty meeting
where it was decided to dismiss
the closses due to the prevalence
of colds and the sub freezing tem-
peratures. Harbin stated that the
gas supply was adequate for the
remainder of the week at least
but there wa sno pressure and
the rooms wouldn’t warm up.

High temperature for the week
was 41 on Monday. Low for the
week was 25 which was recorded
Tuesday night.

Sub-freezing temperatures have
frozen the March of Dimes dance
scheduled for Saturday night, ac-
cording to Jack Horton, County
Chairman. Horton - hesitated to
bring the orchestra to Rockport
due to the cold weather and small
number of tickets being sold, be-
lieving the dance would be more
successful if postponed.

Church Remains
Winner in Land
Litigation Suit

Emory M. Spencer, county at-
torney, has received notificiation
that the application of F. Jansen
to the Supreme Court for Writ of
Error in the case between F,
Jansen and J. H. Kelly et al has
been refused.

As a result the Catholic church
in Rockport remained winner in
an unusual land litigation and as
a result held clear title to two
lots given to it long ago in Fulton.,

The litigation centered around
two lots just back of the Harris
cottages, lots 4 and 5 block 52,
Fulton subdivision. The property
was deeded to the church by
George Fulton when the subdivi-
sion was laid out, but F, Jansen
had been allowed to occupy the
lots and live on them without
charge in recent years.

The church authorities moved
to take possession of the property
and told Jansen to move. He coun-
tered with a suit of trespass to
try title. He asserted that he had
held the property without inter-
ference for ten years and claimed
it under the theory of squatter’s
rights. He also asked $750 dam-
ages for the evictioa.

The action was directed at
Father J. H. Kelly of Rockport,
the Rt. Rev. E. B. Sedvina, bishop
of Corpus Christi diocese and

others. Emory M. Spencer repre-
sented the church interests.

Last February Judge Gayle
found for the church when the
case was before the District court.
Then Jensen appealed to the Court
of Civil Appeals who confirmed
the District Court decision. Jan-
sen then took his case to the
Supreme Court who refused his
application for Writ of Error.

This case is significant since it
is the first case in Rockport in
over 10 years that has gone to the
Supreme Court.

Judge Has Blanks
To Issue Permits

Judge Fox has received the
blanks on which to grant permits
giving permission to make geo-
physi¢ surveys. The forms will be
issued in quadruplicate, one going
to the General Land Office, one
to the Game, Fish and Oyster
Commission, one to the applicant
and one remaining in the Judge’s
files.

Land Commissioner Bascom
Giles recently promulgated a set
of rules governing seismograph
operation in the Gulf, making it
legal for such operations to be
carried out. At the time that the
seismograph crews were pulled out
of the bays and the Gulf last Octo-
ber, there was no law allowing
an agency of the state to issue any
permit of any kind for such ex-
ploration,

. The state of the nation looks
something like this:
Employment exceeded 60 mil-
lion civilian jobs with an average
of more than 58 million for the
year 1947, an increase of more
than 10 million over 1940.
Production was about 7 per
cent above 1946 and 76 per cent
above the 1935-39 average. Pro-
ductivity per man hour increased
slightly over 1946.
Consumer incomes, after taxes,
averaged approximately $1,2
per capita, an all-time high and an
increase of $200 above 1946.
Business investments and in-
come were the highest in the his-
tory of the country. Plant equip-
ment and inventory investments
equalled over 25 billions. Retained
corporate earnings were double
those of war years and four times
those of 1929.
“ Commercial bank loans increas-
ed about 4.2 billion dollars in 1947.
Housing wunits completed in
1947 were double the number in
1946.
Exports of goods and services
ran at the annual rate of over 20
billions.
Government expenditures ‘were
41.3 billion, leaving a cash balance
of 5.6 billion dollars. This was used
primarily to reduce the federal
debt. The federal government ex-
pects to take in about 45 billion
dollars in 1948 and to spend ap-
proximately 39 billion. At the
present time the gross national
debt is slightly under 257 billion.
a reduction of approximately 23
billion since February, 1946.
About 34 billion of the debt is
held by government agencies and
trust funds, leaving 223 billions
in private hands.
There are two main objectives
in 1948: 1. To help secure peace in
the world; and, 2. To halt the in-
flationary trend.
Inflation is insidious in that
superficially it has favorable as-
pects. There is a ready market;
there is full employment; wages
are good; production is high;
profits are large and industrial
capacity is being expanded.
Here are some of the things
that are happening in our economy
today which deserve consideration.
The decline in net savings of
consumers of their disposable in-
come was approximately 3 1/3
per cent. This was especially sig-
nificant since families with high
incomes and large accumulations
tended to add to their holdings
while those with low income tend-
ed to reduce their holdings.
Recent studies indicate that
more than 25 per cent of all
spending units and half of those
with incomes under $2,000 a year
held no liquid assets in 1947,
Credit outstanding from con-
sumer purchases increased over 3
billion dollars. Installment credit
increased over 50 per cent; charge
accounts 11 per cent; and other
types of credit 19 per cent. While
these credit levels are not alarm-
ingly high in relation to our
present economy, they have un-
doubtedly added to inflationary
pressures.
Wages in 1947 were at an all-
time high. Average weekly earn-
ings in manufacturing exceeded
$50 and throughout most of the
wage sector of the economy, aver-
age weekly earnings were 100 per
cent higher than in 1939,
Percentage changes in consumer
prices since June 1946 have risen
at the rate of 12 per cent a year.
Consumer prices rose 1 per cent
between November and December,
1947.

Index of Consumer
Prices in Houston

Austin, Texas.—The 2 per cent
October-to-November advance in
consumers’ prices in Houston es-
tablished a new high for the fifth
consecutive month, according to
the November price index report-
ed by the Bureau of Labor Statis-
tics to the University of Texas
Bureau of Business Research.

Food and apparel prices advanc-
ed another 1 per cent, and a 2 per
cent gain was registered by house-
furnishings in the same period.
Compared with year-ago No-
vember prices, food was up 11 per
cent, apparel 21 per cent and
house furnishings 11 per cent.

Food continued to take larger
portions of the cost-of-living dol-
lar as the index of food prices
reached 210. (Base: 1935-39). Ap-
parel prices were almost double
their prewar levels and house fur-
nishings stood 91 per cent higher.
The overall index reached 166 in
November compared to October’s
163 and the 150 in November last
year.

Although milliens of people
have eaten oysters, very few know
anything about them except that
they are good to eat. A1

- Yet the story of the growth
from the tiny egg, too small to
be seen with the naked eye, into
the mature animal which graces
our dinner table, is an interesting
story of nature’s wonderful handi-
work.

Let us first examine the shell,
this is composed of two parts or
valves, the upper valve being flat
and the lower one more or less
forming a cup
shape bed in which the oyster lies.
Thesé valves are joined together
at the end with an elastic ligament
which has the tendency to loosen
them and which doés so unless
they are kept closed by the big
mussel which most of us call the
eye. Each valve or shell is com-
posed of three layers, an outer one
almost 'liké horn, or at least re-
sembling it; a middle one which is
made up of carbonated wine; and
an inner layer of mother-of-pearl
which is smooth, hard and very
often, irridescent. Although the
outside of the shell is rough, mis-
shapen, and ugly, if we examine
it closely we will find that the
shell fit together so closely and
so accurately that when they are
closed not a drop of water will
leak through. When we consider
that man would have to use a rub-
ber gasket or something of the
same kind to do the same work,
it becomes even more wonderful.

Mantle Secretes the Shell

The' portion of the oyster that
protrudes between the shells at
times, is known as the mantle and
its principal duty is to secret or
build a shell. The edge of this
mantle builds the outer and mid-
dle layer of the shells and the
mother-of-pearl is built by the en-
tire organ. Underneath the mantle
between it and the shell, lies the
lips and the gills. These last serve
a double purpose. They act in the
same manner as the fish’s gills so

“|{that_the oyster can breath .and

more than-that; they licip to pro-
cure its food. Each gill leaf is cov-
ered by myriads of microscopic
hairs which vibrate vigorously in
such a way that a continuous
stream of water is drawn to them
when the valves are open. This
water passes through tubes in the
body of the oyster and is expelled
again as the water passes through
the gill. However, these hairs sep-
arate from it all the tiny micro-
scopic plants and animals that it
may contain, passing it forward
towards the mouth. All the way
a very wonderful mechanism sorts
out the food from waste material
like sand grains. The food is then
passed into the mouth while this
waste, after a suitable amount of
it is collected is forced out of the
shell by a rapid closure which
causes a current of water to eject
it.

All these actions contribute to
one thing the survival and growth
of the oyster so that it may live
and reproduce its species. In some
species of oysters each oyster is
either a male or female and re-
maing so throughout life while
others are hermaphroditic func-
tioning either as male or female
during the same season although
both never at once.

Milky Oysters Ready to Spawn

When we say that oysters-are
milky this is merely another way
of saying they are ready to spawn
and this spawn are cast forth into
the sea in such a tremendous num-
ber that it has been estimated
that if all the eggs were to live
and ‘grow that the fifth of des
scendants from a single female
would make more than eight
worlds as large as our own, even
if each female spawned only once.
When its spawn is cast forth into
the water and fertilized it very
quickly begins to change and di-
vide into two unequal parts, the
smaller half again dividing into
two and so on, until’ the single
original egg has changed into a
globular mass of 'much smaller
cells. After a few hours, tiny hairs
develop at one end of this mass
and by means of their vibration
the embryo, as it is now called,
begins to swim feebly about. Al-
Fthough, so poor are its powers
that it is carried hither and thither
by any wandering current or wave,
\fter a day or two in this con-
dition shells begin to form on each
side and grow rapidly until they
cover the body. However the lar-
vae as it is now known is still
able to swim and continues to do
so unti] it develops a heavier shell
and a foot, by which the larvae
care crawl about. This foot can be
extended for a distance approxi-
mately equal to the width of the
shell (which is still microscopic
in size) and it is covered with tiny
hairs, strongest at the tip. By
attaching the tip of the foot to
some object and then suddenly
contracting the larvae can crawl
 considerable distance and extricate

larval life. During this time the

Consequently, it begins to
search about for a clean surface
where it may attach its shell and
take up its life as an adu_lt.
Should no such surface present it-
self in two or three days of this
time the larvae must perish.

However, if it is fortunate
enough to encounter a stone, shell,
or stick, it immediately cements
its deeper left shell to this ob-
ject and there it remains for the
rest of its life. The swimming or-
gan and foot, for which it now has
no further use, quickly degener-
ates and are absorbed into the
body for food.

The size of this newly attached
oyster, which is known as a spat,
is about 1/76th of an inch in
length and the left shell is larger
than. the right. Immediately after
the attachment of the spat, the
shell grows rapidly and is in close
contact with the object to which
it is cemented but after . about

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county Boundary’
Lines Extended
By Legislature

AUSTIN, Tex.—(Spl)—County
boundary line extension maps
vastly increasing their taxable
acreage were forwarded today to
the county judges of twelve Texas
coastal counties by Bascom Giles,
Commissioner of the General Land
Office of Texas.

The new maps, which in some
instances increase the original
acreage of some of the counties as
much as fifteen times, were the
result of Senate Bill No. 338
passed by the last session of the
Legislature, extending the bound-
ary lines of a dozen counties fac-
ing the Gulf gulfward to the 100-
fathom line or the Continental
Shelf, which runs from 50 to 150
miles off the coast.

County officials had pointed out
that with the unprecedented min-
eral lease development of sub-
merged public school lands, ex-
tension of the respective boundary
lines was necessary to give the
counties proper jurisdiction for
taxable purposes.

“The State now has 225 produc-
ing leases in its tidelands and re-
cently received over $12,000,000
in bonus money on undeveloped
submerged acreage for the per-
manent public school fund,” Com-
missioner Giles said today. These
lands have a potential production
value of over a billion dollars.

Giles listed the counties involved
and the approximate additional
acreage shown under the new
maps as follows:

Cameron 928,640; Willacy 408,-
820; Kenedy 1,526,797; Kleberg
724,907; Nueces 709,120; Aransas
693,760; Calhoun 1,331,840; Mata-
gorda 2,560,000; Brazoria 1,164,
212; Galveston 2,769,280; Cham-
bers 88,320; and Jefferson 5,5689,-
079 acres.

Disabled Enlistments

The Department of the Army
last week announced that it would
now accept for enlistment in the
Regular Army or the Air Force
partially disabled combat wound-
ed veterans who possess or are
trainable in certain critical needed
gkills and who meet eligibility
requirements established.

The announe¢ment came in De-
na axt“of the Army Circular
81 and those affected can be en-
listed from the Army, Air Force,
Navy, Marine Corps or Coast
Guard.

Influenza Prevalent
This Season Says Cox

Austin, Texas.—This is the sea-
son of the year when influenza
or “Flu” is most prevalent, ac-
cording to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer. Colds, grippe, in-
fluenza or whatever we may call
them, are believed to be spread
from person to person through dis-
charges from the nose and throat,
To protect yourself and others
from such diseases here are some
of the things to remember:

Influenza is highly infectious.
Practically everybody is suscept-
ible to it. No matter how many
times you have had the disease
you may contract it again. There-
fore, keep away from people who
are coughing, sneezing, or who
are actively ill with colds, influ-
enza, or pneumonia. Keep away
from crowded places. Have your
own towel; always wash your
hands before eating; and sneeze
or cough into your handkerchief.

Keep fit by drinking plenty of
water, eating simple nourishing
food, and taking some exercise
each day out of doors. Dress ac-
cording to the weather; get plenty
of sleep in a well-ventilated room;
and keep the bowels regulated.

Disastrous results may ensue
from this disease if influenza
cases are allowed to get about
too soon. Persons convalescing
from this disease are particularly
susceptible to other infections; so,
if you are just getting over some
illness, return to your normal rou-
tine of life gradually.

North Camp Hood
To Be Dismantled

Fort Sam Houston, Tex.—(Spl.)
—North Camp Hood, also known
as Gatesville Camp because of its
location near Gatesville, Texas, is
to be dismantled. The Gatesville
establishment, located 19 miles
north of Camp Hood proper has
served the purpose for which it
was temporarily established in
1941-42,

During World War II, North
Camp Hood was utilized as a
Tank Destroyer Training Center

and at one time housed 30,000
troops.
The Corps of Engineers, De-

partment of the Army, will handle
the disposal of the buildings.

Removal of the facilities at
North Camp Hood will not affect
the status of Camp Hood proper
which is scheduled for permanent
utilization by the Department ot
the Army. All land wil! be retain-
ed as park of Camp Hood for
future training requirements and
certain portions will be outleased
for grazing purposes to insure full
utilization.

County’s Rural
Property Shows
Huge Valuation

Farm property in Aransas coun-
ty is now worth more than $1,658,-
000, and rural homes here and
throughout the state are in the
best condition in history, accord-
ing to a report just released by the
Tile Council of America.

More than 75 percent of farm
dwellings in Texas and the South
are in excellent condition or need
only such minor repairs as paint-
ing or general maintenance, the
report revealed. Only 61.1 per
cent were in good repair in 1940.
The report was based on Bureau
of the Census surveys.

“The rise in farm incomes and
property values since 1940 has
been accompanied by a great in-
trease in the number of rural
homes equipped with such modern
conveniences as electric lights,
tiled baths and showers and run-
ning water,” said F. B. Ortman,

Check Car Leaks
For Carbon Monoxide

Austin, Tex.—(Spl)—To mini-
mize the danger of carbon mon-
oxide poisoning during the winter
weather, motorists and commercial
drivers are urged by Dr. Geo. W.
Cox to check up now on the ex-
haust systems of their automobiles

for defective connections and
leaks.

He said that “warming up” a
car in a closed garage is the
greatest cause of carbon monoxide
deaths. Leaks from manifold con-
nections, cracked manifolds, de-
fective mufflers, leaks from loose
muffler connections and leaks
from hot air heater connections
are potential sources for release of
carbon monoxide and should be
checked.

“Pay particular attention to
these items and remember that
proper  carburetor adjustment
causes minimum production of
carbon monoxide and that the
highest proportion of this gas is
produced by an idling motor.

The State Health Officer said
that headaches which occur dur-
ing long drives may be an indi-
cation that carbon monoxide is
leaking into the car. Sleepiness,
dizziness, fatigue, and in extreme
cases, paralysis are other sym-
toms of carbon monoxide leaking
into the car. Truck drivers mak-
ing long drives are particularly
vulnerable, he said.

Dr. Cox described this gas as
being colorless, ordorless, and
tasteless. When in the air it gives
no sign of its presence and is tak-
en into the blood instead of
oxygen. Suffering or collapse re-
sult from lack of oxygen.

Guard Strength
Hits 208,374

Schools Face
Education Crisis

AUSTIN, Tex.—(Spl.)—An edu-
cational crisis will occur in Ameri-
ca’s public schools in the next
few years, unless at least 300,000
additional men and women become
trained teachers, Dr. Arno Jewett,
University of Texas associate pro-
fessor of curriculm and instruct-
ion, declares.

As chairman of the University’s
teacher recruitment committee for
the College of Education, Dr.
Jewett sugguested the need for
stronger professional organiza-
tions among teachers, the need
for higher salaries, an under-
standing by teachers of how
schools are financed and support-
ed, and the subsidizing of quali-
fied students to prepare to be-
come teachers.

“To alleviate the seriousness of
the teacher shortage as quickly
as possible, educational leaders
should inform high school stu-
dents through talks, discussions,
and printed literature of the ad-
vantages of a teaching career,”
Dr. Jewett said. “College guidance
personnel should emphasize op-
portunities afforded in teaching,
and religious and service group
leaders might encourage young
people to consider the possibilities
for segyice to mankind through
the ching profession.”

Of the 900,000 teachers employ-
ed in America, approximately 90,-
000 leave the profession each
yvear, he stated. Teacher training
institutions and colleges of edu-
cation are graduating fewer than
50,000 teachers a year.

New Program for
Enlistment of Negroes

The Department of the Army
has announced a new program for
the enlistment of specially quali-
fied Negroes for duty with speci-
fied units of the Army Ground
Forces and technical services.

Those eligible are: men with
prior military service who have
completed high school or have
been awarded a decoration for
valor, the Bronze Star Medal or
the Army Commendation Ribbon,
and can attain a score of 13 or
higher on the standard Army test;
and all other who can attain a
standard score of 17 or better on
the same test. All enlistments are
by men now in civilian life and
the period of enlistment will be
for three, four, or five years.

Building Permits
Plunge in December

Austin, Texas.—Texas building
permits plunged 16 per cent from
November to December according
to the University of Texas Bureau
of Business Research.

The drop ran counter to the
seasonal pattern, which indicates
an expected rise at this time, and
as a result the Bureau’s adjusted
index was narrowed by 37 per
cent. The index was still over four
times as high as the prewar (1935-
39) average, reflecting gains in
the physical volume of construc-
tion and rising material and labor
costs. As compared with December
1946, building permits were up
163 per cent.

Wichita Falls, Beaumont, Gra-
ham and Lubbock registered high
November-to-December  percent-
age gains. In comparison with De-
cember 1946 outstanding increases
were made by Texas City, Galves-
ton, Houston and Wichita Falls.

Hiway Dept. Puts
Down Yellow Line

Austin, Texas.—Officials of the
Texas Highway Department
Thursday told the story about the
bright yellow lines now being seen
by motorists every day through-
out the vast 27,000 mile system of
paved highways.

“The new yellow no-passing
line being put down on our high-
ways is a double indemnity de-
vice,” State Highway Engineer D.
C. Greer declared.

“It gives a flashy and obvious
warning of danger to the motor-
ist who wants to protect his own
life and the lives of others,” he
explained, “and it gives the police
something definite on which to
jail or punish the driver who ap-
parently cares little for his life
and thereby endangers the lives of
innocent motorists in the other
lane.”

Last year President Truman’s
Highway Safety Conference urged
the states to concentrate on im-
provement of highway center
stripe in a major attempt to re-
duce the ghastly toll of accidents
due to head-on collisions and side-
swiping.

In all states the color was
changed to yellow, which tests
have shown is more visible in all
kinds of weather than any other
type of marking. This yellow color
is used also to impress the motor-
ist that where yellow is seen on
the road it must not be crossed.

65,000 gallons of yellow paint
are being used by the Texas De-
partment’s painting crews to mark
these no-passing zones. The paint-
ing operations have been under
way since November and are now
moving rapidly toward comple-
tion.

Highway Department officials
pointed out the state-wide yellow
striping program for no-passing
zones is considered the best meth-
od from the engineering point of
view for temporarily combating
the traffic accident menace on the
highway system.

The officialg, are hopeful the
traveling public will soon become
“yellow line conscious,” since
crossing the yellow line is not
only an invitation for loss of life
and limb, but is a violation of
Texas law under the new uniform
traffic code making violators li-
able for a maximum fine of $200.

“Do not cross the yellow line,”
is the new password to safer driv-
ing.

Accident Figures

The death rate per 100,000,000
vehicle-miles was reported to be
9 percent less for the 1947 period
than in 1946, according to the
statistical division in their sum-"
mary of motor vehicle traffic ac-
cidents in the State of Texas.

The total of all accidents in 1947
was 381,713, with 1,966 persons
killed and 16,304 persons injured.
For the same period last year the
number of accidents totaled 24,-
414 with 1959 persons killed and
18,343 persons injured.

Types of acfidents were listed
under motor vehicle with pedes-
trian, other motor wvehicle, rail-
road train, street car, animal
drawn vehicle, bicycle, animal,
fixed 6bject, overturned on road-
way, ran off roadway, other non-
collision and miscellaneous. The
largest number of accidents oc-
curred between one motor vehicle
and another with 28,827 recorded
for 1947 and 18,031 for the same
period in 1946.

Injury accidents for the period
were 32,207 with an economic loss
of $80,003,213.

Senate Bill No. 1988 Would Settle
Submerged Land Controversy

Robert Lee Bobbitt of San An-
tonio, back from Washington con-
ferences, predicted today that the
present session of Congress will
not only settle the question of
ownership of submerged lands but
settle the question in favor of
state ownership,

Bobbitt, chairman of the tide-
lands committee of the State Bar
of Texas, accompanied Attorney
General Price Daniel and U. S.
Senator Tom Conmally to the
White House, where they confer-
red with President Truman on the
tidelands question.: State owner-
ship to such lands has been cloud-
ed ‘since a U. S, Supreme Court
decision in a California case.

“The President welcomed infor-
mation concerning the submerged
lands controversy,” Bobbitt said.
“He indicated a great deal of in-
terest in Texas’ special claim aris-
ing out of our annexation agree-
ment.”

Although optimistic over the
probable settling of the contro-
versy, Bobbitt warned that the
people and bar groups in other
states must be informed of the
issue and as alert to its import-
ance as the people of Texas are.

He praised the work being done
by Minority Leader Sam Rayburn,
Senator Connally and other of the
Texas delegation in Congress.

Bobbit called attention to the
tidelands bill introduced in the
State last week, a measure pre-
pared by a special committee of
the National Association of States
Attorneys General, Attorney Gen-
eral Daniel is a member of the
committee and participated in the
drafting of the bill,

“Senate Bill 1988,” Bobbitt said,
“will settle for all time the con-
troversy over submerged lands by
recognizing the rightful title  of

the states and at the same time,

reserving to the Federal Govern-
ment the use of guch lands for
the purposes of cémmerce, navi-
gation, national défense and in-
ternational affairs.”

Robert Lee Bobbitt of San An-
tonio, back from Washington con-
ferences, predicted today that the
present session of Congress will
not only settle the question of
ownership of submerged lands but
settle the question in favor of
state ownership,

Bobbitt, chairman of the tide-
lands committee of the State Bar
of Texas, accompanied Attorney
General Price Daniel and U. S.
Senator Tom Connally to the
White House, where they confer-
red with President Truman on the
tidelands question.: State owner-
ship to such lands has been cloud-
ed 'since a U. S. Supreme Court
decision in a California case.

“The President welcomed infor-
mation concerning the submerged
lands controversy,”’ Bobbitt said.
“He indicated a great deal of in-
terest in Texas’ special claim aris-
ing out of our annexation agree-
ment.”

Although optimistic over the
probable settling of the contro-
versy, Bobbitt warned that the
people and bar groups in other
states must be informed of the
issue and as alert to its import-
ance as the people of Texas are.

He praised the work being done
by Minority Leader Sam Rayburn,
Senator Connally and other of the
Texas delegation in Congress.

Bobbit called attention to the
tidelands bill introduced in the
State last week, a measure pre-
pared by a special committee of
the National Association of States
Attorneys General. Attorney Gen-
eral Daniel is a member of the
committee and participated in the
drafting of the bill,®

“Senate Bill 1988,” Bobbitt said,
“will settle for all time the con-
troversy over submerged lands by
recognizing the rightful title  of

the states and at the same time,

reserving to the Federal Govern-
ment the use of guch lands for
the purposes of commerce, navi-
gation, national defense and in-
ternational affairs.”
