New Delay in Injunction
On Fishing Boats

Austin, Tex. — A crowded court
docket Dbrought another de-
lay in the hearing of an injunction
suit to stop the Game, Fish and
Oyster Commission from issuing
an increased quota of commercial
fishing boat licenses.

Judge Charles O. Betts in 98th
District Court postponed the hear-
ing on agreement of both sides in
the controversy. It was the fourth
postponement for the hearing.
The Texas Fisherman’s Associa-
tion, Inc., brought the court action
after the commission increased
next year’s boat license quota from
1,650 to 2,325. The association
charged the board exceeded its au-
thority in granting the increase.
The increase was announced July
7 after the commission ruled last

year’s landing of 28,640,632 pounds
of shrimp justified the new quota.

In the opinion of
Mr. Pickett the oil companies are
paying on a full 40 per cent value
of their properties, while oil com-
panies contended they were pay-
ing on 50 per cent.

The increase in valuation of 2%
million dollars represents expan-
sion of the industry in the county
rather than a raise on the valu-
ation of the 1949 properties.

Oil interests met with the equa-
lization board of the Aransas
County Independent School Dis-
trict last Saturday afternoon and
failed to reach an agreement. A
second meeting has been scheduled
for Friday afternoon, Oct. 6.

Phillips Petroleum Co. has
made location for two new 7,600
foot Copano Bay Field tests 10
miles northeast of Rockport.

_I’hillips No. B-1 Pano ran elec-
trical log to 7,2\ Jleet and Tues-
day was taKing “sidewall cores.
This test is in State Tract 15 and
is the fifth drilled in the Copano
Bay. The company’s No. D-1 Pano
will be the next drilled.

In the’ Fulton Beach Field, At-
lantic Refining Co. No. 7 State
Tract 71, Copano Bay, flowed
143.54 barrels of 42.5 gravity oil
on potential test through 7/64
inch choke under 1,300 pounds
pressure on tubing with casing
sealed.

Huffman to Plant Grass
Popular in Australia

Floyd Huffman received a pound
of Birdwood grass seed, which is
a spineless grass burr popular as
pasture grass in Western Aus-
tralia where the rainfall averages
10 inches a year.

Huffman plans to plant an ex-
perimental crop which should pro-
duce about two bushels of seed the
first year as the plant is reported
to be very prolific.

Aransas County’s experimenter
in grasses first observed the Bird-
wood grass (cenchrus setigaras)
at the State Fair in Dallas last
yvear, where the King Ranch had
an exhibit. The grass is not known
to be produced elsewhere in the
United States.

Henry Schmidt Proposes
To Construct Boathouse
And Dredge Channel

Henry Schmidt of Taft has re-
quested approval from the Depart-
ment of the Army of an existing
L-head wharf and proposes to
construct a boathouse and dredge
a channel to a depth of 4 feet in
Aransas Bay, adjacent to the west
shore, approximately one-half mile
south from Fulton.

The existing wharf is 513 feet
long and 4 feet widé, with the L-
head portion being 22 feet long
and 8 feet wide, and has a deck
elevation of 4 feet above mean low
tide. The bayward face of the
wharf is approximately 490 feet
bayward from the mean low tide
shoreline. The proposed boathouse,
22 feet by 35 feet, would be con-
structed adjacent to the shoreward
side of the L-head portion of the
wharf. The proposed channel, 462
feet by 40 feet, would extend from
the shoreward side of the boat-
house to the minus 4 foot contour
of the bay. The dredged material
would be placed in the bay adja-
cent to the north side of the chan-
nel.

New Law Affecting
Vets With TB Explained

A new law (P. L. 578, 81st Con-
gress) which became effective last
June may be of a great deal of
benefit to veterans of World War
II who are suffering with tuber-
culosis.

Under former legislation, if a
veteran discovered that he had

tuberculosis within a year after
discharge, it was “presumed” that
the disease was due, to service. Un-
der the new law this pegriod after
discharge has been extended to
three years.

This means that a veteran who
has applied for compensation and
was denied this benefit may still
receive compensation payments.
The Veterans Administration offi-
cials state that all cases on file
will be reviewed to this end and
the veteran who formerly applied
and was denied, automatically will
be awarded compensation, provid-
ed his application shows that his
case comes within the meaning of
the law.

However this does not apply to
those who never made a claim. A
claim must be filed before any
action can be taken and the veter-
ans county service officer believes
that a considerable number of tu-
bercular veterans of the second
war now will come under this new
law. All those veterans so afflict-
ed should file a claim as soon as
possible.
