Tuesday night, local leaders of 
charity drives organized the United 
Fund of Aransas County. It is de­
signed to handle, at one time, the 
multiplicity of charitable drives 
that have been taking so much 
time and effort on the part of 
volunteer workers.

The original motion for estab­
lishment of the fund was made 
by Clark Wren, seconded by Fred 
Brundrett, and the motion was 
passed unanimously.

Mrs. S. F. Jackson moved that 
a committee of three be appointed 
to obtain a board of directors for 
the organization, not to exceed ten 
members, and this motion was also 
passed with the entire approval of 
everyone present.

Chairman Tom Roper appoint­
ed Mrs. S. F. Jackson, Clark Wren 
and Fred Brundrett on this com­
mittee, which went into session 
after the regular meeting was 
adjourned, and who will contact 
various people to obtain directors 
for the organization.

The cost of the charter, which 
amounts to only |10, will be under­
written by the Chamber of Com­
merce, which has been active in 
sponsoring the organization of the 
United Fund.

On Rockport

Pappy Riley, a friend of the 
Magees, was down this way last 
week, and when he went home, 
gave Rockport and Fulton a nice 
write-up In the huntiiv and fishing 
column which he condoeta in the 
Victoria Advocate. He said:

“ Not everyone was unhappy 
about the weather. For somb, it 
waa Juit perfect. For instance, the 
people who went down to the coast 
for some sunshine and cool aea 
breeze, the sleeping was plenty 
good.

“ In Fulton, at the Gulf cottages 
owned and operated by Mr. and 
Mrs. A. A. Scherrer, the long 
weekend was just right for a rest. 
A good fresh breeze was blowing, 
it was quiet and there wasn’t a 
mosquito. The Scherrers keep 
their cottages neat and as clean 
aA 'a bob white’s whistle. They are 
anxious to help in many ways to 
make things pleasant.

“ Fulton is priming up for the 
vacationers. A huge sum of money 
is being spent to build a b«ich 
and playground where the visitor 
can spend some time basking in 
the sun or swimming in the bay. 
A huge boat basin is also in the 
deal.

“ Slips and stalls will be built 
for the convenience of fishermen 
and boat lovers.

“ Fulton, built right on the coast 
line, has many accommodations for 

i tSo neople who come for a visit. 
There arc several grocery stores, 
one drug store, a filling station, 
at least two good places to eat. 
plenty of cottages and courts, a 
well-stocked sports store, bait 
stands and the Good Luck pier.

“ Rockport is only three miles 
down the same coastline and Port 
Aransas on Mustang Island is 
about 20 miles farther.

“Just outside of Rockport on the 
highway to .Aransas Pass is Ma­
gees, one of the newest and finest 
air-conditioned places to eat on 
the coast. Magee is an expert 
with seafood and his salads are 
delicious, too. Stop there some­
time and try Magee’s stuffed 
founder.

“ His fishermen’s plate is good, 
too, and if you want bacon and 
eggs before going fishin’ , Magee 
is open at 6 a. m.

“ The Marine Lab in Rcckport is 
open to visitors daily and offers 
many salt water oddities, even a 
live octopus.

“ A vacationer or a fisherman 
can get everything his heart de­
sires along that part of the coast. 
He might even catch a fish or two.

“ The tide has been good at Port 
Lavaca, Magnolia, Powderhom 
I^ke and Port O’Connor and some 
nice strings of fish have been 
caught.

“ Vernon Reaser caught some big 
trout near Magnolia Beach last 
week. Bell, Hillard and Murphy 
say the fishermen have been do­
ing all right in Powderhom Lake.’’

Goiter Describes Bus 
Trip to Hampton Courts

Hsrry Carter, whose most in­
teresting letter in last week’s | 
paper described his trip from j 
Texas to London, sends us another 
this« week, telling of a trip he, 
made by bus to Hampton Park. 
It is as interesting as his first. 
He says:

Polite lady conductor says, “ Hold 
tight, sir; tuppence please! Thank 
you very much.”  Half crowns and 
pennies big as half dollars, and 
disappearing quite as fast; narrow, 
winding streets, bordered by thick 
hedges or over-reaching trees; lots 
of red brick houses and every yard 
a garden; round red pillar (mail) 
boxes; small cars with large li- 
'cnse plates, and flocks of bicycles.

Rush Park; Mile-long avenue of 
chestnut trees and lines in three 
rows; white candlabra-like blos­
soms of the chestnut, quite a 
sight. Browsing deer close by, but 
not interested in tmffic.

Hampton Court >̂13,. :̂ Master- 
niece of Tudor nrrhitecture begun 
'■>v rsrdinal 'Wolae*' in 1614 and 
'ontinued by Honi '̂ the Eighth, 
"■oroe parts rebuilt by Christopher 
''^ren between 1689 and 1718 are in 
‘ he finest l.rf)uis the Fourteenth 
style. On the outer wall of the 
hlock court, the main courtyard of 
Wolsey’s house, is the famous As­
tronomical block made for King 
Henry in 1540. It indicates the 
hour, month, day of the month, 
phases of the moon and the time of 
high water at London Bridge. The 
dial is 7 feet, 10 inches in diameter. 
'The limited knowledge of astron­
omy in those days is evidenced by 
the fact that on the dial the sun 
revolves around the earth.

The state rooms abound in ex­
quisite Works of art and crafts­
manship too numerous to mention. 
Personally, one coveted but three 
items, to-wit: a beautiful painting 
of “ Christ in the House of Simon” 
by Sebastiano Ricci; a handsome 
grandfather cloclf, made by Daniel 
Quare of London in the year 1700 
that has to be wound only once a 
year and an add shaped barometer 
on which is inscribed the unhelpful 
information, “Often ye wind com­
ing to some point north.”

The Palace Gardens: These are 
truly magnificent. Spacious “bil­
liard table”  lawns are lined with 
y^w, lime, birch and other trees. 
Gardeners were busy digging up 
90,000 tulip plants just past bloom­
ing. In the long flower beds 
bordering the palace walls num­
erous species are now blooming.

Rockport School 
Of Fine Arts Has 
Large Class

The Rockport School of Fine 
Arts opened this past week with 
a class of 32 pupils, who turned 
out 320 paintings of the area dur­
ing the first week they were 
here.

Simon Michael, head of the 
school, says this is one of the 
largest classes he has had, and 
that the students came from all 
over the country to attend.

The school has grown steadily 
since its inception in 1948, when 
Michael, on a visit, w'as impressed 
with the wonderfully varied op­
portunities for portrait, landscape, 
marine and still life painting in 
the area.

The first year classes were held, 
sixty students attended classes in 
June, July and August, and the 
number has increased steadily 
since that time. In 1954 over 126 
attended, coming from points as 
far apart as West Virginia, Michi­
gan, and El Paso.

In 1952, with the aid and en­
couragement of Emory M. Spen­
cer, Michael acquired the present 
beautiful grounds and erected his 
home and studio, designed by 
Spencer, under the great live oaks 
which, through the seasons, are 
filled with all the birds that in­
habit the locality.

Each year an exhibition has 
been held at Rockport by students 
of the school. The first year, 
approximately one hundred can­
vases were displayed. Showa in 
recent yean have more than doub­
led that number.

As the school has grown, the 
value of the prises for the ex­
hibition have increased. *11118 year 
the first prize will be $100, and 
the total of all awards will amount 
to more than $500.

Lamar Chapel of Our 
Lady Star of the Sea One 
Of Oldest Buildings

The Chapel of Our Lady Star of 
the Sea at Lamar is one of the 
oldest buildings in the area that 
is still in use, and it has served 
as a spiritual home for the Cath­
olic people of the vicinity for many 
years.

The first portion of the Chapel 
was completed in 1858. 'The land 
on which it stands was obtained 
by the missionaries in 1854.

The foundation and walls of the 
original building were constructed 
entirely of concrete obtained f r o m  
shell in the bay, near where the 
ehaoel now stands.

The steeple on this original 
building waa damaged in the 1919 
hurricane and was never replaced 
as it had been, although the chapel 
was repaired and refurnished in 
1931.

In the area at the rear of thp 
church building is a two story 
house with a fenced in lookout on 
the roof. This house was built 
in the early days of the settlement 
by Dr. Seth Ballou. Some of his 
descendants still live in Aransas 
County.

Like the church, the house was 
built of native shell cement. It 
is nearly square, and the three 
lower rooms are partitioned fi-om 
each other by shell cement walls. 
There was one large room up­
stairs.

In 1879 the first free school in 
Lamar was held in this building.

Since then the exterior has been 
stuccoed, and additions to the 
original structure have been madb. 
The whole is now a part of l̂ur 
I-ady Star of the Sea mission 
property.

The development o f  the cove is next on the plans o f  the 
Navigation District, but few  people realize the vast amount 
o f  spade work that must be done before such a project, 
starting from  scratch, can go forward. Land titles must be 
searched; property acquired; engineering drawings com­
pleted, and an advertising and promotional program worked 
out, to attract the industries desired.

With the Rockport and Fulton 
harbors, much of this work wa» 
done long ago, but at the Cove 
there is no background of plan­
ning to depend on. Everything has 
to start from nothing, and, in such 
a case, it is wisest to make haste 
slowly.

Most of this work is well under­
way. Lockwood and Andrews have 
already prepared a number of pre­
liminary plans to determine how to 
utilize the area available to the 
best advantage. Land titles are 
being searched, and neg^>tiationa 
are under way to acquire the act­
ual land needed for the harbor, 
without which all the other work 
would be useless.

In addition, the Diatrict ha» 
planned, and now has almost com­
pleted, a brochure for presentation, 
of pertinent facts about the area, 
to firms that may be interested, 
and to others which the District ia; 
trying to interest, in settling in 
this area, and using the facilities 
that the Core will provide.

A report on city finances was 
favorably received, as it showed 
that this would be one of the 
few years that Rockport was op­
erating with a balance to its credit 
mstead of a deficit. The water 
account is also in good shape, and 
City Secretary Segler said that 
there were now 890 water and 516 
sewer connections in the city.

This is an increase of 164 water 
connections and 60 sewer con­
nections since January 1, 1953.

Congressional action last Friday 
may pave the way for additional 
Navigation District funds, accord­
ing to Norvell Jackson, who com­
mented on the so-called Little Bay 
project.

Oddly enough, this project, which 
was set up in 1948, has absolutely 
nothing to do with Little Bay. As 
originally recommended, it was 
concerned with a harbor and chan­
nel to Fulton, Texas, and contain­
ed only the minimum needs of the 
area at that time, a fact that may 
be deduced from the estimated 
cost, $34,400.

Plans called for a nine-foot 
channel from the Intracoastal Ca­
nal to Fulton, and for extending 
and improving the facilities avail­
able there at the time. Not any 
Dortion of the work was to be 
done either in or around Little 
Bay, but, for some reason, it was 
officially tagged with that name, 
a fact that has been misleading 
people ever since.

Like many similar projects, this 
one hung fire around the halls of 
Congress for years, as the fact 
that such a plan has been approved 
means nothing. Projects that were 
approved in the Galveston area as 
long as 75 years ago are still in 
the same stage that they were 
•hen. It is only when money is 
appropriated that such a project
(‘I'omes a reality.
This Little Bay project is one 

i f  these, along with a number of 
others in the area, most of which 
have been held up because of dif­
ficulties attendant upon getting so 
many small appropriations passed.

The Corps of Engineers finally 
asked Congress to allocate at least 
$2,000,000, to be used at the dis­
cretion of the Secretary of War on 
small navigation' and flood con­
trol projects, to clear red tape 
away from jobs of this sort. 
Among them was the Little Bay 
project, no longer needed, because 
of the work that the Navigation 
District was authorized to do to 
complete Fulton Harbor.

According to Jackson, steps are 
already being taken to secure the 
$.34,400 allocated for the govern­
ment project, for possible use 
elsewhere within the Ixiunda of the 
Navigation District. He added, 
however, there is no assurance 
that this can be done, even thoi\gh 
the House Appropriations Com­
mittee recommended last Friday 
that the $2,000,000 be provided 
for the engineers.

In the first place, the money 
has not yet been appropriated. In
he second, there is no assurance 

from the engineers that they con­
sider Little Bay a top priority 
project, nor that they will allow 
the money to be used aa suggested, 
if it is appropriated. In a blanket 
appropriation of this type, funds 
can be used where worst needed. 
Before any program can begin, 
approval of ^ th  houses of Con­
gress is necessary,

Considering these things. Jack- 
son said, the newspaper story 
which appeared in last week’s 
Caller was somewhat misleading. 
Every effort is being made to 
obtain the funds, but until the 
Senate and House of Representa­
tives pass the appropriation, and 
thc“ engineers allocate the money, 
there is no assurance of getting it.

Congressman John Bell, in a 
letter to Joe Caldwell, local attor­
ney, says that the aupropriations 
bill should pass the House today, 
but that it will still have to be 
c<'nfirmed by the Senate.

The Guaymas shrimp season was 
drawing to a close in mid-April. 
Landings were very light and 
catches per vessel were .extremely 
poor, according to a brief report 
of a trip to that area by the Ser­
vice’s San Pedro (Calif.), local 
representative. Out of 8 establish­
ed shrimp packing and freezing 
plants, only 2 were operating part 
time. The average catch of the 
shrimp draggers per trip of about 
17 days, ranged between 2,000 to 
3,000 pounds. Guaymas ex-vessel 
prices for heads-off shrimp aver­
aged about 33 cents per pound for 
white, and much less for the more 
prevalent brown shrimp.

Guaymas fishermen behead the 
shrimp on the grounds, and it 
was noted that they were well iced 
when unloaded. However, the 
composition of the catch on a ves­
sel unloading on April 12 was less 
than 10 % percent of good-sized 
white shrimp, with a large percent­
age 'o f small brown shrimp. No

tion has been held, the officers 
holding the same shall make re­
turns of the result thereof in 
triplicate, one being retained by 
the Presiding Judge, one delivered 
to the Chairman of this Board, 
and one delivered to the Secretary.

mechanical aids are used in un­
loading shrimp boats. In the hold 
the shrimp are shoveled into wick­
er baskets holding about 25 pounds, 
which are then passed bucket- 
brigade style from the hold of 
the vessel to a truck backed up on 
the dock. About 10 men are used 
in this unloading operation. No 
unloading winches were observed 
on the docks.

In one packing and freezing 
plant about 80 women are em­
ployed to sort and pack the head- 
off shrimp according to size. 
These shrimp are layer-packed in 
aluminum pans containing 5 lbs. 
of shrimp to which is added about 
3 lbs. of water to form a Irlaze. 
The filled trays are then put in 
a sharp freezer with a tempera­
ture of about-10 degrees F., where 
they are frozen for approximately 
8 hours. The frozen blocks of 
shrimp are then removed from 
the trays and packed in waxed 
cartons labeled according to species 
and the size of individual shrimp 
blocks. Most of the Guaymas 
frozen shrimp are shipped in re­
frigerator trucks destined either 
for Southern California or for 
Tucson, Ariz . Tucson is now an 
important assembly point for froz­
en shrimp to be packed in rail 
carload lots for shipment to 
Chicago.

According to a leading Guay­
mas shrimp producer, the Mexican 
shrimp industry in the Gulf of 
liOwer California appears to be 
undergoing advanced stages of de­
pletion, especially for the more 
desirable large white shrimp. For 
some unknown reason consider­
able quantities of brown shrimp 
have moved in on the grounds 
formerly occupied by the white 
shrimp during the past year or 
two. Brown shrimp had not been

observed before in these areas aqd 
there seems to be very little known 
as to the migration of brown 
shrimp. The shrimp industry at 
Guaymas now presents a rather 
pitiful picture. Most of the 

I plants are shut down, and the 
fleet of shrimp trawlers, which 
at the height of the industry 
numberer approximately 170 ves­
sels, are now scattered in search 
of shrimp as far south as Man- 
Zanillo. It is understood that 
Mazatlan and Topolobampo Bay 
have replaced Guaymas as the 
shrimp capital of Sonora, Mexico.

J. A. Lippard, 3701 West Com­
merce Street, San Antonio, has 
applied for a permit to operate in 
Aransas Bay, at a location ap­
proximately 2 Vi miles north from 
Fulton.

The applicant proposes to con­
struct a timber T-head wharf at 
the above location. The wharf 
would have a total length of 800 
feet and the bayward end would 
be approximately 700 feet from the 
mean low tide shore line. The 
T-head portion would b«‘ 16 feet 
wide and 32 feet long and would 
have a deck elevation of 4 feet 
above mean low’ tide. The shore­
ward connection would be 4 feet 
wide, would have a deck elevation 
of 4 feet above mean low tide and 
would be supported on 2-pile bents 
spaced 10 feet on centers. The 
bayward end of the wharf would 
be in water having an approxi­
mate depth of 2 Vi feet at mean 
low tide.

Traffic accidents in the Corpus 
Christi District of the Texas High­
way Patrol in May took 11 lives 
in 9 fatal accidents that occurred 
in 6 of the 16 counties as the num­
ber of fatal accidents involving 
drinking drivers or pedestrians 
and only one motor vehicle con­
tinued to increase.

Five of the 11 deaths in May 
occurred in Nueces County in 3 
fatal accidents, following a month 
in which there were no deaths in 
the county. Two deaths occurred 
from 2 fatal accidents in Victoria 
County and there was one death 
each in Calhoun, Dewitt, Goliad 
and San Patricio counties.

The 11 deaths in May was 3 less 
than in May of 1954 and the same 
number as in April of 1955. The 
59 injured in May was 8 less than 
in May of 1954 and 13 more than 
jn April of 1955. The 98 total 
accidents reported in May was 17 
less than in May of 1954 and 17 
more than in April of 1955.

There were tw’o multiple death 
accidents in May, both of which 
were in Nueces County, bringing 
the number of multiple d^ath acci­
dents in the district in the firstj 
5 months of 1955 to 8. From the 
8 multiple death accidents 26 
deaths have resulted which is 39% 
of the total number of deaths in 
the district for that period.

The 11 deaths in May brought 
the number of deaths in the district 
in the first 5 months of 1955 to 
66, thirteen more than in the same 
period of 1954. Four of the in­
crease of 13 were in rural deaths 
while there was an increase of 9 
in urban deaths. The 48 fatal ac­
cidents in 6 months of 1955 is 2 
more, the 473 total accidents 113 
less and the 296 injured 28 less 
than wes recorded in the same 
period of 1954.

Of the 9 fatal accidents in May 
there were 6 in which there was 
a drinking driver or pedestrian in­
volved, 2 in which such informa­
tion was unknown and only 1 in 
which it w’as definitely known 
that there was not a drinking 
driver or pedestrian involved. Of 
the 48 fatal accidents in the fir.st 
5 months of the year there were 
24 In which there was a drinking 
driver or pedestrian involved.

Of the 9 fatal accidents in May 
there were 6 Vi which there was 
only one motor vehicle involved. 
Of the 48 fatal accidents in the 
first 5 months of the year there 
were 27 in which only one motor 
vehicle was involved. One driver 
involved in a one car fatal accident 
in May lost control of the vehicle 
he was driving, turned the vehicle 
ovet, rolled through a fence and 
stopped in an appropriate place— 
a cemetery.

O U U  W fATHER  
SHIP NEEDED

A well-known radio commentator 
opens all of his news broadcasts 
with, "How’s the weather” ? ’The 
catch phrase indicates what sub­
ject is most important to residents 
of the states bordering the Gulf of 
Mexico. Advance weather inform­
ation is often a matter of life or 
death to those who put out to sea 
in fishing vessels, charter boats, 
and even deep-sea tugs. This is 
especially true of the threat of 
sudden storms' coming from the 
empty wastes of the central and 
western Gulf, where they gather 
force and violence undetected.

Last year no major hurricanes 
hit the Gulf Coast; nevertheless, 
the losses to fisheries and other 
industries from storm damage 
alone ran over five million dollars. 
Adequate warning might have cut 
this figure by several million. 
Weather experts have been plead­
ing for the only possible mearts of 
bettering weather observation in 
the Gulf of Mexico—the immediate 
establishment of a Weather Ship 
in the area where most of this 
destructive weather spawns.

The battle for a Gulf Weather 
.Ship was begrun in Congress last 
year by Congressman T. A.

Bill before the House Merchant 
Marine and Fisheries Committee. 
Support for these vital and urgrent 
measures haa reached out to the 
five Gulf States and has aroused 
not only those industries operating 
on the Gulf but agricultural or­
ganizations as well.

The correct name for a weather 
ship is ocean station or floating 
weather station. It is a cutter, 
manned by the United States Coast 
Guard. Aboard are trained weath­
er men—meterologists. This team 
lives and works far out at sea in 
two of our water boundaries— 
the Atlantic and Pacific oceans. 
Each station patrols a hundred 
square-mile segment of ocean. The 
vessel stays “on station” about 
one month, when it is relieved by 
another ocean station vessel. These 
w*»ather ships alternate “on sta­
tion” all year round. It is a 
monotbnous, hazardous job and 
just about the toughest assign­
ment the Coast Guard has to hand 
out.

'The two main functions of a 
weather ship are 1) scientific, and 
2) operational. The first refers 
to the weather and oceanographic 
observations made every day as 
the vessel cruises around the 
hundred-milc-square area. Eight 
surface reports are recorded by 
the weatherman; depth and water 
temperature records are kept by 
Coast Guard personnel.

Operational data is relayed to 
weather stations ashore, and hia 
is the primary reason why there’s 
a rteed for a weather ship in the 
Gulf. There is no other way, at 
present, in which wq can obtain 
the surface and upper air obser­
vations in the Gulf. Radar, due 
to limited range, can only scan 
fronts already close to the shore- | 
line.

The weather ship is equipped 
with modem radio and radar in- ! 
stallations. At the first sign of |

suapieioua formative waathar thaae 
trained weatherman of the aea 
kaap conatant watch and report 
what is happening to the land 
•tationa. Looted appsoxinwtaly 
200 miles due south of New Or­
leans, a weather ship wquld be ir 
a position to call the shots on any­
thing which might be headed for 
our coast long before a land sta­
tion would be aware of the danger.

If an outline of the Gulf of 
Mexico were moved north and 
superimposed on a map of the 
continental United States, the 
Gulf area would  ̂cover Texas, Ok­
lahoma, Louisiana, Arkansas, Mis­
sissippi, Alabama, Georgia, Flor­
ida, and the Carolinas, with 
enough left over to make several 
New England States.

And in this area of the conti­
nental United States there are 
I4fi reporting weather stations.

The Gulf of Mexico, all 716,000 
square miles of it, is a potential 
danger to the industrial empire of 
the Gulf States. We have recent­
ly established a tornado warning 
system along our five states. Safe­
ty is the goal of every industry 
and every individual. Without 
protection from sudden and unre­

ported storms, oar safety margin 
is small indeed.

Let us hope that oar Seothem 
boundary will have the protection 
it needs so urgaatly. Ik is oar 
least protected coart, and should 
be the one afforded the most pro­
tection. With a weather ship pa­
trolling our southern boundary, 
our fishermen will be certain that 
no sudden storm will cost them 
their ships—or their lives.

Nary Opens Aviation 
CCS Progrom

The Navy has announced the 
opening of an Aviation Officer 
Candidate School at Pensacola, 
Fla., according to Chief C. J. 
Hirschfelder of the Navy Recruit­
ing Service. The new program is 
similar to the regular officer can­
didate school (CCS) at Newport, 
R. I., with emphasis placed on 
flying rather than ship handling.

Male college graduates between 
19 and 26 years of age may apply, 
and if qualified, will be commis­
sioned an Ensign in the Naval 
Reserve after 16 weeks of indoc­
trination. There are no martial 
restrictions, and additional allow­
ances are given married officers. 
Flight training commences after 
commissioning and takes approx­
imately 12 to 14 nionths to com­
plete. Successful candidates must 
spend two years on active duty 
after winning their wings.

Chief Hirschfelder emphasized 
that the ACC program is not the 
Naval Aviation Cadet program 
although the latter program is still 
available for men who cannot com­
plete their full four years of col­
lege. The major differences are: 
one, the ACC must have a college 
degree where the NavCad is re­
quired only 60 semester hours; 
two, the ACC can be married where 
the NavCad must remain unmar­
ried until he is commissioned; and 
three, the ACC is commissioned 
after* 16 weeks of indoctrination 
where the NavCad must first win 
his wings. This latter difference 
means considerably more money to 
the trainee since the pay and allow- 
ances of an Ensign is in excess of 
8435 a month; slightly more if 
married.

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Will May Reduce 
Red Tape Involved 
In Settling Estate

A properly drawn will can 6e 
the means of short-cutting many 
legal formalities, and save a great 
deal of time in distributing the 
estate of a decedent among his 
rightful heirs. It may 'al.so serve 

I to save many dollars in legal fees 
ahd -court costs.

As an example, whenever a per­
son dies without a will and it is 
necessary for the probate court to 
appoint an administrator of his 
estate, the person so appointed is 
required to post a bond. This 
bond is for the purpose of insuring 
the faithful performances of his 
duties. When signed by individ­
uals, the amount thereof must be 
double the estimated value of the 
personal property of the estate 
plus a reasonable amount to cover 
prospective rents and other in­

come from real estate involved.
When issued by a bonding com­

pany, the estimated value of the 
personal property need not be 
doubled. The administrator’s bond 
must be kept in force until the 
estate is finally closed and he is 
discharged from his obligation by 
the court.

The same rule applies to an ex­
ecutor under a will, unless the 
testator has specified that no bond 
shall be required. This provision 
may be inserted or left out of 
the will at the option of the maker. 
Needless to say, there are situa­
tions in which the bond serves a 
real purpose. But when not need­
ed, the statutory requirement may 
prove a distinct annoyance to the 
executor and a buixlen upon the 
estate in the form of annual 
premuim payments.

Another example: A court ap­
pointed administrator may not 
sell any property of an estate with­
out an order i)f the court authoriz­
ing him to do so. He must make 
application to the court for approv­
al of each sale. The court must 
be advised of and approve the 
.sales price and the manner in 
which the sanTe is to be collected. 
Similar provisions apply to the 
making of mineral leases and other 
transactions.

These provisions apply equally 
to the executor of a will, unless 
the testator hjis freed him from 
such requirements. A single short 
paragraph inserted in a will desig­
nating him as an independent ex-

New Coastal 
Unit Created

Creation of a new post to handle 
increasing administrative affairs 
jn the eastern Gulf Coast area was 
announced by. the executive secre­
tary of the Game and Fish Com­
mission.

The unit, to be established in 
Houston, will be manned by Ma­
rine Biologist Howard T. Lee un­
der the direct supen’ision of C. W. 
Reid, chief of the Commission’s 
Marine section with headquarters 
at Rockport.

The executive secretary said Lee 
will serve as field coordinator of 
all Commission activities along 
the east coast and will “generally 
expedite rapidly expanding routine 
in the highly populous areas of 
Houston, Galveston, Beaumont, 
Port Arthur and other booming 
places.’’

Director Reid described Lee’s 
appointment as “ a part of the 
long-ranged planning for the Gulf 
Coast.” He said: “ Over the years 
we have been studying all phases 
of marine life such as sustaining 
the lucrative shrimping industry, 
restoring the oyster industry and 
enhancing sports fishing and 
waterfowl hunting through pass 
dredging and refuge installations. 
Providing an on-the-scene admin­
istrator in the eastern Gulf area 
will help tie it all together and 
generally expedite action along 
the coast.”

Texans Purchase More 
Then $16,000,000 
Worth of Savings Bonds

Texans purchased more than 
$16 million worth of U. S. Savings 
Bonds in May of this year, ac­
cording to Fred Bracht, local 
chairman.

May sales (if Series E and H 
Bonds throughout the state total­
ed $16,039,000, which was 30.5 
per cent more than during May 
of 1954. The May purchases also 
were 4.9 per cent higher than 
sales in April this year.

Purchases of Savings Bonds by 
Texans during the first five 
months of 1955 amounted to $87,- 
16.3,000, or 22.4 per cent mare than 
total sales during the same per­
iod of 1954.

During the first five months of 
this year, 43.2 per cent of the 
state’s total Bond goal of $201.9 
millibn for the year had been 
achieved. It must be noted, how­
ever, that sales usually are greater 
the first part of each year and 
Texans need to increase their sup­
port of the vital Savings Bonds 
program in order to meet our 
proportionate share of the national 
goal of $5.5 billion for 1955.
