Trustees of the Aransas County 
Independent School District, at 
their regular meeting held on 
Tuesday, July 12, voted to end 
segregation of negro students in 
the Aransas County schools, start­
ing with the fall term of 1955, it 
was learned today. This action 
coincided with that taken recently 
by the Aransas Pass School Dis­
trict, which formerly cared for 
negro students from Rockport. 
These were transported from Rock­
port to Aransas Pass for elemen­
tary education, and to Corpus 
Christi for high school training, 
at considerable cost to the district, 
and this action of the Board will 
save county taxpayers approxi­
mately $4,000 a year.

Pat H. Greene, school superin­
tendent. was authorized to offer 
contracts to six additional teachers, 
and the Board accepted the sign­
ed contracts of Bailey Nations as 
teacher of English in the Junior 
High School, and of Mrs. Clymore

and Mrs. Bailey Nations for ele­
mentary work.

At a special called meeting, 
held in Tuesday, July 19, the 
board agreed to call for bids on 
2,500 galvanized steel bleacher 
seats to be constructed on the 
north side of Pirate Field, and 
asked for immediate plans for 
dressing room facilities and bus 
garages. The plans will be exam­
ined at a special meeting to be held 
in the near future, and construction 
of the additions will be undertaken 
at once. However, they will re­
quire no bond issue at this time.

Greene recommended that a man 
be hired as maintenance foreman, 
but the board took no action on 
this.

Green also announced that Mrs. 
Jim Cruser had signed her con­
tract as Home Economics Instruct­
or, and the Board approved a con­
tract for Mrs. W. M. Spencer as 
High School English instructor, 
to take the place of Miss Nell 
Adams, resigned.

DISHOP GARRIGA TO OFFICIATE AT

AS KNIGHT OF ST GREGORY HERE

His Excellency, the Most Rev­
erend Mariano S. Garriga, D.D., 
L.L.D., Bishop of the Diocese of 
Corpus Christi, will officiate at 
ceremonies here Sunday when 
Travis Johnson is invested with 
the Order of St. Gregory the 
Great. Bishop Garriga will be 
assisted by the Right Reverend 
Monsignor Adolph Marx. The Mas­
ter of Ceremonies will be the Rev­
erend Robert Clark.

Roland Thomas Dosier, a man 
of 41, had left his home in Aran­
sas Pass, eight miles south of 
Rockport, on May 2, 1955, and 
that was the last anyone saw of 
him until the moring of May 5, 
when his badly decomposed body 
was descovered in the brush about 
100 feet east of a main traveled 
highway, opposite Aransas Coun­
ty’s Airport.
Body Discovered

Two Mexican laborers, M. H. 
Orliarex and Enrique de los San­
tos, of Sinton, who had arrived 
in Rockport that morning to worii 
on the yard of the Summer home 
of A. Loy Sims, made the des- 
covery and immediately called 
Sheriff Shivers to the spot.

The body lay on it’s back in a 
little clearing in the brush, arms 
outstretched like a cross, but, so 
badly had it decomposed under the 
warm summer sun that it was 
impossible to determine the cause 
of death without an autopsy.

This Justice of the Peace F. 
Lansen, who accompanied Shivers 
to the scene, immediately ordered.

In the meantime, the sheriff, 
by examination of the contents of 
a wallet found on the body, had 
established the man’s identity. A 
quick check with Aransas Pass 
police disclosed the fact that Do­
sier had been driving a 1950 Buick, 
just purchased, and had been en 
route for Bay City, where he was 
to go to work with his brother, 
installing neon signs.

The car, a distinctive one, was /  
discovered the same aftemooTi, 
twenty six miles north of Rockport, 
with a front tire blown out, parked 
on the shoulder of a read, and it 
was later established 'nat it had 
been there at about 6:00 p.m on 
May 2. This, of course helped de­
termine the time of the crime.
First .Autopsy Shows Nothing

Every sign pointed to foul 
play, yet, when the autopsy was 
made by a Corpus Christi path­
ologist, he decided that the body 
was too badly decomposed to de­
termine the cause of death, and it 
was prepared for burial. This took 
place at Seagoville, Texas.

There the case might have end­
ed, had it not have been for the 
dogged determination of Sheriff 
Shivers, and his feeling that the 
autopsy had not told the entire 
tale.

He had maintained from the 
first that Dosier was the victim 
of a murderer.

Again he contacted Dosieris 
wife, who had been left with four 
small children to support after 
her husband’s death, and, with 
her consent, applied to Judge W.
G. Gayle, of Texas’ 36th District 
Court, for an order to exhume 
the body and perform another and 
more thorough autopsy. This Judge 
Gayle readily granted.

Armed with this and a similar 
order granted by Judge Richie, of 
Dallas County, Sheriff Shivers 
journeyed to Seagoville and, after 
Dosier’s remains had been un­
covered, Dr. J. L. Goforth, Dal­
las pathologist, made a careful ex­
amination at the graveside.
Bullet Discovered

Shivers had been right; Dosier 
had been murdered—murdered by 
a bullet which entered his back, 
just to the right of his spine, 
ranging forward and upward to 
his breastbone, where it had 
lodged.

All that remained was to find 
the murderer, who might be any­
one among America’s 160,000,000 
people!

As Shivers returned to Rock­
port a little more than a month 
after the murder, he stopped at

Texas Trail 
i  Of Gold

Twin ruts still trace an indis­
tinct pattern across portions of 
the Western desert wasteland, but 
those who see. them would hardly 
know that here passed the old 
Chihuahua Trail-*the great high­
way that once carried the com­
merce of two nations.

Long ago, it stretched from old 
Indianola westward through San 
Antonio, past the present sites of 
Del Rio and Fort Stockton, then 
plunged south into the Big Bend, 
to end eventually in Old Mexico, 
1150 miles from where it started.

Over it passed wheat, cattle, 
gold, silver, copper and lead to 
the value of millions of dollars. 
Mexican commerce was important 
in the 19th century and, for 
Northern Mexico and the area 
along the border. Chihuahua was 
a natural distributing point. In 
the beginning, American goods 
were imported via the Santa Fe 

'Trail, which ran from Indepen­
dence, Mo., through Santa Fe, N. 
M., and El Paso.

However, this trail was long 
and difficult, so, in 1839, Dr. 
Henry Connelly, and American, 
and several other wealthy mer­
chants of Chihuahua, encouraged 
by the Mexican government set 
out to find a shorter route. With 
seven wagons, 700 mules, 100 men 
(including 50 dragoons), and from 
$200,000 to $300,000 in silver 
and gold, they headed north, cros­
sing the Rio Grande at Presidio 
del Norte and eventually arrived 
at Ft. Towson, Okla.

This first trip was not very suc- 
vfessful, and it was not until 10 

T  years later, when Americans en- 
>' tered the trade, that the trail as­

sumed any importance. Then, its 
course was changed to pass 
through San Antonio and Indiano­
la and, from that time until rail­
roads were built, it was the great 
trade route between Europe, the 
Southwesem U. S. and Mexico. 
Merchandise moved inland and, 
in return, the wagon trains carried 
gold and silver by the ton to pay

I Trains like those of Santleben 
I and Froboese of San Antonio were 
I composed of prairie schooners to 
I which 10 to 16 mules or oxen 

were hitched. They could haul 
about four tons per wagon, and 
freight from San Antonio to Chi­
huahua was $180 a ton. Ore, 
shipped in the opposite direction, 
was carried for $100 a ton, and 
the tariff on Mexican money and 
silver was $2£ per $1000 of valua­
tion.

The trains moved in military 
order. Sentries were posted at 
campsites and teamsters stood 
watch over the mules while they 
grated.

By 1860 traffic had grown to 
enormous proportions, even though 
no cattle had yet moved over the 
trail as they were to do later. 
There were more than 200 freight 
and pack mule outfits operating.

Upon arrival at Chihuahua, all 
of them quartered in the Meson 
de Massarre. The buildings of this 
establishment formed a hollow 
square, and along the inside walls 
were stalls for 600 mules. The 
great wagons stood in the patio, 
and from there traders did busi­
ness with th'e merchants of the 
city.

However, with the coming of 
the railroads to West Texas, the 
trade died out, and the great 
Chihuahua Trail w’as no more.

T H E  SPECKLED  T R O U T
This ought to be one of the best 

speckled trout years in a long 
time. There has been no freeze 
for years, and the last one cleaned 
enough of the rough fish out of 
the bays to give the trout an even 
break. In addition, there has been 
at least one year since the cold 
weather of 1950-1961 when condi­
tions were exactly right and al­
most the entire spawning for the 
spason got o ff to a good start.

This is borne out by the size of 
the fish being caught this present 
season.

Speckled trout, yhile young, 
grow fairly quickly, a fact dis­
closed by the examination of thou­
sands of specimens made by bi­
ologists of the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service.

At the end of their first winter 
they are around four inches long; 
at a year and a half they have 
reached eight inches; and a trout 
at the end of its third winter of 
life is around twelve inches, the 
length usually caught by sports­
men. Trout that have seen their 
fourth winter are usually around 
17 inches, although their girth has 
increased greatly. During the fol­
lowing year they increase another 
inch; a 20 inch trout has seen six 
winters, a 22-inch one is roughly 
7 years old, and a two-footer has 
lived for around eight seasons.

These fish move in and out 
through the passes along the coast, 
particularly during cold weather, 
but a program of tagging carried 
out over a period of several years 
shows that such movement is much 
smaller than is generally supposed. 
Particularly during the warm 
months of the year, as long as 
there is food, a school of trout 
may not move over a mile or two 
in a considerable period of time.

This may explain why the fish­
ing hole that was so hot last 
week hasn’t a fish this week, and 
for some time to come. Everyone 
has heard about the hot spot; 
everyone has fished there; most 
of the school has been caught out 
and, )>ecau8e food is plentiful else­
where.

By far the great majority of 
trout caught by the average fi.sh- 
ermcn are on'y ten or twelve 
inches long, and, at this size they 
are .ipt to h.ang around shell reefs, 
and apparently use them as a loaf­
ing place, for very little of the 
food taken from their stomachs 
shows any org'inisms that live on 
the reef itself. Out ^f about 15 <M»0 
trout examined some years ago, 
only a sm.*;!! fraet'on (le.ss than

one per cent) had eaten any ani­
mal that live on a reef. Sixty-seven 
per cent of the total food was 
shrimp. The balance was composed 
largely of fish, particularly in 
winter months when shrimp were 
scarce.

Incidentally this food study con­
firmed the fact that trout do not 
move much, unless the food plays 
out. It was possible, after a while 
to tell what part of the bay the 
fish came from by checking the 
contents of its stomach, other than 
shrimp.

After a trout gets to be of fair 
size, it no longer hugs the reefs. 
Big ones don’t school in the same 
manner as the two and three-year- 
old fellows. They are more inclin­
ed to be solitary, or to move in 
small groups, and they prefer the 
grass covered flats du)jng much 
of the year, where they can be 
taken by wading.

These big fellows change their 
feeding habits, also. Where the 
stomachs of smaller fish show that 
much of their food is shrimp, those 
of the larger ones contain more 
fish.

Like school fish they generally 
feed on the tide changes. They’ll 
slap at a lure almost any time it’s 
properly and enticingly offered, 
but as a general rule, the best time 
to fish for them is immediately 
before high tide, and from then 
until an hour or so after the ebb 
begins.

If you are a bait fisherman, 
small crabs make an excellent tid­
bit for specks, particularly if you 
are fishing for them on the bot­
tom. Shrimp make good top water 
bait. Live squid is good at night, 
and the fish will also take mullet 
and piggies.

In the realm of artificials, which 
is where speck fishing comes into 
its own, they will hit spoons, plugs, 
spinners, metal squids, streamer 
flies and bucktails. Most anglers 
that fish for them with fly rods 
have their best luck with white or 
grayish white, or red and white, 
bucktails and streamer flies.

Dr. John E. Sparks
Publishes Book
'An M. D. the Hard Way'

Dr. John E. Sparks, former 
Rockport physician, has become 
an author in San Antonio at the 
age of 78. His autobiography, “ An 
M. D. the Hard Way,”  has just 
been released by the Naylor Com­
pany, San Antonio, book publi­
shers to the Southwest.

Dr. Sparks spent much of his 
boyhood in Rockport and first be­
gan to practice here after he re­
ceived his medical degree in 1910. 
His father was the founder of 
Sparks Colony. In 1912 Dr. Sparks 
moved to Floresville, and in 1929 
to San Antonio, where he still 
keeps daily office hours although 
he does most of his practicing in 
a wheel chair.

“ An M. D. the Hard Way,” 
was written principally, he said, 
for his two daughters and two 
sons, now grown, so that they 
might know more about his young­
er days. This included much pio­
neering in truck farming in the 
Rockport area and going to dances 
across the bay in a boat. Later he 
went into the mercantile .busi­
ness, and it was not until after he 
was married that he decided to 
study medicine.

He was born on a ranch in 
Bosque County near Waco and 
lived also in Valley Mills before 
moving with his family to the 
Rockport area. ♦

*T meant to rob someone when 
I left home,”  he said, "and sure 
don’t know why I didn’t pick the 
salesman.

The young man got out at the 
edge of downtown Rockport, just 
in front of the two-story-Picton 
home, and twenty minutes later 
Dosier came by on his rendezvous

“ I told him to stop,” Moore said, 

“ and to get out and crawl through 
the fence. I made him stop again, 
about ten feet inside, while 1 
crawled through, but he dodged 
behind some brush and ran.

“ I shot at him twice—all the 
bullets I had—and he fell down on 
his face. I saw blood on his back, 
and when he turned over there was 
blood over one eye.

Moore cast his gun aside as he 
fled, and leaping into the car, 
roan-d northward over narrow 
Copano Causeway at 90 to 100 
miles an hour, and was traveling 
about 90 when he blew' a front 
tire six miles south of Tivoli.

“ IF I SHOULD DIE ”
What will happen if you should 

die without executing a legal and 
proper will ? Who will inherit 
your property ? Your husband, 
wife, mother, father, children, 
your wife's ndatives? Th«‘ best 
way you can say who will have it 
is to provide a will which will 
protect your rightful beneficiaries 
and dispose of your property in 
accordance with your wishes.

When a decea.sed has no will, or 
dies “ intestate” us the law calls 
it, the property of that 
distributed according to 
formula fixi*d by law. 
cases this may bt' the 
yourself would divide 
many cases it is not.

The provi.sicns of the law con­
cerning the distr bunion of the 
property of a p<'rson who dies 
without a will ar*' rather compli­
cated, and all of the possibilities 
cannot b<' covered by a general 
statement.

For example, here is a general 

idea of how the community prop­
erty which you and your spouse 
have accumulated will be divided 
if you do not make a will prior to 
your death.

If your husband or wife sur­
vives and there are no children, 
the surviving spouse receives all 
of the property.

If, in addition, there are sur­
viving children or decendants of 
deceased children, they would di­
vide one-half of the property, 
while the surviving spouse would 
receive the other half.

Of course, grandchildren do not 
.share in the estate unless their 
parent who would inherit is de­
ceased. And when decendants of 
previou.sly deceas«-d children do 
inherit, they receive only the por­
tion that the child would have 
received, regardless of the number 
of sueh descendants.

An odd note, perhaps, is that the 
surviving spouse already owns 
one-half of the community estate 
prior to your death, and the law- 
adds nothing to this share where 
there are children surviving.

When there are only children 
,ind their descendants surviving, 
they divide the entire community 
estate between them.

Many Area Residents 
Receive Social 
Security Payments

Monthly payments or retirement 
and family insurance totaling $8,- 
423 to 221 Aransas County resi­
dents were being made at the be­
ginning of this year, a report from 
the Social Security Administration 
shows.

That is equivalent to an annual 
payroll of !j!101,()76 in this coun­
ty, according to H. M. Cleveland, 
manager of the Corpus Christi 
district of the administration.

In the 17-county area of South 
Texas which is served by the Cor­
pus Christi office, 10,057 benefi­
ciaries were receiving benefits of 
$380,(580 a month. “ These insur­
ance payments go to retired work­
ers and their families and to the 
widows and children of workers 
who have died,” Cleveland pointed 
out.

“ The money to pay the insurance 
comes from the special ti-ust fund 
which is made up of the social se­
curity taxes which workers, em­
ployers, and self-employed persons 
pay as they work. Old-age and 
survivors insurance partially re­
places earnings which are reduced 
or cut off in older years or death.”

For all of Texas, 232,084 per­
sons were receiving benefits at 
the ratt of $9,960,463 a month. 
Nationally, the statistics show that 
monthly payments of about $340 
million were going to about seven 
million workers, their wives, wid­
ows, and children at the start of 
1955.

The national average retirement 
payment was $59.14 a month. Cle­
veland explained that the amount 
is based on a worker’s average 
earnings for work that is covered 
by the Social Security Act. The 
minimum payment for a retired 
worker is $30.00 and the maximum 
$108.50 a month. Family payments 
range from $30 to $200 a month.

Two out of every three people 
now reaching age 65 can qualify 
for old-age and survivors insur­
ance. Of every thousand Texans 
aver age sixty-five, 268 are now- 
receiving social security payments 
monthly. The p<'rcentage is expect­
ed to increase rather rapidly .since 
farmers are now covered by the 
law.

Nine out of t<>n mothers and 
children are now prot«‘cted und«‘r 
the federal family insurance pro­
gam, and about half of the chil­
dren whose fathers have died now 
receive surs’ivors insurance, Cleve­
land reported.

So You W ant to Go Sailfishing

I

So you want to go sailfishing in 
Texas ?

Well, that’s easy, just head for 
’ort Aransas or Port Isabel and 

take off.
However, there are a few things 

you ought to know, and will prob­
ably have to learn before you and 
Mr. IstiophoruB (sailfish to you) 
can make contact.

First, there is the matter of a 
bout. Any good 26- or 30-footer 
will do, but, as much of the fishing 
is from 5 to 20 miles offshore, the 
larger one will probably be more 
comfortable.

Whatever the sixe of the boat, 
it should be fitted with outriggers. 
These are generally long bamboo 
poles attached to the deck on 
either side, just forward of the 
cockpit, that can be locked in 
place vertically when not in use. 
They are fitt^  with a halyard, 
in the manner of a flagpole, by 
means of which a big clothespin 
may be hauled to their top.

In action, the ootrlggers sre 
lowered to about a 46 degree angle, 
where they are rigidly secured, 
and the clothespin is hauled in­
board. The angler’s line is secured 
within the jaws of the pin in such 
a manner that a light yank will 
free it, and then hauled out to the 
tip of the outrigger, leaving the 
bait riding about forty or fifty 
feet behind the stem of the boat.

Outriggers are used for several 
reasons, the main one being the 
way the sailfish takes the bait. 
He mouths it, but if there is any 
resistance he will leave it alone. 
This is not generally known, but 
extended research by the Univers­
ity of Miami has shown that it is 
true, though the common belief 
has long been that the fish strikes 
the bait with its bill first, and 
then waits to see if it is killed or 
crippled.

In the early days of sailfishing, 
Captain Bill Hatch, of Miami, the 
papa of sailfishing, observed this 
fact, and tried letting his bait 
run aft, after the strike. This 
gave the fish the illusion that the 
bait was killed or crippled, and 
the sail hung on, instead of rer 
leasing it.

However, the difficulty in flat 
line trolling of getting an inex­

perienced fisherman to do all the 
things necessary to hook a sail­
fish was enormous. In the first 
place, a beginner found it hard 
to recogpize a strike, which may 
check the bait only for an instant, 
and which feels like some tiny 
fish had caught the line for an 
instant, and then let go.f

This is the time that an experi­
enced angler will free-spool his 
reel and allow ftis bait to drop 
back, counting 1,000, 2,000, 3,000, 
and so on, up to 10,000, at which 
time he throws on his drag and 
sets the hook.

A beginner doesn’t do this, es­
pecially if he is used to fishing 
for species like king, dolphin or 
bonito, where there is a hard, 
smashing strike. If he recognizes 
the strike, the impulse to set the 
hook is overpowering, and instead 
of letting the hook drop back, he 
makes every effort to tear the 
fish’s head off.

This is a fatal error, for if the 
sail feels any resistance at first, 
he is apt to decide he wants no 
part of the bait, doesn’t get it far 
enough back in his mouth, and, 
nine times out of ten, will quit
right there.»

To get around this, and to make 
sure of hooking more fish, the 
outrigger was evolved, advantages 
of which are enormous. In the 
first place, it gets the bait out 
away from the side of the boat 
into clear water. Second, the roll 
of the boat, augmented by the 
length of the outrigger, gives the 
bait a jumping, skipping motion, 
exceedingly attractive to sailfish. 
Most important of all, however, is 
the fact that when the fish first 
mouths the bait, the clothespin re­
leases it, allowing it to drop back 
automatically without leaving any 
strain, giving the fish a chance 
to get the hook within its jaws, 
so that all the angler has to do is 
strike as soon as the line straight­
ens.

The first run of a sail is strong 
and fast, and he msy take a 
hundred yards or more of line. This 
is followed by a high, twisting 
leap, or a series of them, or he 
may decide to “ tail walk’’ with 
body upright, and the tail beating

out a frothy walfe.
Baits are many and various, al­

though the first choice of most 
experienced anglers and guides 
seems to be a strip cut from the 
side of a bonito. A close second 
is furnished by a slice from the 
belly of a barracuda. Whole small 
mullet or strips cut from a larger 
one or also used. Cutting these, 
and getting them to troll natural­
ly, without twisting, is an art.

Rods are up to the individual, 
and any medium tackle, provided 
you have enough line capacity, is 
all right. Because breakage is 
high, many guides furnish outfits 
heavier than needed. Sailfish are 
generally considered a nine-thread 
fish, which indicates a five or six 
ounce tip with 2/0 or 3/0 reel. 
There is a growing tendency to­
wards six-thread, or lines testing 
less than 20 pounds, used with 
modern glass rods.

The terminal rig is 15 feet of 
doubled line to a No. 1 or No. 2 
swivel, and a wire leader about 
15 feet long. Hooks range from 
8/0 to 10/0 in size.

We have already mentioned'that 
baits should be trolled from 40 to 
50 feet stem, according to the 
captain’s judgment, but care should 
be taken to keep them in sight 
at all times, and clear from weed 
or similar fouling.

When the strike comes, if you 
are fishing with an outrigger, let 
the line straighten out, then strike. 
After that, it’s up to you.

All the foregoing paragraphs 
have led up to this moment, and 
were intended to give a sort of 
preliminary picture of the me­
chanics of sailfishing. However, 
no words can convey, and no one 
man think of, all the things that 
you will learn in one trip to the 
Gulf with a competent guide, on 
a properly rigged bqat, for there 
are many little tricks easy to grasp 
when you see them, but hard to 
describe.

“ One of the most important con­
cepts to be remembered and under­
stood in both fish and game work 
is that o f ‘carrying capacity/ 
Sportsmen, and even Fish and 
Game Departments, too often for­
get that a given piece of land or 
br>dy of water can support and 
maintain from year to year only 
so many pounds of animal life," 
says FHrbert R. Siegler of the New 
Hampshire Fish and Game De­
partment's management and re­
search division.

Every farmer raising livestock 
thinks in terms of carrying capac­
ity. He knows that his pasture 
will carry just so many head of 
cattle on an average year. If he 
attempts to hold more cows in 
this pasture than it can take care 
of, two things will happen: 1) his 
animals will become undernourish­
ed and ) the pasture will be over-

grazed so that in future years it 
will support still fewer cows./^

Many people who accept 
principle for growing livestTCl  ̂ '  
fail to recognize that it is equall^ 
applicable to fish in ponds, pheas­
ants in fields, or deer in forests. 
But the fish and game manager 
must be constantly alert to avoid 
overstocking and to recognize the 
danger signals of overpopulations. 
When he examines the fish popu­
lations of a lake and finds that a 
large per cent of specimens are 
too small for their age, his first 
suspicion will be that there are 
too many fish for the carrying 
capacity of the lake. Fewer fish 
than it could hold would mean 
bigger and healthier fish.

Similarly, he will always be more 
concerned about finding too many 
deer in an area than too few, since 
he knows that the excess deer will 
reduce their own food supplies 
the extent that in years to corbie 
that same range will have a lower 
carrying capacity for deer. On the 
other hand, a smaller number 
would have meant larger animals 
and these would have produced 
more fawns per year.

Thus fish and game populations 
should be kept slightly under the 
carrying capacity of their habitat 
rather than over, for this defic­
iency is relatively easy to correct. 
Overpopulations require much more 
drastic remedial measures and 
often the remedy takes many years 
to become effective.
