First Big Catch
Yellowfin Tuna
Landed From Gulf

The first big catch of yellowfin
tuna, 30 tons of it, was landed
at Pascagoula on August 27, ac-
cording to Harvey R. Bullis, in
charge of the U. S. Fish and Wild-

life Service Exploratory vessel
Oregon.
652 yellowfin tuna, weighing

from 7 to 215 pounds each were
brought in by the Oregon after
a two weeks cruise in the Gulf,
practically assuring the fact that
commercial fishing for these fish
will be a certainty within the next
year or two, probably furnishing
a new industry for Texas.

On. previous trips, both yellow-
fin and bluefins have been caught,
but never in such quantities as
this.

Nineteen of the fish were shark
damaged, but the remgining whole
yvellowfin weighed 45}65 pounds.

Nineteen sets were made during
the 14 days fished. Except when
unfavorable sea conditions were
encountered, approximately one
hundred baskets of gear were run
each day, or two fifty basket sets
were made. The total for the cruise
amounted to 12,870 hooks set. A
variety of bait was used, but, Bul-
lis said, the tuna seemed to show
no particular preference.

In addition to the yellowfins,
27 blackfin tuna, 8 bonito, 78 white
marlin, 1 blue marlin, 10 sailfish,
2 small broadbill swordfish and 178
sharks were landed on the long
lines. 16 of the white marlin were
tagged and released.

Fishing activities were carried
out in two general areas. During
the first half of the cruise, Bullis
said, all sets were made approxi-
mately 90 miles south of Mobile
Bay, and during this period 14
tons of tuna were caught.

During the last half of the
cruise, a few sets were made in
the same area before the Oregon
moved to an area SSE of the
Mississippi Delta, and worked be-
tween the 500 and 1000 fathom
curves. The largest single catch
was made south of Mobile, where
88 vyellowfin were taken on 104
baskets of line. The best single
catch rate was made SSE of the
Mississippi Delta, where 56 yellow-
fin were caught on a 50 basket
set, for an average of 11.2 fish
for 100 hooks.

Night light dipping with nets
produced many baby tuna, sailfish
and swordfish. Large schools of
mixed blackfin and yellowfin tuna
and bonita were seen during the
cruise.

Bill to Aid Construction

Of New Fishing Vessels
Introduced to Congress

A bill which under certain con-
ditions would provide for subsidies
or grants for the construction of
fishing vessels was introduced July
11 by Congressman King of Cali-
fornia (H, R. 7238).

The bill provides for an amend-

ment to titte V of the Merchant
Marine Act, 1936, as amended,
which contains the provisions for
subgidies or grants to merchant

marine vessels engaged in inter-
national trade. If the same prin-
ciples which presently are applied
to merchant marine vessels engag-
ed in international trade, would
apply to fishing vessels, subsidies
or grants up to 50 percent of the
construction costs could be given
by the Maritime Administration.

DOVES SEEM PLENTIFUL

AUSTIN—Reports indicate that
the mourning dove season—first
phase of the fall wildlife harvest

—will be favorable, according to
the Executive Secretary of the
Game and Fish Commission.

He said a field survey of the
north zone, which opens for
mourning doves on September 1,
shows that there is a food supply
of birds and that food and water
conditions are fair to good.

The north zone season runs from
noon on September 1 to sunset on
October 15. The south zone season
is from noon on October 15 until
sunset November 28.

Changes this year include a
five day extension to a forty-five
day season and a two weeks delay
in the south zone opener.

Bag limits and shooting hours,
and other basic regulations, are
the same, said the Executive Sec-
retary. Shooting will be confined
ta afternoon hours only and the
limits are ten per day and ten in
possession.

The north zone area comprises
about three-fourths of Texas, com-
prising as it does all the territory
running diagonally across the state
on a rough line from Maverick
county on the Mexican border to
Sabine on the Louisiana border.

The Executive Secretary said
pre-season population reports pre-
sage a standout shoot. He added,
however, that dove hunters are
unpredictable and that the birds

frequently shift their residences
abruptly.
“We have a fine weed seced

crop,” he explained, “and water
is plentiful in many areas.”

The Executive Secretary sug-
guested hunters shoild follow
safety rules closely because of the
anticipated influx of gunners in
the field and that they should
always obtain permission from
landowners before entering the
latters’ property to hunt. He add-
ed that the state’s Game Warden

force is available to inform hunt-
| ers.

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Two Thousand Miles
On the Rio Grande In a Rowboat

One hundred and five years ago,
Captain John Love navigated the
Rio Grande in a rowboat, travel-
ing two thousand miles on the
turbulent stream, seeking a water
route to the westward. Pushing
his way upstream, he passed thru
the great canyons of Mariscal,
Boquillas, and Santa Elena and,
only when within twenty-five
miles of the mouth of the Rio
Conchos at Presidio del Norte, did
he turn back and head downriver!

His feat has never since been
duplicated, yet it is so little known
that there’s never a line about it
in the Texas history books!

Love himself is a shadow figure,
emerging briefly from the musty
files of the Army Quartermaster’s
Department, then dropping again
into obscurity, hidden, along with
most of the perils of the journey,
behind the impersonal language
of an army report.

We do know, however, that on
March 11, 1850, he left Ringgold
Barracks (near present Rio Gran-
de City) in the Major Babbit—
a fifty-foot keelboat, drawing 18
inches of water, rowed by twelve
men. His instructions were to pro-
ceed “to the highest attainable
point on the Rio Grande,” and to

determine the feasibility of deliver-
ing supplies by this water route
to Army posts as far west as El
Paso.

Exactly five months later he re-
turned, and, as an early chronicler
says:

“Captain Love’s report gives us
the gratifying intelligence that the
Rio Grande, at a very small cost,
can be rendered navigable for up-
wards of 1500 miles from its
mouth.”

Ringgold Barracks was, in those
days, the first military station on
the river above Fort Brown, and
served as a depot from which Fort
McIntosh (near Laredo), Fort
Duncan at Eagle Pass, the Texas
Rangers and others mounted
troops in the region were supplied.
All supplies were brought upriver
from Fort Brown, on the U. S.
Steamer Corvette. Those for El
Paso were hauled overland in wag-
on trains from Indianola.

Between Ringgold and Fort Mec-
Intosh were a number of towns:
Camargo, situated on the San Juan
River, three miles from its june-
tion with the Rio Grande, having
a population of about two thou-
sand; Rio Grande City, a new and
flourishing city on the American
side, with about five hundred in-
habitants, “among whom are sev-
eral enterprising merchants who
carry on a considerable trade with
the Mexican states.”

Love neglected to add that today
this trade wouid be called smug-
gling!

Above these on the river were
Mier, about the same size at Ca-
margo, and Guerrero, six miles
from the Rio Grande on the Sa-
lado, with about four thousand
people.

Between Rio Grande City and
Laredo, Love said, the soil on both
sides of the stream was very fer-
tile.

“The principal products,” says
the report, “are corn, beans, mel-
ons, and some tobacco, planted
this year for the first time, looks
well.”

On the grasslands were immense
flocks of sheep and goats—which
the Indians would not steal—while
large droves of wild cattle and
horses were seen in every direc-
tion. Game was also abundant.

From Ringgold to Kingsbury’s
Falls—located one hundred and
sixty miles upriver from Laredo,
about where the southern line of
Maverick County now strikes the
border—Love found obstructions in
the stream which would prevent
navigation during seven months
of the year by the type of steamers
then using the lower Rio Grande.
At the falls, the riverran for three
or four hundred yards over a series
of rocky shelves over which they
lab aivusly forced the Major Bab-
bit.

“A little town is springing up
just below Fort Duncan,” the re-
port says, ‘“which will probably
become of considerable importance,
as it is near that point where the
roads from Mapini, Parras, Mone-
lova, Santa Rosa, San Fernando,
Nava and Presidio strike the Rio
Grande.”

This was the beginning of Eagle
Pass, and, on the opposite side
of the river, the Mexicans had a
military post, Piedras Negras
(Black Stones), so called because
of the local outcroppings found in
the banks of the stream.

There were also several rich
silver mines in the vicinity that,
under Spanish rule, had been very
productive, but that were not be-
ing worked for lack of capital
under the regime of the Mexican
government.

The country between Fort Dun-
can and the mouth of Devil’s Riv-
er was rich and well-watered,

with many fine mill sites on the
little stream, which abounded

“with perch and the regular,
speckled trout” of northern rivers. |
However, there were no settle-
ments, either American or Mexican
nor, opined Love, would there bé
any until settlers were afforded
permanent protection against the
Indians. .

Bear, antelope, deer, jaguards,
ocelots, ounces, pumas, -cata-
mounts, wildcats, wolves, turkeys,
geese, ducks, grouse, partridges,
pigeons, squirrels and chacalacas
were found in great numbers, and
Captain Love says that he fre-
quently saw herds of black-tailed
deer, numbering two or three
thousand, on the prairies

Devil’s River, he thought, was
the head of possible steamboat
navigation. Nevertheless, if Kings-
bury’s Falls were rendered pass-
able—a task easily accomplished
with a small amout of blasting—
and smaller, shallow-draft, iron
steamers built, capable of using
the river at all seasons of the year,
he believed “it might be judicious
to establish a depot here, and
transport stores from there to El
Paso”, a short haul of only one
hundred and fifty miles, compared
to the eight hundred and fifty
from Indianola.

Despite the fact that this was
as far as steamers could ever
travel, Love pushed on, determined
to obey orders and to reach “the
highest attainable point on the
Rio Grande.”

About fifty miles before reach-
ing the Pecos, he found a large
cave, containing several rooms,
in one of the cliffs overhanging the
Rio Grande, with natural arches
overhead, capable of holding al
thousand men. A short distance'
above it were thirteen natural
towers of rock, about two thousand
feet high, and two hundred feet
in diameter.

He notes that a valley about
ten miles wide, “covered with
fine musquit grass,” stretched for
hundreds of miles between the
Puerco (Pecos) and the Rio
Grande.

The latter river was now deep,
narrow, and swift, running be-
tween mountains. Nevertheless,
the expedition pushed ahead.

Oddly enough, neither then, nor
at any other time during the trip,
did they eight Indians, although
they were in the heart of the Lipan
and Mescalero Apache country.
They did see, however, many
places where Indians had recently
passed with great heards of horses,

and noted numerous small fires
in the mountains at night.
One hundred and tweny miles

upstream from the junction of the
Rio Grande and the Pecos, Love
and his men came to the “Grand
Indian Crossing”, at the eastern
edge of what we now know as
the Big Bend. Here, at the only
ford for nearly four hundred miles,
under the erimson Comanche moon
of September, red raiders rode
across the Rio Grande to plunder
the peons of their ponies, pulque,
and prettiest women.

The war trail leading to the
ford ran “along the wvalley be-
tween the Rio Grande and Pecos
mentioned above, and is very wide,
well-beaten, and resembled a
much-traveled highway!”

From the crossing, Love’s party
went on, passing through the
gloomyv gorges of Boquillas and

Mariscal Canydns, and in the
knife-like gash of Santa Elena
were stopped by a cataract tumbl-
ing over a rock slide, which they
named Brooke’s Falls.

The obstacle was composed of
great blocks of stone and talus,
rising nearly two hundred feet
above the bed of the river. These,
while obstrucing the channel, did
not totally dam the waters, which
gurgled through the interstices be-
tween the rocks.

Here the Major Babbit could
go no further and its crew made
camp, while the commander, un-
daunted, prepared to continue his
journey.

What toils and dangers they en-
dured, no one knows, for there is
never a word of them in Love's
dry-as-dust report, yet their labors
must have been tremendous.

It is indicative of the caliber
of the man that, when the keel-
boat could not proceed, he ordered
a skiff put into the Rio Grande
above the tumbling waters, and
in this rowed twenty-seven miles
more, passing the present site of
Lajitas, where another branch of
the Comanche war trail crossed the
river. Finally, about where Red-
ford now is, he came to another
rapids, which he called Babbit’s
Falls.

“Beyond this point,” says his
commanding officer’s vgport, “he
found it impossible to proceed
with the skiff, either by land or

water, and left it on the fifteenth
of July, arriving at Ringgold Bar-
racks on the eleventh of August.”

Downstream, with the raging
waters to aid, the trip back used
only twenty-seven of the hundred
and fifty-four days the expedi-
tion was on the river.

Food and Game
Fish of Texas

Last week we dealt with the
tunas of the Texas coast. This
week we will discuss the spear-
fishes that are found in the area.

The sailfish has a number of
other names; Aguja prieta, gue-
bucu, sail, spearfish, volador and
spikefish being among them.

Range: Massachusetts to South
America and the Gulf of Mexico.

Size: Averages 30 or 40 pounds.
Record (Bahamas) 123.

Habits and food: Stomachs of
several sailfish examined contain-
ed menhaden, mullet, shrimp, and
various unidentified fishes. Blue
water fish, sails are normally
caught fairly far offshore in Tex-
as waters, putting up a splendid
leaping fight. Six very small ex-
amples have been caught off this
coast, three at Galveston, two at|
Freeport and one at Aransas Pass. |
The latter measured only twenty !
inches overall. Bills of smaller,
ones, only about 2 inches long,’
have been taken from the stomachs !
of dolphin at Port Aransas. l

Color: Most striking is the ex-
tremely large, purplish blue dorsal
fin, commonly called the sail. It |
is faintly marked with vertical |
rows of small black dots. When’
lowered, it is sheathed in a slot
in the fish’s back, which is a blue-
black. Lower sides are silvery;
the belly is lighter. When hooked
or excited, vertical rows of light
blue spots appear on the sides.
Bi!l ,slender and dark-colored; tail
black and deeply forked. Ventral
fins, long, reed-like and black.

Blue marline have been caught
a number of times along this coast.
Five or six have been taken at
Port Isabel, and this summer one
was caught off Port Aransas. The
Oregon has taken large numbers
of them on long lines in deep wa-
ter in the Gulf. '

Range: New York south to So.
America, the Caribbean Sea and
the Gulf of Mexico.

Size: Average about 250 pounds,
but has been known to reach 1,500.
Record (Bimini) 742 pounds.

Habits and food: Generally
found far offshore in blue water,
blue marlin are more or less soli-
tary fish, fond of making showy
leaps. Food consists of various
small fishes and squid. Cuban com-
mercial fishermen catch marlin on
handlines, drift fishing, at great
depths. This species is. a favorite
with big game anglers.

Color: Dorsal fin and back, deep
blue (almost black); .lower sides
and belly, silvery. When hooked,
fighting fish show vertical, laven-
der stripes on the sides.

White marlin are smaller than
the preceding species.

Range: Massachusetts south to
northern coast of South America,
Gulf of Mexico and Caribbean Sea.

Size: 50 to 100 pounds, on an
average, but the record (Florida)
is 161 pounds.

Habits and food: Found singly
and in schools, mostly in blue wa-
ter, where they feed on schools
of small fish. Two have been

caught off Port Aransas by an-
glers, and the U. S. Fish and Wild-
life vessel Oregon has caught num-
bers of them on long lines in the
degep waters of the Gulf of Mex-
ico.

Color: Dorsal fin approximately
the same deep blue as the blue
marlin, but noticeable rounded at
its forward end, rather than point-
ed. The same is true of the anal
fin. Back, very deep blue; lower
sides and belly, silvery. Light blue,
vertical stripes on the sides may
or may not be present and appear
more pronounced on fish caught
in southern waters. The eye is
large.

Broadbill swordfish have as
many names as there are countries
bordering the oceans of the world,
for they are distributed in almost
every sea.

Size: They average from 100
to 400 pounds, and probably reach
more than 1500.

Habits and food: Generally soli-
tary fish, fond of sunning at the
surface with the upper tip of the
tail and dorsal fin showing. Con-
gregates in considerable schools at
breeding time. This fact is well
known in the Mediterranean area,
where broadbills have formed the
basis of a commercial fishery for
over 2000 years. In the Gulf of
Mexico they have been caught far
offshore, in very deep water,
on long line set by the Oregon
during the past two years. Prior
to that time they were not known
to inhabit these waters. An inter-
esting fact is that very small ones
have been caught there, just out
of the egg, showing that this is
the American breeding ground.
They feed on schooling fish like
mackerel, menhaden herring, sar-
dines, etc., and on squid.

Broadbills are the big game

angler’s greatest prize. No other
can compare with one of these
fish.

Color: Bronze, with a silvery
gleam, or brownish black, with a
lighter belly. The eye is brilliantly
blue.
