Texas' Multilane Divided 
Rood Needs Outlined

Austin, Tex.—Texas needs three 
times as many miles of multilane 
diviiiod highways as it now has 
outside its urban areas. State 
Highway Engineer D. C. Grpor 
said today.

It would take an estimated $(>12 
million to fulfill that need if con­
struction were possible right now, 
Cr*“er .said in a forecast of ex­
pressway planning ^ r  the next 20 
years.

Texas now has completed or has 
under contract 743 miles of this 
type of highway outside of cities 
and 240 miles in urban areas.

Greer said an additional 2,298 
miles are needed now to move 
traffic safely and efficiently.

Lm>king ahead 10 years, Greer 
estimated 2,285 more miles should 
be put under construction at a 
cost of $800 million.

Normal urban development that 
will be needed by 1965 would run 
the total cost that should b<‘ spent 
on multilane divided highways 
within the next ten years to $2,- 
037,000,000, the state highway en­
gineer said.

Veterans' Requests 
Far Lond ta Be 
Accepted Oct. 31

Earl Rudder, Commissioner 
the General Und Office, announ  ̂
ed from Austin that the Veter. , 
Land Board would accept reque .̂ 
for application forms to nureK. 
land through the Veterans’ A®! 
Program beginning Oct. 31 iqcc 
Rudder stressed that all request, 
must be by mail. Requests receiv 
ed before Oct. 31, will not he 
honored, and will be returned

Rudder continued that the re 
quests received the five-day period' 
of the first week, beginning Mon 
day, Oct. 31, will be placed in a 
locked box, and then be drawn and 
numbered. A limited number will 
be mailed application forms im- 
mediately. The remainder will be 
notified of their relative position 
After that first week, requests for 
application forms will be number­
ed consecutively as received.

Rudder cautioned veterans on 
the following matters:

1. Old application forms will not 
be honored since entirely new 
forms have been written under the 
Amended Veterans Land Act 
These application forms can be 
obtained by written request to the 
Veterans’ Land Board only.

2. The veteran should not send
checks or cash with the request f 
for application forms. *

3. The veteran’s request must 
clearly set out his mailing ad­
dress.

4. The veteran should have the 
tract selected which he wishes to 
purchase before requesting appli- 
cation forms, as veterans will have 
only 30 days from the date the 
forms are mailed from the Vet­
erans’ Land Board to complete 
return them.

Rudder consluded his announce­
ment saying, “ This system which 
W’e will use is designed to eliminate 
accumulation of paper work, en­
able the veteran and seller to con­
duct their business promptly, and 
to secure efficient utilization of 
the Veterans’ Land Board per­
sonnel.”

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Australia’ s Ranches Big Enough to 
Hide the King Ranch In and Still 
Leave Room For Three More Like It

It may come as a shock to most 
Texans, but the biggest ranch m 
the world is not in Texas, but in 
Australia. Even one of the small 
ones in that land is big enough to 
hide the King Ranch in one cor­
ner, and still leave room for three 
more the size of the Lone Star 
spread. j

Wave H|ll Ranch, for instance, 
is up in the Kimberley District, in 
the heart of Northwest Australia, 
and while not the largest, still 
contains some 6,400 square miles.

Cowboys can ride fifty miles 
from the squat old bungalow head­
quarters and still be well within 
Wave Hill boundaries.

One of their favorite indoor 
sports is scoffing at Texas’ pre­
tensions.

For comparison—and they know 
all the figures—the King Ranch 
sprawls across 1,000,000 acres of 
South Texas. Wave Hill covers 4,- 
096,000 in the .Australian inter­
land.

True enough, the King Ranch 
supports about 85,000 head of cat­
tle against only 45,000 for Wave 
Hill, but the latter is more like 
an isolated nation than it is a 
ranch.

The ranch has its own bakery, 
its own store, a post office, bank.

a n d  police station. Clustered 
around the homestead are more 
than 20 buildings w>here the cook, 
the baker, the saddler, the store­
keeper, the blacksmith, the me­
chanic, the windmill engineer, the 
stockmen ,and the rest of the com­
munity of 25 whites live and work.

Wave Hill works 300 aborigines. 
Of these 120 are cowboys, wood 
choppers, yaixlmen and general 
helpers, including domestics, laun­
dresses, and kitchen girls.

A native boy gets $3 a week and 
k e e p e r  himself, his lubra (woman 
or wffe) and his first child, and 
is as addicted to poker as his 
American counterpart. However, 
the Australian brand is rough, and 
losers may even stake their clothes. 
"Abo” (aboriginal) yardman can 
often be seen around the ranch 
after an all-night session wearing 
.shorts and one boot—the rest hav­
ing gone as stakes in the card 
game.

Wave Hill, which is privately 
owned, is also self contained. It 
has to be, for it is too deep in the 
outback to receive anything but 
intermitten supplies by road trans­
port. In the wet season, from Feb­
ruary to May, no supplies are re­
ceived at all.

The ranch storekeeper carries 
something like $150,000 worth of 
stock, enough to keep everyone 
going for 12 months. There are 
no telephones or telegraph, and 
Wave Hill can contact the outside 
world only by radio, which oper­
ates three times a day, or by mes­
senger, which may take weeks.

Throughout the year, the main 
work is carried on at headquarters 
and at four camps that may be 
miles out on the plains. At these 
camps, stockmen and their ”abo” 
boys live in tents, muster (instead 
of round up) cattle, brand them, 
and shift them from one water- 
hole to another—Texas style.

Banonos Once 
Commercial Crop In 
Rio Grande Valley

Bananas were once a commercial 
crop in the Rio Grande Valley, 
uack in the days when it was being 
settled by di.scharged soldiers after 
the Civil War.

Celestine Jagou, a Frenchman, 
was the man who planted them.

A colorful figui-e, he arrived in 
Brownsville about 1868, first en­
tering the commission business, 
then acquiring a "home of liquid 
joy” where he dispensed various 
brands of bottled lighting over the 
bar.

Texans in those days were thirs­
ty; there was a nexcellent profit 
in the liquor business, and so Ja­
gou became a country squire and 
bought La Esperanza, a 640-acre 
tract out of the lower end of the 
old Espiritu Santa Grant, about 
'iree miles down river from the 

pres«*nt Brownsville.
It was easy come, easy go wdth 

Celestino. The money that poured 
in as he poured, poured out on 
I.a Esperanze, making it "as pret­
ty as a picture.”

Luxuriant flowers, c l i m b i n g  
vines, and orderly vegetable gar­
dens combined with ornamental 
shrubs, palmettoes, and bamboo to 
make a show place.

Jagou was a pione<-r, as well as 
a money maker.

Being a Frenchman, he naturally 
grew grapes -for v îne— Modoc, 
Chasselas and Muscatel—but, be­
sides these, he tried many another 
plant in his tropical paradise.

In a clearing he had a grove 
of thrifty almond trees, and he 
experimented with cork oaks, 
which failed him.

Two crops of com were annual­
ly planted in the rich bottoms 
of the Rio Grande, and he sold the

grain in Brownsville.
Not content with these things, 

he planted bananas in long rows 
around his place, so that their 
glossy, green leaves \.ould afford 
a windbreak to his tender plants.

Bananas had first been raised 
successfully in the region by Louis 
Wise, who, about 1883, planted 
one in his yard—discovering one 
fall morning that it was in full 
bloom.

This soon became the story of 
the day, and the Brownsville Cos­
mopolitan announced in headlines 
that Wise has discovered a "bunch 
on his banana.”

Wise, in his efforts to help the 
fruit mature, watched the weather 
like a hawk, and the Cosmopolitan 
watched him just as closely, an­
nouncing from time to time that 
the banana had been covered, to 
protect it from a norther.

Jagou evidently got his original 
dca from Wise, but so well did 
lir own plants do that he shot the 
works, and planted a grove of 
more than 11,000.

The first year they bore, he 
gathered a bumper crop of 4,500 
bunches, which he sold for $1 to 
$l..‘i0 a bunch.

However, in the long run, Jagou 
"ound that his lands paid a better 
revenue from other crops, and 
Texas’ first and only banana grove 
was uprooted to make way for 
tn:ck farms.

On Padre Island, about twenty 
miles north of its southern tip, 
stands a great sand dune known 
as Little Money Hill. Forty miles 
to its north, close to the Devil's 
Elbow, lies another hill of sand. 
This is Money Hill. Seventy miles 
to the north of it stands still an­
other dune—this is Big Money Hill 
itself.

Many a tale of treasure is told 
about these dunes.

Big Money Hill is supposed to 
be near the site where an old 
pirate ship was blown ashore, 
spilling its golden cargo on the 
sands.

For five miles up and down the 
beach at the middle dune—Money 
Hill—coins have been washed up 
at the water’s edge like shells.

In this area, about a century 
ago, a group of wreckers were 
salvaging the cargo of a schoon­
er which had been driven ashore 
in the breakers when one of them 
discovered silver dollars being car­
ried in by the waves.

Red John Dunn—so-called to dis­
tinguish him from six other John 
Dunns then living in Nueces Coun­
ty—operated a little museum in 
Corpus Christ! for many years. 
One of his exhibits was a collec­
tion of coins among which were 
three picked up near Money Hill 
by Johnny Hall, a Padre Island 
resident.

Dunn used to tell of another 
Padre character called Buttermilk 
Bill who—with a partner—was 
doing a little beachcombing.

“ His partner didn’t see Bill 
pick up a gold coin from the 
beach,”  he said. "He grabbed it 
’n’ jiuck it in his pocket in a 
hurry, ’cause money was sure 
scarce with him an’ he liked the 
feel of it. In a minute he saw 
another by a clump of sea lettuce, 
an’ he told me later that his heart 
nigh jumped out of his mouth, he 
was that excited.

“ He played it smart, though, 
an’ never let on. Tim an’ his part­
ner was s’posed to go back to 
Corpus that night, but Buttermilk 
said he b’lived he’d stay a day or 
two longer. Later, he got him a 
rake, ’n’ went back ’n’ raked out 
about $4,000 in old coins, where 
he’d found the others.

"He went back to England, ‘n’ 
straightened out, accordin’ to 
what I heard afterwards. Any­
ways, we never saw him around ! 
here again.”

Cap’n Ed Cotter had .30 old i

coins, stamped with the head of 
King Carlos, and dated 1770, that 
were picked up around Money Hill, 
and from time to time fishermen 
have found others around the big 
dune.

The history of Padre Island is 
replete with Dunns—none of them 
apparently related—and the most 
colorful one of the bunch was 
Pat, who liked to sign himself 
D.O.P.—Duke of Padre. He ran 
cattle on the island for 50 years, 
and was no mean beachcomber 
himself. He often told of one of 
his negro cowhands that picked 
up a pocketful of cash near Money 
Hill.

Jim Dunn—no relative of the 
Duke—had a shot bag full. Most 
of them were the size of U. S. 
dollars and half dollars, and dated 
from the 17th and 18th centuries. 
Some of them were French; others 
were Spanish; and all of them 
were of silver.

Coins thus found are hard to 
trace, because no one ever seems 
to remember what became of them, 
or what they looked like. Most of 
them were found by fishermenf 
sailors, or other poor people, who; 
spent them in saloons and grocery 
stores without any regard for their 
historical value.

Money found in small quantities 
and especially that of other na­
tions besides Spain, w'as generally 
from the strong boxes of ships 
wrecked on the shifting sand bars 
that lie offshore from the island. 
It was carried for trading; to pay 
the crew; or, again, it may have 
been a shipment of specie such as 
used to be commonly seen on docks 
along the coast, before banks be­
came common.

Kegs of silver used to pay for 
cattle or other commodities the 
shipowner might have purchased 
were often lined up along the 
wharf and left for weeks until 
the owner came to claim them, 
and similar kegs of money were 
turned over to shipmasters to pay 
for cargo bought by merchants in 
the area.

The coins of earlier dates 
found on the island are apparent-^ 
ly all from wrecked Spanish ships, 
and may have been either treasure 
going to fill the King of Spain’s 
coffers, or carried by the ship’s 
captain to defray their expensea 
at various ports of call.

Some of these that have been 
found date from about 1530.

that meets today’s jet-age needs, 
people of Oklahoma, Missouri, Ar­
kansas, Louisiana, Texas, and Kan­
sas look to the 33rd Air Defense 
Division which has its headquar­
ters near Tinker Air Force Base, 
about 15 miles from the State 
Capitol in Oklahoma City.

The 33rd is one of four Joint 
Air Divisions of the Central Air 
Defense Force (CADF) with head­
quarters at Grandview Air Force 
Base, Missouri. There are twelve 
Joint Air Divisions throughout the 
entire U. S. The Joint Afr Defense 
Division commander is really the 
battle director and exercises op­
erational control over the forces 
from all military services which 
have been furnished him for the 
air defense of his sector..

The 33rd Air Defense Division 
parallels the Air Defense Com­
mand in every day and works from 
the assumption that air defense 
protection is as strong as constant 
vigilance can make it. It proves 
the point by a 24-hour, 365-day-of- 
the-year manning by WAF and 
airmen, of the radar stations and 
Fighter-Interceptor Squadrons lo­
cated at strategic points through­
out the six-state area covered by 
the 33rd Air Defense Division.

Since the area protected by the 
33rd Air Defense Division covers 
nearly 600,000 square miles, and 
includes an estimated 16,000,000 
men, women, and children, the mis­
sion of Air Defense is a significant 
and all-important one. The poten­
tial air invasion routes from the 
south have become increasingly 
significant because of the jet 
stream which sweeps over this 
area at high altitudes. During cer­
tain times of the year, especially 
the winter months, a jet bomber, 
takjng advantage of the jet stream 
could leave Sib»'ria, flying an over 
water route well o ff the California 
coast and then across northern 
Mexico, penetrating in to the heart 
of the United States in less time 
than it would take the same bomb­
er to fly an over water route from 
northern Europe to New York. 
Enemy bombers flying in the jet 

"htn'am could reach speeds as gr«‘at 
as 1,000 miles p*>r hour.

In the six-.state area of the 33rd 
Air Defen.se Division there are 
Aircraft Control and Warning [ 
Squadrons located at Hutchinson | 
and Olathe in Kansas; Fordand 
and Kirksville in Missouri; Okla­
homa City and Bartlesville in Ok­
lahoma; .\marillo, Duncanville, 
Houston, San Antonio and Sweet­
water in Texas; Texarkana, Ar­
kansas; and 'Belleville, Illinois, 
WAF and airmen record aircraft 
movement information from radar- 
scopes on large plexigta.ss vertical 
plotting bf>ards outlining their 
areas.

The 33rd  ̂ir Defense Divi­
sion has two Fighter-Interceptor 
Squadrons, one located at Grand­
view Air F'orce Bas<‘, Missouri and 
one at Scott Air Force Ba.«e, Illi­
nois. These .squadrons are equipp<‘d 
with F-86D all-weather fighter- 
interceptors. I n addition t o 
the assigned Fighter-Interceptor 
Squadrons, the 33rd .A.ir Defen.s«‘ 
Division utilizes augmentation 
Fighter Forces of Air National 
Guard units located throughout the 
six-state area, plus U. S. Navy 
aircraft and aircraft of other ma­
jor Air Commands.

The Ground Observer Corps 
(GOC) in the 33rd Air Defense Di­
vision is being established «nth 
Air Defense Filter Centers located 
at Hutchinson, Kansas; Brentwood, 
St. Joseph and Joplin in Missouri; 
Oklahoma City, Oklahoma; Little 
R>ck, .Arkansas; Dallas, Corpus 
Christi, Houston, and San Antonio 
in Texas; and Shreveport, ouisiana.

The four basic functions which 
must be performed in an Air De­
fense system are—detection, iden­
tification, interception, and de­
struction.

Many fishes have a peculiar line 
down their sides from behind the 
gills to the tail, which looks as 
if it had been sewn on.

This structure is calliHl the “ lat­
eral line”  and is part of the lateral 
line system. The function of thisjwi 
system moat closely resembles the 
comb«i**d senses of hearing and 
touch. Sense organs along the lat­
eral line are connected to nerves 
which arise as a special branch of 
the tenth cranial nerve. 'The nerve.x 
emerge externally in pores or in 
tube-bearing scales, which arc 
visible as holes in the scales. Low 
frequency vibrations are picked up 
by this lateral line system and re­
layed to the brain, thus permitting 
the fish to detect the presence of 
food or enemies, as the case may | 
be. Furthermore, these sense or- • 
gans may serve to notify the fish 
of the approach to a rock or the 
shoreline, the difference in pres­
sure on the scales covering the 
mucous canals of the lateral line 
being conveyed to the brain by 
the nerves.

This system is absent in some 
fishes but highly devt'loped in 
others, especially in those species 
depending nmre on vibrations than 
on eyesight to capture food or 
for protection from enemies.

As far as is known, the Atlantic 
Ocean triggerfishes are safe to 
eat, and when properly prepared 
they make a very tasty, dish. The 1 
filefish, however, should #>e left 
alone, and although many people i 
maintain that the filefishes are of 
excellent flavor, some of the 
species of this family have been 
known to have poisonous qualities.

The filefish an be easily told 
from the triggerfish by its one 
strong dorsal (back) spine as com­
pared with the three spines in-the 
triggerfish. Triggerfish can be pre­
pared as most other fishes, but 
baked or broiled fillets are un­
usually palatable. When baked in 
a white cream sauce garnished 
with cheese, onion rings and mus­
tard, triggerfish are indeed de­
licious.
