“Actually, success in having all
Christmas gifts and greeting cards
delivered on time is largely a mat-
ter of advance planning and pre-
paration which should be done this
week,” Postmaster Simmons point-
ed out.

He recommends the following
steps at once: Get out your Chuist-
mas card list and carefully check
through it. Make sure that each
address includes the full name,
street and number, city, zone and
state. Then, pay a visit to the
Post Office, stock up on stamps
(use three cent stamps on your
Christmas cards for first-class
mail service) and ask for copies
of the new publications for pa-
trons, “Packaging and Wrapping
for Mailing”.

“You can do this in a leisurely
way if you will come to the Post
Office after 10:30 a.m. or between
1:30 and 3:30 p.m. thus missing
the rush hours.

It will be remembered that the
1851 issue was for $325,000 with
accumulated interest of $595.90.
This was to be paid as follows:
$31,492.756 in 1952; $30,931.25 in
1953; $35,312,50 in 1954; $34,-
637.50 in 1955; $34,000 in 1956;
$38,350.00 in 1957; $37,650.00 in
19568; $36,950.00 in 1959; $41,-
200.00 in 1960 and $40,400.00 in
1961,

This rate of payment was based
on anticipated tax collections ae-
cording to the valuation of prop-
erty in the county at that time,
but, because of oil development,
these valuations increased rapidly
and made twice as much money
available as was beleived possible.

This puts the school system in
the position of being entirely out
of debt, and able to ask for an-
other bond issue at the present
time, without raising taxes,

The money raised by the bond
issue was spent on adding two
classrooms at Fulton, costing $14,-
457.50; bond servicing, $1,462.50;
cost of the site of the present
high school, $15,804.86; new furni-
ture and equipment, $39,921.29;
and a new high school building,
which cost $252,788.75.

In addition to having money for
retirement of this bond issue,
the school board has paid off every
nickel of outstanding indebtedness.

Surely this is a record to be
proud of, and one that deserves
our support at the coming elee-
tion on December 3, when voters
of the county will be aksed to okay
a new bond issue.

The common dolphin, caught off-
shore here during much of the
year, is a fish of the open sea,
a child of the great waters, rang-
ing in  many-colored beauty
through all the oceans of the
world. A dolphin in this area
averages around four pounds or
less, but the world record on rod
and reel was a Hawaiian fish,
weighing sixty-seven pounds and
a half. Smaller fishes, shrimp and
squid comprise the dolphin’s food,
and many tiny sailfish have been
taken from the stomachs of these
fish. Dolphin over twenty pounds
in weight are often found in pairs,
but smaller ones occur in pods or
schools around bits of floating
drift and, when found, offer won-
derful opportunities for bait cast-
ing and spinning. They strike with
terrific speed and generally hook
themselves. The first run is long,
swift and hard, and may be fol-
lowed by a jump or two. After
that the fish settles down to a
plunging, sheering fight, somewhat
like a jack, that may be tough on
tackle.
000
The state’s wild turkey popula-
tion has taken a beating this year,
and remains low despite a rea-
sonably good hatch during the lat-
ter part of the nesting season.
Weeds and grass have been high,
and the predator population low,
but this doesn’t necessarily mean
anything, for other states, like
other species, have found out that
they follow a rhythm of their own,
which doesn’t seem greatly af-
fected by the predator population.
Range conditions in the Hill coun-
try this year are supposed to be
better than at any time since
1945, but the brood stock 18 low,
