Area Waterway Projects

In a letter dated April 12, Con-
gressman John Bell reports on
some of the waterways projects
in this area. He says:

“I received word today that thc‘i

Corps of Army Engineers has com-
pleted its survey on the La Quinta
Channel project. The engineers’
report is favorable to deepening
and widening the channel and
turning basin to a 36 foot depth
and a 200 foot width.

“Army Engineers’ report is also
favorable to enlarging the La
Quinta turning basin on the south
side to provide a basin 800 feet
by 1000 feet with a flared entrance
1400 feet long.

“This favorable recommendation
has been sent to a higher author-
ity, the Board of Engineers for
Rivers and Harbors, for approval.
I have discussed the matter of
the hearing before the Board of
Army Engineer Corps authorities,
and have been advised that there
won’t be sufficient time to bring
this project before the board at
its next meeting, April 27, 1956.
Tt is hoped that we can bring this
project before the board for hear-
ing at their June meeting, but if
that is impossible I will exert
every effort to get this project
set for hearing before the board
during this session of Congress
in time for it to be included in
the Civil Functions Appropriation

bill for the coming fiscal year.”

They were called Quevenes by
Cabeza de Vaca; LaSalle named
them as Cobanes; and Solis, an-
other early explorer, spelled it
Coopanes. Many camp sites of
these Indian have been uncovered,
all around Copano Bay, and one of
them is not far from where the
girl’s camp is located.

Construction on this is well un-
derway. Slabs for most of the
camp houses have been poured, and
one complete unit of six cabins
will soon be finished. Building is
being done by the Toland Con-
struction Company, of Taft.

The camp is planned to accom-
modate fifty girls at a time, and
the tentative schedule calls for
four one-week sessions this sum-
mer,

However, according to Mrs,
Frances Henselee, of Beeville,
president of the council, if the de-
mand exceeds this initial schedule,
the camp will stay open and take
care of all Girl Scouts registering
from the three counties—Aransas,
Bee, and San Patricio—as long as
the buildings are filled to capac-

ity.

Oil Formations Get
Strange Names
From People, Places

Ever wonder how an oil-produc-
ing formation gets its name ? To a
layman, the news that a certain
well has been completed in the
“Frio” may sound puzzling. Terms
like that, however, are an every-
day part of the language of
oilmen.

The name “Frio,” which means
“cold” in Spanish, comes from the
Frio river. Early settlers of Texas
doubtless found the river chilly,
and gave it an appropriate title.
Near the Frio river, excellent out-
crops of a distinct formation were
found many years later and named
for the locale. Great Texas oil
fileds like Friendswood, Anahuac,
Sugarland, Tom O’Connor, and
Hastings, plus others in Louisiana,
produce today from the Frio for-
mation.

In like manner, many other fa-
mous producing sands and forma-
tions — Woodbine, Ellenberger,
Tuscaloosa, Wilcox, Cockfield, Ed-
wards—have received their names
in sometimes unusual ways.

A number are named for towns
or counties near which they occur

and were first well defined by
geologists. Their geographic
names, in turn, come from pio-

neers’ names, or from descriptive
appellations. Many names are of
Indian or Spanish origin, particu-
larly in the South and Southwest.

A formation usually gets  it§
name when a geologist, or someone
else concerned with its nature,
described 1t and uses his term in
published matter or in some other
form of work. If the name “‘sticks,”
it will soon become common usage
in geological circles, and will occur
in bulletins such as those put out

by the United States Geological
Survey.
There are often conflicting in-

terpretaticns of what is to be ac-
cepted, however, and arguments
lasting for vears have been waged
over whether or not a certain for-
mation is of the same age as an-

other, miles away and previougly

named. Even a typographical error
can lead to confusion, is in the case
of a formation called “Cherry
limestone” originally described in
a geological report as “cherty

limestone.”

Near the center of Texas the Ed-
wards limestone is the formation
from which several fields produce.
The limestone was named for the
Fdwards Plateau, which in turn
was named for Haden H. Edwards,
an early Texan who fought in the
state’s battle for independence and
sérved as a representative to the
First Congress of the Republic.
The Luling, Darst Creek, Salt Flat,
Imogene and Charlotte fields pro-
duce from the Edwards.

In East Texas, the Woodbine
gand is the most famous formation,
responsible for production in the
tremendous East Texas and Haw-
kine fields. Outcrops at the small
town of Woodbine in Ccoke county,
Texas, are basis for its name.

Three groups of sands, shales,
and limestones Canyon, Cisco,
and Strawn—are the key to much
of the production in North Texas.
All three are named after towns.
Subdivisions of the three are
among the most colorfully named
strata on record.

Thrifty, a member of the Cisco
gseries, was named after a village
in Brown county. When founded in
1868, the town was named for the
industrious spirit and frugality of
the settlers. Gunsight, another Cis-
co stratum, received its name from
a town in Stephens county, which
in turn was named for the nearby
Gunsight mountains. The moun-
tains looked to early Texans ‘“as
straight as a gun barrel, with a
projecting peak representing the
gunsight,” say the history books.
Still another Cisco member, Nim-
rod, was called after a town in
Fastland county where a Bitlical
character was inspiration for the
name,

The. Canyon series includes,
among others, the Ranger and
Wizard Wells sands. Both are

named after Texas communities.
The town of Ranger was so titled
because it was built up around a

Texas Ranger camp, and Wizard
Wolls because flowing mineral
wells close by were supposed by
the occupying Kiowa Indians to
have medicinal value.

In West Texas, the Wasson and
Slaughter fields produce from San
Andres limestone, named for the
San Andres moutains., The moun-
tains’ name is Spanish for “Saint
Andrew."” The Yates field produces
from a sand also named Yates aft-
er the man on whose land the field
was found.

A formation called Seven Rivers,
the name of which originated in
New Mexico, is responsible for
production in the Hendricks field
in West Texas. Ellenburger lime-
stone, named for the Ellenburger
Hills in Burnett county, Texas, is
the producing zone in the Big Lake
and Yarbrough & Allen fields.

Rocks of the Devonian period
are also becoming important in
New Mexico and West Texas. The
Devonian period was named after
the county of Devonshire in Eng-

land, where formations of that
time were studied more than a
century ago.

In Alabama, the formations

most important for oil production
at present are the Tuscaloosa,
Eutaw, and Selma. All three were
named for towns in the state. The
word “Tuscaloosa” like many an-
other in North America, goes back
to the Indian tongue. “Tuska”
meant warrior in the Chotaw lan-
guage, and “lusa” meant “black.”
Chief Tuskalusa was a gigantic
Chactaw chieftain who was defeat-
ed by Hernando De Soto in 1540.
Mississippi fields also produce
from the Tuscaloosa, Eutaw, and
Selma formations, but another im-
portant group is the Wilcox. The
group is named for Wilcox county,
Ala., where it is‘extensively devel-

oped.

For the 72 hours ending April
16, Rockport and Fulton produced
16,800 pounds of shrimp tails, ac-
cording to a release by the U. S.

This is
the first time there has been ary
significant production in this area
since the first of the year.

However, for the weck ending
April 13, shrimp landings were
off eompared to the previous week.
The total for Texas was 107,800
pounds of tails. Of this Aransas
Pass produced 26,100
Brownsville accounted for 30,400,
but Corpus Christi reported only
600 pounds. No production at all
was reported from Freeport; Gal-
veston landed 2,900 pounds of
tails; Palacios and Port Arthur
produced none, and no production
was recordéd from Sabine Pass.

Port Isabel listed landings of
8,300 pounds and Port Lavaca ac-
counted for 800.

Shrimp Vessel Efficiency
Subject of Study By U. S.
Fish and Wildlife Service

Shrimp vessel efficiency has
now been the subject of study by
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Serv-
ice for a long enough period to
justify a partial report, says the
Bulletin of the National Fisheries

Institute.

The survey dealt with the entire
Gulf coast, and took in vessels
along the shores of Texas as well
as elsewhere. Says the bulletin:

“Fuel consumption is one of the
leading cost factors in vessel op-
eration. Moreover, as compared
with such fixed expenses as insur-
ance, depreciation, licenses and
interest charges, it is one of the
few costs over which vessel opera-
tors have some degree of control.
Fuel consumption for five shrimp-
ing vessels based on Key We.stv
fishing the Tortugas grounds in
1954 ranged from 57.4 gallons of
diesel fuel per day to 76.2 gallons.

The data are a part of
a study made by the firm to in-
vestigate important features of
vessel design and construction,
vessel productivity and efficiency
of navigational and fishing aids.
The study was financed by funds
made available by the Saltonstall-
Kennedy Act to help the domestic
fishing industry.”
