City To Canvass Property Owners On 
Highway 35 Business Route To See If 
Curb And Gutter Costs Will Be Met

At the regular meeting of the 
city council, members decided to 
canvass proptmty owners along 
Highway 35 business route, to see 
whether they are willing to meet 
construction costs of a curbed 
and glittered street, reaching from 
the intersection south of town, 
where the business route and the 
highway meet, to the intersection 
at the north end of Austin St.

A check will be made of every 
owner, asking two questions:

They have formed the 
Stivers Company and have broken 
the south half of Outlet 12, where 
the present Green Oaks Trailer 
Park is situated, in 11 lots, on 
which they intend to build homes 
in the $10,000 to $12,000 class.
• By far the largest subdivision 
for which approval was asked is 
that planned by J. C. May, owner 
of the old Fulton Mansion. He and 
his associates have purchased ap­
proximately 200 acres from W. L. 
Pridgen, of what was known as 
the old Gibbs Addition, between 
Rockport and Fulton, on Highway 
36. May says that this property 
will be broken up into approxi­
mately 1,000 lots.

In general, the demand is for 
two types of lots, according to 
James’ A. Jarboe, County Survey­
or.

“Many Texans,” he said, “want 
small tracts of land near water, 
at a price from $250 to $400 a 
lot. Others, with more money, are 
buying well-located, wooded lots 
from $3,000 to $4,000 at present. 
These are bought by well-to-do 
retired people, wanting homes in 
the area close to the bay.”

Jarboe pointed out that some 
index of the area’s popularity 
could be derived from the fact 
that between 6,000 and 7,000 peo­
ple used Goose Island State Park 
on Easter Sunday.

Practically 
all cities in this area have made civic improvements which 
are and will continue to pay off. I t is true Rockport has made 
extensive water and sewage improvements which were badly 
needed and should take care of some expected growth. But 
what about our civic pride? What has been done to improve 
the main thoroughfare in Rockport? Highway engineers 
have expressed themselves as being anxious to give Rock­
port the same kind of approaches and pavement that other 
cities in the area have. However, some of the work and some 
money must be spent by local people. Curbing and guttering 
in addition to drainage must be obtained before the State 
Highway Department can do anything. Much discussion has 
taken place concerning this vitally needed improvement, but 
nothing concrete has been done.

At Monday’s City Council meeting the council decided 
to take some definite action and see what could be obtained. 
I t  was decided that a poll would be taken from property 
owners along the proposed route to determine if they were in 
favor of paying for the curbing and gutterixg that is nec­
essary. In the next few days workers will contact every 
property owner concerned and get their reaction. As a result 
of this poll the council w’ill be in a position to see what can 
be done. . ^

Highway officials have expre.ssed the opinion that if 
everything went well, that if the property owners want the 
improvement and can comply with the neces.sary require­
ments that such a project could pcKSsibly be completed by 
the fall of 1957.

So, it appears that the time has come for Rockport to 
"Keep In Step” or fall back. When those taking the poll call 
on you, give the propo.sition serious consideration and expres.s 
your opinion so that the city council may be in a position to 
determine what action can be taken to keep Rockport in .step 
with other coastal cities.

FINDERS KEEPERS?
“Findc rs keepers, losers weep­

ers.” Is this old rhyme true or 
false? Lawyers say it is not al­
ways strictly accurate under the 
)aw. It is sometimes rather diffi­
cult to define the rights of a 
finder in court.

There are some rather fine dis- 
tinction.s and exceptions to the 
"finders keepers” maxim that have 
plagued the courts—and finders— 
for generations. In the first place, 
the finder is not entitled to keep 
the property unless the original 
owner is not known and cannot be 
located. Neither may he keep it 
unless the object is truly "lost,” 
and not merely mislaid.

In general, property is legally 
"’ost” when parted with involun­
tarily—through accident, neglect, 
forgetfulness or any other unin­
tentional circumstance. Property is 
not lost in the legal sense when 
voluntarily left by the owner, in­
tending to pick it up later—even 
though he fails to do so. Such 
property is "mislaid.”

ITjus, if one loses a watch on the 
street by having the clasp break, 
not knowing where or when it was 
dropped, it is not legally "lost.” 
The same is true of a fountain pen 
falling through a hole in one’s 
pocket unobserved. In such cases, 
the finder owns what he has found 
against all but the true owner.

On the other hand, a package 
left on the scat of a bus is “mis­
laid” rather than lost. In one 
southern state, a pocketbook left 
in a barbershop by a customer was 
held to have Iteen "left,” not 
"lost.” The barber was arrested 
and convicted of larceny when he

sp<-nt the money that was in it.
Under the law the finder of 

either lost or mislaid property 
.should make a "reasonable effort" 
to find the real owner.

When articles are left on a 
train nr bus, in a public hotel 
room, or even when dropped on a 
shop floor, under circumstances 
indicating that the true owner will 
later return to claim them, such 
items are not considered lost. The 
proper custodian to hold them for 
the owner’s return would be the 
proprietor or other person in 
charge.

Remaining unclaimed, the prop­
erty sometimes goes to the custo­
dian. sometimes to the finder. The 
distinction here appears to be 
whether the place it is found is 
private or semi-private, or a place 
used by the general public.

An older pereson who does not 
have a public record of his birth, 
should not get a delayed birth cer­
tificate in support of a claim for 
.social security insurance. CTes-e- 
land explained chat for this pur­
pose, evidence other than a de­
layed birth certificate is prefer­
able. Almost any record (the older 
the better) which shows the age or 
d.'ite of birth, can be considered for 
use as proof of age.

ARANSAS PASS

AUSTIN, Texas—During March, 
47 per cent of the men going into 
the'Army and Navy through Texas 
draft boards volunteered forrinduc- 
tion. Colonel Morris S. Schwartz, 
state Selective Service director, 
said Thursday.

Of the 746 inducted, 350 volun­
teered, and the remaining 396 
were drafted in order of age, the 
oldest first.

The number who volunteered for 
induction in March increased, per­
centagewise, over a three-month 
preceding period.

The yellowfin tuna that have 
been discovered in the Gulf of 
IV̂ exico in the last two years are 
beginning to find their way to 
market. Boats from Florida have 
been catching some, but the larg­
est lot to be produced so far for 
market had its origin in Venezu­
ela. This proves that the Oregon’s 
explorations, significant as they 
may be, have only scratched the 
edge of the Gulf tuna grounds and 
that the whole story will not be 
known until the Caribbean is also 
searched for concentrations of 
these and other giant fish.

The Venezuelan fish were 
caught by the Japanese long-liner, 
Bozo Maru, said to be commis­
sioned by the Japanese ministry of 
Agriculture and Forests, and su­
pervised by Dr. G. Shinsuke Itoh. 
The vessel, which has been operat­
ing off the Venezuelan of La 
Blanquilla for several months, is 
reported to be owned by a Vene­
zuelan citizen.

Such enterprise on the part of 
the Japanese is not unusual. Way 
back before World War II a couple 
of their boats had explored the 
Gulf of Mexico rather extensively, 
in connection with a fisheries pro­
gram inaugurated by the Mexican 
government, and had made exten­
sive charts of fishing and shrimp­
ing grounds, unknown to the U. S. 
Fish and Woldlife Service, or, for 
that matter, any g^)vernmeht 
agency.

There is little room for surprise, 
then, in the fact that in all prob­
ability Japanese will have estab­
lished a tuna fishery in the Gulf 
and Caribbean while fishermen 
Imng around that body of water 
are still making up their minds 
whether they want to fish for the 
yellowfins.

While no admirer of the Japa­
nese, it is only fair to point out 
that their dominance in Pacific 
and Indian Ocean fisheries was 
due to the fact that they would ex­
plore and exploit the fisheries of 
those areas.

Dr. Shinsuke is reported to have

stated that the Venezuelan tuna 
are equalled only by those of the 
North African coast. Fish of 90 
pounds apiece are common and 
those of 100 to 130 pounds each 
are not rare. He expects a catch 
of 400 tons a month for the Bozo 
Maru.

Interestingly enough, fresh tuna 
has been offered on the Caracas 
market, but has found few buyers, 
as people in that region are famil­
iar only with canned tuna.

While men and women are nei­
ther fur, feather, nor fin, they are 
biological entities, so I suppose 
they can be admitted to this col­
umn which is supposc'd to deal
with natural history and the out­
doors.

At any rate, we aren’t so 
smart, nor are incubator babies 
raised only in America.

As a matter of fact, the Eski- 
moes in Baffin Land long ago 

beamed to put premature or weak­
ly babies in the skin of a large 
sea bird, tied up in hammock style 
over the flame of a big seal oil 
lamp. The babies are left in this 
“incubator” until they are strong, 
and are fed with oil and milk.

The Thongas of South Africa 
use a different method. 'They wrap 
their premature babies in leaves 
and put them inside a pot which 
is exposed to the full rays of the 
burning sun.

deep sea rarely approaching shore, 
and range throughout the Atlantic 
Ocean, on both American and 
European coasts. These bonito 
swim in deep, compact schools, 
and surface only when feeding. 
They feed almost entirely on 
smaller fishes — menhaden, her­
ring, alewives, and similar species. 
Ordinarily bonito lai’e hooked 
while fishing offshore for larger 
game. Spoons, feather and nylon 
jigs, and deep-nanning plugs all 
produce fish, but probably the 
most elective of all is a strip cut 
from the belly of another bonito. 
The Atlantic bonito strikes hard, 
and its first run is long, swift, 
and difficult to stop. However, 
one of the most sporting methods 
of catching them is by baitcast­
ing, with light tackle, once a school 
has been located.

Texas is first again, although 
whether we should be proud of it 
is a question that you’ll have to 
answer for yourself. The Lone 
Star .State leads all others in the 
Union when it comes to the inci­
dence of rabies. During 1954, out 
of 7,282 cases reported through­
out the nation, Texas had 1,081, 
and 799 of these were in dogs.

Last year, though all the figures 
aren’t in, there were apparently 
as many rabies cases in Texas as 
ever, if not more, and state health 
officials discovered that the dis­
ease was being spread by bats.

This year, we’re off to a good 
start, and if nothing happens, will 
probably report more rabies cases 
than for any year in our imme­
diate past.

Rubies, or hydrophobia, can kill 
people, even today. Sooner or

some mad dog, or fox, or 
or cat, is going to bite a

coon, or cat, is _
Texan that has lost his rabbit foot, 
and when that happens, Texas will 
be short one citizen.

Emergency measures are al­
ready being used to control rabies 
in three counties—Kinney, Sclei- 
cher, and Presidio—out in West 
Texas, where the disease has 
reached the proportions of an epi­

demic.
Maddened foxes have even in­

vaded towns in the area. One wom­
an was bitten at Brackettville 
where health authorities said foxes 
were attacking domestic animals. 
Five persona at Marfa were being 
given Pasteur anti-rabies treat­
ment shots after a calf belonging 
to a 4-H club member had died of

the disease.

State Health Department’s Divi- 
thTt Veterinary Health says 
that the disease is being transmit­
ted to livestock, and has instituted 
a four point control program. 
Inese are:

1. All dogs are being vaccinat­
ed.

2. All stray dogs, without vac­
cination tags, are being picked up.

3. The fox population is being 
reduced as rapidly as possible by 
trapping and poisoning.

4. A campaign is being carried 
on to educate the public in the 
danger of the disease, which can 
attack cattle, horses, sheep, pigs, 
goats, foxes, skunks, coons, squir­
rels, coyotes, muskrats, bobcats, 
w'olves, bats, and various other 
wild animals, as well as people.

It is fatal to humans that con­
tract it, although the Pasteur anti­
rabies shots are remarkably effec­
tive in preventing rabies if given 
in time.

However, these shots are not 
always effective, and when they’re 
not, the person dies.

This can happen in Rockport as 
well as in West Texas.

If you had asked any resident 
in the three counties mentioned if 
he or she was afraid of rabies, 
before the epidemic started, nine­
teen chances out of twenty they 
would have scoffed.

'They’re not scoffing today. They 
don’t  know where the disease came 
from, but they do know they’ve got 
it, and a lot of folks are scared 
to death.

The same thing can happen in 
Rockport. If it does, no one will 
know where it came from, but 
there’s one sure thing about it, 
the large population of stray dogs 
and cats in town will help spread 
the epidemic rapidly.

*  *  •

Thousands of new boaters will 
be fitting out for the first time 
this spring. New to the sport of 
boating, they will be anxious to 
learn the right way and the safe 
way of conducting themselves on 
the nation’s waterways.

The Outboard Boating Club of 
America, .307 N. Michigan Avenue, 
Chicago, Illinois, in a sport shirt 
pocket-sized folder, entitled “Use 
Common Sense Afloat’’ points out 
eight basic safety rules and is free 
for the asking.

The rules are a common sense 
approach to safety. They say:

KNOW YOUR BOAT. Every 
boat has its limitations. Learn 
what you can expect from yours.

DON’T  OVERLOAD. Seats don’t 
indicate rapacity. 'Two or three 
.idults may be all the load that’s 
safe under many conditions.

BALANCE YOUR LOAD. Dis­
tribute weight evenly in the boat 
—from side to side and bow to 
stern.

KEEP LOW. Step in the center 
when boarding the boat or chang­
ing seats.

WATCH THE W E A T H E R .  
Head for shore before a storm 
breaks. If caught out, seat the 
passengers on the floor.

HEAD INTO THE WAVES. If 
waves are high, head your boat at 
an angle towards the waves at 
slow speed.

USE THE RIGHT MOTOR. Too 
much power can damage your boat 
—may even swamp it. I,ook for 
O B C recommended horsepower 
plate.

AVOID SHARP TURNS. Fast, 
sharp turns are hard on equip­
ment— and sometimes on people. 
Take it easy.

The booklet also warns boaters 
to slow down when near other 
boats or swimmers and to always 
carry a life preserver or buoyant
cushion for each passenger.

• • •
Shrimpers of this area could 

well follow the pattern being set 
throughout the Mid-west, where 
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Serv­
ice is conducting an active cam­
paign to develop markets for 
presently underutilized fish as 
food for pets and commercially- 
reared fur animals. This work is 
being done as part of the Salton- 
stall-Kennedy program of devel­
oping new markets for fishery 
products.

The campaign, which is centered 
on the shores of Lake Erie, already 
has shown excellent progress. 
Animal food associations as well 
as some pet food canneries are 
investigating the possibilities of 
a pet food business, utilizing carp, 
sheepshead, smelt, and similar

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secies. The fresh markets for 
these fish are limited and what 
could be a valuable resource is 
not being used. In addition, the 
expanded growth of these Irish is 
having an adverse effect upon the 
growth of more popular food 
fishes. Secretary McKay added.

The Secretary pointed out that 
the animal food industry has been 
growing rapidly on the cast, west, 
and Gulf seaboards. Last year the 
total output of this product was 
estimated to be worth $19 million 
as compared with $4 million in 
1947. The number of cases of 
canned pet food increased from 
less than one million in 1947 to 
more than four million in 1954.

As a result of gradually declin­
ing supplies of horse meat which 
has been the basic fur animal 
food, fur ranchers are investigat­
ing the possibilities of developing 
under-utilized fish as a substitute.

The use of rough fish in the Mid­
west for animal food will not only 
help fill a growing demand on 
the fur animal ranches but will 
go far toward making midwestem 
waters more productive for the 
valuable fisheries resources, ac­
cording to the Service.

In recent years net fishermen 
in Lake Erie and other midwestem 
waters have reported that as much 
as 90 percent of their daily catches 
would be composed of fish having 
only a marginal market. This 
meant a lot of wasted time and 
effort, but with the possibility of a 
new outlet opening in the pet food 
and fur animal field these rough 
fish can be made to “pay their 
way” in fishing operations.

Perhaps the same thing could 
be done with the rough fish re­
sulting from shrimping operations. 

* • *
A Welsh firm of chemical manu- 

factumrs is developing the produc­
tion of a shark-repellent crystal 
^or supply to aircraft and shipping 
companies and for export to vaV- 
ious parts of the world. One air 
line has already fitted out their 
rescue dinghies with supplies of 
the repellent.

Some time ago the firm, B.C.B. 
Ltd., of Bute St., Cardiff, Wales, 
received an order for several hun­
dred canisters of shark repellent. 
At that time, they had no such 
product, nor, as^far as they could 
diacover, had any other manufac­
turer in Britain.

So they developed a compound 
themselves, after correspondence 
with people in Australia and 
elsewhere who had worked on the 
problem. The ingredients include 
water-soluble dye, acetates and 
other chemicals. The dye, a light 
dry powder, is particularly diffi­
cult to work with: it has to be 
handh-d very carefully, and the 
finished product has to be sealed 
in water-tight metal containers.

It is well known that sharks are 
attracted by the smell of blood in 
water; in this case the reverse 
process applies. In the formula, 
the firm has copied as far as pos­
sible the natural defense mech­
anism of the octopus and the 
squid. To protect themselves, they 
squirt out a black inky acrid cloud 
which acts as a smoke screen and 
assists .their escape. In like man­
ner, a bag of these special crystals, 
when trailed by someone in the sea 
or in a dinghy, puts up a protect­
ive cloud which blinds the shark 
and its pilot fish.-- • • •

The F ^ t  Methodist Church of 
Gulfport, Miss., has incorporated 
water skiing into the recreational 
program of the youth organization 
of the church with considerable 
success.

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belly—and frequently having a 
broad yellowish band along the 
midline which fades soon ^ft^r 
death. The average weight of these 
little beauties is around six or 
seven pounds, but they may reach 
thirty or forty. Long pectorals, 
extending almost to the back of 
the first dorsal account for one of 
their names. They feed on crabs, 
shrimp and fish—swimming in 
small, compact schools—and in 
waters where there are reefs with 
plenty of food, fish may be found 
in or near tthe same place, time 
after time. Tuna from the same 
.school look like they were poured 
from the same mold. ITiey have 
much the same habits as the 
bonitoes, take the same baits, and 
make the same sort of fight.

* • *
Other names for little tuna are 

false albacore, albacore, and boni- 
to. This pelagic inhabitant of the 
warm seas ranges from New Jer­
sey south at least to the Gulf of. 
Mexico and Caribbean Sea, and 
has also been reported in the 
Mediterranean and Pacific. These 
stream-lined speedsters of the sea 
are occasionally found in great 
schools off the coast of Texas. 
Like all of the big mackerels, they 
prefer blue water, where they feed 
on schools of small fish, often 
•surrounding them and forcing 
them into a compact mass, through 
which the little tunas slash like 
living swords. In the Pacific this 
species furnishes the basis for a 
commercial fishery: in the Atlantic 
and Gulf of Mexico they are 
sought mostly by sport.smen. Deep­
swimming and hard-hitting, they 
are favorites wherever found. 
Baits include nylon and feather 
jigs, strip bait, and spoons. Little 
tuna sometimes attain a weight 
of twenty pounds.

• • •
As might be expected, the 

growth rate of oy.sters varies in 
different localities, essentially due 
to physical and biological differ­
ences in the environment. In Long 
Island Sourd, New York, four or 
five years are r«'quired for an oys­
ter to roach its most valuable size, 
whereas in certain areas of 
Apalachicola Bay, Florida, a use- 
able size is attained in a year and 
a half. 'The above statements 
apply to averages and to commer­
cial harvesting. Individual growth 
is often times much more rapid. 
It has been shown that oysters 
may grow four inches in .31 weeks 
in Apalachicola Ray and one case 
is recorded in North Bay, Panama 
City, F^a.. where six inch oysters 
were produced in 18 months.

Oregon Mokes Big Tuna 
Catch in Southwest Gulf

The U. S. Fish and Wildlife 
vessel Oregon docked this week 
at Pensacola, after a month’s 
cruise in the Gulf of Mexico, with 
26 tons of yellowfin on board.

Highest catches for the trip 
were made near Sacramento Shoal 
offshore from Campeche, Yuca­
tan, where in two longline sets, 
one of 800 hooks and onther of 
910, the ship took 220 yellowfins, 
weighing 24,431 pounds at the rate 
of 12.1 fish per hundred hooks. 
F<mr other sets in the same gen­
eral area, but outside the 1000- 
fathom cur\’e, caught tuna at the 
rate of 5 per hundred hooks. These

weighed 9,500 pounds.
The remaining eleven seta, were 

made* in the central and south­
western Gulf of Mexfco and caught 
9,500 -pounds of yellowfins at the 
rate of 1.5 fish per hundred hooks.

In addition to the yellowfins, 
the Oregon caught 10 bluefin tuna 
averaging 339 pounds each, 1 skip­
jack, 10 white marlin, three blue 
marlin, 1 broadbill swordfish, and 
63 sharks. Eighty of the yellow­
fins, 1 bluefin, 4 white marlin, 
and the three blue marlin were 
tagged and released.

According to Francis Captiva, 
party chief, most of the sets had 
to be made in moderately heavy 
seas, which Ifmited the amount of 
line that could be put out. How­
ever, they all caught fish, except 
one set made at the northern edge 
of the Sigsbee Deep.

Besides those fish taken on the 
lines, large schools of blackfin 
and one small school of 60-70 
pound yellowfin tuna were ob­
served during the cruise.
