AGE OF DRAGONS
NOT PASSED IN TEXAS

The age of dragons has not
passed in Texas, for even today,
scattered through lakes and river
bottoms of the coastal country, |
many* an alligator is found. !

Two Bay City hunters shot a
twelve-footer that weighed 650 |
pounds last December. Only a few
weeks ago a baby ’gator turned up
in a Corpus Chrsiti back yard and
hardly a summer month goes by
without an alligator being report-
ed from somewhere along the
coast.

The American alligator country
stretches from the Rio Grande and
Red River in Texas, on around
the Gulf of Mexico, up the At-
lantic seaboard to Albemarle
Sound, but, if there is anything
in tradition, the West was the
"gators ancient home.

The Texas Indians say that long
ago droves of mighty sauriang
came out of the northwest, travel-
ing overland to the Gulf Coast;
and possibly this legend gains a
shadowing authority from the fact
that in Miocene times there dwelt
in Nebraska a descedant of the
dinosaurs which may have been
our alligator's ancestor.

The first Spaniard that saw one
of the great reptiles exclaimed
“El Lagarto”—the lizard and
American frontiersmen shortened
this to alligator, and let it go at
that.

Alligators

are surrounded by
legends, and continually accused
of man-eating, an indictment
which is open to question.

Ross Allen, who operates the
Reptile Garden at Silver Springs,
Florida, (has caught thousands,
mostly alive, and ought to know
something about them. He claims
to know of only one case in the
wild where an alligator killed a
man without provocation. That
happened on a golf course when
the man stepped into a water
hazard to recover a lost ball.

Alligators may not have man
on their menu, but they live on

meat, eating almost any animal
they can catch and reduce to
swallowing size—including an oc-
casional hog or calf.

They are sluggish-—but when
prey appears ’gators can move
fast, outswimming most of the
other swamp denizens and on
land, for a short distance, can
make surprising speed.

If an unsuspecting deer or pig
comes down to drink, the great
tail whips it into the water, where
the ’gator grabs on and holds it
under until it drowns.

Alligators will try anything in
the line of food. Cinders, shot-gun
shells, hickory nuts and balls of

wood have all been taken from
their stomachs.
Romance isn't a word gener-

ally associated with these giant
saurians, but there’s enough of it
in an alligator’s heart to keep the
clan in existence.

However, the lady does the woo-
ing. When she begins to yearn for
the patter of tiny feet she goes
looking for “a gentleman ’gator,
and compacts herself like a shame-
less hussy, cozening him with out-
rageous wiles until she arouses
his interest,

These are deposited in a leafy
nest, not far from the home of |
the mama ’'gator. Leaves and trash |
are raked together in a small
pile, and a few eggs are laid on
it. Then more leaves and trash
are scraped on top of this, more
eggs are laid, and on, until |
the entire number are deposited. ‘
The mound may eventually reach
eight or ten feet in diameter and
two or three feet in height, and |
here the eggs are left, to be
hatched b ythe heat of rotting |
vegetation, unless skunks, coons, |
or other swamp dwellers find|
them.

According to an item in Sports-
man’s News for December, 1955,
Sam Welch, editor of the Ozark
Fisherman, has taken the trouble
to tabulate the methods used in
taking big bass at Bull Shoals and
Norfork reservoirs-in Arkansas.
The analysis is for “lunker” bass.
Lunkers are defined as any fish
that weighs 4 pounds or over,

By our arithmetic, the method
of capture was reported for a
total of 1,295 “lunkers” numbered
among 1,690 big bass taken from
the two lakes during a 28-week
season. The tabulation adds up to
some 1,029 “lunkers” taken on
artificial lures of some kind. Only
266 “lunker” bass fell to live bait.

Unfortunately, there was no in-
dication as to the proportionate
distribution of effort to catch fish
by these two methods. Neverthe-
less, we conclude that this 4 to 1
success ratio favoring artificial
lures too impressive to fool
around with on our next fishing
trip for bass!

Fish grow more rapidly in clear
water than in cloudy water. They
also reproduce better in clear wa-
ter.

Largemouth bass, the predators
that keep bluegill populations in
balance, are capable of reproduc-
ing sufficient numbers in clear
ponds. Blue gills, very tolerant of
discolored water, soon over-popu-
late a muddy pond, where bass
cannot thrive.

Food was more plentiful in clear
ponds than in muddy ones. Plank-
ton, the basic food organization
which provides food for the forage
fish which in turn provide food for
the bass, was found to be 13 times
more plentiful in clear ponds than
in muddy ones.

Obviously, aquatie life in a pond
or bay is dependent to a great
extent on the surrounding tland
area, just as much as are the ani-
mals that graze in the pasture or
that forage in the forests.

in four weeks with the second shot
and the third seven months to a
yvear later.

Dr. Henry A. Holle, Commis-
sioner of Health, says the second
shot is important and definitely
increases the immunity. Even
though the second cannot be given
for several months, the delay does
not lessen the value of the first.
Maximum immunity does not de-
velop until after the third shot.

It is advisable to immunize chil-
dren who have had poliomyelitis
because an attack confers immu-
nity only against the one virus
type involved and gives no protec-
tion against the other two types.

The Salk vaccine is of no value
in treating the disease. It should
not be used for prophylaxis in
family contacts of diagnosed cases,
the reason for this being that the
remaining members of the family
usually are infected with the virus
by the time the original case devel-
ops symptoms of the disease. The
vaccine should not be given to
individuals during a major illness
or to those with symptoms that
may represent polio, such as fever,
sore throat or stomach upset.

Dr. Holle says that immuniza-
tions should be given before the
peak of the season if possible but
can be given throughout the sum-
mer. Second injections can be giv-
en even when the incidence is ris-
ing with very little risk. The
risk, if any, is less than the risk
of acquiring the disease in unvac-
cinated children.

The Comissioner of Health re-
ports that only about one third of
those elegible® to receive the vae-
cine have received one or more in-
jetions. He urges all those below

the age of twenty and pregnant
women who have not had at least
the first immunization “shot” to
do so at once.

U. S. Fish and Wildlife
Service Vessel Discovers
New Rocky Ridge

The M/V Oregon, of the U. S.

covering a new, rocky ridge on the
bottom of the Gulf of
which may become an entirely new
snapper fishing ground, according
to a recent release by the Service.

The discovery was made during
the Oregon’s 38th exploratory
cruise in the Gulf, while on routine
exploration for deep water shrimp.

Large red shrimp, of a deep
water species which tastes like
lobster, were taken in every drag
made beyond the 200 fathom
curve, in water from 1200 to 1500
feet deep. Heaviest concentrations
were found off the Louisiana
coast, where catches for a three-
hour drag ran from 90 to 210
pcunds, against 5 to 30 pounds per
drag in Texas waters. A smaller
deep water shrimp was also caught
in considerable quantities (10 to
100 pounds per drag) as were
serap fish, mainly hake and whit-

ing, which ran from 300 to 500
pounds per drag.
Catches of brown shrimp ran

from 2 to 22 pounds per hour in
| thirteen shallow-water stations.

JULY DRAFT CALLS
FOR 641 TEXANS

AUSTIN, Texas—The July draft
call for Texas asks for 641 men,
compared to 586 for June, Lt. Col.
Marlin D. Lewis, deputy state
Selective Service director, an-
nounced Friday.

This is the state’s share of a
national call for 13,000 men, all
for the Army. :

At the same time, Colonel Lewis
announced a July call on approx-
imately half the state’s draft
boards for 1,099 men to take pre-
induction physical and mentai
examinations for future calls.

He said that the boards not re-
ceiving a quota for these examina-
tions in July already had been
called upon to furnish men for
examination in June.

Local board calls for July induec-
tion and pre-induction examina-
tions are scheduled to be mailed
from state Selective Service head-
quarters on June 1.

The July quota will be filled
with men who are 22 years of age
or older on July 1, with the excep-
tion of delinquents, or volunteers,
who may be younger.

Colonel Lewis said he expected
the July call to be filled with vol-
unteers and men without children.
He said delinquents are liable first,
but the state has next to none.

He warned young fathers they
must advise their boards about
children or an expected child. If a
local board is not advised about the
birth or expected birth of a child,
