Mr. and Mrs. Bob Hcrrcn de-
rive more pleasure from their
Solarium than any other room
In the home. Built of Colorado
Flagitone, the floor of the So-
larium is almost completely
care free, Mrs. Horren (Anita)
says her grandchildrencan cut
and play there without any
thought of soiling the floor ..
the floor only has to be uaxed
about once a year. When the
flag-stone-

s were laid, along the
ea.it and west wall was left
bare for flower beds, the na-
tive soil was dug out and three
or four feet of sand, peat moss
and top soil was substituted for
the dirt that was dug out of the
beds . Plants were set in the
fertile beds along the east wall
. as the east wall is of glass,
filtered light penetrates every
corner of the solarium.

A bougamvillea vine to the
left of the door, reaches the
celling and tendrils trail back
almost to the floor A Norfolk
Island pine tree, planted beside
the vine had to be topped be-oau-se

it, too. had reached the
coiling . Anita has often deco-
rated the tree for Christmas and
the grandchildren thrill at a
growing Christmas tree. On the
opposite side of the door the
samevariety of pine grows in u
pot of soil and has never reach-
ed so great a height as the one
planted in the natural flower
Ix'd.

A huJf wall with two steps
down separates the Solarium
from the dining and living ar-
ea. The wall is just high enough
to hide the baby grand piano
that sits in the living room.

With the wall as a tack
ground, the west flower bed is
a pleasing sight, but becausethe
light is dimmer on that side of
the Solarium it is more difficult
to grow plants in that bed.. An-
ita has planted ivy and ferns
throughout the bod ... plastic
plants are interspersed through-
out when warmer weatherar-
rives more plants can be set in
the soil The plastic plants are
so realistic one has to feel of
them to tell them from real live
plants.

Besides caring for her plants,
Mrs. Herren has many hobbies
that hold her interest. One of
these hobbies is painting flow- -

Many homes in Haskell are
graced with these tiny easel-mount-ed

pictures, as Anita loves
to share her art with her
friends

Since oil paints dry so slow I),
Anita experimented with ac-
rylic paints a water bae plas-
tic until she perfected its use
Now she can paint a picture in
the morning and it is ready to
touch by afternoon.

Anita paints and fires china
she has done several pretty
pieces. To my inexperienced
eye the finished product looks
perfect. Anita modestly says
she needs two or three more
yearsof lessoas.

Making flowers from calico
helps to while away the time ..
Anita cuts the blossoms from
colorful calico, starchesthe ma-
terial very stiff and irons it
dry- - After the blossoms are dry,
pom-po-m center'sof wool thread
are stitched in. and stems of
wire wrapped in flora 1 tape are
inserted; leaves of the same
material of green color arc
added and an arrangement is
made. These flowers are not
only pretty they are a conver-
sation piece

Making candlestick holders
from odd shape bottles is an-
other way Mrs. Herren spends
a gloomy winter day. The bot-
tles are mounted on wooden
bases,with felt glued to the bot-
tom so it will not scratch the
furniture. When as many bot-
tles are glued together as is
needed a basic coat of white
paint is applied . after the first
coat is dry. a second coat of
some desired color is painted
on tiien if an antique finish is
desired. Treasure Gold Cream
is brushed on and rubbed off ..
this process really makes the
candle sticks look aged.

iRestoring artificial fruit Ix
another hobby enjoyed by An-
ita. The soft waxy variety is
studded with sequins and beads
.. pins through the bead and se-
quin hold it fast ... any color
may be added.

The hard, crusty kind is treat-
ed entirely different. First, a
coat of Gesso paint is applied.
When it is dry. pieces of heavy
lace are glued on the fruit, the
fruit is then painted the desired
color. When this coat is dry.
TreasureGold Cream is rubbed
on the lace to accent it

So many are Mrs Herren's
talents, space will not iermit
me to mention them. Members

17, refer-
ence was mode to the Constitu-
tional Convention of 1787 which
established theElectoral Col-

lege system. On March 21, liKkS.

comments and speculation was
made on the possibility of the
1JKJS Presidential election being
thrown in the Congressfor a de-

cision. Fortunately, that situa-
tion waa averted but the possi-
bility remains that such could
occur in tlte future.

As the new administration s,

Congress is once more fac-
ed with the issue of improving
the method of electing our two
highest officials. Our present
system was designed to preserve
the importance of all States,
large and small, in electing a
President and Vice President.

The idea behind the Electoral
CoHege wag to combine the two
principles of representation
worked out as a grent compro-mte-e

of that Constitutional Con-

vention. Each State was admit-
ted to the Union on an equal
bflgis. Each State was granted
two Senators and two votes In

the Elector! College to reflect
this equality.

The framers of the Constitu-
tion recognized that the States
were unequal in respect to pop-
ulation. For this reason of

each State was grant-
ed members in the House of
Representatives of the Congress
in proportion to its population
with one electoral vote for ea h
and additional electoral ?cs
for the two Senators. Thus, the
Electoral College is apportioned
not only according to ixpu)a-tlo- n

but also a bonus of two
votes to protect smaller States.
The electoral strength of more
than 13 of 50 States benefits by
reason of this special bonus.

Present day problems arise
becausethe framers of tli Con-

stitution could not at thai time
foresee the "winner take all''
situation created by modern
political parties. The winning
Presidential candidate in each
State gets all the electoral votes
of that State. A bloc of a

Under the system, the
poHtleul pjrty obtaining a plur-
ality of votes, even if less than
50 percent, obtains all electoral
voles as a matter of custom
and practice.
To correct this situation which

has evolved over the years, re-

form is urgent. A nttmlier of
proposals have been introduc-
ed in recent Sessionsof the
Congress and already several
plans are being proposed in the
new Session.

One approach is to abolish the
Electoral College entirely and
hold a Nation-wid- e direct elec-

tion of the President and Vice-Preside-

On the surface the
plan has appeal but under such
a system a popularity contest
could easily develop. One vote
could decide an election. Some
popular figure, such as a foot-

ball hero or other notable of
passing fancy, could emergeas
President. The problem of "win-
ner take all" coukl easily be
multiulied instead of cured.

Two other proposals appear
to offer the best dilution, at the
same time preserving the intent
of the Constitution. One is call-

ed "The Proportionate Plan."
Under this proposal the elec-

toral

ach in proportion to KCpc AwaV
poiHilar vote received by ,TlYaythe

each candidate. Nation-wid- e the
electoral vote total would re-

flect the popular vote. Under
the "Distrkt Plan," each State
would be divided into districts
of near equal population, prob-
ably using present Congression-
al "District lines, giving emh
voter exactly the same weight
in selecting their electors, one
for the District and two State-
wide. This jrian would insure
rural, suburban and urban areas
alike, of having their distinctive
interest expressed.

A. If your son is under 19

the year and you provide more
than half his support, his earn-
ings will not cause you to lose
the exemption you dnim for
him.

Your son must file a return
if he has gross Income of S600
or more. He should also file a
return if his income was less
than that but taxes were with-
held from his wages. He can-
not obtain a refund of these
taxes unless he files a return.
(J. Do I have to report tip In-

come to my employer?
A. If you have tip income of
$20 or more a month while
working for any one employer
then le sure you report it to
this employer each month. Oth-
erwise, you may be subject to
a penalty of up to SO percent
of the Social Security tax on
the tips.

Crops wh(ah filvmers may

plant on "additional" acreage
diverted under the IflC!) wheat
and feed grain programs were
announced recently by the U.
S. Department ot Agriculture.

The crops authorized are ses-
ame, guar, plantago ovata, mus-
tard seed, crambe, sunflower
and safflower. These alternate
non-surpl- crops may Ik? plant-
ed Instead of devoting the acre-
age to an approved conserving
use.

Frank W. Moeller, Chairman,
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation County Committee,
said the alternatecrops may bo
planted only on ncreagethat Is
voluntarily diverted in excess
of the required minimum di-
version. For feed grains the
minimum diversion is 20 of
the base and on wheal it is an
acreage equal to 15' fc of the
allotment.
