Saint Joseph’s Is An Island Empire

St. Joseph’s is an island empire
ruled by one of the world’s richest
men Sid Richardson. Hence,
although one of the few areas
along the Atlantic and Gulf coasts
suitable for public recreation be-
cause of the scenic quality of its
magnificent beaches and wind-
swept sandhills, there is little
chance that it will ever be thrown
open to such devclopment, despite
State Representative Cory’s recent

bill introduced into the Texas
legislature.
Twenty-one miles long and from

one to five miles wide, it is separ-
ated fror~ Matagorda by Cedar

Bayou, b+t known for its asso-
ciatior *h Leafitte, and cut off
from the mainland by Mesquite
and Arancas Bays. On the south
it is divided from Mustang Island

by Aran.as Pass which, from the
earliest times, has been the prin-

cipal passage from the Gulf into
the bays of Aransas and Corpus
Christi.

The island’s white sand beaches
and sculptured dunes seem to fit
the description left by Cabeza de
Vaca of the place where he and
his Indian masters turned back to-
ward the mainland, crossing the
bay on a reef towards high, white
cutbanks which many people think
are those that rim Copano Bay.

St. Joseph’s Island has also been
identified as a part of the one
called Culebra (Snake) Island by
Diego Ortiz Parrilla, who was al-
so the first to name Corpus Christi
Bay, and to give detailed descrip-
tions of Mustang, St. Jogeph’s and
Matagorda Islands and of Copano
(Santo Domingo) Bay.

One of Lafitte’s bases was on
Culebra Island, which was compos-

By skillful navigation a good-
sized bark could be conned through
Cedar Bayou which, in those days,
was known only to the pirate and
his followers. They maintained a
kind 6f fort on the sauthwestern
corner of the island, where they
could repair their vessels in safe-
ty, supply them with wood and
water, and divide the spoils of their
piratical forays.

However, the pirates were long
gone when, just after the Texas
revolution, cattlemen and seafar-
ing men and their families took
over the site and founded the city
of Aransas Wharf, opposite the
site of the present lighthouse. This
remained a prosperous port until
its destruction in the Civil War.

From these early times, tales of
treasure have descended -— those
of Lafitte and another character

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Alcoa To Start
Unloading Ore
By Next April

Captain C. R. Butler, marise
superintendent for Alcoa’s giant
aluminum plant now building at
Point Comfort, told Aransas Coun-
ty Navigation Commissioners that
it would be next April before ore
boats from Cabo Rojo, Dominican
Republic, would begin unloading at

the Aransas County Navigation
District’s facility at Harbor Is-
land.

The port, which is designed for
trans-shipment of ore from the
ocean-going carriers to barge lineg
for final delivery to the Point
Comfort plant, is now under con-
struction, and Captain Butler said
that a sixteen-inch dredge was now
ready to operate, cutting out the

main channel, leading from the
Port Aransas-Corpus Christi Wa-
terway to the Alcoa docks.

Dredging will be completed
about the last of November, he
said, and then the pile drivers
| will move in to construct the
dolphins to which the ore-carriers
will moor, and between which the
barges will operate, being loaded
by cranes on still other barges,
| which are being constructed at this
| time by the company.

The trip for the ore carriers
from Dominica will take about 4
days, according to Butler, and then
it will take approximately 80 hours
to unload the 30,000 ton ships
which will be the mainstay of
the fleet. In addition, there will
be a number of 10,000 tonners
when the operation is under full
swing.

Twelve barges will be used,
handled two at a time, by Federal
Barge Lines tugs, which think
that the round trip between Har-
bor Island and Port Lavaca will
consume about 70 hours.

The original movement will be
60,000 tons a month, Butler sau’
and will travel on one 32,000 ton
ship and on a 30,000-tonner. In
the second month of operation,
tonnage will be stepped up by ad-
dition of a Liberty ship to the
fleet to approximately 70,000 tons
of Bauxite, and the final figure,
delivered monthly, will be about
140,000 to 150,000 tons.

The company has made plans
to continue this method of handling
the shipments until 1963, Butler
said, because company officials
feel that will be at least that long
before the Matagorda Ship Chan-
nel is ready for use and the great
ore boats will be able to unload
in the turning basin at Point Com-
fort.

These ships, Butler said. are
registered under Liberian, Pana-
manian and Norwegian flags, and

will continue to operate under.

DISABLED PERSONS
SHOULD APPLY NOW

Workers who have been dis-
abled for six months or more
should file an application to pro-
tect the rights they have earned
under the Social Security Act,
says Leroy H. Fuhrmann, Field
Representative of the Social Se-
curity Administration.

These provisions apply only to
those workers who have credit
for work under the law during at
least five of the ten years just
before the onset of the disability.
At least one and one-half years

‘of this credit must be in the three-

year period just before the dis-
ability began.

“Disability insurance
will be payable begining July of
this year to those workers who
are at least 50 years old, and have
established a record -of their dis-
ability,” Fuhrmann said.

The disability must be of such
a nature that it can be medically
determined that the worker is un
able to engage in any substantial
work,

Workers who are less than
years of age, and meet the other
requirements can freeze their so
oial security record as of the time
their disability began. This freez-
ing means that the period of th
worker’s disability will be exclud
ed from his record in computing
the benefits payable to him later

It iz not necessary to stop work
completely in order to receive so-
cial security retirement insurance.

of the Corpus Christi office of the
Social Security Administration,
says that any person who is other-
wise eligible to the payments can
earn up to $1200 a year and still
draw all of his social security
checks for that year.

Those who earn more than
$1200, but do not earn more than
$2080 a year may be entitled to
payments for one or more months.
Even if total earnings exceed that
amount, payments may be made
for those months in which a bene-
ficiary does not work in his own
trade or business, or earn wages
of more than $80. After age 72, the
retirement test does not apply at
all.

“If you have retired, or if you
are planning to retire soon, it is
important that you understand the
retirement test under the Social
Security Act,” Touchet says.
“Some people may be losing bene-
fits due to a lack of knowledge of
|the retirement test. Some others
|may have to refund benefits that
| they receive for one or mere
' ths whieh they are not ewmtitled
[to because they earn' more than
| the $1@00 which the retirement test
| permits.

“Any working beneficiamy who
has a question concerring his right
to the old-age and survivors in-
surance should get in touch with
the socal security office, 530 Seuth
Water Street, Corpus Christi,”” he
said. “We have a booklet ‘How
Earnings Affect Social Security
Payments’ which will'be mailed to
anyone who requests it.”

Ausin — The Big Three in
America today are reserpine,
chlorpromazine, and meprobamate,
They are tranquilizing drugs —
so-called “happy Ppills.” And as
more people take them for real
and imagined tensions, they are
fast becoming houshold words.

Americans last year spent well
over $150 million for various types.
A single drug company reported
the sale of 30 billion tablets dur-
ing the first 10 months of 1956,
and indicated that sales were ex-
pected to double in 1857,

Scientific studies indicate that
the drugs have great value in the
treatment of some types of mental
illness, but when healthy people,
for no other reason than that they
had a bad day at the office or
that the children have been un-
usually noisy, begin eating them
like popcorn, an insidious danger
is in the making.

Like other valuable drugs, tran-
quilizers can be harmful physically
and_mentally. Medical researchers
have reported that in some cases
there is a tendency toward habit
formation. In a few cases un-
pleasant side reactions have oc-
curred. Some users have been de-
pressed rather than calmed. Calm
users have become excited. Some
| reactions have been severe enough
[to require hospitalization and ex-
tensive treatment. And only time
can tell whether prolonged use
will permanently damage the nerv-
ous system.

Last September, some 700 of the
| nation’s foremost authorities on

| & "
| mental illness met to discuss tran-

| quilizers and some of the problems
their wide usage had raised. The
conference concluded that the drugs
do evidently relieve tensions in
mentally disturbed persons, but
for every research team reporting
positive results, another reported
failure in trying to duplicate those
results.

Certain tranquilizers influence
the release of a body chemical call-
ed serotonin — a hormone found
most heavily concentrated in the
brain. What the chemical does is
not yet fully understood, but pres-
ent belief is that it acts as a
switch to turn moods on and off
by sending impulses of good or
bad feeling along the pathways
of the central nervous system.
Enough serotonin in the brain
might actually be a factor in sani-
ty. When the role of this hormone
is fully kRown we may have the
final answer as to how certain
tranquilizers produce their effects.

More than a dozen tranquilizers
are already on the market. Some

are used very beneficially in hos-
pitale; others by private physi-
cians in their practice. All are

potentially powerful medical tools.
But it will take time — perhaps
vears — to test them thorough-
ly.

Until that day comes, all of us
would do well to remember that
a certain amount of tension and
anxiety is a part of normal life.
Peace of mind and zestful living
do not yet come in pills. It comes

from having our problems and
working to solve them. In any
event the so-called tranquilizers

should only be taken under the
direction of physician.

CLAIMANTS MUST
COOPERATE TO ASSURE
PROMPT PAYMENT

Some persons who file claims

security benefits over-
look the fact that it is their
responsibility to furnish certain
proofs before favorable action can
be taken on their applications, ac-
cording to H. M. Cleveland, manag-
er of the Corpus Christi social
security office.

Failure to present the necessary
evidence or proof at the time the
claim is filed often causes delay
in payment and inconvenience to
the claimant. As a result of the
additional handling, work piles up,
people have to wait longer to be
interviewed, the processing of
claims is slowed up, and claimants
have to wait longer before they
receive their first monthly check.

In most cases the claimant must
submit proof of his date of birth,
Cleveland says. The best proof is
a birth certificate established at
the time of birth, or at least
some years ago. If one is not avail-
able, other proofs, such as a bap-
tismal certificate or a family Bible
or an old life insurance policy are
generally accepted.

He added that farmers who
want to apply for their old age
insurance should bring copies of
their 1955 and 1956 Income Tax
Returns, and the cancelled check
to show that the returns were
filed with the Director of Internal
Revenue.

$2 million and $4 million he said.
Robert L. Harrel, asked why it
was not possible to send the planes
using the Rockport field to some
other Navy Auxiliary field in the
region. To this Captain Barton
answered that it had been done.
In May, he said, no planes had
used the Rockport field, as they
had been routed elsewhere. How-
ever, he stated, this had brought
about saturation of the air above
other fields, and fostered danger-
ous flying conditions, with the re-
sult that it 'had become nec-
essary to return to Rockport.

Fulton protests were summed up
by Cochran, realtor, and former
city manager of Corpus Christi. He
said that there was no question of
a definite loss to the resort area
from the Navy’s use of the field
for practice landings. Cochran
said tourists check into the resort
motels, the Navy starts flying, and

the tourists check out.
Cochran also reiterated the
claim that the noise disrupts

classes at the Fulton Elementary
School during the school months.

“We can fix that school prob-
lem this quick,” said Barton,
snapping his fingers. “We
know about that, but now we
we can change our flight pattern
and not come within two miles
of the school.”

The chief of staff said a
thorough study will be made and
that flight patterns will be ad-
justed to give the least interfer-
ence possible. He said a thorough
search of headquarters turned up
only one letter of complaint and
that was from an individual con-

cerning planes flying over the
w rlt r’'s residence.
Cochran suggested a left turn

off the southeast runway rather
than a right would eliminate a lot
of the interference as would the
use of the north-south runway for
the practice landings when weath-
er permits.

The Navy has been using the
airport under a lease-contract
since June, 1951, The commission-
ers refused in April to extend the
contract after the protest of a
large delegation of residents of
the adjacent resort area.

Under the lease terms, the Navy
pays its pro-rata share of opera-
tions costs, based on its per-
centage of weight-frequency use.
The lease contract set a maxi-
mum annual payment of $5,000.
Judge Wendell said the annual
payment runs less than half the
maximum amount,

Judge Wendell said that the
present contract would not be re-
newed when it expired on June
30, and that this was the decision
of the commissioners. He said that
he was of the opinion that the
Navy could probably enforce its
demands for use of the field, but
that they would have to do it with-
out the consent of the commis-
sioners.

Eighteen citizens, from Fulton
attended Friday's meeting, and at
times the discussion was rather
heated. During a portion of the
meeting the words undemocratic,
non-constitutional and Russian
were freely used by Fulton resi-
dents, who, at one time, united
in a chant of “No Contract.” They
openly applauded the court’s deci-
sion, even after the Judge had
explained that the Navy would
use the field without payment to
the county.

No contract was granted, and
the next move is up to the Navy,
which was represented at the hear-
ing by Captain Barton, Colonel
John Howard, Planning Officer,
Staff, Advanced Training Com-
mand, Mr. Charles E. Capron,
Realty Officer, Mr. Lee C. Clark,
Officer, Lieutenant Zir-
zow, Assistant Public Works Of-
ficer, and Commander James Sta-
cy, PIO Officer.
