Houston has, in its Freeway 
Drag Strip, a strip designed for 
meets every Sunday and oftener if 
demand is enough, and there has 
been no demand in the Houston pa­
pers for abolishment of the races, 
nor anything but casual treatment 

I of the races similar to that given 
any other sporting event.

Drag supporters like National 
Hot Rod Association president, 
Wally Parks argue that police who 
have been in contact with sanc­
tioned drag racing, such as that 
held here July 4, are usually its 
strongest supporters. Ralph Par­
ker police chief of Pomona, Calif., 
has stated that although Pomona 
has growTi more than a third 
since its drag strip opened in 
1950, the accident rate there for 
the under-twenty group has drop­
ped 6%.

The primary activity of the coun- 
ti^ ’̂s 15,000 clubs is the repair 
and improvement of cars. Hot rod­
ders, who never consider a car 
finished, put a couple of year’s la­
bor and from $500 to $8000 into 
a prize-winning car.

The second most important club 
activity is betterment of public 
relations. They have to, in many 
places, work on civic projects to 
gain support from groups who can 
help finance strips, and to ula- 
cate police and motorists who 
sometimes blame hot-rod clubs for 
teenage recklessness.

They also set up their own dis­
ciplinary system that forces mem­
bers to drive carefully and to 
avoid bad publicity. Good and bad 
deeds earn plus and minus points 
used in a self-disciplinary system 
used by one club. Members win 
points by helping police inspect 
their cars, and offering blood to 
blood banks. They lose points for 
speeding and traffic violations, 
and at the year’s end, low man 
in the club faces expulsion.

In sanctioned races, cars must 
meet certain safety standards, and 
many cops feel that properly run 
drag races and hot rod clubs are 
the greatest deterrent to idiotic 
practices.

News of The 
Nicaragua 
Keeps Coming

Last week, we mentioned the 
story of the Nicaragua, the old 
steamer that has been a land­
mark on the lower coast of Padre 
Island for so many years, and 
this week in our mail we received 
a most interesting letter from 
John Harvey, of Route One, anent 
the ship.

He says:
“In reading your stories about 

the ship Nicaragua that was 
wrecked an Padre Island, I thought 
you might be interested in an­
other that had to do with this 
ship.

“Ouur family came tg Port Aran­
sas when it was known as Tar­
pon, in the spring of 1911, I was 
then a boy ten years old. My fa­
ther owned a forty foot sloop sail­
boat, that had brought us from 
Galveston via Freeport, through 
the Gulf, with our family of five, 
2 cats, a dog, 2 smaller boats, 
furniture and a crate of chickens.

“My father was a good sailor 
b\it not too good a fisherman, 
so the following year he welcomed 
an offer of a job, which would 
give him a chance to make some 
money.

“Having a good seaworthy boat, 
he was offered the job of taking 
some pumping equipment and a 
deep sea diver and his wife down 
to where the Nicaragua had gone 
ashore. He also took another sail­
or to help him with the running 
of his boat, which was classed as 
seven-ton sloop, and had heavy 
sails and spars. They put out to 
sea, with plenty of provisions for 
a short stay, which was not near­
ly as short as had been plan­
ned.

“After arriving at the Nicaragfua, 
the pumping machinery was un­
loaded from the sloop and my 
father and his mate got a job 
trying to help float the ship, which, 
of course, was never accomplish­
ed. My father spoke of the ship 
as almost high and dry at the 
time of their arrival, as after night 
the coyotes would come up the 
gang plank of the ship and howl 
all night, and fight over the scraps 
of fo<^ that were laying around.

“When they found that the Ni­
caragua could never be floated 
again, my father had the return

Anemamefer Is 
Installed Here

An anemometer has been in­
stalled at the home of Paul C. 
.Sorenson, local weather observer, 
by the Weather Bureau.

The job of weather observer is 
now in the hands of the third 
generation of Sorensons. Paul in­
herited it when his father, the 
Jate John C. Sorenson, died five 
years ago, who in turn had taken 
over from his father, S. B. Soren­
son. John C. Sorenson served in 
that capacity for more than 40 
years.

The anemometer is electrical­
ly operated with two dry cell 
6-volt batteries calibrated from 
1 to 100 miles an hour. Barometric 
readings are taken at 7 o’clock 
each morning, and oftener if er­
ratic changes are noted. Rain is 
recorded on a special form fur­
nished by the Weather Bureau and 
mailed monthly to the Corpus 
Christi office. These instruments 
have recently been installed 25 
miles apart along the Texas coast. 
Compilations on the weather, 
whether cloudy, partly cloudy or 
fog, are made and reported reg­
ularly.

Brundrett Says Louisiana 
Soldiers Eligible For 
Additionol Bonus

Oliver Brundntt, local service 
officer of the VFW, says that any j 
man who ha.s lived in Louisiana | 
and who entered the armed forces i 
from that state may be eligible for j 
a soldier’s bonus of as much as ‘ 
$250, if they make out the proper 
application forms, which he has 
in his office.

To be eligible, Oliver says, a 
man should have registered for 
the draft, or have been inducted 
in Louisiana, or have lived there 
for ten years prior to entering 
the armed forces in World War 
I. Or. if he served in the Spanish 
American War, the Boxer Rebel­
lion in China, or the Philippine 
Insurrection he is also eligible.

Soldiers who had active foreign 
service in any of these wars are 
entitled to a bonus of $250. If 
they had no foreign service, but 
served in excess of 547 days, they 
can draw $1.50. In excess of 265 
days but more than 546 days, the 
payment is $100. One hundred and 
eighty three days or more, the 
payment is $75; and .30 days or 
more it is $50.

Atkinson says that he expects 
cars from the Valley, Laredo, Cor­
pus Christi, San Antonio, Victoria, 
Houston, and other points in the 
area, and that, judging by the 
response last time, there should 
be between 300 and 400 racing 
cars and 5000 or 6000 people here 
for the event.

Atkinson expects about 75 cars 
from Corpus Christi, including 
Gene Brown’s dragster which was 
top eliminator with the top time 
of the day on the Fourth, turning 
in a speed of 137.40. Another 
speedster from this area is Jimmy 
Hatton, of Alice, whose “Shiftless 
Madam”, which won the A open 
gas with 116.88. Cotton and Ruble 
are also expected to have their 
Competition Coupe in the races 
and last time they turned in a 
performance of 113.20, while there 
were quite a number that cracked 
a hundred.

All these are slated for the races 
on the 24th, along with cars from 
Victoria, Houston, San Antonio, 
Laredo, and Valley points that are 
faster than average.

There will be six stock car class­
es, Atkinson said, classified on the 
basis of weight to horsepower, 
and anyone having an older model 
car that he wants to tune and 
run would have as much chance 
as anyone else on this basis, he 
pointed out.

Other classes besides those for 
stock cars will be classified on 
weight per cubic inch and in this 
group there will be four classes 
of stock car? with big, racing 
motors.

Be.sides these, there wnll be six 
classes of motorcycles and three 
classes of altered coupes and se­
dans.

All of the fuel classes will be 
run, including those burning nitro 
and different fuel mixtures, along 
with three classes of street road­
sters, three classes of modified 
roadsters, three classes of gas 
roadsters, and the dragsters. Be­
sides these, there will be three 
classes of sports cars and a four- 
cylinder class.

Registration will begin at 7:00 
a. m.; time trials will begin at 
7:30 a. m. and last till noon and 
elimination will follow.

Rockport received some very 
real benefits from the races held 
.July 4.

TTiere were approximately 4000 
paid admissions by 2 p. m., after 
which people could enter free. Of­
ficials estimated that another 
thousand entered the ground af­
ter that time.

Of the paid admissions, after 
expenses were deducted, local spon­
sors received $960. Of this .$500 
went to the county; $360 went to 
the Aransas County Emergency 
Corps; $100 went to the Aran­
sas County Library.

Estimating an average expendi­
ture of three dollars each for all 
persons at the races (and this is 
conservative), the new money 
brought into town by spectators 
amounted to approximately $15,- 
000, while the publicity the town 
received was exceedingly wide­
spread.

'The majority, if not all restau­
rants in town were filled to over­
flowing, and the concessions at 
the Lions Pit and at the airport 
itself were sold out* long before 
the people coming were satisfied.

It was an orderly and law-abid­
ing crowd on the whole, and the

'̂ La' Quinta — the alumnia plant 
operated here by Reynolds Metals 
Co. has been named the Sherwin 
Plant, in membry of the late R. 
S. Sherwin, Sr., a former Reynolds’ 
vice ' president ’ and one of the 
world's foremost authorities on 
pBoduCtion of the powdery sub­
stance from which aluminum is 
made.' ' ■ '

Announcement of the Board of 
Directors’ decision to name the 
plant after the man who played 
a major role in building the Com­
pany’s alumina production came 
this Week from Richard S. Rey­
nolds,' Jr., president of the Rey­
nolds' Metals Co. The new name 
becomes' effective immediately, re­
placing La Quinta by which it was 
formerly known. As soon as a suit­
able- plaque is prepared, brief un­
veiling ceremonies will be held.

Mr. Sherwin, who died in Cor­
pus •Christi on July 2 at the age 
of 80, had been with the Reynolds 
Metals Co. since that organiza­
tion went into the production of 
aluminum' in 1940. Prior to that 
he had been with the Aluminum 
Company of America for 35 years, 
and had much to dp with the earjy 
development and control of what 
is ̂  now’ known as the American 
Bayer process for making alumina 
from bauxite. It is this process 
that he installed in the La Quinta 
plant. >

.Almost all of Mr. Sherwin’s 
career was in some phase of Wiem- 
îcal development, and he spent 
much time with Alcoa overseas. 
After joining Reynolds he placed 
the first alumina plant in opera­
tion near Sheffield, Ala. He play­
ed a major role in laying out and 
putting in the plant, which now 
will bear- his name; and about 
'three years ago, he moved to Cor­
pus Christi' to live in sem-retire- 
rtient, serving Reynolds in an ad- 
,visory capacity. His son, Ralph 
Sherwin, Jr., who followed him' 
into the aluminum business, has 
been manager of the Shcrw’in Plant 
since i f  was'opened in 1952.

The Sherwin Plant is one of two 
operated in this area by Reynolds 
Metals. The other plant, the San 
Patricio, takes the alumina pre­
pared at Sherwin and redu<?es it 
to ra»w aluminum.

Rockport Residents 
Honored By Pageant
The home of Mary Bostwick Shell- 

men and Rev. Paul Reese in West­
minster, Maryland, was recently 
the scene of historic pageant.

The one hundred and fiftieth 
anniversary of the home of the 
Historical Society of Carroll Coun­
ty, Maryland, in Westminster, 
Maryland, was celebrated by the 
presentation of a historical pa­
geant held in the garden of the 
old home, on the evenings of the 
last week in July.

Entitled “The House that Jacob 
built”, the pageant, written by 
Dorothy Elderdice of Westminster, 
highlights important events of the 
last century and a half, centering 
around the home, dating from 
1807.

Mid-nineteenth century scenes 
featuijp a charade party with 
young people of the time, intro­
duced by Rev. Paul Reese, late 
resident of Rockport, and also 
a day school conducted under this 
roof by Katherine Janes Shellman, 
widow of the first Burgess of 
Westminster, Col. James Meri­
wether Shellman. These were the 
parents of Mary Bostwick Shell- 
man. Rev. Paul Reese was ^ 
nephew; or rather grand-nephew, 
bom in the house, son of Pauline 
Perry Reese, a niece of Mrs. Shell- 
man, and the Rev. James Reese 
of Westminster, who lived for 
many years under this roof. Mrs. 
Paul Reese, now of Rockport. was 
taken to the nld home as a bride, 
and the Reese family continued to 
spend some time there until 1934, 
when they and Miss Shellman, came 
to Rockport for Mr. Reese’s health, 
and purchased the seaside home, 
“Aura Maris” from the family of 
the late E. H. Norvell, father of 
Mrs. S. F. Jackson. Many object'-' 
of art and interest were given 
to the Historical Society by the 
Reeses, when after ‘Miss Mary’s’ 
death the old home, then knewr 
as ‘Shellman House’ was sold to 
the Historical Society, thereby in­
suring its perpetual reverent care.

Because Mary Bostwick Shell- 
man lived in what is now known 
as Historical House longer than 
any other person, from the lOfiO’s 
to the 1930’s, the latter part of 
pageant is drawn from her d'arA-,

letters, and memoirs.
Memories of heroes of war and 

peace who visited in her home 
through the years are depicted 
by the young people of today, many 
of whom are descended from those 
who took part in these incidents.

‘Miss Mary’ received many 
honors in her life of nearly nine 
ty years, the last of which were 
spent in Rockport. and several 
of these are given her in the 
course of the pageant; in the per­
son of Miss Elizabeth Deeble of 
Westminster, who, most ably and 
graciously took her part.

The Boy .Scouts of Carroll Coun 
ty presented her with a silver tray 
showing their appreciation that 
she was their founder in that 
area, Clara Barton sends a pin 
with her personal gratitude for 
outstanding work done for the 
Red Cross; (this pin was actually 
pinned on .\unt Marne by Miss 
Barton herself, and given by the 
Reeses to the society, together 
with an autograph she gave at 
that time) Alexander Graham Bell 
comes forward to present her with 
an onyx and gold telephone made 
into lavalliere in acknowledgement 
of her service as first telephone 
manager of the County. This little 
telephone, now part of the Reese 
Memorial collection in Rockport, 
was sent by Mrs. Reese to Miss 
Elderdice to Jtake part in the pa­
geant. ,

In the finale, representatives of 
the various patriotic and civic or­
ganizations which have been serv­
ed by this home will form a back­
ground for children carrying flow­
ers and flags symbolizing perpet­
ual memory of our past and pro­
mise of our future.

The pageant was well attended, 
and a considerable fund was rais­
ed to be used in the restoration 
and upkeep of the old home. Be­
sides the Reeses, many people 
have donated articles which restor- 
e<i the house and rooms to their 
early appearance. Some are still 
included in the Reese collection. 
It win interest some of our resi­
dents to know that some of the 
volumes included in the Reese 
Memorial Library maintained bv 
Mrs. Reese in her home here, and 
recently donated to the Aransas 
County Librarj’, came from the 
old home in Maryland.

Shrimp landings, according to 
the latest U. S. Fish and Wildlife 
report, took a tremendous upswing 
in June, with the result that Tex­
as fishermen put more than twice 
as many on the dock as they di
in May. . j

Brownsville was still the lead­
er, landing 928»000 pounds of tails 
in the 30-day period, contrasted 
to 595,000 in the month before; 
but the Aransas Pass-Corpus 
Christi area w-as second, instead 
of Port Isabel which held that 
place in May. Landings for the 
Aransas-Corpus fishermen amount­
ed to 844,000 pounds of tails, 
against only 206,000 in May, while 
Port Isabel landed 614,000 this 
month, compared with 423,000 in 
the prior thirty days.

Texas Mineral Production 
Up, Worth More

Texas mineral uproduction in­
creased in value again in 1956, 
reaching an estimated $4.3 billion, 
according to an advance report 
prepared by the University of Tex­
aa Bureau of Economic Geology 
and the U. S. Bureau of Mines.

As in 1955 petroleum, natural 
gas and natural gas liquids ac­
counted for about 93 per cent of 
the production and other minerals 
about 7 per cent.
Texas remained the nation’s ma­

jor producer of petroleum, natural 
gas, natural gas liquids, helium, 
bromine, sulphur and magnesium 
chloride used for metal. The state 
also produced significant tonnages 
of iron ore, clay, gypsum, cement, 
salt and stone.

Of the state’s 254 counties, 230 
reported mineral production, and 
for the second year the value of 
production exceeded $4 billion. 
Thirty mineral materials were pro­
duced.

Foremost among new industries 
in Texas in 1956 were oil refin­
ing, chemical, petrochemical, rub­
ber and fabricated metals.

New plants or expansion of ex­
isting plants were established in 
the helium, petroleum, magnesium, 
steel, cement, clay, prypsum and 
sulphur industries, all of which 
deal with Texas raw materials. 
Certain industries handling out­

-of-state raw materials also ex­
panded including the aluminum, 
barite, feldspare and fluorspar in­
dustries.

Among construction materials, 
cement, clays, gypsum, lime and 
stone reached record levels of out­
put as a result of the rising ti-end 
in industrial, commercial and pub­
lic works construction projects. 
Only sand and gravel showed a 
slight decrease.

Probably fewer than 1000 per­
sons are bitten by rattlesnakes 
in this country each year, and of 
that total an estimated 30 to 35 
die — a mere fraction of the high­
way death toll on a holiday, and 
a sum often exceeded in a single 
plane crash. The chances of being 
killed by a rattlesnake are even 
less than for being fatally struck 
down by lightning.

Statistics become even more 
clarifying when we consider that 
the majority of tne bites sustain­
ed can be avoided if people would 
watch where they step and where 
they put their hand — and if they 
would leave the handling of rep­
tiles to the herpetologists.

Yet, despite all this, unknown 
thousands of Americans shun the 
outdoors because of their fear of 
poisonous reptiles.

This fear and the folktales, con­
versation, newspaper lineage and 
even the length of this book re­
view regarding rattlers are out of 
proportion to the actual degree 
that rattlers are likely to affect 
us — but accurately reflect the in-

terest they hold for us.
Man’s misinformation on these 

creatures is unparalleled in his re­
lation to his physical environment 
in the Western Hemisphere where 
rattlers are found, which under­
scores the significance to the scien­
tific and non-scientific world alike 
of Laurence M. Klauber’s two 
volume work. Rattlesnakes, Their 
Habits, Life Histories and In­
fluence on Mankind. The author 
is consulting curator of reptiles 
at the San Diego, California, Zoo 
and his book is the culmination 
of 35 years of research in the field 
and laboratory. It contains every­
thing that is now scientifically 
known about rattlesnakes as well 
as the folktales that have grown 
out of man’s association with 
them before and since discovery 
of the New World.

But these volumes are more 
than a giant step from the realm 
of darkness into the light of knowl­
edge — they reflect the versatility 
an(i capacity for dedication in man, 
for Klauber is an engineer by pro­
fession. The study of rattlesnakes 
is his hobby.

Here, briefly, are a few of the 
interesting facts about rattle­
snake confirmed in the book:

The severed head of a rattler 
remains dangerous (capable of bit­
ing and injecting venom) for at 
least '20 minutes and sometimes
for almost an hour.

♦ • ♦
The heart of a decapitated side­

winder beat for 59 hours after 
severance of the head. Left on 
its back, a Great Basin rattler 
suddenly righted itself five hours 
after decapitation. These examples 
of reflex action have resulted in 
the folk belief that injured rattlers
live until sundowm.

•  *  *

Yet, despite this seemingly 
strong hold on life, rattlera are 
relatively frail creatures and are 
easily killed. Their backbone is 
both delicate and vulnerable.

•  *  •

Snakes are deaf to airborn vibra­
tions. They cannot hear their own 
rattles. Experiments show that 
rattlers do not react to the sound 
of a radio, but will react to the 
heating of the radio’s tub«-8. This 
results from their facial pit sense 
organs which are radiation-sensi­
tive and are used by the reptiles
to track down prey.* * *

Drop for drop, the venom of 
some species of rattlesnakes is 60 
times more powerful than the
venom of others.

*  •  *

Rattlesnake venom can be 
drunk without ill effect. It has a 
slight taste, astringent at first and 
then turning sweetish when held 
on the tongue. It produces a slight 
tingling effect on the lips. Thus 
a person is in no danger when he 
sucks the blood from a lanced 
rattlesnake wound, unless he is 
suffering from tooth cavaties or 
month sores where the poison 
would have access to the blood 
stream.

• ♦ * *

Out of 100 bites, an average 
of ,981/4 are suffered on the arms 
and legs: bites in forearm exceed 
upper arm by 20 to 1; shin and 
calf bites exceed thigh bites 20 to 
1; hand bites exceed wrist 7 to 
1; and bites in front of foot ex­
ceed heel 2 to 1..♦ * ♦

Even with the crudest treat­
ment or without any treatment 
whatsoever, rattlesnake bites would 
probably not be fatal in more
than 10 percent of the cases.

♦ ♦ ♦
During the last war, there was 

not one rattler bite fatality among 
the troops trained in the United 
States — representing 20,000,000
man years of exposure.

♦ ♦ • 1
The largest species of rattlers 

(Eai?tem diamondback) very rare­
ly reach eight feet in length. 
Western diamondbacks occasional­
ly attain six to seven feet.

* • •
The rattler’s top speed, even for 

very short distances is no faster 
than a man can walk — about
three miles an hour.

• • «
People who kill all snakes “to 

play it safe” actually make things 
easier for rattlesnakes to survive, 
for harmless snakes compete with 
rattlers for the food supply (pre­
dominantly rodent) in the imme­
diate area. The introduction of 
food competitors is more effect in 
controlling rattlers than introduc­
ing their natural enemies. No ani­
mal feeds exclusively on snakes. 

• « •
Function of the rattle is to scare 

away enemies— n̂ot to secure prey, 
mates or help from other rattlers.

A rattlesnake’s first line of de­
fense is concealment. If this fails, 
it will assume its coiled position 
and threaten with rattle, hissing 
and darting tongue. Even then it 
will attempt to escape. Its last 
resort will be to strike out with 
its fangs, and in some instances 
will not eject venom which it tends 
to conserve for securing prey.

* * *

Far from loving to bask in the 
desert heat, rattlers must find 
shade quickly or perish for they 
are cold-blooded and thus take on 
the temperature of their surround­
ings. If they are subjected to in­
tense heat for 10 or 15 minutes, 
they die, even at temperatures 
that would be only mildly unplea­
sant to a man.

• • *
The myth that rattlesnakes charm 

or fascinate their prey has no basis 
in fact. In most cases of alleged 
fascination the * prey’s failure to 
escape is due to its having been 
struck by the rattler J^fore the 
observer came on the scene.

•  •  *

Rattlesnakes are found at alti­
tudes as high as 11,000 feet. They 
tend to be more prevalent in arid 
regions — perhaps in part because 
of the more favorable conditions
of their food supply.

• « *

With prompt first-aid measures 
and doctor’s care, a rattlesnake 
bite is very rarely fataL Klauber 
recommends that children who 
have no instinctive fear of snakes 
be taught a moderate fear of 
them, but not the hysterical reac­
tion than many adults show.

Exploratory Vessel 
Mokes Red Snapper 
Catches With Nets

The MV Silver Bay, which has 
been engaged in a two weeks ex­
ploratory cruise for red snapper 
in the northern Gulf of Mexico, 
along the Louisiana and Texas 
coasts, has returned to Pensacola.

A combination of mechanical 
difficulties and heavy weather, in­
cluding hurricane Audrey, re­
stricted trawling operations.

However, twelve exploratory 
drags were made for snapper be­
tween the Mississippi coast and 
Freeport, Texas, in depth of 17 to 
56 fathoms.

Scattered small and medium red 
snapper were found in all areas 
where the nets were put over, the 
best drag being 260 red snapper, 
weighing 350 pounds), plus 67 
pounds of grouper and porgy. / 

In one tow, 500 pounds of me­
dium butterfish were caught.

The Silver Bay’s operations, car­
ried on as part of the U. S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service’s exploratory 
program in the Gulf of Mexico is 
of extreme interest to the fishing 
industry of the Goilf coast be­
cause, if they are successful, they 
will revolutionize the snapper 
fishery.

The crew, led by Francis J. Cap- 
tiva, fisheries specialist of the 
Service are attempting to adapt 
conventional and modified New 
England trawls to the fishery.

The other Fish and Wildlife 
Service vessel now operating in 
the Gulf — the Oregon — has 
made some catches of snapper by 
this method, and if it can be per­
fected it will mean a marked 
change in the fishery which, tra ­
ditionally, has been carried on 
with hook and line.

The all-star football game was 
at the Cotton Bowl Friday night 
with a crowd of 20,000 or more ex­
pected. ,

The ba.sketball teams have as 
coaches Clifton McNeele of Pam- 
pa for the North and M. H. (Cot­
ton) Robinson of Buna for the 
South. This game is scheduled to­
night (Thursday) in the big new 
air-conditioned coliseum at South­
ern Methodist where 7,600 can be 
seated. A sell-out is forecast.

ALL TEXAS HUNTING 
SEASONS SET

Austin — The state game and 
fish commission said open season 
and bag limits in Texas for 1957 
have been established, but final 
approval is still needed by the 
fish and wildlife service. This is 
expected at once.

The seasons are:
Deer — Nov. 16 through Dec. 

31, generally, for white tail deer, 
especially in the hill' country. An­
tlerless deer permits will be avail­
able from landowners in certain 
areas. Drawings for permits on 
the management area hunts will 
be held in October. Panhandle deer 
season will be Nov. 16-25. Mule 
deer season west of the Pecos 
has been set Nov. 20-27 inclusive.

Turkey — Nov. 16 through Dec. 
31. generally, w'ith one gobbler 
limit. In the panhandle, Nov. 16-25 
inclusive.

Antelope — Open date in the 
trans-Pecos country October 1-3 
and October 5-7, with hunting by 
permit. Panhandle season will be 
October 14-16 and Oct. 17-19, and 
in Hartley and Oldham counties 
with hunters ^selected at public 
drawings.

Quail — December 1 to January 
16, generally^throughout the state.

Dove — In north zone, 47 days 
beginning September 1 and in the 
south zone, 48 days beginning 
October 1.

Whitewing dove — In the val­
ley to be on alternate days. Sept. 
1.3, 15 and 17, from noon to sunset 
with a bag limit of 10 birds.

Duck — Begins November 1.

Mrs. Steele's Sister 
Teaches Home Economics 
In East Pakistan

Basic courses in home economics 
in East Pakistan have been taught 
for the past two years by Miss 
Aline McKenzie, Mrs. Seth Steele’s 
sister for whom an open house 
was held at the Steele home last 
Sunday morning.

The work is sponsored by the 
International Cooperation Adminis­
tration, an American federal agen­
cy, in which Texas A & M (College 
is participating. Miss McKenzie 
represents A & M College in the 
project.

The natives of Pakistan teach 
cooking without stoves, using ves­
sels on the ground or in holes in 
the ground for the most part. 
School teachers there have been 
teaching home economics “from a 
book — mostly talking about it, 
W'ith little real demonstration,” 
according to Miss McKenzie w'ho 
told of teachers from o>ver the 
East Pakistan area who have come 
to the classes held in Eden College, 
a branch of old Dacca University 
at Dacca.

Miss McKenzie’s instructions go 
far beyond cooking and sewing, 
and include child welfare, health 
and home management in all its 
phases.

H. P. Smith is chief of the Texas 
A & M College party of 12 work­
ing at Dacca. There are instruc­
tors from the Texas college giv­
ing courses in agriculture, engi­
neering, and business admini.stra- 
tion, in addition to the home eco­
nomics instruction.

Two of the girls in the far-away 
classes will enroll at Texas Wom­
en’s University (formerly Texas 
State College for Women) at Den­
ton in September.

Miss McKenzie and other mem­
bers of the teaching group fror- 
A & M have worked with the East 
Pakistan secondary e d u c a t i o n  
board. She has held successful 
classes in foods in yards on ground 
chulas, or holes dug in the ground. 
It was necessary for her to teach 
the natives how to prepare the 
food sent in CARE packages.

Miss McKenzie, whose work is 
12,000 miles away from the 
“states,” returned by air. She made 
stop-overs in Rangoon, Burma, 
Bangkok, Thailand (ancient Siam), 
Hong Kong, British Colony, Ma­
nila, P. L, Tokyo, Japan, and Hon­
olulu, P. 1,

“I talk English most of the 
time, but also use the Bengali 
language,” Miss McKenzie ex­
plained. “English is understood and 
spoken by the people there.”

Miss McKenzie is a former na­
tional president of the Business 
and Professional Women’s Clubs of 
America.

Park of the Week 
Old Fort Parker 
State Park

Old Foil Parker State Park oc­
cupies the site of the palisaded fort 
built by Elder John Parker’s co­
lonists who settled along the Na- 
vasota River. A replica of the 
fort is the main feature of the 
park.

It was from this fort that Cyn­
thia Ann Parker was kidnapped 
by Comanches in a raid made May 
19, 18.36.

The fort was a rectangular en­
closure made of posts planted in 
the ground and held together by 
conik'cting beams. Cabins were 
built backing again.st the palisade 
and facing a central compound. 
The fort was designed as a place 
wh<-re the colonists could leave 
their families while working the 
fields of their farms outside.

Most of the men were work 
ing in the fields when this at­
tack took place. A few of the oc­
cupants of the fort escaped. Others 
were slain or carried off as prison­
ers. Cynthia Ann Parker, then 
nine years old, was among those 
t.'iken. It was not until 1860 that 
she was recapturued and brought 
back to her kinsmen. In the mean­
time she had been reared as ai' 
Indian child, married Indian 
Chief Peta Nocona and became the 
mother of Quanah Parker, last o’

the great Comanche chiefs. Ten 
years after her return to life 
among the white people, she died. 
She is buried beside her famous 
son in Oklahoma. With past ha­
treds now buried, both white and 
Indian descendants gather alter­
nately for reunions at Fort Park­
er and in Oklahoma.

The replica of the fort is on 
a spur road leading off State 
Highway 14 about midway be­
tween Groesb<*ck and Mexia.

Souvenirs and booklets ba.sed on 
the story of the Indian raid, the 
life of Cynthia Ann Parker and 
the account of her recapture are 
available at a booth outside the en­
closed fort. Soft drinks are also 
obtainable there. Recreational fea­
tures are supplied at nearby Fort _ 
P rker State Park.

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Newly Discovered Cat And Dog Parasite 
Can Cause Fatal Illness in Children

Dr. Margaret H. D. Smith, as­
sociate professor of pediatrics at 
New York University, today warn­
ed of a newly - identified pî ira- 
site, carried by dogs and cats, 
which can cause possible fatal ill­
ness in children.

Dr. Smith told the closing ses­
sion of the Massachusetts Med­
ical Society’s annual meeting the 
parasite — a type of worm — is 
present in 90 per cent of cats and 
dogs. She said it exists mostly in 
puppies and kittens and is coun­
trywide.

’ Young children, particularly 
"creepers” can pick up the para­
site by handling dirt impregnated 
by those household prts and then 
putting their hands in their 
mouths, it was explained.

Dr. Smith said the parasite goes 
through the bloodstream into the 
liver and lungs. Symptoms are 
enlarged liver, lack of appetite

and little weight gains.
‘‘It can be, and has been, fa­

tal,” said Dr. Smith, "but it is 
mostly a nuisance.

“J^s yet there is no specific 
cure,” she said.

Research on the parasite is be­
ing done by the communicable 
disease divison of the U. S. Pub­
lic Health Service and a skin test 
to determine its presence is ex­
pected to be developed within a 
year. Dr. Smith said.

Dr. Smith said she was not 
against families keeping dogs and 
cats "but I would certainly favor 
older dogs and cats as better 
household pets.”

Sond On Beaches 
Of World May Be 
Rainbow-Hued

The sands of beaches in various 
parts of the world often are of a 
distinctive color, due to the domin­
ance of some colored mineral. We 
have many examples of this inter­
esting feature in various parts of 
the world.

For example, Makapuu beach on 
the Hawaiian Islands is composed 
of a large percentage of divine sand, 
hence presents a distinct green 
color. The noted beaches at Nome, 
Alaska, carry large quantities of 
g.irnet, hence the sand is quite 
reddish in color. The ocean beaches 
along the northern W’ashington 
coast also carry large amounts 
of garnet, and often are referred 
to as “ruby” beaches, or sands.

Along the coast of North Caro­
lina may be noted typical green 
sand beaches. At many places

along the southern Oregon coast, 
magnetic sand has been ebneen- 
trated, to comprise the black sand 
beaches. At other ‘ points quarts 
sand is the dominant constituent, 
giving the beaches a dazzling 
white color. In some parts of the 
world, mica is dominant in the
beach sands, giving a still more 
dazzling effect in bright sun  ̂
light. In India we find various 
typical colored beach sands, in­
cluding green and reds.

Sport Licenses To Be 
Ready By September

New 1957 hunting and fishing 
licenses are now being printed 
and will be on sale before Sep­
tember 1, the Chief Clerk of 
the Texas Game and Fish Com­
mission announced recently.

New fishing licenses will cost 
$2.15. Licenses will be required 
for both salt and fresh water 
fishing. Hunting licenses will be 
$3.25.

Generally, licenses will be re­
quired of all who fish and hunt 
in Texas.

Exceptions are persons under 
17 years of age and over 65 years 
of age. These two groups will 
not be resuired to possess a sports 
fishing license.

No person, or member of his 
immediate family will need a

sports fishing license when fish­
ing on property he owns or upon 
which he lives.

You do not need a license when 
fishing with a trotline, throw line, 
or ordinary pole and line having 
no reel or other winding device 
attached when fishing in the coun­
ty of residence.

No sports fishing license will 
be required of a person who holds 
a commercial license.

trip to make. So my mother got 
word from the messenger that 
took the mail and other items 
to the Nicaragua on a motorcycle 
down the beach that my father had 
started back with the boat, and 
the "diver, his wife, and the ma- 
chinerj' aboard.

“That was the last we heard 
from them for three months. In 
fact, I was almost too young to 
realize what might have happened. 
My mother was worried, I know, 
because we had had a baby sister 
just before my father had left. 
That was the closest brush with 
death my father had during the 
whole trip.

“As the story went, the trip 
back was against headwinds all 
the way, and in tacking back and 
forth, trying to get home, the 
rudder was broken off. The boat 
was then anchored with two 150- 
pound anchors, with long galvanis­
ed chains, but my father’s mate 
had forgotten to shackle the chains 
to the keel inside the boat. Next 
thing they knew, they were washed 
up on the beach themselves on 
lonely old Padre Island. They set 
to work to build another rudder, 
and then had to wait for .smoother 
water to get this seven-ton sloop 
back into three feet of water, 
so it could float.

“They finally did, after their 
food and water were all but gone. 
My father said that they counted 
the beans and crackers and por­
tioned out the water, and tried once 
more to get back home, but the 
same head winds stopped them 
again, so they let the boat drift 
since they were in a near starved

condition.
“That is the way the Coast 

Guard found them, some miles 
off Point Isabel.”

Port Isabel of today was called 
Point Isabel back in the times 
that Mr. Harvey’s letter mentions, 
and the Ooast Guard will b*' 
queried to see if they have in 
their files any additional ma­
terial on the rescue of Haiw'ey, 
Sr., as the story of the Nicaragua 
is reconstructed from letters like 
the one John wrote, and from 
answers to letters of inquir>’ sent 
here and there.

The coyotes that Har\-ey, Sr., 
spoke of prowling the boat are 
still there, and parts of the old 
engine and the hull of the Ni­
caragua, but factual accounts like 
this one just given are harder 
to find, and all the more interesting 
on that account.

Wc do wish, however, if Mr. 
Harvey knows, that he would tell 
us something about the cargo of 
the Nicaragua; who the deepsea 
diver was; what company employed 
him and Mr. Harvey’s father, and 
any other pertinent details that 
he can remember.

The old legends say that the 
Nicaragua carried sacks of cement, 
and that in those cement sacks 
were guns for Mexican revolu­
tionaries. It may be spoiling a good 
story to Icam what the steamer 
actually carried, but, on the other 
hand, it might not. So come on 
with the details, please.

*  *  «

We had little more then finished 
writing the above, when another 
letter on the TIioaragua came in, 
this one from Mrs. Jeanette Dixon, 
of the Tyrrell Public Library, in 
Beaumont, who wrote as fol­
lows:

“In regard to your letter and 
inquiry about the Port of Beau­
mont, since the Tyrrell Public 
Library did not open until 1926, 
we do not have any papers before 
that, with the exceptions of some 
old editions that have been donat­
ed to »is, which unfortunately do 
not include the issue about the 
first ship to dock in our port. But 
in my research I found the fol­
lowing:

I ‘World'  Ports’ Magazine for 
September, 1930:

“The Port of Beaumont, in the 
beginning, received deep water by 
the enterprise of its citizens. The 
first vessel reached Beaumont in 
1908, under charter to Cant W. C. 
Tyrrell,” by J. Russell Wait, Port 
Director, Beaumont Wharf and 
Dock Commission.

“In the Book “Federal Writers 
Projects, Beaumont, Texas:” “The 
first Sabine-Neches Canal was 15 
miles long, 9 feet deep and 100 
feet wide. The first deep water 
vessel to reach Beaumont was 
the S. S. Revenue Cutter Windon, 
while the purchase of the Nor­
wegian Steamship Nicaragua by 
Capt. W. C. Tyrrell gave the new 
port its first commercially owned 
ship.”

“From the Texas Centennial Edi­
tion of the Beaumont Enterprise 
of May .31,. 1936:

“The completion of the canal in 
1909 was the beginning of what 
is now known as the Sabine- 
Neches Canal. It is approximately 
16 miles long — being 4 miles 
betw’een the Sabine and Neches 
Rivers and 12 miles from the head 
of the Neches mouth to the head 
of the Port Arthur Canal.

“Except in a very limited way, 
ocean commerce could not be serv­
ed by this channel. There was 
the memorable occasion when the 
late Capt. W. C. Tyrrell brought 
the steamship Nicaragua up to 
Beaumont and the whole populace

turned out proudly to watch it 
steam into Port.”

“The following is from the Beau­
mont Enterprise of March 31, 
1957, when the Port had their 
open house and moved into their 
new building:

“On .March 23, 1916, the 26 foot 
channel to the Gulf of Mexico 
wa.s completed, drawing back the 
land to meet the future. By a 
strange quirk in the way of nam­
ing official events, the first deep- 
draft, ocean going vessel arrived 
in the turning basin in Beaumont 
the day before the of^ical com­
pletion date of the deepwater chan­
nel.

“The date was March 22, 1916, 
and the ship, the tanker Vesta. 
The Rotarians organiztHl a celebra­
tion and hundreds of Beaumonters 
met at the Post Office and march­
ed to the wharf at the foot of 
Pearl street to see the Vesta ar­
rive, turn in the basin and dock 
at \ the Magnolia Petroleum Co., 
wharf (same location as now.)

“Beaumonters had already tasted 
the export trade however, due to 
the precarious enterprise of Capt. 
W. C. Tyrrell. Standing dressed 
in white flannels, on the high for­
ward deck of his newly-purcha.s- 
ed steamship Nicaragua, he dock­
ed his vessel along the Neches 
River bank bewteen the Southern 
Pa»’ific and the Kansas City South­
ern railroad bridges (still in the 
same location.)

“The Nicaragua was of light 
draft, because the channel then 
had but 9 feet of water. Between 
5,000 and 10,000 persons turned 
out to watch the event.

“Purchased by Capt. Tyrrell for 
$120,000 in New Orleans in Sept. 
1908, the Nicaragua made a num­
ber of voyages out of Beaumont 
with lumber and other cargo for 
coastwise and Caribbean ports.”

“I hope this information is what 
you wanted. I also checked with 
the Enterprise to see if the March 
31, 1957 issue of their paper was 
available, and it is. There was 26 
pages of the opening of the New 
Port in that edition. I thought 
you might be interested in getting 
a copy.”

•  * •

I was interested in the issue of 
the Enterprise, and when I wrote 
asking about it, the paper very 
kindly sent a copy, and there, 
tucked away in an inside corner 
was a picture of the steamer, 
a Ions', lean, white ship, tied up 
at a Beaumont dock.

About the same time that the 
copy of the Enterprise re.ached 
Rockport, the followlSng letter, 
from Lloyd’s of London, the great 
marine Insurance firm came 'in. 
It said: ,

“In reply to your letter of July 
27th, acceding to Lloyd’s Records 
the Mexican steamer “Nicaragua” 
went ashor^ at Padre Island on 
October 16, 1912.

The actual end of the vessel 
is not recorded, our last reports 
stating that it was difficult to 
secure tenders for refloating owdng 
to the exposed condition and ab­
sence of harbour facilities for sal­
vage plant and that the small 
value of the vessel made prospec­
tive salvors disinterested. Cargo, 
if any, is not mentioned.

The vessel was deleted from 
the Register Books so it can only 
be assumed that she was abandon­
ed.

“Nicaragua” was a steamer of 
611 tons gross, 265 net, built by 
Bergens Mekaniske Verkstad at 
Bergen in 1891, and was owned by 
Cia. Consiladad de Maderas, Tam­
pico.

I trust you will find the fore­
going of interest.” *

What may be one of tlie rarest 
sporting fishes ever caught was 
taken off Port Aransas Tuesday 
afternoon by Dr. Robert Ladd, 
of Chicago.

Almost unidentifiable . . . . 
Nothing is known of its h.ibits . . . 
very rare everywhere . . . Such 
are excerpts from descriptions of 
the spearfish from three leading 
fishing authorities. /

And the strange fish caught off 
Port Aransas Tuesday afternoon 
almost was pushed aside as an­
other small sailfish, then identi­
fied as a white marlin and, finally, 
as something for the experts to 
look over.

Now what possibly is the first 
spearfish ever recorded on rod 
and reel and certainly the first 
ever taken off the Texas coast 
has been verified by ichthyologists 
and biologists.

Dr. Victor Springer, a research 
associate with the University of 
Texas Institute of Marma Science 
at Port Aransas, said that the 6- 
foot, 6-inch fish caught by Dr. 
Robert Ladd of Chicago ha.̂  been 
identified as one of the world’s 
most rare fish and it is “al­
most definite” tha’t >t is a spear­
fish.

Dr. Ladd caught the fish early 
in the afternoon Tue.sday while 
fi.shing with Joe Kennon of Island 
Charter Service as guide. They 
were trolling mullet for bait and 
were looking for kingfish, sail- 
fish, ling — just anything,” Ladd 
explained.

The first the two knew, they 
heard the fish hit the water after 
taking Ladd’s hook and breaking 
water .

“Our lines became tangled white 
I was playing the fish,” Ladd ex­
plained, “and wet thought sure 
it was just another small .sail- 
fish. It didn’t put up any fight 
at all and in fact, I just played 
around with it while we got the 
lines untangled and then when 
we got him to the boat he was so 
colorful that I held him around 
the boat for about 10 minu^s 
while we took color movies.”

Even after the fish was aboard 
the boat fishcfman and guide 
failed to notice anything unusual 
about the fish. Ladd said he final­
ly decided to take it in to the 
docks and possibly have it mount­
ed and “we just stuck him up in 
the cabin and didn’t  notice the 
difference until the people on the 
docks looked at it.”

Its body was long and pencil 
shaped, not wide and flat like the 
sailfish. It was “an irredescent 
blue or purple on top and silver 
underneath,” Ladd explained. It 
had a short bill and the bottom 
of its mouth protruded almost as 
much as the bill.

It weighed 33 pounds.
The fish, with a dorsal fin more 

resembling a marlin’s than the 
tell-tale sailfin of a sailfish, was 
i<lentified as a white marlin by 
many veteran fishermen at the 
dock. But several i^ticed dif­
ferences and taxidermist .\ncel 
Brundrett said no marlin he could 
find in his books resembled the 
fish. He first guessed its identity 
and hauled it for safe-keeping at 
the Port Aransas ice house.

The Institute of Marine Science 
and the Rockport Marine Labora­
tory then were alerted.

Springer said after making the 
examination that its identification 
was “almost definite.” The dif­
ference in sailfish, marlin and 
the spearfish recently was listed 
in a U. S. Fish and Wildlife Serv-

ice paper, he said. “I pointed out 
that the bill is shorter than that 
of a marlin, the pelvic fin is 
longer than that of a sailfish and 
the dorsal fin is more even in 
height.

‘“rhe difference there is almost 
obvious in comparison to a sail­
fish,” Springer said, “and, too, 
these guides know a white mar­
lin.”

The spearfish has been reported 
from the West Coast of Africa on 
most occasions, he said, but young 
and larvae specimens taken 
Gulf in summer months have wen 
presumed that of the spearfish.

The fact this spearfish was found 
gives evidence that the larvae 
could have come from spearfish, 
he added.

The U. S. Fish and Wildlife Serv­
ice experiment boat, Oregon, re­
portedly captured a spearfish in 
the sooth west Gulf dkirihg its 
cruises and other occurances have 
been listed in Florida, Northern 
France, Hawaiian Islands, For­
mosa and Japan.

Now it will be authentically re­
ported off Texas. (Roy Swann, 
Caller-Times).
