not sure that he could re^emmeft^ 
any such change. Nor could he, 
Yoes said, answer for the reaction 
of his superiors in the department.

At the Southern Pacific tracks, 
a strip approximately 100 feet 
wide has been found to belong to 
the railroad, although the city 
street crosses it. However, F. B. 
Calhoun, of Victoria, division en­
gineer for the Southern Pacific, 
stated that the raliroad had no 
objection to furnishing the city 
with the necessary easement.

Hinton’s Fish Market stands on 
this property, and would protrude 
into the street, provided that the 
S. P. grants the 84-foot right of 
way shown on Highway Depart­
ment maps of the project. Calhoun 
said that he felt the railroad could 
also make enough land available 
(subject always to prior commit­
ments) to allow the market to be 
moved back from it' spresent posi­
tion, although this land is not 
contained in Hinton’s lease at this 
time.

It was brought out during the 
discussion that agreements be­
tween the city and property own­
ers along the route were predicated 
upon the work commencing within 
six month.s. Delay through any 
cause would put off construction 
until next year, it was said.

The American Cancer Society 
reports that without further re­
search progress it is now possi­
ble to save the lives of at least 
half the 450,000 Americans who 
develpp cancer each year.

At least 150,000 will be saved 
from cancer in 1958, according 
to the ACS. The report continues: 
"A  decade ago only one in four 
was saved. Now one in three is 
being saved. Saving one in two 
is a possibility.”

The immediate problem is ap­
plication of existing knowledge. 
“The problem is two-fold.”  the 
ACS says. “ First, the individual 
must be encouraged to seek med­
ical attention early enough. Sec­
ond, the best methods of diag­
nosis and treatment must be made 
more generally available.

“The s o c i e t y ’s educational 
stress on health checkups and on 
cancer’s danger signals and its 
close liaison with ,the medical 
profession have served to advance 
the ratio of lives saved from one 
in four to one in three. The so­
ciety’  ̂ nation-wide crusade under­
taken by some 2,000,000 volunteers 
seeks to accelerate the increase 
in lives saved.”

The ACS points out that there 
are 800,000 men, women, and chil­
dren in this country who have been 
saved from cancer, and that an 
additional 700,000 more recently 
treated, will be considered saved 
when they too have lived for five 
years.

Complete elimination of cancer 
as a health problem depends on 
future research, the society says. 
Because of this, the ACS last year 
allocated more than 111,300,000 to 
cancer research. Currently more 
than 1,000 scientists supported by 
the ACS are workin;,' on some 
phase of cancer in major research 
centers. Since 1945, the society 
has devoted more than $60,000,000 
to research.

SAN ANTONIO PLANS 
TEXAS TALL TOWER

Thousands of TV fans in South 
and Southwest Texas will receive 
vastly improved television service 
when a giant new tower, to Iw 
used exclusively by San Antonio 
stations WOAI-TV and KENS-TV, 
goes into operation this fall, it 
is estimated that the area covered 
by the two stations will be 
doubled — to approximately 18,900 
square miles of exceptional signal 
quality, with usable signal extend­
ing far beyond this area.

James M. Gaines, president of 
the Texas Tall Tower Corporation, 
has announced October 1 as the 
target date for the transmission of 
programs from the new tower, 
which, with transmitters and as­
sociated equipment, represents an 
investment by the two stations in 
excess of $1,250,000.

When completed, ,,Texas Tall 
Tower will soar 1531 feet above 
ground, from a natural elevation 
of 618 feet above sea level. It will 
be the third tallest structure in 
the world and tallest in Texas, 
exceeding the height of the Em­
pire State Building in New York, 
with its seven television antennas, 
by 66 feet.

Erection of the giant structure 
was begun on June 9 when the first 
piece of steel was bolted into place 
on the 673-acre site at Elmendorf, 
17 miles southeast of San Antonio. 
On June 24, the tower had reached 
a height of 531 Met, and the con­
struction time table calls for the 
erection of 4 or 5 sections, each 
30 feet long, daily. Completion of 
the tower proper is expected by 
Aug. 1. Then follows installation 
of the antenna, lighting, painting, 
and the installation of transmis­
sion lines. Testing operations are 
expected to start on Sept. 1, with 
the actual transmission of pro­
grams to new and far-flung com­
munities set to begin on Oct. 1.

D W I Coses On  
Upswing H ere

DWI arrests in Aransas County 
are on the upswing, although, ac­
cording to an analysis of records 
in the Ck)rpu8 Christi district of­
fice of the Texas Highway Patrol, 
highway patrolmen stationed in 
the district made less arrests for 
DWI in 1957 than in 1956 and the 
conviction percentage was the 
same each year.

In 1956 highway patrolmen made 
448 DWI arrests in the district 
and as of June 1, 1957, 382 had 
resulted in DWI convictions for a 
conviction percentage of 86%.

In 1957 highway patrolmen made 
399 DWI arrests and as of June 
1, 1958 337 had resulted in DWI 
convictions for a conviction per­
centage of 86%. The figures f o t ^  
1957 include the 16 counties that*^ 
comprise the district until ^pt.
1, 1967. Liveoak, McMullen and 
Bee counties are not included after 
that date. Brooks County is includ­
ed only after that date.

In 1957 highway patrolmen made 
10 DWI arrests in Aransas County.
As of June 1, 1958, 10 had resulted 
in DWI convictions for- a convic­
tion percentage of 100%. On 1956 
DWI arrests the conviction per­
centage as of June 1, 1957, was 
92%. Of the five cases dismissed 
in 1957 DWI arrests, none were 
in the above county. Of the 19 
cases pending none were pending 
in the above county. Of the 22 
cases reduced to a lesser charge, 
none were reduced in the above 
county. Of the four cases in which 
the defendant was no billed by a 
grand jury, none were no billed in 
Aransas County. Of the 12 DWI 
cases in which a not guilty verdict 
was returned either by a judge 
or jury, none of such verdicts were 
returned in Aransas County.

C P & L Announces  
Plont Expansion

Central Power and Light Com­
pany has announced plans for a 
major expansion of its new J. L. 
Bates Power Station at Mission, 
which will increase the generating 
capability of the plant Ihk' times.

CPL Presid'^nt J. L. Bates, for 
whom the plant is named, said the 
company will receive bids on the 
project Ifte this year. Construc­
tion work will begin immediately 
thereafter with the unit scheduled 
to begin operation in May, I960.

The plant expansion calls for 
the addition of a 110,000-kilowatt 
generating unit, which will make 
Bates Station the second largest 
plant in CPL’S South Texas sys­
tem. Plans to expand the plant 
were announced only a few weeks 
after it began its initial produc­
tion of electricity late last month.

Bates said the decision to en­
large the plant was made on the 
basis of anticipated area growth 
and the projected increase in the 
use of electricity during the next 
few years.

The present building at the plant 
will be extended 110 feet to the 
south to accomodate the new plant 
facilities. In addition to the turbo­
generator and boiler, a second 
cooling tower and additional 
switchboard equipment will be in­
stalled to handle the increased 
power output.

M. H. Lovelady, CPL vice presi­
dent and chief engineer, said the 
new generating unit wjould be 
highly efficient and utilitze the 
latest engineering developments. 
The new turbo-generator will 
operate at a higher temperature 
and steam pressure than CPL's 
present plants. Both the higher 
temperature and steam pressure 
contribute to greater efficiency 
of the unit, Lovelady pointed out.

He said the new generating unit 
will utilize the “reheat”  principle, 
in which steam is passed through 
the boiler twice, each time leav­
ing the boiler at a temperature of 
1000 degrees.

The new turbo-generator at 
Bates plant will be capable of pro­
ducing half again as much power 
as the 75,000-kiIowqtt unit now in 
service at the plant.

Generating equipment for the 
plant addition was ordered in 1957 
and preliminary engineering work 
has been under way since that 
time. With the completion of the 
second generating unit at Mission, 
Bates plant will be able to sup­
ply 185,000 kilowatts of eltsctricity, 
enough to serve a city of 350,000 
population.

When the new unit at Bates 
plant goes into service in early 
1950, CPL will be able to supply 
its customers with 950,000 k*’o- 
watts of electricity, almost five 
times as much as was available in 
1950. The highest customer de­
mand to date has been' 523,1000 
kilowatts, but the utility com­
pany’s engineers foresee a con­
tinued steady increase in the use 
of electricity in coming years.

Fishermen O ffered  
$5 Each fo r Togs 
From Big G am e Fish

The Woods Hole Oceanographic 
Institution is offering a $5 re- 
‘ward for every tag on amberjack, 
tuna, marlin and sailfish sent to 
its laboratories at Woods Hole, 
Mass., and the tag will be return­
ed as a souvenir after the ichthy­
ologists are finished with it.

Along with the tag, says Frank 
J. Mather III, who is in charge 
of investigations aimed at deter­
mining where these fish come from 
and where they go, the scientists 
would like to have the dope on sev­
eral things.

They want to know where the 
fish was caught; what species it 
was; when it was caught; and its 
length from the fork of its tail to 
the end of its snout. And, because 
of the way fish are built, Mather 
says, this means to the tip of the 
upper jaw on tuna and ambtrjacl:; 
to the tip of the lower jaw on 
marline and sailfish.

There are four kinds of tags be­
ing used in the investigation, which 
is being carried on all over the 
world, wUh Wof'ds Hole scientists 
coordinating the search and evalu­
ating the data accumulated from 
the tags.

One of these is a white plastic 
tube, with the Oceanographic In­
stitution’s address printed on it 
and a numbered, stainless steel 
dart as a head, that is embedded 
in the flesh of the fish. ^

A second is also headed with a 
dart, but has a clear plastic or 
yellow tube with a pnnted tape 
inside, giving fishermen the word.

Third is a length of the same 
plastic tubing that has been in­
serted in a hole in the fish’s back, 
just above the second dorsal fin, 
and the fourth is a stainless steel 
fish hook, marked with the letters 
U. S. and a number.

“ We believe,”  Mather said, “ that 
some tags on tunas, marlins, am- 
berjacks and sailfish may have 
been overlooked, or may not have 
been sent in when they were found, 
hence we are setting the reward at 
$5 for every tag. We hope that 
this will encourage fishermen and 
fish handlers to keep a closer 
watch for tags, and to send them 
in when they do find them.”

ing at the setting sun. She does 
not mind if you look over her 
shoulder. She's proud of her work. 
Should you fail to recognize it as 
art, that’s yoar fault. That's the 
way she sees the sunset, and who 
can say it’s not art? She may be 
a new Grandma Moses or just an­
other Sunday painter’.”

So, to find out what a Sunday 
painter looked like. Carter came 
down to Rockport; where Michael 
had just started the first of his 
summer sessions.

“The first thing we noticed,” he 
says, “ oddly enough, was that 
they’re not all ‘little old ladies in 
floppy straw hats’ — most of them 
wore shorts, and several teenage 
girls were, oddly enough, evident 
in the class of '25.

“ Collectively they might be de­
scribed as a group of clubwomen, 
housewives and students, drawn to­
gether by a common interest in 
art and an ambition -4o become — 
if not great painters, at least bet­
ter painters.

“ On the day of our visit, Michael 
led an 18-car caravan to the day’s 
location at the century-old Oui 
Lady Star of the Sea Mission over­
looking Aransas Bay at Lamar.
