Episcopalians To 
Duild at Copano

According to Howell Ward of 
Corpus Christi, chairman of the 
building committee, work will be 
gin this summer on the first unit 
of an Episcopal Conference center 
to be built on a 28-acre tract near 
Copano Bay, given to the Episcopal 
Diocese of West Texas some time 
ago by Mr. and Mrs. Emory 
Spencer of this city.

Abbott and Evans of Corpus 
Christi are the architects, but as 
yet. Ward said, the contracts have 
not been let.

The center building will be a 
conference room capable of hous­
ing 75 people, with a built-in altar 
at one end that can be closed off, 
leaving the remainder available 
for meetings or social gatherings. 
At the other end of the building 
will be a kitchen and offices. A 
screened-in patio will extend be­
yond the kitchen, and the entire 
building will be air-conditioned.

To one side of the conference 
building, and slightly in front of 
it  will be a dormitory capable of 
handling 38 women. ITiis will have 
a small lounge and an additional 
scr«ened-in patio.

At the rear and to the right of 
the conference Gilding will be the 
men’s dormitory, similar in size 
and capacity to that erected for 
the women. Both dormitories will 
be connected to the conference 
building with covered breezeways.

Plans for a conference site in 
this area were discussed two years 
ago at a Diocesan Council, and at 
that time the Rev. David S. Rose 
was named chairman of a com­
mittee consisting of William 
Weeks, Kerrville, Emory Spencer 
and M. W. Cochran, of Rockport, 
and Mrs. F. B. Cochran and How­
ell Ward of Corpus Christi, to 
investigate suitable sites.

Later this year Mr. and Mrs. 
Spencer donat^ sixteen acres of 
the present site, following this 
with an additional gift of twelve 
acres tho following year, near the 
site that they gave to the Girl 
Scout Camp several years ago.

The site has 650 feet of front­
age on Copano Bay, and is wooded, 
backed by sand hills, and lies about 
half a mile from Highway 35.

Future plans for the conference 
center include a chapel, to be 
erected on the highest point of 
land in the region and additional 
dormitories for children’s summer 
camps and a play area for ath­
letics, Softball, and various other 
games.

Bishop Everett Jones has been 
interested in developing a num­
ber of such Episcopal conference 
centers tlyoughout the state to 
augment Camp Capers, at Kerr­
ville, the only one previously pos­
sessed by the Diocese. Camp 
Capers is being used for children’s 
and young people’s camps, ad has 
long been filled to overflowing. 
All capacity this yea -̂ has been 
applied for and there are long 
waiting lists. Ward said.

In addition to this center, which 
has not been named, the com­
mittee is also investigating sites 
in the Valley.

Bullard, who was raised back in 
Mrssouri over half a century ago, 
says that the little cabin, which 
measures about fifteen inches high, 
was constructed last winter to il­
lustrate the tales he tells the Sor­
enson and Beasley children and the 
Taylor twins.

And, to make sure he tells the 
tale the same way every time (for 
the children will check him if every 
detail isn’t just right) he has typed 
out a manuscript with a title al­
most as long as his miniature 
dwelling—The Frontier Day Log 
Cabin and Some Things I Have 
Seen and Heard About It.”

“There were still some of them 
in Missouri when I was a boy,” 
he says, “and I learned a lot about 
them from the oM grannies’ tales 
of times before, during, and aftas 
the Civil War.”

The little house is built of pine 
branches of the right size for logs, 
and has a shake roof and a 
puncheon floor, with a front stoop, 
chimney cover to keep out the 
rain from the fireplace, and a sun 
clock.

“Houses were faced south, away 
from the cold north wind, and a 
line was drawn across the exact 
center of the door sill. At sunrise 
the shadow would be all the way 
across the door; at the middle of 
the morning the shadow reached 
from the east side of the doorway 
to the center line. 'There was no 
shadow at noon, and in the middle 
of the evening the shadow reached 
from the west side of the doorway 
to the mark. So the day was di­
vided into five parts: sun up, mid- 
moming, high noon, mid-aftemoon, 
and sun down.”

The original shake roof, accord­
ing to Bullard, was made by split­
ting logs in half, and placing them 
with bark side up, and then filling 
the cracks with smaller logs and 
dirt.

The floor was made of split logs, 
also, with the flat side up.

“After these have been used for

some time,” Bullard says, “they 
become uneven, and dirt has to be 
punched under them to level them 
out ^gain. I guess that’s why 
they’re called puncheon floors."

Outside the little cabin, he has 
surrounded the yard with a rail 
fence, and inside this are the tools 
that early settlers used.

There is a perfect miniature 
grindstone that the youngsters 
love to use to sharpen their knives, 
mounted on a frame made from 
tiny logs, and there is an ax, an 
eye hoe, and an iron w'ash pot and 
kettle, just like great grandfather 
used to have, all of them filed from 
solid steel with infinite patience.

And there is a little steel wedge 
that settlers used to split logs 
along with two wooden ones known 
as gluts.

To drive these, a maul was used 
and this was cut from a tree trunk 
about a foot across and three or 
four feet long. A handle was whit­
tled out of part of the log and the 
balance was left its original size 
Bullard has made a little one.

There is a wooden fire shovel 
a wooden chopping block, a wooden 
wash tub and wash board, abso­
lutely correct in all their details, 
and small enough to fit in the palm 
of your hand. A cedar water bucket 
and a wash basin of the same ma­
terial sit side by side cn a couple 
of logs cut off at just the right 
height and placed on end.

Water for these was procured 
from old bee gum wells, and Bui 
lard has made a model of one of

these for the 3̂ rd, with a wooden 
pulley wheel over which tlxe rope 
holding the little bucket runs.

“They called them bee gums,” 
he said, “because a lot of springs 
came out of the ground in that 
country, and they put a hollow log 
over them, and they looked like 
the bee hives or bee gums that 
people used in those days. A dug 
well that was walled was called a 
rock well, and in the very deep 
ones there were two buckets, one 
going and one coming to make it 
easier to draw water.”

An unusual feature of the model 
is the ash or lye hopper that the 
model maker has built as pat t of 
the furnishings. In this ashes were 
put in a hopper over a trough and 
when it rained the water seeped 
through and ran off into a bucket. 
’This was used as lye, to make 
soap, and if it didn’t rain, water 
from the well was poured through 
the hopper and did just as well a l­
though it was a lot harder work.

As part of the ensemble, Bullard 
has whittled out what Texans usu­
ally call a blowing horn, but he 
says that back in Missouri, where 
they were used to call the menfolks 
home to dinner, they were usually 
known as pot of dinner horns. To 
go with it  is a little powder horn, 
and it is filled with sand dyed 
black, to simulate powder.

And in the back yard, as part of 
the equipment, is a log Chic Sale, 
complete with half moons.

‘Tve had a lot of fun making, 
it,” Bullard said, “and right now 
I ’m making a Dutch oven to go 
with the wash and cooking pots. 
After that it ’ll be something else, 
I reckon.”

This week, along with some 
other mementoes of earlier times, 
Bullard is exhibiting the little 
house in Sorenson’s Grocery, for 
all the youngsters and oldsters of 
Live Oak Peninsula to look at and 
to reflect on how hard times used 
to be when you couldn’t buy every­
thing you wanted at the store.

In those days life was a do-it- 
yourself proposition and no mis­
take.

European Trip Fun 
Says Miss Jarboe

When the Misses Margie and 
Maude Jarboe left for Europei, Mar­
gie promised the Pilot to drop a 
line now and then, so that we, too, 
could take a trip to Europe. Now 
comes the first letters, one mailed 
at Cherbourg after the Queen Eliz­
abeth had docked, and the other 
from Paris.

In the first, written aboard the 
Queen Mary, our correspondent 
says:

We are waiting now for the 
cinema to begin. I t ’s “The Great 
Lover” with Fernandel (I  believe) 
French comedian. We’ve been rest­
ing and roaming the ship mostly. 
The stewards have an English 
sense of humor that is hilarious if 
I can just learn when they are 
teasing and when serious.

I would consider them flippant 
except all of them talk to all of 
the passengers. For instance:

The salon steward throws a  nap­
kin out the porthole; the wind 
blows it back; he says:

“My pet dolphin, Pete, follows 
me from England and America. 
He’s well trained.”

Another steward brought me my 
soup, saying;

“Joe took sick, he couldn’t take 
you any longer,” whereupon Joe 
returned with a grin to serve the 
rest of my meal.

We sign up for a bath with 
our bath stewardess, for one a 
day. Our time is 3:00 p. m. The 
stewardess pours a bath of steam­
ing hot salt water, then sets a pan 
of fresh water on a board across 
the top of the tub. There is salt 
water soap and fresh water soap. 
You have fifteen minutes and one 
must be careful to get all the salt 
water soap off or you will have 
white streaks all over.

It ’s really fun.
Every morning there is a paper 

published by the Cunard (K-nard’), 
a daily program, and a little true 
and false quiz. I ’ll send you one 
when we dock, also a set a menus.

The food is solid and ample and 
you can have everything on the 
menu (three meats, two soups and 
five vegetables) if  you like. It (the 
menu) is arranged very oddly. It 
doesn’t have entrees, just lists 
everything available.

We have our deck chairs or 
chaise lounges on the sports deck. 
During the middle of the day the 
sun is warm enough to get a tan, 
but in the evening the wind is cold. 
It is cold today and we are in 
sweaters.

The steward tells us that we are 
passing out of the Gulf Stream 
which is a thousand miles wide and 
we are making 30 knots per hour.

Most of the passengers are girls 
or older couples. The girls are 
either college students or school 
teachers. Our table companions are 
school teachers. We are the only 
girls from the south and are en­
joying being teased about our “de­
lightful” southern accents.

Our guide is Mr. John Kemmler 
from Beloit College in Wisconsin. 
The Beloit College president used 
to be Dr. Carel Croneis, now pro­
vost of Rice—a geologist-geophysi­
cist.

Our party totals 30 members, 
about 12 of which we meet in 
Paris. About 10 of them are of 
our age. Four couples are in their 
forties, six or seven old maid 
school teachers, and about four 
girls of our age that are teachers.

The swells are deep today and 
some people are staying in their 
cabins, but so far Maude and I 
feel fine. The ship has a variety of 
decks for us to use—we are on the 
sports deck now In the afternoon 
we go to the smoke room and play 
cards and go to the movie. After 
dinner there is either bingo or 
horse racing in the “Winter Gar-' 
den” and then dancing. Last night 
Maude, Gretchen and I were

The butcher, the baker, and the 
candlestick maker, and all other 
self-employed persons who plan to 
retire in 1958 can speed up the 
first check in payment of social 
security benefits if  they will 
furnish a copy of their last income 
tax return when they apply for 
the retirement insurance. H. M. 
Cleveland, Manager of the Social 
Security Administration in Corpus 
Christi, is the authority for this 
information.

In addition to a complete copy 
of the tax return, which will be 
retained in the file, the self-em­
ployed person should bring the can­
celled check or money order receipt 
showing that the tax has been 
paid, he said.

“If Johnny can’t read,” he said, 
“it can be because he can’t really 
see what he’s supposed to be read­
ing. According to national authori­
ties, 10 million youngsters in 
American schools have vision prob­
lems, and half of these will stum­
ble along without anyone ever de­
tecting their handicaps.

“Fortunately, that isn’t apt to 
happen in schools of the Aransas 
County Independent District but 
there are people whose children 
need glasses and who don’t have 
the money for them.

“Part of the proceeds realized 
from the drag race barbecue on 
the Fourth of July will go to help 
out cases like these.”

Osborn pointed out that the dif­
ficulty with most of us is that, al­
though we use our eyes constantly, 
few of us know much about them. 
We figure that if  the customary 
chart is held up in front of a 
youngster and he reads it, first 
with one eye and then with the 
other, he’s doing all rig h t.-

“Yet school achievement,” Os- 
bom said, “requires clear, com­
fortable and efficient vision at 15 
inches and not 20 feet. The work 
of the PTA and school authorities 
here has been outstanding, how­
ever, and the Lions intend to see 
that no child needs glasses for 
long.

“The barbecue has made it pos­
sible to help these youngsters and 
others in many ways, both here 
and through the Crippled Chil­
dren’s Camp at Kerrville, where 
part of the money will also go.

Total in the Brownsville area 
for the month was 551,000 pounds, 
compared to 481,000 the month 
before. Second high on the list o f 
producers was the Aransas Pass- 
Corpus Christi region, which re­
ported 435,000 pounds of tails in 
May, against only 286,000 pounds 
produced in April.

Port Lsabel, although third 
largest producer, did not show 
as great a rise as the other two 
ports mentioned. Only 363,000 
pounds were landed in this south­
ern port of the coast, coihpared 
to 333,000 pounds that were land­
ed in April.

Following Port Isabel was Free­
port, with 123,000 pounds this 
month, compared to 120,000 P s t ; 
Rockport with 98,000 against 61,- 
000; Port Lavaca and Palacios, 
73,000 compared with 11,000 in 
April; and Galveston, with 48,000 
against L6,000 the month before.

The Port Arthur-Sabine Pass 
boats diun’t even scratch, or if  
they did, returned no report,

Galveston reported 20 barrels 
of oysters in May, with only 2585 
from January to May, inclusive, 
a drop over the same period last 
year of 6,427 barrels, and the en­
tire crop of the Texas coast was 
considerably under that of recent 
years, when fresh water was at 
a premium, and the bays became 
salty enough for oysters to do 
well.

A drop was shown by finfish 
figures, although here one, Galves­
ton, reported an increase, with 
fishermen bringing in 118.000 
pounds against •only 84,000 the 
month before. Port Lavaca and 
Palacios dropped to no finfish 
prod iced fiom 8,000 pounds in 
April. Aransas Pass-Rockport- 
Corpus Christi dropped to the 
aame figure from the 15,0( 1 
pounds producea iu April, and 
Port Isabel decreased from 37.000 
pounds in Ap..!! to only 12,0w in 
May. ........

All property declared' surplus, 
with the exception of scrap mater­
ial and certain other items, is first 
screened for possible utflizaton at 
other U SA F installations, for use 
by other branches of the U. S, 
Armed Forces, and by the General 
Services Administration for use by 
other federal agencies, i r  no use 
can be made of surplus property by 
these agencies, the material is then 
moved to the Marketing Division 
of Foster A FB where ft:  is made 
available for donation to qualified 
state agencies through represen­
tatives of the Texas Surplus Prop­
erty Agency.

After being screened by all of 
the above agencies, surplus prop­
erty is then available to the gen­
eral public by sale by competitive 
bidding and through a retail sales 
outlet.

There are two types of com­
petitive bid sales condheted at 
Foster A FB : sealed bi<f, and spot 
bid sales. Sealed bid sales cover 
items which are of interest to in­
dividuals and commercial concerns 
on a wide scale because of the 
specialized nature of the items: ex­
amples are high temperature alloy 
steel, scrap aluminum, aircraft 
tires, large commercial vehicles, 
and like items. Spot bid sales are 
for smaller items and’ consist of 
things which are most likely of 
interest to the peopte and com­
mercial concerns in the immediate 
area surrounding Fostbr AFB.

In order to receive copies of in­
vitations to bid on all'competitive 
bid sales conducted at Foster AFB, 
Texas, address a postal card to 
Foster AFB, Texas^ Attention:

In addition to competitive bid 
sales, a retail sates- store is lo­
cated in the Base Disposal Yard. 
All items sold by tHis method are 
new, serviceable, qr. repairable. The 
items originally cost $250 or less, 
and are sold'on a first come, first 
served basis- to th» general public 
for cash only. Sttore boars are 
from 9 o’dbck a jn . uptil 2 o’clock 
p.m. for a threeHtey period start­
ing the fits t wosking day after

the last day of each month and 
after the 16th of each month. 
Regulations limit the amount ^  
property sold to one buyer at one 
time not to exceed $500 total 
selling price.

Foster disposal officials wish to 
emphasize that the qualified' fed­
eral agencies must process: their 
requests for excess property 
through the regional office of the 
General Serviceo Administration, 
and that those who are authorized 
to accept donations through state 
health, education, and welfare 
agencies should contact the Texas 
Surplus Property Agency. No one
