Age Limit Reduosd

Minimum age limit for CCC ‘en-
rolles has been lowered from 18 to
17, State Enrollment Supervisor Neal
E. Guy announced Saturday. ¢

The ruling will apply for the Oct-
ober enrollment, when every eligible
person in the state is expected. Lo
be given a chance to emlist in the
CCcC,

Enrollment will be open for all
unmarried men between 17 mnd 28
whose families are on the relief rolls.
The dates are inclusive, and a pe
son who has passad his seventeenth
birthday is eligible, as is onwe who has
not reached his twenty-ninth.

Mandatory discharges have been
discontinued, and emrollees may stay
in camps indefinitely. Also, persons
honorably discharged may re-enlisz,
provided their previous service was
not less than four months, Eligible
enrollees, however, honorably dis-
charged prior to October 21, 1933,
may be re-selected with out megard
to length of previous service.

Comparstively few people seriously
realize the automebile’s demdly pow-
or, but, mecording to Dr. John W.
Brown, State Health Officer, over
1600 Texans are killed emch year by
autos. Very logically considered as
a mpjor recreational and useful mec-
hawism, its ability prematwely to
main and kill makes little impres-
sion upon mbst of us. In fact, the
daily list of casualities in the papers
indicated indifference to the' situa-
tion. hevertheless, as a menace to life
and limb the automobile unfortunats-
ly represents a recl hazard.

In addition to its pleasure and uti-
lity factors, the motor-car has its de-
vasting side ulso. Decidely this fuct
should not be overlooked. And in this
connection education alore can be
relied upon to bring resvits. There
is no serum, no drug, no quarantine
procedure, nor any effective mass
control against the automobile’s dan:-
aging power. Autitmobile mccidents
caused more deaths in Texas last
year than the combinctl demths from
typhoid fever, small pox, measles,
diphtheria, scarlet fewer; whooping
cough, and infantile pamlysis,

Notice To The Public

Senate Bill No. 143, passed by
the regular Session of the State Leg-
islature begame i law August 11,
1936 and rwads in part as following:

Section 1. Any person owning or
having control of any horse, mule,
donkey, cow, bull, steer, hog, sheep,
goat, or eny other livestock who per-
mits the same to transverse or roam
at large, unattended, on the right-of-
way of any designated State High-
way in this where the samke is
enclosed by Yences on both sides
shall be guilty of a mis demeanor
and upon conviction shall be fined in
any sum not exceeding Two Hundred
($200.00) Deollars.

Each day that such animmnl as fore-
said is allowed or permitted to so
roam at large on the right-of-way of
any designated State Highway in this
State, when¢ same is enclosed by fen-
ces shall constitute a separate offen-
ce, ’

Section 2. It is futher provided that
State “Highway Patrolmen, ms well
as local enforcement officers, shal
have the power and authority and it
shall be their duty to enforce the
provisions of this act.

Now, so far as wa know the State
Highway Patrolmem and local en-
forcement officers, over the country
have been lenient with the people
in prosecuting vidistors of tu's law.
Giving them plenty of time in which
to repair thelr fences, %o 85 to keep
their stock off the Highways, Now

Brown, State Health Officer, over
1500 Texans are killed each year by
autos, Very logically considered as
a major recreational and useful mec-
hunism, its ability prematwmely to
main and kill makes little impres-
sion upon miost of us. In fact, the
daily list of casualities in the papers
indicated indiffcrence to the situa-
tion. nevertheless, as a menace to life
and limb the automobile unfortunat
ly represents a re:l hazard.

In addition to its pleasure and uti-
lity factors, the motor-car has its de-
vasting sida also, Decidely this fact
should not be overlooked. And in this
connection education alone can be
relied upon to bring results. There
is mo serum, no drug, no quarantine
procedure, nor any effective mass
control against the automobile’s dam:-
aging power. Autitmobile mccidents
caused more deaths in Texas last
year than the combinetl demths from
typhoid fever, small pox, measles,
diphtheria, scarlet fewver, whooping
cough, and infantile pamlysis,

driving and more cautioys walkiag
remipins to be proved. But the fact
is that a major hemlth and life pro-
blem is involverd in the present cir-
cumstance.

Notice To The Public

Sdnate Bill No. 143, passed by
the regular Session of the State Leg-
islature became & law August 11,
1936 and riwads in part as following:

Section 1. Any person owning or
having control of any horse, mule,
donkey, cow, bull, steer, hog, sheep,
goat, or any other livestock who per.
mits the same to transverse or roam
at large, unattended, on the right-of-
way of any designated State High-
way in this state where the same is
enclosed by fences on both sides
shall be guilty of & mis demeanor
| and upon conviction shall be fined in
any sum not exceeding Two Hundred
| ($200.00) Deollars.

| Each day that such animal as fore-
| said is allowed or permitted to so
| roam at large on the rightof-way of
'sny designated State Highway in this
State, whene same is enclosed by fen.
ces shall constitute a separate offen-
ce.

| Section 2. It is futher provided that
State Highway Patolmen, as well
as local enforcement officers, ol
huve the power and authority and it
shall be their duty to enforce the
provisions of this act.

Highway Patrolmen and local en-
forcement officers, over the country
have been lenient with the people
in prosecuting vidlators of iuis law.
Giving them plenty of time in which
to repair their fences, so 85 to keep
their stock off the Highways, New
we believe sufficient time has baen
given, sinoe this law came into effect
and a copy of this law having been
published in our news paper one time
before.
