“Thcee— your parents and grandparents— 

arc the people who within just five decades 
have by their work increased your life expec­
tancy by approximately 50 per cent and who.

And be- 
eeusc of this you no longer have to fear 
epidemka of flu. typhus, diptherla, smallpox, 
scarlet fever, measles or mump* that they 
knew in their youth.

“But they—these older generations— mad* 
more progress by the sweat of their brows 
than in any previous era. and don't you 
forget It.

And how about the sup 
pliers? Are you sure they'll be 
just as ready to supply credit 
to him as they are to trust 
you?

It would be n'ice to keep the 
business going fur your wife's 
sake, and business insurance 
can help do this by providing 
cash to cover the rasM-, the new 
assistant, the mistakes in busi­
ness managi-meiit that are 
bound to  be made, and the 
merchandise that Cant be 
bought on credit

Insurance is only part o f the 
answer.
