A one-een-t Increase in the
fire insurance kev rate for Has-
kell on Oct. 1 will mean an

burden to Insurance
huyers if they buy the same

of insurance this year as
they bought last.

The State Board of Insurance
set tin. key rale at 31 cents, up
from the present 30 cents.

The state agency arrives at
the key rate through a system
of charges for fire hazards and
credits for fire prevention prac
tices In the cl(y.

Haskell had a loin of 3G cents
in charges, due to deficiencies
in the water works, water sup-
ply, elevated tank, water mains,
fire department, fire apparatus
fire alarm system and building
laws, as well as conflagration
hazards in the mercantile and
residence districts.

Haskell got five cents in cre-
dit for having one 100 gallon
booster tank truck, a night
watch service, arson reward and
fiiemen's training school, as
well as teaching the methods of
fire prevention and principles of
fire insurance in all public
schools. This brought the total
key rale down to 31 cents.

The reform bill would extend
d treatment to

all widows, widowers and those
single tersons over 35. Widows
and widowers with dependent
children would be permllted to
,ny the married rate as if their
sjtouses were still living,

Actually, there is no law that
says single jteople must pay
higher income taxes just be-

cause they are not married.
Congress has never passed, nor
does It contemplate passing
such a provision because of the
Constitutionality question.

If people have to pay higher
income taxes because they are
single then it would follow they
should pay higher property
taxes for the same reason.

The present tnx treatment of
single e came almut more
than J0 years ago under the
community property law. It or-

iginally applied for Federal in-

come tax put poses, only to
those States having community
property laws. At that time only
,'IG of the 18 States had such a
law. Subsequently the law was
changed to jwrmit the commun-
ity proiwrly treatment for the
other 12 States.
