Nearty all of Texas Below Normal Rainfall During
February, March, April ... Texas Farm Prices Show
Gain. .. Sheep On Feed Up 61 Per Cent. .. Red Meat
Production Down 7 Per Cent . . .

Only the southern tip of Texas had rainfall above
normal during February, March and April, the Texas Crop
and Livestock Reporting Service notes. Rains in the Lower
Valley were 123 per cent of normal. The Dalhart area had
only 15 per cent of normal for the three months,

During May, the TransPecos area had the lowest
rainfall total with 1.24 inches. The upper coastal areas had
the largest rainfall in May with slightly more than nine
inches.

Crops generally throughout the state were making
good growth. Wheat harvest is speeding up,; oat harvest
more than two-thirds complete. Grain sorghum harvest will
soon be in full swing

FARM PRICES are up 15 per cent from a year ago
Farm parity at 73 per cent, however, stil mesns that
agriculture is more than onefourth below the rest of the
economy

All poultry and eggs were down from a month ago
with the exception of chickens and broilers which were
unchanged. All poultry and ergs were the same or down
compared 10 a year ago. Wool and mohair were above last
month and a year ago

Commodity prices in Texas include wheat $1.43
bushel, up a penny from 1971; corn $1.36 bushel, up 17
cents from last year; grain sorghum $196 per
hundredweight, down 50 cents from 1971; cotton 26 cents
per pound, up five cents from 1971; hogs $24.20 per
hundredweight, up $5.40 from flast year; beef cattie $33.80
per hundredweight; up $13.06 from 1971; sheep $11, up
$3.24 from last yesr; lambs $32, up $9.34 from 1971;
broilers 13.5 cents per pound, down one cent from 1971;
egys 27 cents per dozen, down 4 cents.

THE SCOOP ON
ICE CREAM

In the making and eating
of ice cream, milk sherbet
and sherbet, there are several
b small but interesting bits of
information and helpful
tricks. Here are some hints by
Carolyn Anderson, author of

Homemade lce Cream, Milk

1. A fork is the best tool
for digging into ice cream
that is too firm to scoop. A
cake breaker s good for
slicing firm ice cream

2 If no cooking is re
quired, often the ingredients
can be combined right in the
freezer can, which means
fewer dishes to wash

3. If ice cream is to be
hand stirred during f(reezing,
or if it s to be removed from
one container to another, use
a wooden spoon to prevent
transfer of heat from the
hand to the mix

4. Always allow space in
the freezer can for expansion
of the e cream when it
freezes. Approximately one
third of the can is needed for
the swell

5 Cool the mix to room
temperature or slightly lower
before freezing. Churn
freezing a warm mix may
cause a buttery texture due

to an increased freezing
penod

Yietnam Blame

Hospital Time

A surgeon in Montgomery, Alabama, recently made news
by suggesting hospital costs could be reduced by reducing
the time patients spend in them. He believes many can be
discharged from hospitals earlier with no ill effects.

Dr. Hugh MacQuire suggests voluntary agreements among
hospitals, doctors and insurance companies. Computers
would detemine the average length of time for the various
illnesses and 1f patients were kept in hospitals longer in-
surance payments to doctors and hospitals would automat-
ically decrease. All would agree in advance the decreases
would not affect the patient’s bill

The suggestion may have mernt; if successful and high
eaming doctors and surgeons would moderate bills this
would also help, as will closer supervision of hospitals’
administrative costs in some cases.

A staff study by the Senate Foreign Relations Committee
of the Pentagon Papers finds that secret decisions made
in 1961 by President John F. Kennedy in his first year in
office shamly deepened U S, invol vement in the tragic war

The staff study found that secrecy surrounding the Ken-
nedy Administration decision in 1961 to put U.S. soldiers
into combat in South Vietham was ‘‘unprecedented.” That
secrecy extended to members of Congress and covered the
significant fact that the South Vietnamese Government was
not particularly eager for U.S. troops to enter into combat
there—whieh the Kennedy Administration was in 1961 pro-
posing. (President Dwight Eisenhower resisted such pro-
posals for the preceding eight years, refusing to allow
U.S. military personnel to be sent into combat.)

The committee's staff study cannot logically be depre
ciated as political or partisan; the committee, like all
congressional committees, is headed by a Democrat, Sena-
tor William Fulbright (Ark), who has been a bitter critic of
this and former administrations on the Vietnam war issue.
- The study is, rather, a striking condemnation of secrecy
and, showing as it does who sent the first U.S. soldiers
into the shooting end of the Vietnam dilemma, in 1961,
should tend to discourage demagoguery about the war among
