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Press Freedom

At the recent Associated Press managing editors’ meet-
ing in Kansas City newsmen expressed concern over their
freedom to protect sources. The subject is timely because
in recent months newsmen in Los Angeles, Newark and
Boston have been imprisored and others in Memphis, Balti-
more, Washington, Milwaukee and other places have been
subpoenaed. Newsmen in Reno, Baton Rouge, Seattle and
Texarkana have been ordered by courts not to print certain
material.

The centrai issue--protecting one’s news source--is still
not resolved. The press, generally speaking, continues to
insist on the right of reporters’ to protect their sources but
as more reporters go to jail and the courts turn their atten-
tion to this issue, lines of freedom and authority will in-
evitably be more specifically defined

That is desirable because there is currently widespread
confusion. Rather than help the cause of press freedom,
such newspapers as the New York Times and Washington
Post have probably hurt it, since their bold action in print-
ing stolen, secret government documents has turmed public
opinion against the press. And in the end public opinion
will decide the issue

In spite of the voices of newspapers which claim their
freedom is threatened, and critics such as Ben Bagdikian,
there are two sides to the controversy. Few responsible

citizens or jurists think reporters should be allowed to
print everything they or someone else can steal. On the
other hand, few want judges telling newspapers what they
can print, except jn extremely sensitive and vitally impor
tant security cases

In the nuclear age the country's security cannot be al-
lowed to hinge on the voluntary restraint of any and every
journalist, many of whom leap at sensationalism or expo-
sure of secrets as the road to a Pulitzer Prize. A sensible,
safe solution must be found in the public interest, likely
to fall short of the absolute freedom of all newsmen to print
anything they wish at any time but which would not pro
tect bureaucrats and suppress legitimate reporting of pub-
lic information

Bullitt On Bullitt & FOR

In a valuable and interesting new book based on the cor
respondence between his beother, former Ambassador
William Bullitt, and President Franklin Roosevelt, Orville
Bullitt has shed additional light on a number of momentous
events during the past forty years.

In “‘For The President,’’ which includes an introduction
by George Kennan, Bullitt establishes rather clearly in a
long exchange of correspondence the naive hope of the war-
time President that he could deal with Stalin and Stalinist
Russia. William Bullitt, first U.S. Ambassador to Commu-
nist Russia, was clear in his own mind conceming the ruth-
less uncompromising determination of policy by Stalin and
his lackeys, and the danger this posed to the post-war
world

The author reveals that the French (his brother was U.S.
Ambassador in Paris when the French collapsed and sur-
rendered to the Germans in 1940) possessed more fighters
than the Germans in 1940. The combined number of fighters
available to the R.A.F. and French Air Force at that time
was considerably greater than the Luftwaffe total'

The book recalls that in 1940 Roosevelt, while dining
alone with Bullitt and a secretary in the White House, suf-
fered a slight heart attack. It recalls the almost-hopeless
and little remembered flight of thirteen B-24 bombers on a
mission from Egypt to bomb the Ploesti oil fields in Ruma-
nia, a raid which caused no damage—in June of 1942,
long before the major attack.

It reveals. alas. how Bullitt saw before the event what
the Communists had in mind if they were to be allowed to
overrun the Balkans. But by this time, Bullitt's influence
with President Koosevelt was shamply reduced and Roose-
velt was a sick man

Baseball umpires and football

referees take it in stride. But
there are times when the cry
“You dirty crook!"—or words
to that effect—can amount to

slander. How the courts look
upon such outbursts tells a great
deal about the law of defamation
of character,

lake this case:

During an argument at a golf
course, one player called another
“a lousy crook.” The latter filed
suit for slander, charging that the
epithet had branded him as a
common criminal.

But the court disagreed. At
least in this situation, said the
court, the words were no more
than generalized bluster,

Oliver Wendell Holmes once
expressed the law's attitude as
follows:

“A word is not a crystal,
transparent and unchanged; it is
the skin of a living thought, and
may vary greatly in color and
content according to the circum-
stances and the time in which it
is used.”

Accordingly, another court
found it was indeed defamatory
for a jeweller to say of a rival
jeweller that he was “a crook

. mixed up in some crooked
deals.”

T'his time the comment, made
during a business conference,
was clearly meant to be taken
literally

Even in a non-business setting,

Helpful Ideas Given
On Care Of Plants

Since real plants are
“in’" and most people have
enough space for at least
a few specimens, contain-
er plants are becoming
quite popular. Further-
more, they make excellent
Christmas gifts that keep
on giving pleasure and en-
joyment throughout the
year,

Container plants have
several advantages 1foOr
most households, says
County Extension Agent,
Mark Geeslin. Portabi-
lity and their small space
requirement are two ma-
jor points.
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other visually. Isolating
a plant in a container tends
to dramatize it and make
it more important visually.

As far as containers are
concerned, they come in
a wide variety of sizes,
types and colors. Simply
designed containers that
feature but do not compete
with the plant are suaully
preferred by landscape ar-
chitects and other pro-
fessional designers. Plain
terra cotta clay pots and
plants are commonly seen
on beautiful terraces, pa-
tios and entrances.

Homeowners consider-
ing container plants should
bear in mind that they
require more care than
garden plants., Frequent
watering, especially during
hot weather, is a major
item. A good potting soil
is also required. Use
about five parts of gar-
den loam soil, four parts
of organic matter and one
part of coarse builder’'s
sand, recommends Gees-
lin,

Since container plants
require a large amount
of organic matter, most
have to be repotted every
three or four years to
replace decomposed or-
ganic matter. Peat and
compost are two good
sources of organic mat-
ter. Once a plant be-
comes established in a
conminer, add ac

n. -0ducing fertifizer periodically.

During cold weather,
container plants need ex-
tra protection since all
parts of the plant are above
the ground.

Container plants can of-
fer hours of enjoyment and
are convenient for many
households. With them,
you can bring a touch of
the outdoors into your
home, adds Geeslin,

Leaving Stubble Is
A Good Practice

BY CARROLL JOHNSON
There is no better way
to protect your soil during
critical periods of erosion
then leaving your plant re-
sidue on the surface this
time, This plant residue
will help prevent your soil
from blowing during the
blow season. It will help
break up the raindrops as
they fall and keep your soil
from “searing cver' too
fast. This helps the mois-
ture to penetrate into the
soil instead of running off.
The residue also helps to
prevent moisture lossfrom
evaporation which helps you
to have more moisture in
the ground when planting
season rolls around.
Residue may be left un-
disturbed , shredded or
mowed but normally lost
residue need to be ‘'tucked
in"”" by tillage to prevent
it from blowing away. Nor-
mally a chisel or cultiva-
tor is best for this oper-
ation as this only covers
about 10% of the residue,
leaving the rest on the
soll surface. On cotton
planted in skip row pattern
the stalks should be left
standing and sweeps or
