Foliage far arrangementsdur-
ing the winter months, may be
preserved now by using glyc-
erin. The leaves ot many plants
may Ik used to make interest-
ing arrangements when Ilmvers
are not available rrom the gar-t-l

The procedure is simple. All
you need to do is stand the
stems or leaves In a mixture of
one part glycerin and two parts
water.

Midsummer is a good time to
get .started on this project. The
leaves will be in an active
stage or growth and will rap-Idl- y

absorb the glycerine. This
usually takes alxxit two to three
weeks, she addetl.

Many kinds of leaves may be
preserved by the glycerin pro-

cess. Magnolia, oak. peach,
plum, eucalyptus and popular
leaves are Of the
shrubs, try barlrcrry, forsythia,
sumac, privet,
and rose leaves The leaves or

m a n y perennial herbaceous
plants'may lx used such as as-

pidistra, carina, coral liells,
geraniums, ins and devil's ivy.

Select only perfect specimens
nnd wash the foliage with water-t-o

remove dirt or spray residue.
If the material has wtxxly
stems, cut off the lower Inch
with a sloping cut before start-
ing Ihe treatment Then stand
the stems or leaves upright in
a Jar of the glycerin solution.
