Boys 17 to 24 Who Are |
Not In School To Receive
Special Defense Training.
H. M. Homesley, operator of Mut» 

or Hospital, was appointed instruc­
tor for the Federally financed v<'o 
ational training which was launched 
here Monday for youths between tha 
ages ot 17 and 24 who are not in 
public school or college. Administer­
ed through the local school, the spec­
ial training to equip youth for Na» 
tional Defense work, will be fin­
anced through a grant of $2,025 front 
the Federal government. Sixty per­
cent of this amount will be allowed 
for salary for the instructor and 4(1 
percent for tools and equipment.

The training, which will Include 
classes in welding, electricity, mech­
anics, diesel engines and wood work, 
is to be given in a seven months 
period in the current term with cer­
tificates being issued to those wh i 
have passed the course.

Enrollment of 20 boys was secured 
for starting the project and several 
more were expected to enroll thiil 
week and next week. Classes aro 
held at night. Homesley’s workshop 
and the one at the school are to oe 
used for the classes.

Approximately $810 will be spent 
for eijuipment including tools which 
will become jiermanent property of 
the community. Homesley is to re­
ceive a salary of about $150 per 
month. Expenditure of about $35 
per month is to be made for con­
sumable materials such as welding 
gas and meal, lumber, etc., and near 
$120 per month is to be alloted for 
permanent materials such as tools 
and other eijuipment until the need­
ed amount of facilities is reached.

Homesley has a good back gi'ound 
to qualify him for tlie work to which 
he has been appointed.
