tub than n snake. Despite the deadllness or the four native Texas
poisonous snakes, only 31 persons have died of snakebite In the
past 10 years.

"More people are killed or seriously injured in their bathtubs
than by snakebites," it was stated. If we had bathtubs that would
rattle, too, maybe wc could put up a lwtter defense! We can't
