Griham  expressed  concern

that the 2 million figure for 1971
may double unless it rains soon.

He pointed out, however, thal
conservation  programs pushed
by his agency and by local soil
and water conservation districts
have been extremely  valuable
in curtailing wind damages this
vear. While the 2 million acre
figure is high, it isn't close to
the 15 million acres damaged
during Dust Bowl dayvs of the
1930'¢

“It's  remarkable how land
covered with a good surface
muleh of crop residue is being
protected from wind erosion,”
Graham said, “Farms  and
ranches covered with eonserva-
tion measures installed under
the Great Phains Conservation
Program are weathering the
wind storms especially well”

Graham said that in the last
15 years some 300,000 pcres of
cropland subject to wind dam:
age in Northwest Texas have
been  planted 1o protective
grasses, Nearly a million acres
of depleted rangeland have al-

#0 been seeded, Betier grass-
land management is  holding
down wind erosion on range and
pasture land.

“But 2 million acres of land
being damaged by wind this
year is  simply  intolerable.”

Graham sald, “especially when
vou realize it could have been
prevented. It's easy blame
it all on the drought but that's
only part of the cause, We've
been urging people for yvears to
do a belter job of leaving crop
residues on the  soil
Many listen but some do notr."

Graham sald that when you
have good moisture, as we have
had in recent yvears, wind veloes
ity drops. And emergency tiil-
age  works as a good standhy
measure.  As a result, people
get by without wind damage
during good rainfall years in
spite of the fact that their land
may be bare. This lulls many
farmers into complacency and
they ignore sound conservation
farming principles,
