told state governmentofficials,
legislators anl rounty Farm
Rureau leaden 'lucday that
agriculture will lie vitally in-

terested In efforts undertaken
to revise the State Constitution.

J. T. (Red) Woodson or Fan-
nin County, speaking at Ihe
TFR's legislative conference
banquet, said any revision of
the Constitution detrimental to
agriculture will adversely af-

fect 10 percent of the popula-
tion of this slate.

"Then are vital principles
inherent in our present Consti-
tution which have served the
people of this Stale well," said
Woodson. "We firmly believe

'sCheck Po,icy
Beneficiaries

A recent survey reveals that
many beneficiaries listed on GI
insurancepolicies are not in
hue with the veteran's current
wishes. In many eases, a wi-

dow who assumesshe is the
beneficiary, learns for the first
lime that the insurance does
nol go to her, but to her bus
ba'id s mother, or former wife
In most cases,this results in a
hardship for the widow and
oung children.
According to C. II. Ilerren.

Veterans Service Officer for
Haskell Count, the cause ol
the problem is that the veteran
simply never got around to
naming his wile as binefic
iary. in a typical case, the ut
eran namedhis mother as ben
eflclary when lie first took out
his policy upon entering serv-
ice, and when he eventually
married, he forgot lo inform
the insuranceoffice to change
his beneficiary. When the vet
eran died, the policy still des-
ignated his mother to receive
$10,000 in insurance. In some
cases, the name of a formei
wife may still be listed as the
beneficiary, and the former
wife, long divorced from Ihe
veteran, will receive the insui
ance Instead of the widow, be
cause the veteran failed to
changehis leneficlary when he
remarried.

Tlio VA Insurance Office has
no choice but to pay the bene
ficiary named In writing h) the
policyholder, and is oblig.iled
by law to pay the proceeds to
the beneficiary of record

Every veteran should know
who is the beneficiary of Ins
government life Insurance, and
all veterans with government
policies are urged to check
their policies and be sure that
the beneficiary of record is up

Otherwise, a mother or
former wife may get the monej
the veteran's widow expects
Any veteran who wants lo
change his beneficiary, or to
ascertainwhom he has listed as
beneficiary, should contact the
VA Insurance Center to which
he pays his premium

"Full slate financing should
be funded through broad-base-d

taxes such as the sales tax
and franchise tax which can
still he administeied more
equitably than the advaloreni
tax," the state farm leader
said.

As for land-us- e planning,
Woodson said there are certain
advantages in such programs
if planning is properly done and
private property rights are
"zealously" safeguarded.

"However, we have come to
the conclusion that the poten-
tial loss of private property
rights far outweighs any other
consideration," he said. "For
this reason, we must oppose
land-us- e planning at the federal
level and at the state level with
all the strength at our com
maud."

ABILENE

Receipts of cotton samples
remained low at the USDA Cot-
ton Classing Office in Abilene
where only 13,000 sampleswere
classed for the week ending
Jan. 20. The scattered light
rains and snow that fell negat-
ed the drying weather of the
previous week, and will extend
the cotton harvest in all North-
west Texas.Harvest is compar-
atively advanced in comparison
to last season in spite of recent,
poor harvest conditions. At this
date last seasononly 173,000
samples had been classed,
while this season'stotal stands
at 350,000 samples.

Grades 42 and 52 were the
predominant qualities classed
this past week; at 35 and 17

percent, respectively. Other
grade distributions are: grade
51 at 1G percent and grade 41

at 11 percent. Hark reductions
were consistent with the prior
week at 38 percent.

Staple lengths ranged from
30 to 33. Staple 31 comprised
47 percent of the total, and 40
percent was staple 32.

Mieronaire readings were 44

percent low, 1 pel cent high,
and 55 percent in the premium
range.

H. U. Manly Jr. of the US-D-

Agricultural Marketing Ser-
vice reports that cotton prices
were erratic. Prices advanced
1 to 4 cents per pound early in
the week and had declined by
about 3 cents by the end of the
week. The price for premium
mieronaire, grade 42 cotton
with staple 31 ranged from
24.75 to 2t,50 cents per pound,
and 5231's brought from 21.G5

to 24.95.
