Under the minimum program,
a beginning bachelor's degree
teacherin 1969-7-0 was paid $593
per month for nine months, or
$5,337 for the year.

In 1970-7- a beginning bach-

elor's degree teacher will re-

ceive 5600 per month for 10
months, or $6,000 for the year

Many Texas school systems
pay their teachers more than
the stute required minimum sal-nrie- s.

Texas was ranked 38th among
states In average teacher pay
in 1969-7-0. The 1970 raises and
a long-nuig-e improvement plan
are expected to move Texas up
to u more favorable position

statesin the years ahead.
T1k new law puts into effect

in 1971-7- 2 a continuing compen

sation plan which will give Tex-
as teachers an additional five
per cent raise each year and

g raises In 1971 and
1978. It will allow all Texas
teachers to reach the top of the
pay schedule 511,010 for bach-
elor's degree, and 512,010 for
master'sdegree teachers with-
in 10 years of service.

The new law has left many
people-- teachers as well as

The State Board of Education
has attempted to answer such

Hf
graduated from the U.S. Naval
Academy at Annapolis, Md., In
1!M.

The Navy never did get
to building an atomic

plane. Hut after Alvls earneda
Bronze Star, Distinguished Fly-
ing Cross and Air Medal while
commanding a squadron of A- -l

Skyhawks, which combed North
Vietnam from Ihe carrier U.S.S
Kitty Hawk, the Navy decided
to get some use from his nu-

clear knowledge and he was
transferred to begin a
training program for the crew
of the Enterprise.

Executive officer of the Enler-pris- e

from 196S-197- Alvls said
his Job vys "like most other
supervisory jobs we had a lot
of employes and they had a lot
of problems. The administration
is much the same asany other
ship in the Navy."
