Man and wildlife have much
in common: the m-o- for clean
air nnd water, fertile- field and
healthy forests.To insure those
basics, we must use our natural
resourceswisely. Yet, man has
often changed tho environment
in ways that are dangerous to
all living things.

Pollution, destruction of hab-

itat, farming and forestry me-

thods that leave the ground bar-
ren . . . they nil take their toll
on fish and wildlife. Yet in spite
of the problems created by man
through environmental degrada-
tion, many species of wihlltfo
that havebeenvigorously hunted
(tho white-taile-d deer, for ex-

ample) thrive in greater num-
bers thanever. Itemington Arms
researchhas found that mot of
the birds and mammals listed as
"endangered"today by tho U.S.
Bureau of Sport Fisheries and
Wildlife have neverbeenhunted.
Why are their numbers decreas-
ing? --Massive, harmful, man-ma-de

changes in tho environ-
ment are far more of a threat
than tho weekend hunter. By
tho same token, hunted .vpcie
that have thrived have benefited
from intelligent game manage-
ment practices.

And the problems go farther.
Pollution that otiginateson land
can find its way to tho oceanand
destroy jnarino jdiytoplankton.
Thesemicroscopicplantsare not
only tho base of food chains in
the seas . . . they also maintain
tho oxygen level neededto sup-
port man.

Today we face a serious threat
to wildlife . . . and to man. Tho
threat comes not from the
hunter,but from man'sabus of
the environment. Tho birds and
bees can't ro-ord-er the earth.
It's up to us. And if we don't
stop our present disregard for
nature,we may be firt on tho
CniiJI j.ircd list.

When a caller picks up his
receiver to make a 1 DDD
call, he dials the access code
"1" which connects his tele-
phone willi an automatic re-
cording devise known as a
"ticketer". This is comparable
to the usual procedure of dial-
ing a number to reach a long
distance operator He then
dials the area code and tele-
phone number.
