Reduce tax time
stress with good
recordkeeping

Whether you are an
individual taxpayer or a
business owner, you can
avoid headaches at tax time
by keeping good records
during the year. Although the
next federal income tax filing
season is not far off, it's never
too late to start gathering
records and setting up a
beneficial system to help stay
organized for years to come.

“In most cases, the IRS
does not require you to
keep records in any special
manner, but you should keep
any and all documents that
may have an impact on your
federal tax return,” said Clay
Sanford, an IRS spokesman
in Dallas. “It's important to
get into this routine, because
you may forget expenses
when you prepare your tax
return unless you record
them when they occur”
You should usually keep
the records supporting
items on your tax returns
for at least three years. This
includes records to support
deductions or credits you
claim on your returns, such
as invoices, receipts, mileage
logs and cancelled checks, or
any other proof of payment.
Small business owners must
keep all employment tax
records for at least four years
after the tax becomes due or
is paid, whichever is later.

Other important
documents you should
keep include records for
gross receipts, such as cash
register tapes, bank deposit
slips, receipt books, invoices,
credit card charge slips and
forms 1099 miscellaneous.

Proof of purchases-for

instance, cancelled checks,
cash register tape receipts,
credit card sales slips and
invoices.

Expense documents- like
invoices, cancelled checks,
cash register tapes, account
statements, credit card sales
slips and petty cash slips for
small payments.

Documents to verify your
assets—such as purchase and
sales invoices, real estate
closing statements and
cancelled checks.

Also, you should normally
keep records relating to your
business assets until at least
three years after you sell or
otherwise dispose of the
property. Examples of these
assets include building,
machinery, equipment, and
office furniture or fixtures
purchased and used in your
business. You need these
records to determine the
annual depreciation in gain
or loss when you sell the
assets.

“You need accurate
records to monitor the
progress of your business,’
Sanford added. “Records can
show whether your business
is improving, which items are
selling or what changes you
need to make.”

Texas lake and river
swimmers reminded of
potential health risks

With summer starting
to heat up, people across
the Brazos River basin are
heading to nearby rivers
and lakes. However, the
conditions that make
the water temperature so
delightful can also encourage
the growth of a rare but
dangerous microorganism.

The Brazos River
Authority encourages visitors
to enjoy the water, while
being aware of health risks
associated with swimming in
or around stagnant or slow-
moving water.

Primary amebic
meningoencephalitis (PAM),
which is most common
during the summer, is a rare
disease caused by naegleria
fowleri, an amoeba found in
almost all untreated, fresh
surface water and in soil.
The amoeba thrives in low
levels of fresh water that is
warmer than 80 degrees and
stagnant or slow-moving.
The PAM infection occurs
when water containing the
organism is forced into the
nasal passages—usually from
diving or jumping into water
or from water skiing. The
amoeba makes its way into
the brain and spinal cord,
destroying brain tissue.

Symptoms of the almost
always fatal infection include
severe headache, high fever,
stiff neck, nausea, vomiting,
seizures and hallucinations
as the condition worsens.
Although PAM is rare-
affecting about one to three

people a year in Texas—those
infected usually succumb to
the disease within a week.

There were 10 known cases
of PAM in Texas between
2000 and 2010, according
to state health officials. No
cases have been diagnosed
in Texas since the beginning
of 2011. Worldwide, only
a few hundred cases have
been reported over the last
30 years.

To prevent infection, it
is recommended that those
taking part in warm, fresh
water-related activities use
nose clips or hold their noses
shut while jumping into
water. With the amoeba
often found in soil, it is
best to avoid stirring up
underwater sediment. The
Texas Department of State
Health Services recommends
that people avoid stagnant or
polluted water and take “No
Swimming” signs seriously.

While the BRA tests for
a variety of contaminants,
such as E. coli at more
than 100 sites, no testing
is conducted for the PAM
microbe.

PAM cannot be spread
person to person nor by
drinking water. Swimming
pools and hot tubs that are
properly cleaned, maintained
and chlorinated are generally
safe, as is salt water.

House vote clears way for
new abortion regulations

AUSTIN-Legislation to
revise redistricting maps,
regulate abortion and change
punishment guidelines
regarding youths convicted of
a capital felony occupied state
lawmakers in special session
last week.

Called by Gov. Rick Perry
on May 27, the 30-day session
ends on June 25. Drawing the
House floor spotlight through
Sunday night and early Monday
morning was Senate Bill 5,
relating to the regulation of
abortion procedures and
providers. Citizens for and
against crowded Capitol
corridors and the House gallery.
SB 5, tentatively approved on a
97-33 vote at 3:24 a.m., faces a
final vote before moving back
to the Senate.

The legislation proposes to
amend the Health and Safety
Code and the Occupations
Code regarding regulation of
abortion procedures, providers
and facilities, prohibiting
abortions at or after 20 weeks
post-fertilization and adding
a violation related to abortions
performed after the same time
window to the list of prohibited
practices by physicians or
license applicants. Included
is an exception that allows
an abortion in the physician’s
reasonable medical judgment
that so complicates the medical
condition of the woman, to
avert the woman’s death or
substantial and irreversible
physical impairment of a major
bodily function, other than a
psychological condition.

The legislation also directs
the Texas Medical Board to
assess penalties on physicians
for improperly distributing or
prescribing abortion-inducing
drugs. And, the legislation
would create a new minimum
standard for abortion facilities
licensed by the Department
of State Health Services. Such
a facility would be required
to meet the new standards by
Sept. 1, 2014.

Republican members,
leveraging a 40-seat majority
over Democrats, moved bills
forward to comply with the
wishes of Gov. Perry, but
Democrats brought their
arguments to the fore through
proposed amendments,
although all failed on votes to
table them.

Two among many
arguments were the adverse
and disproportionate effects
of the great distances women
from rural and remote areas
would have to travel to get
to one of five facilities that
currently could be qualified to
perform abortions under the
bill and that 26 percent of Texas
women do not have health
insurance.

The House on June 24
preliminarily passed SB 23,

relating to the punishment for
a capital felony committed by
an individual younger than 18
years of age. The bill proposes
to allow a 17-year-old offender
serving a life sentence the
eligibility to apply for parole
after serving 40 years.

The House also tentatively
approved SJR 2, a proposed
constitutional amendment to
change how dollars are moved
from the state’s general revenue
fund to the so-called rainy day
fund on transfers based on oil
and natural gas production
taxes.

Votes on the preponderance
of special session legislation
have been along party lines,
with Democrats voting in
opposition. Some lawmakers
who challenged bills said
that ultimately the abortion-
regulating legislation would
not stand up to scrutiny by
the courts, nor would bills
revising certain redistricting
maps and limiting a jury’s
ability to mitigate parole in
capital murder convictions of
certain juveniles.

One bill already on its way
to the governor’s desk is SB
3, relating to the composition
of Texas House districts.
Tentatively approved by the
Senate earlier in the week, the
bill came back to the Senate with
several amendments passed
to allow certain Democratic
members in abutting House
districts to tweak boundary
lines in small and mutually
beneficial ways. In a vote
on final passage, the Senate
accepted the changes adopted
by the House.

Jobs rate stays positive

Texas’ seasonally adjusted
total nonfarm employment
expanded by 19,500 jobs in
May for a total of 324,700 jobs
added since May 2012, the
Texas Workforce Commission
reported on June 21.

Positive every month since
May 2010, the state’s annual
job growth rate in May stood at
3.0 percent and the seasonally
adjusted unemployment rate
rose slightly in May to 6.5
percent, from 6.4 percent in
April.

“The addition of 324,700
jobs over the past year, with
private sector employers
adding 299,800 during this
period, is good news for Texas,”
Texas Workforce Commission
Chairman Andres Alcantar
stated in an agency news
release.

The
busy-ness of the season is in
full swing. We had company
stop by and spend the night
which is always a good thing,
cooked outside and finished
off the weekend with a trip
to Lubbock to celebrate good
friends’ 50th anniversary.
You can tell you're getting old
when you realize your social
life is restricted to funerals
and 50th anniversary
celebrations. I prefer the
anniversaries.

The questions posed last
week concerned annexation
into the city limits.

Obviously city
water and sewage privileges
are available to annexed
areas. However, in Haskell I
believe most of our outlying
areas outside the city limits
do enjoy the water for an
extra fee. City taxes will be
imposed on those inside the
city limits whereas outside
the city limits this is not
the case. From the mayor’s
vantage point: We have many
fine, capable, intelligent
citizens who are actively
involved with improving
our city who cannot run for
city offices for instance, city
council, mayor and cannot be
appointed to any elected city
office. Maybe that’s why they

live outside the city limits???
I hope not. Personally I see
the draw to live outside the
city limits with acreage “on
a farm”; that’s where I was
reared, but I surely wish we
could tap all that talent I see.

I talked with David
Kuehler and he advised
that the two most recent
rains raised the level of
Miller Creek Reservoir ten
inches, which puts us back
to the level of about May 1.
Historically, the water level
goes down about one foot per
month this time of the year.
However, if these 100 degree
days and high winds persist,
we could easily lose that new
ten inches of water in just
two weeks. In Abilene talk
was that Fort Phantom Lake
was raised 9” after their huge
rain and wind episode, but it
was noted the level was still
13’ down. These recent rains
are helping but the problem
is not yet solved.

If an arrest is made based
on your tip, you will be
instructed to pick up your
reward money at a drive-
through bank in Abilene.
There are never any face-to
-face meetings.

If you text in a tip, your
identity is protected by a
series of scrambled computer
systems. Again no one ever
knows who you are.
