The development of wildlife
areas, and areas for recreation
on the individual farm or ranch
was the topic of discussion at
a recent conference I attended
alcnu with Jim Roykin and Ern-
est Cowncr,

The conference leader was
Abilene Area Conservationist
Paul Larson. He was assisted
by State Biologist James lien-so- n

from San Anclo and Jon
Darrow, Area Rane Specialist
from Vernon.

Many farms and ranches in
our area have great potentials
for the developmentof excellent
wildlife habitats. Many of our
area farmers and ranchers are
taking full advantageof metro-
politan area people looking for
a place to hunt, fish, or just
plain relax. The resulting in-

come from providing recrea-
tional facilities can be reward-
ing to a farmer or rancher.

We have lots of places for
fishing, boating and other water
sports in the area, but we have
few places for hunting. Many
of the farmers and ranchers in
Haskell County permit hunting
of game birds on their land for
friends, which is all well and
good. They could also reap
some monetary value by leas-
ing their land for day hunting.

The cost of developmentof
wildlife habitats is negligible-j- ust

provide a place for cover
and feed. Cover can, and us-

ually docs, consist of native
pastureswitli some brush such
as mesquite, lote, wild plum
and skunkbush sumac, or field
windbreaks.Feeding areas can
be the native pasturewhich pro-
vides grasses and forbs such
as switchgrass, bristlegrass,
wild buckwheat and other
plants producing smooth seeds,
or established field borders of
millet, blue panic, Johnson-gras-s,

sorghumalum and others.
I'reparation of a good fishing

"hole" is relatively inexpensive.
A little fertilizer added to the
pond to provide an abundance
of food for fish, and a few fisli
is all that it takes. A little work
is also necessaryto clean up

the pond so fishermen
can get to it.

Haskell County also hasmany
areas of already established

rover, feed, and restlni? places
for migratory fowl in the largo
playa lakes north of Haskell.
And there arc some areas
where deer and turkey can be
found.

Although the hunting season
is over for the present time,
now is the time to begin plan-
ning for this year's hunting
season. Preparations should be
made early enough so that am-
ple time exists in order to be
reatly for next season. If you
prepare cover and feeding nr-a-s

during Uie spring and sum-
mer, the game birds wilt be
there when hunting season
opens.

Hoykin, Cowger or I will be
available for planning needed
wildlife and recreation facilities
if you are interested. We will
bo talking with each fanner
and rancher we contact to as-

certain his interests and de-

sires in the field of wildlife and
recreation.
