Dr. Frank Cadenhead, pres-
ident of the Haskell School
Board, told the Free Press
Wednesday morning that if the
ADA. t(average daily attend.
ance ) figures remain stable or
go down, we will be a Class A
team in two years

The regquirements now are
that a Class AA school have
an ADA. of 230.

“We were just six students

Four vears ago the average
