ence was made to “affirmative
orders” issued by & court. Es-
sentially this is an injunction
against an individual who is
found to be pursung a course
of conduct  which is legally
wrong and is harmful to anoth-

er
Courts possess the power in ap-
propriate cases to grant relief
by issuing an order prohibiting
such actions in the future. “Af-
firmative orders,”” however,
may go one step further. Not
nnl_;- is future conduel prescrib-
ed. but the court reguires af-
firmative action designed to
undo the wrong previously com-
mitted

This 15 well and good, But,
when the wrongdoer 1s a gove
croment agency, the require
ment that it take a specific
course of action, transfers de-
ciston-making from the legisla-
tive to the judicial branch,

As an example, thig *tech-
nique has been employed ex-
tengively in school desegrega
t.on cases. Schools are not only
being ordered o stop acts and
policies which tend to discrim-
inalg against racial minortes

. but plso are being affirmative-

ly directed with regard to a

{ awide range of future school pol-

icies such as the location of dis-
trict boundaries, the sites of
specific schools, the racial com-
position of teachers and stu-
dents within each school, the
busing of students by racial
quotas to a patricular school,
the propriety of text books and
materials, testing methods, ete.

The Congress has enacted nu-
merous laws against discrimi-
nation by reason of race, erced,
sex and previous origin, It has
also declared that public funds
shall not be used to bus st
dents simply to achieve balance
in schools The Supreme Court
has either ignored the acts of
Congress or held them uncon-
stitutional, presumably because
the majority of the Justices
thought the law should be other-
wise

Regardless of  whether it
should or should not, 1t Is not
the prerogative of the courts to
decide how tax money should
be channeled '

Space does not perfit a full
discussion of the separation of
powers of all three branches of
the Federal Government — the
Executive, Legislative and Ju
dicial. Sinee almost the begin-
ning there has been controver:
sy and argument on what the
separation should be and the
extent of over-apping author-
ity For instance there is now
the issue of the President with.
holding certain funds appropri-
ated by the Congress for spec
iie  purposes. The Congress
provides the [unds—the Execu.
tive spends. No more money
can be spent than is appropri-
aled but the President and
Presidents in the past contend
that  all funds provided need
not be spent
