signed to a one-year contract. 
Details of salary, compensation and 
duties outlined in that contract were 
not discussed in open session.

As interim administrator. Tucker 
was paid the same amount as for­
mer hospital administrator Rickard 
was.

Trustees met in executive session 
Monday night prior to naming

Tucker to the hospital’s top spot.
“We wanted somebody with 

experience, somebody who would 
do the best with the funds we have 
and utilize our tax money the best 
way possible,” said Charlie Brown, 
President of the NRH Board of 
Trustee. “We wanted someone who 
would work with staff and see the 
best ways to make cuts. We also

wanted someone who can help us 
unify this hospital and make it last a 
while.”

Tucker has roots in Winters. He 
was once a nursing home adminis­
trator and even served on the North 
Runnels Hospital board years ago.

Tucker was hospital administra­
tor in Big Lake for seven years.

Tucker was not the only person

considered for the job, with trustees 
offering up other names for the post 
after Rick Rickard resigned in late 
November.

Since that time the hospital has 
seen one of its two physicians die of 
an illness and Chief Financial 
Officer Harold Hudgens retire. The

The U.S. Census Bureau is 
pointing to data that indicates 
Texas could see more federal 
dollars roll this way if recent 
population increases in the 
state prove true in this year’s 
count.

The local census office in

San Angelo is responsible for 
carrying out the 2010 
Decennial Census operations 
in a 27 county area of West 
Central Texas and is hosting a 
grand opening and open 
house today, kicking off new 
year efforts to count every­
body.

“Sixteen hundred tempo­
rary employees are being 
hired by the San Angelo 
Local Census Office to 
ensure we have a complete

and accurate count of every 
person living in our local 
communities,” said Robert 
Aguilar, U.S. Census Bureau 
Partnership Specialist for 
Texas.

Census information also 
affects the numbers of seats 
the state occupies in the U.S. 
House of Representatives. 
And people from many walks 
of life use census data to 
advocate for causes, rescue 
disaster victims, prevent dis­
eases, research markets, 
locate pools of skilled work­
ers and more.

Census data is also used to 
help communities like 
Ballinger and Winters

improve their infrastructure. 
Ballinger recently qualified 
for a federal sewage improve­
ment grant based on census 
data. Winters also qualified 
for a massive federal water 
project to bring new pipes, 
pumps and meters to Winters 
based on community profile 
numbers.

The information the census 
collects helps to determine

What the new cervical cancer screening 
guidelines mean for women’s health

And SUSAN SCANLAN

It’s not surprising that 
women are confused about 
the recently changed recom­
mendations for cancer 
screening and prevention. 
New guidelines from the 
American College of 
Obstetricians and
Gynecologists (ACOG) -  
the leading medical group 
that provides health care for 
women -  say women should 
wait longer to begin cervi­
cal-cancer screening and 
that they should be screened 
less frequently. On the heels 
of similar changes to breast- 
cancer screening guidelines, 
it’s understandable that 
many women might see this 
as a step backward.

On the contrary, the new 
cervical-cancer screening 
recommendations reflect 
advances in our understand­
ing of this disease and in 
tools now available to pre­
vent it. More importantly, 
they present an opportunity 
to educate women about the 
significant opportunity we

have to further prevent -  if 
not eliminate -  cervical can­
cer.

New ACOG screening 
guidelines recommend 
women should begin getting 
Pap tests at age 21 (as 
opposed to within three 
years of becoming sexually 
active) and that, from ages 
21 to 29, most women 
should have Pap tests every 
two years instead of annual­
ly. Additionally, screening 
for women 30 and older with 
a history of normal Pap test 
results now moves to every 
three years.

To understand the ratio­
nale for these changes, it’s 
important to first know how 
the disease develops. 
Cervical cancer is caused by 
“high-risk” types of the 
human papillomavirus 
(HPV), a common sexually 
transmitted infection. Most 
women will have HPV at 
some point in their lives, but 
their immune systems will 
typically clear the virus 
without symptoms or treat­
ment. HPV infections that 
persist over time -  typically

many years -  can cause cell 
changes that can potentially 
lead to cervical cancer. 
Because cervical cancer is 
slow-growing, it generally 
allows ample time for 
screening to detect problems

that can be treated before the 
cancer can develop. The 
majority who die of cervical 
cancer in the U.S. have 
either never been screened 
or have not been screened in 
many years.

facing tough times as are 
most rural hospitals in the 
country. Current health care 
issues at the federal level, 
finding qualified personnel, 
rising health care costs and 
all the while keeping taxes 
low is especially difficult 
for smaller hospitals.

Runnels County voters 
turned down a referendum 
to create a countywide hos­
pital Nov. 3 by a 2-1 mar­
gin. The vote in Winters was 
closer to 4-1. Rickard had 
indicated a countywide hos­
pital district would solve 
many healthcare problems 
for Winters and Runnels 
County.

The board voted unani­
mously in December to hire 
Hudgens for $50 per hour to 
on an as needed basis while 
it searched for a new CFO. 
Hudgens is intimately

familiar with the hospital 
computer and bookkeeping 
system. The board said they 
also planned to try and get 
Hudgens to train the new 
person for his post once the 
slot was filled.

The board initially dis­
cussed making the adminis­
trator and CFO position one 
job, but board member 
Marvin Jones said that was 
too much work for one per­
son and the positions need­
ed to be separate.

North Runnels Hospital is 
still served by Dr. Sara 
Endicott and physician’s 
assistant Judy Zuspann.

The hospital has had to 
rearrange clinic hours and is 
closed on Friday to deal 
with the loss of a doctor. 
The hospital emergency 
room is still open 24-hours a 
day, seven days a week.

The board met with con­
sultants who specialize in 
recruiting doctors, nurses 
and administrators for 
smaller hospitals last 
month. The board indicated 
then they have been in the 
process of searching for a 
doctor for some time.

In other business:
• The board discussed 

selling 160 acres of proper­
ty near Crews known as the 
Wilkerson Estate, that was 
bequeathed to the hospital 
district years ago.

“The property has been 
appraised for $204,000 or 
about $1,200 an acre,” said 
Brown. “But what you want 
to sell it for and what you 
can get might be different 
prices.”

The hospital district was 
leasing the property for 
grazing for about $15 an

acre and that lease has 
expired.

“We need to decide do we 
want to lease it again, do we 
want to sell it or what,” said 
Brown. “If we sell it there 
are stipulations that say that 
money can only be used to 
buy equipment.”

Board members said they 
wanted to know if they 
property had mineral rights, 
if it would be crossed by 
high voltage transmission 
line planned for the area and 
was it a target for a wind 
farm.

The board voted to table 
the issue.

• The North Runnels 
Hospital Board of Trustees 
will meet again in regular 
session on Monday, Jan. 18 
at the hospital south of 
Winters. All meetings are 
open to the public.

County party primary elec­
tions will be held March 2, 
and the General Election is 
the first Tuesday in
November. Candidates had 
from Dec. 3 to Jan. 4 to for­
mally file papers with the 
county and state.

“Anytime someone seeks 
public office they need to be 
admired,” said Jane Jeschke, 
Runnels County Democratic 
Party Chair. “I am glad to see 
people supporting our party 
and getting involved in the 
process.”

Jeschke pointed out there 
are many different kinds of 
Democrats and the party has 
a rich history and tradition of 
serving at the national, state 
and local level.

“You have conservative 
democrats, middle-of-the- 
road democrats and liberal 
democrats,” said Jeschke.

“We are still the ‘Big Tent’ 
party that invites all to partic­
ipate in the political process.”

Runnels County
Republican Party Chairman 
Bill Cervenka said he too 
appreciated people who 
stepped into the public eye 
and made the hard decision to 
run for public office.

“It has taken a lot of 
courage for people to either 
change their party affiliation 
this time or to profess 
Republican values and 
ethics,” said Cervenka. “I 
think the average person 
takes for granted the fact this 
process requires people to 
take a stand on some very 
important and controversial 
issues.”

Cervenka said America 
was founded on conservative 
principals embraced by the 
Grand Ole Party and the 
courage to endorse those 
ideals politically is just now 
making it to the local level.

“There are differences -  
big differences — in 
Republicans and Democrats,” 
said Cervenka. “While those 
differences are not always 
evident at the local level, they 
are still very important.”

State law requires a candi­
date to appoint a campaign 
treasurer before accepting or 
expending campaign contri­
butions.

To be a candidate for, or 
elected or appointed to, a 
county office, a person must:

• Be a United States citi­
zen.

• Be 18 years of age or 
older on the first day of the 
term to be filled at the elec­
tion or on the date of appoint­
ment.

• Have not been deter­
mined by a final judgment of 
a court exercising probate 
jurisdiction to be totally or 
partially mentally incapaci­
tated.

• Have not been finally 
convicted of a felony from 
which the person has not 
been pardoned or otherwise 
released.

• Be a legal resident of 
Texas and the District or 
Precinct they will represent.

• Check on older adults 
and help them inspect their 
homes.

serviced. Furnaces, heaters 
and chimneys should be ser­
viced at least once a year to 
prevent fire and smoke dam­
age.

• Never leave fireplaces, 
woodstoves or space heaters 
unattended. Always use 
extreme caution with auxil­
iary heat sources.

• Keep paper, clothing, 
drapes and furniture away 
from heat sources. A spark 
from a fireplace or extended 
exposure to heat sources can 
prompt a fire.

• Avoid using lit candles. 
If you do use them, make

sure they are in stable holders 
and place them where they 
cannot be easily knocked 
down, out of the reach of 
children.

• Never leave a home or 
room with candles burning.

• Never bum trash, paint­
ed or pressure-treated wood 
inside the home.

• Never use gasoline or 
other alternative fuels in a 
kerosene heater.

• Cooking is the leading 
cause of home fires. Never 
leave food cooking unattend­
ed and keep a fire extinguish­
er in your kitchen at all

times.
• Is your Christmas tree 

still up? A dry tree in the 
house is a kindling for a fire. 
A tree should never be placed 
close to a heat source, includ­
ing a fireplace or a heat vent. 
The heat will dry out the tree, 
causing it to be more easily 
ignited by heat, flame or 
sparks. Keep fresh trees 
watered. When a Christmas 
tree becomes dry, promptly 
discard it.

• Have your chimney, 
chimney vent and flue 
cleaned and inspected annu­
ally.

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how more than $400 billion 
dollars of federal funding 
each year is spent on infra­
structure and services like, 
hospital, job training centers, 
schools, senior centers and 
road and bridge projects.

Texas gained more people 
than any other state between 
July 1,2008, and July 1,2009
(478.000) , followed by 
California (381,000), North 
Carolina (134,000), Georgia
(131.000) and Florida
(114.000) , according to the 
latest U.S. Census Bureau 
estimates

“This is the final set of

Census Bureau state popula­
tion estimates that will be 
published before the official 
2010 Census population 
counts to be released next 
December,” said Census 
Bureau Director Robert 
Groves. “We are focused now 
on ensuring we get a com­
plete and accurate count in 
2010. The census counts will 
not only determine how many 
U.S. House seats each state 
will have but will also be 
used as the benchmark for 
future population estimates.” 

Wyoming showed the 
largest percentage growth: its 
population climbed 2.12 per­
cent to 544,270 between July 
1, 2008, and July 1, 2009. 
Utah was next largest, grow­
ing 2.10 percent to 2.8 mil­

lion. Texas ranked third, as its 
population climbed 1.97 per­
cent to 24.8 million, with 
Colorado next (1.81 percent 
to 5 million).

Several states have nega­
tive net domestic migration, 
which means more people are 
moving out than moving in. 
Florida and Nevada, which 
earlier Jin the decade had net 
inflows, are now experienc­
ing new outflows.

The nation’s population as 
of July 1,2009, was 307 mil­
lion, an increase of 0.86 per­
cent since July 1,2008.
