Getting 
ready for the 
Texas 4000

WINTERS, Texas.- Winters citizens, 
kids and even the swimming pool is get­
ting ready for the Texas 4000, a cancer 
treatment bike fundraiser from Cedar 
Park to Alaska, which will be touching 
base here on June 8-9.

The riders are expected to arrive in 
Winters on June 8, have a hamburger 
meal and share with the people at the 
swimming pool, after that they will spend 
the night and restart the 4,687-mile jour­
ney in support of cancer research.

Everybody is invited to the meal with 
about 30 riders, in an effort to get the 
community involved with this cause

Riders will be braving with 70 days of 
rain, sleet, wind, snow, hail and heat in a 
metaphor for the struggle cancer patients 
face each day.

“This summer the riders will battle 
hail, rain, wind and snow, yet a t the end 
of the day they will get off their bikes and 
rest. Cancer patients do not have that lux­
ury,” said Sense Corp Texas 4000 for 
Cancer Executive Director, Jamille 
Ruebsahm.

For the seventh year, more than 40 stu­
dent riders will start their journey in 
Austin with a 70-mile community bike 
ride called Atlas. From there riders head 
north, separated into two routes: Rockies 
and Coastal.

Both routes start on June 5, in Cedar 
Park headed to Lampasas, on day two 
teams separate and the Rockies route 
goes from there to Brownwood, for a 71- 
mila trip; on June 8 the bikers will get to 
Winters on their hard journey.

“It is absolutely astounding to see 
these young riders put their bodies and 
minds to the test an travel more than 
4,500 miles each year to draw awareness 
to cancer,” said Keat Wilkins, Sense Corp 
CEO.

This ride, compared in length to the 
Tour de France, is the longest charity 
bicycle ride in the world.

Throughout the journey, riders stop 
along to educate people about cancer 
early detection, prevention and treatment, 
visit patients and raise funds for research.

The travel offers hope to ill people, 
and the riders dedicate their daily ride to 
someone fighting cancer.

Riders take the challenge to honor the 
people fighting cancer, in memory of 
those who have lost the battle with this 
disease and to support life-saving by 
bringing knowledge about cancer preven­
tion and treatment to communities.

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History of Police - Part VII
‘Nick N am es’

Wikipedia, states that a 
nickname (also spelled “nick 
name”) is a descriptive name 
given in place of, or in addi­
tion to, the official name of a 
person, place or thing. The 
term hypocoristic name is 
used to refer to a nickname of 
affection between those with 
a close emotional bond. The 
term diminutive name refers 
to nicknames that convey 
frustration, smallness, or 
contempt.

A nickname is sometimes 
considered desirable, sym­
bolizing a form of accep­
tance, but can often be a form 
of ridicule and a “put down”.

The police are people 
empowered by the communi­
ty to enforce the law, protect 
property and reduce civil dis­
order. The word comes from 
medieval French police, from 
Latin politia (“civil adminis­
tration”).

Alternative names for the 
police force include constab­
ulary, gendarmerie, police 
department, police service, 
crime prevention, protective 
services, law enforcement 
agency or Garda Siochana. 
Members can be police offi­
cers, troopers, sheriffs, con­
stables, rangers, peace offi­
cers or Garda. Russian police 
and police of the Soviet-era 
Eastern Europe are (or were) 
called militsiya. Because 
police often deal with people 
in various situations, nick­

names have 
become numer­
ous. Many slang 
terms for police 
officers are 
decades or cen­
turies old with 
lost etymology.

In the next few 
articles, I thought 
it would be inter­
esting to explore 
some of these 
nicknames for 
our profession 
and share them with you. 
Some of the terms I discov­
ered while researching this 
article I found to be quite 
interesting. Of course, most 
of the nicknames I discov­
ered are not “terms of 
endearment”, but they are 
interesting all the same. Here 
are a few that start with the 
letter “B”.

Barney
Term coined after Barney 

Fife from The Andy Griffith 
Show.

Bear
Short for “Smokey Bear” 

in reference to the hats worn 
by some law enforcement 
officers similar to the ranger 
hat worn by “Smokey Bear”. 
“Bear bait” is a reference to 
speeders, who may draw the 
attention of the police and 
allow slightly slower traffic 
to exceed the speed limit in

their wake. “Bear 
in the Air” is a ref­
erence to a police 
chopper. “Bear in a 
plain brown wrap­
per” is a reference 
to an unmarked 
patrol car.

Berry
O r i g i n a t i n g  

from blueberry, 
referring to the 
blue uniform most 
officers wear.

Big Blue Machine
A somewhat derisive term 

to describe the perception of 
any large regional police ser­
vice.

Black and White
Usually refers to a police 

car, but also extends to the 
police themselves.

Blue Meanies
This is a 1960’s hippie 

slang term for the police; it 
was used in the Beatles film 
the Yellow Submarine, 
although many viewers may 
not have realized its signifi­
cance. The term was first 
known to be used during the 
Free Speech Movement 
when referring to the 
Alameda County Sheriffs 
Office.

Bobby
This term is no longer

widely used in Britain, 
though it can occur with a 
mixture of affection and 
slight irony in the phrase 
“village bobby” which 
refers to the local communi­
ty police officer. The term 
“Bobby on the beat” is often 
used in politics in reference 
to a return to more commu­
nity based policing includ­
ing foot patrols by one local 
officer (bobby) of his own 
small area or “beat”. It is 
derived from Robert Peel 
(Bobby being the usual 
nickname for Robert) the 
founder of the Metropolitan 
Police and it also refers to 
the rate of pay a police offi­
cer got in Peel’s day which 
was “one bob a week”. In 
Britain, volunteer Special 
Constables are sometimes 
referred to as Hobby 
Bobbies.

Boys in blue
A reference to the blue 

uniform worn by some offi­
cers.

Thank you for your sup­
port of our local Winters 
Police Department officers 
as we try to do our duty to 
the community. May God 
give us the wisdom, discern­
ment, and courage necessary 
to serve our community 
well.

Secrest proceeded to imply 
we had “sinister” and “hid­
den motives” concerning our 
call for safety. And too, 
Danny Prado seems to imply 
the same bothersome impli­
cations in his testimonies 
before the Council.

These implications are not 
true. Mom and I would like 
to state we have no “sinister” 
or “hidden agenda” motives. 
We have clearly stated for 
more than a year we are 
working for and requesting 
safety. And that is it. The 
“it” is safety.

the committee concerning 
this matter are important. If 
implemented and enforced it 
would help. However imple­
mentation would not com­
pletely solve the safety issue.

Consider, for example, 
how difficult it would be to 
enforce the 150-yard “set­
back” from a property line 
fence. Think of the enforce­
ment difficulty when the 
main road for 1.5 miles is 
basically adjacent to our 
property. Consider too, most 
of .̂the past illegal vandalism 
involved shooting up our 
property has been with shot­
guns (from this road).

Limited access by vehi­
cles will help. However, 
once the lock combination is 
given out it is only a cell 
phone call away to whomev­
er. This will be abused.

Deer hunting with danger­
ous high-powered rifles 
and/or shotguns will contin­
ue. But hopefully reduced. A 
lot of folks have hunted deer 
illegally on this little strip of 
land on the east side of the 
lake for five decades. Some 
of them are going to find a 
way. And they are going to 
be “ticked off’ if someone 
tries to stop them. They are

thinking, “It has never been 
enforced before then why 
now?”

This is possibly the only 
city owned property any­
where that allows firearms 
and hunting where kids play, 
fishermen fish, camper’s 
camp and looker’s look.

The proposed gates/fenc- 
ing, as suggested by Chief 
Johnson and the committee, 
are necessary for any control 
or management or enforce­
ment by the City.

For the above reasons

(and more) we would like to 
again request you solve the 
problem by closing this pub­
lic use area for hunting for 
any species and by any 
means (including unleashed 
dogs). Then enforce it.

Mom and I will cooperate 
in any way we can to assist 
in accomplishing safety for 
all.

The black bass continue to 
take center stage and are 
being brought to the scales in 
record numbers.

Conservation stewardship 
program deadline nears

WINTERS, Texas.- Runnels County 
landowners still have time to sign up for the 
Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP) at 
their local Natural Resources Conservation 
Service (NRCS) office but the deadline for 
getting signed up for the second CSP ranking 
period is quickly approaching. According to 
NRCS District Conservationist Ronnie 
Vanicek, now is the time for landowners and 
producers who have considered applying for 
CSP to get signed up and submit documenta­
tion. USD A has announced the national cut­
off date for CSP is June 11, which requires 
landowners submit applications quickly.

“If you’ve heard about the new CSP and 
talked with other local producers or read 
about others involved with it, now is the time 
to roll up your sleeves and get your conserva­
tion operation on the list of those recognized 
for a quality conservation commitment,” 
explains Vanicek, “It’s important that you get 
your application and paperwork submitted so 
you can be part of the 2010 CSP ranking peri­
od and funding cycle,”.

According to Vanicek, the clock is ticking 
for program sign-up this fiscal year. USDA 
just announced the final cutoff date, which 
gives producers a brief window of opportuni­
ty to get signed up for the CSP signup in

2010.
Texas State Conservationist Don Gohmert 

confirms NRCS teams across the state are 
ready to work with producers and start the 
process. “If you’re already an NRCS cooper­
ator and are in the system, just meet with 
local field office staff. Let them know you’re 
ready for CSP.” Ag producers or landowners 
who are new to NRCS or USDA will need to 
schedule an appointment and complete the 
application process and get the ball rolling.

CSP is a voluntary program that encour­
ages producers to maintain existing conserva­
tion activities and adopt additional practices 
on their operations. The program is popular 
for producers who go the extra mile with con­
servation and sustainable operations — 
whether they’ve accomplished goals on their 
own, with other conservation partners, or 
through USDA and NRCS programs.

“CSP is the perfect program because it rec­
ognizes ag producers and landowners who do 
the right things and it moves them forward as 
they add new resource protection practices on 
their land,” Vanicek adds.

While CSP applications are accepted on a 
continuous basis, only applications received 
by the national cutoff date of June 11 will be 
considered for funding in fiscal year 2010. 
For more information about CSP, including 
eligibility requirements, visit your county 
USDA Service Center in Ballinger today.
