Cooking Bags
Can Threaten
Kitchen Safety

Plastic  oven cooking hags
can threaten kit hen sufety as
a fire hazard, according to the
Food and Drug Administration,
if homemakers don't use them
properly,

“Last February, the FDA an-
nounced reports of bursting
men  bags,”  Mrs, Barbara
Elliott, Extension county home
demonstration agent, said. “The
accidents were caused by @
phenomenon called ‘bumping’, "

She explained that bumping
oceurs when a layer of water
forms under a layer of fat that
15 secping out of the meat or
poultry being cooked. As  the
trapped water continues heat-
ing, it may reach and exceced
its botling point and convert
into steam.

“When  the  steam becomes
superheated,””  she  continued,
it may break the bonds of the
imprisoning fat and spew out
with enough force to burst the
bag. Il fat carried along in the
outburst hits a gas flame or
eleetric  heating  element, it
could cause a serious fire.”

The home demonstration
agent pointed out that you can
prevent  bumping. The FDA
and manufacturers suggest
coating the inside of the bag
with a tablespoon of flour, Or
use a sauce mix with a flour
base to coat the bag.

‘Most manufacturers instruet
users to punch small holes in
the hag to inhibit the sudden
build-up of pressure,” the agent

noted. “"And they suggest us-
ing a large, deep pan for an
added margin of safety; the
pan  will contain juices that
leak."

When carly FDA reports de-

seribed oven bags as a poten-
tinl fire hazard, Mrs. Elliott
said that some industry repre-
sentatives blamed the rash of
oven bag accudenls on  care-
lessness or in attention to in-
structions.

“Apparently, these represent.
atives suspected that expanding
air in bags not perforated with
air holes were causing the ac-
cidents.”

The FDA announced last May
that manufacturers will begin
providing additional package
instructions to insure safe use
of the bags.

“But since turnover in some
stores may be slow,”” Mrs. El-
liott added, ‘‘expect the old,

inadequately labeled bags 10
keep cropping us for some
time. Meanwhile, if you use

siich bhags remember to punc-
ture with air holes, coat insides
with flour mixture, and use a
pan to trap leaking juices.”
