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Winter storm brings closures and delays

WINTERS - Last week’s winter
storm caused closures and
delays all over the Big Country,
due to sleet, snow and a thick
layer of ice covering all rural and
city roads. All school districts in
the area canceled classes on
Tuesday, some had delays on
Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday.

Ballinger Independent School
District suspended classes on
Tuesday and delayed entrance
until 10 a.m for the rest of the
week.

Winters Independent School
District suspended classes on
Tuesday and Wednesday. The
doors of the buildings were
frozen and the sidewalks full of
ice. The days will be credited as
bad weather days.

Low temperatures dropping in
the single digit also generated
power outages in some parts of
the county, medical facilities
such as the Ballinger Clinic suf-

fered a blackout on Wednesday,
the Ballinger Memorial Hospital
was not affected but the adminis-
tration called to save as much
energy as possible.

The Runnels County
Courthouse also suffered the
effects of weather. The building
opened late on Tuesday and
Wednesday, and on Thursday
was completely shut down. The
Courthouse building went back
to it’s normal operation hours on
Friday.

The Texas Department of
Transportation covered main
roads and bridges with sand, in
order to prevent further frosting
and vehicles from skidding.

On Tuesday morning, right
after the blizzard the traffic sig-
nals were not working. The cam-
eras froze due to the sudden
temperature drop.

Morning drivers were greeted
on Wednesday by the week’s
coldest temperatures, with the
mercury plunged down to 7
degrees and a wind chill bringing

the feeling way below zero.

Cars ditched, some were aban-
doned on the side of the road,
and several wrecks were report-
ed.

The frigid weather continued to
affect road trips, the Texas DPS
closed U.S. Highway 84 on
Thursday, February 3, from Lawn
in South Taylor county to
Coleman in Coleman County due
to the high volume of traffic col-
lisions.

Jack knifed trucks and vehicles
stranded on the icy roads
deemed certain parts of the high-
ways impassible.

Streams froze to a thick layer
of ice during three days, the
Colorado River stopped its run
west of Ballinger and the waters
froze in time under the bridge on
Hutchings Avenue. On Friday
some patches of ice still
remained.

Long residents of the area
recalled this winter storm as the
lowest temperatures in the area
for at least two decades.
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Slippery roads caused many accidents in the area, this Toyota Tundra
pick up truck rolled over on Friday, Feb. 4 on nghway 158, fortunately
the driver came out uninjured.

County lifts

The decision, approved unanimously, was made due to the recent
weather conditions and will be evaluated again on the next
Commissioners Court regular meeting. The ban lifted was due on
February 13. o

Among other agenda 1tems the Tax Collector’s County Treasurer’s
and County Auditor’s reports were approved.

Commissioners approved payment of all current accounts and rat-
ified payment of accounts pre-approved between court dates by
members duly appointed by the Runnels County Commissioners
Court.

They also ratified a home delivered meal grant budget from
$18,492.16 that was previously approved to the corrected amount of
$17,865.99.

Commissioners approved a resolution regarding unfunded man-
dates sent down to states from the

federal government -HJR 56 in the 82nd Legislature.

All members of the Commissioners Court were asked to bring in a
list with the county equipment to be included in the Wingate sale, on
April 2, 2011.

The Court passed a motion to submit an application for the new
county credit cards, researched by the County Auditor, Cindy
Winchester.

At the end of the meeting commissioners discussed a project to
improve the emergency responders communications equipment,
item that will be included in the next Commissioners Court regular

meeting.

Slgnup for Conservation Reserve
Program starts in March

WINTERS - Byron Bauerlein, Executive Director for the Runnels County USDA Farm
Service Agency (FSA), announced a Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) signup March
14, 2011 through April 15, 2011. This is the second consecutive year that USDA has
offered a general CRP signup.

“Financial incentives available through CRP afford farmers and ranchers a low risk
opportunity to implement a variety of conservation practices that will benefit the envi-
ronment in a number of ways,” said Bauerlein.

“Over the past 25 years, CRP practices have improved -water and air quality, increased
wildlife habitat and prevented soil erosion,” he said.

Landowners enrolled in the CRP program receive annual rental payments and cost-
share assistance to establish long-term, resource conserving covers on eligible farmland.
Land that is not currently enrolled in CRP can be offered during sign-up if all eligibility
requirements are met. CRP participants with contracts expiring this fall can make new
contract offers during the signup period. Contracts awarded during this general signup
will become effective October 1, 2011.

All CRP offers are evaluated and ranked using an Environmental Benefits Index (EBI)
that indicates the environmental benefits of enrolling land in CRP. There are five envi-
ronmental factors that make up the EBIL: wildlife, water, soil, air, enduring benefits and
cost. Decisions will be made following the end of the sign-up period and after analyzing
EBI data on all of the offers.

Hutchison speaker for spring
commencement UT at Austin

AUSTIN - U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey
Hutchison (R-Texas) will be the speaker
for the Spring Commencement cere-
monies at The University of Texas at
Austin on May 21.

William Powers Jr., president of The
University of Texas at Austin, said
Hutchison, who received an Outstanding
Alumna award in 1995, will address the
graduates and their guests this spring.
The evening ceremony will be held on
the university’s Main Mall.

“Sen. Hutchison’s remarkable and dis-
tinguished career as a public servant
serves as inspiration for our students as
they move forward in pursuit of their
own calling,” Powers said. “She has been
a powerful advocate for Texas and for
higher education throughout her life, and
the university is proud to recognize her
as one of our most accomplished gradu-
ates.”

Chelsea Adler, president of the uni-
versity’s Senate of College Councils,
which participated with other Student

- Government organizations in the selec-

tion of this year's commencement
speaker, said the students wanted
“someone who knows what it means to
be a Longhorn.”

“Not only is Senator Hutchison a UT
graduate, but she has made it a life
commitment to serve the state of
Texas,” Adler said. “She has always
been a personal role model of mine,
and I am excited to hear what she has
to say to the Class of 2011.” 5

“It is always an honor to address uni-
versity graduates as they complete
their education and begin the next
chapter in their lives,” said Hutchison.
“It is particularly gratifying to be able
to speak to the graduates of my alma
mater. Like so many generations of UT
graduates, life’s challenges and poten-
tial awaits them.”

Hutchison, who grew up in La
Marque, Texas, attended The University
of Texas at Austin as an undergraduate
and received a degree from the univer-
sity’s School of Law in 1967. She was
twice elected to the Texas House of
Representatives. In 1990, she was elect-
ed Texas state treasurer.

In 1993, she was elected to the United
States Senate in a special election, mak-

' ing her the first and only woman elect-

ed to represent the state in the Senate.
One year later, she was re-elected to a
full six-year term. In 2000, she received
more votes for her re-election to a sec-
ond full term than any other statewide
candidate had ever received. She was
re-elected in 2006 for the term ending
in January 2013. Hutchison announced
on Jan. 13 she would not seek re-elec-
tion for the next term.

Hutchison is the senior Republican on
the Senate Committee on Commerce,
Science and Transportation. She also is
a member of the Appropriations
Committee, the Committee on Banking,
Housing, and Urban Affairs, and the
Committee on Rules and
Administration. In the 110th Congress,
Hutchison was chairwoman of the
Republican Policy Committee. She is a
member of the Republican National
Hispanic Assembly National Advisory
Committee and chairwoman of the
West Point Board of Visitors.

Hutchison was instrumental in estab-
lishing The Academy of Medicine,
Engineering and Science of Texas. It is
the centerpiece of her effort to support
research and development while pro-
moting Texas as a science state. During
her tenure in the U.S. Senate, Texas has
moved to third in the nation in receipt
of federal research and development
expenditures.

Hutchison has received numerous
awards and honors, including the Texas
Council on Family Violence Outstanding
Leader Award, 2010; Air Force
Association Distinguished American
Award, 2008; Association of the United
States Army Outstanding Legislator
Award, 2006; Forbes Magazine’s 2005
World's 100 Most Powerful Women;
Texas Women’s Chamber of Commerce
100 Most Influential Texas Women of
the Century, 1999; and Texan of the
Year, Texas Legislative Conference,
1997. She was inducted into the Texas
Women’s Hall of Fame in 1997.

The senator’s Texas roots run deep.
Thomas Rusk of Nacogdoches was the
first Texan to hold the U.S. Senate seat
now occupied by Hutchison. He and
Hutchison’s great-great-grandfather,
Charles S. Taylor, were friends, and
both signed the Texas Declaration of
Independence.

LUBBOCK - National Eating
Disorders Awareness Week
coincides with Feed Your Body
and Soul Week at Texas Tech
University on February 20-26.

-This week recognizes the caus-

es, warning signs and risks of
eating disorders and helps to
celebrate a positive body
image.

Eating disorders tend to be
oversimplified, but they can be
harmful and very complex,
with several social and biologi-
cal factors playing a role in
their cause.

Two Texas Tech experts from
the Student Counseling Center
at the Student Wellness Center
at Texas Tech can discuss eat-
ing disorders and the specifics
of Feed Your Body and Soul
week.

CRP program begins in March

WINTERS - Byron Bauerlein, Executive
Director for the Runnels County USDA Farm
Service Agency (FSA), announced a
Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) signup
March 14, 2011 through April 15, 2011.
This is the second consecutive year that
USDA has offered a general CRP signup.

“Financial incentives available through
CRP afford farmers and ranchers a low risk
opportunity to implement a variety of con-
servation practices that will benefit the envi-
ronment in a number of ways,” said
Bauerlein.

“Over the past 25 years, CRP praCUCes
have improved water and air quality,
increased wildlife habitat and prevented soil
erosion,” he said.

Landowners enrolled in the CRP program
receive annual rental payments and cost-
share assistance to establish long-term,
resource conserving covers on eligible farm-

land. Land that is not currently enrolled in
CRP can be offered during sign-up if all eligi-
bility requirements are met. CRP participants
with contracts expiring this fall can make
new contract offers during the signup peri-
od. Contracts awarded during this general
signup will become effective October 1,
2011.

All CRP offers are evaluated and ranked

using an Environmental Benefits Index (EBI)
that indicates the environmental benefits of
enrolling land in CRP. There are five environ-
mental factors that make up the EBI: wildlife,
water, soil, air, enduring benefits and cost.
Decisions will be made following the end of
the sign-up period and after analyzing EBI
data on all of the offers.

In addition to the general sign-up, the con-

tinuous CRP sign-up program will be ongo-
ing.

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'Hearings scheduled for condemnation

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WINTERS - Sixteen landowners in
Runnels County were scheduled from
February 17 through March 25 for con-
demnation proceedings filed by Oncor
Electric Delivery Company LLC. The hear-
ings will be held independently, with each
one of the landowners and the company
presenting the case to a three member
committee.

This committee, comprised by members
of the local community, will rule on a case
by case basis about the offer made by the
company to the landowners, and will set a
price for the Right of Way. The parts
involved can still appeal to decisions made
by the committee.

Oncor Electric started the proceedings as
part of the Bluff Creek-Brown County
transmission line project to connect the
Bluff Creek Switching Station to the future
Brown Switching Station, in Brown County.

The route for the lattice towers and
power lines runs mainly along roadsides,
but in some cases gets through private
properties.

The condemnation proceedings were
filed after the company and landowners
were unable to settle an agreement for the
Right of Way.

The condemnation proceedings are a
legal resource used by government or
large corporations contemplating semi-
public improvements. After a settlement
between the parts is not reached the com-
pany starts the proceeding looking for-
ward to force the sale of the property for

the Right of Way.

Landowners questioned this practice
stating it violates the spirit of private own-
ership, by forcing an unwanted or unre-
quested sale.

The Bluff Creek-Brown County transmis-
sion line project is part of the 2005 leg-
islative initiative to increase the ability to
have renewable wind power in Texas. Over
850 miles of new lines were awarded to
Oncor Delivery Company all over the state.

The Bluff Creek-Brown County project
comprises two interconnected systems in
the area, the two projects sum about 90
miles of double circuit electric transmis-
sion line. s

Central Bluff-Bluff Creek will connect the
future Central Bluff Switching Station in
Nolan County to the existing Bluff Creek
Switching Station in Taylor County, and
the Bluff Creek-Brown transmission lines
will connect the Bluff Creek Switching
Station to the future Brown Switching
Station in Brown County.

The line will carry 345 kilovolt electric
transmission line through Taylor, Runnels,
Coleman, and Brown counties.

Bluff Creek Switching Station is located
2.25 miles southeast of U.S. Highway 277
in Taylor County, and Brown Switching
Station approximately 0.6 miles south of
Ranch Road 586, southwest of
Brownwood. For most of the line Oncor is
purchasing an aerial easement with over-
head wires. The carrying company needs
to keep the land below free from any vege-
tation that would obstruct access to con-
struct and maintain the lines.

Centenarian Knows the Drill...

If the boundaries of our
understanding were as
expansive as H. Bryan
Poff’s commitment to
sharing, our world would
be one of unprecedented
benevolence, stronger
friendships, heightened
prosperity, elevated spir-

its and unbounded faith TENAS
in Almighty God.

We’d have a preview of GoLunmasY
the “land of milk and
honey.” Handshakes Don
would seal promises, and
spoken words would have Newbury
value equal to details of e

multi-page contracts.

Positives abound with exposure to this
man whose late wife thought he would
“make a preacher.” Indeed, he has a minis-
terial manner, and his application of
Christian principles has been foundational
to oil exploration in Texas and Kentucky.
During his 73-year career, this pioneer has
drilled more than 600 wells, and at age -
100, is still at it, working phones on oil
deals daily.....

Born in Oklahoma, Poff moved with his
parents to Fort Worth at age 3. He gradu-
ated from Central High School in 1929
before beginning his career with Logan
Mapping Company. In 1930, he was in
Kilgore, selling land lease maps during the
massive East Texas oil boom.

After studying geology at TCU, he was
“off and running” as an independent oper-
ator and consultant in 1938.

Over the years, his motto has been
“always go down one more foot.” His first
personal oil discovery came in 1948 on a
Cooke County lease that would produce a
half-million barrels of oil over the next 20
years. He felt divine guidance on that first
well. Much depended on it, like whether
he’d be able to afford to drill a second
one. And he hit oil by drilling a few more
feet....

Drilling results in a majority of dry
holes, and Poff knows the life of a wildcat-
ter is “iffy.” Still, he loves the journey, and
16 of his first 22 wells were producers.

He’s a favorite at Fort Worth'’s Petroleum
Club, where he was a founding member 58
years ago.

A living legend, Poff tried retirement
twice, and he didn’t fare well either time.
For a short spell, he thought raising race
horses might be fun. It wasn’t, nor did
ownership of five drive-in restaurants
pique his interest. The allure of wildcat-
ting has long since had him by the throat,
and he’s always planning the next well....

Friends threw a 100th birthday party at
his beloved Petroleum Club on December
5. Don Woodard, a life-long friend, voiced
a tribute to the crowd of at least 175
friends.

Woodard, dubbing Poff “the Babe Ruth
of the Petroleum Club” at an earlier event,
recited a tombstone epitaph pho-
tographed by Scott Smith, the honoree’s
grandson. It reads: “THERE ARE FOUR
IMPOSSIBILITIES IN LIFE: YOU CANNOT
INHERIT CHARACTER, YOU CANNOT BUY
FRIENDSHIP, YOU CANNOT PURCHASE
RESPECT AND YOU CANNOT OUT-GIVE
GOD.”

Numerous guests requested copies, so
the honoree--in “Poff-like” fashion--mailed
them to all guests. This also gave him the
opportunity to express thanks “one more
time” and to ask God’s blessings on
them....

Twice each month, Poff hosts a non-
denominational group for Bible study and
brunch at the club. Dr. Jimmie Nelson,
long-time seminary professor, leads the
study. “It's church for me,” Poff said, smil-
ing. It started almost a decade ago, soon
after 9-11.

The patriarch, a walking encyclopedia of
Texas oil booms and busts, is frequently
questioned about “the way it was.” He’d
much rather discuss “the way it is” and
“the way he thinks it will be.”

Ever optimistic, full of zeal and keen of
thought, he feels richly blessed with a
wonderful family. He has a son and two
daughters, 11 grandchildren, 16 great-
grandchildren, and an army of friends.
(Annice, his wife of 63 years, died in
1996.) Asked about keys to successful
investing, he answers, “It may be as simple
as participating with good people who
know what they’re doing, and who offer
fair deals. If folks want to know more
about real oil prospects, they can give me
acall.”...

He recites Proverbs in the freshness of
the morning. Thus begins each day.

At workday’s end when bedtime beck-
ons, he retires, again with scriptural study
in moments prior to slumber. Wait a
minute. He doesn’t care for the word
“retire.”

Let’s amend that to read “when he goes
to bed.”

Perhaps he dreams of a rig, drilling deep
into Mother Earth. But, no matter the
depth, his faith runs much deeper....
