WINTERS - The Texas Education Agency released last 
week the Public School Accountability Scores with the 
Winters ISD showing improvement in some areas and 
lower scores in others. Overall Winters ISD received an 
Academically Acceptable rating based on performances in 
numerous categories on aU campuses.

Winters Elementary School improved to a Recognized 
rating, while Winters High School and Winters Junior 
High where rated Acceptable.

In addition to other factors such as attendance and 
dropout rates, TEA rates schools based on TAKS scores in 
the subject areas of Reading/English Language Arts, 
Writing, Social Studies, Math and Science. Within each of 
these subjects, schools are rated on subpopulations that 
have 30 or more students in that particular subpopula­
tion. Winters ISD has four subpopulations that count 
towards accountability ratings: All Students (entire cam­

pus), Hispanic, White, and Economically Disadvantaged.
With the exception of Winters Elementary School, which 

improved from Acceptable to Recognized, aU local ratings 
dropped one step in the ratings scale, following the 
statewide trend and under new scoring standards by TEA.

The TPM — a method of calculating projected perform­
ance — was ruled by the commissioner to not be consid­
ered in 2010-2011 like it had been used the previous two 
years.

Across the state, 569 schools will be rated Unacceptable 
— up from 104 schools the previous year which repre­
sents a 547 percent increase.

WINTERS - The Wiaters 
State Bank was organized in 
1906 by John Q. McAdams 
with capital stock of 
$15,000. The first bank was 
a biiilding constructed 
immediately south of the 
present location. In 1909, 
the present bmldiug on the 
comer of Main Street and 
West Dale Street was built 
as a permanent quarters for 
the bank.

The Farmers & Merchants 
State Bank was organized in 
1909, with W. E. Norton as

managing head. A few years 
later, the F. & M. was sold to 
F. Merrick and Associates 
and was finally taken over 
by the Winters State Bank in 
August 1913.

hi 1914, the Winters 
Banking Company was 
organized w i^ D. M. 
HiUyard as managing head, 
and out of this company 
grew the First National 
Bank with a charter issued 
in March of 1915. When Mr. 
HiUyard died in 1921, Bert 
E. Low became head of the 
First National Bank, hi Jime 
1927,1. N. WUkerson of

I I i-.:.
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The building that once hosted the Winters State Bank is 
located at the corner of Main Street and West Dale, in 
Winters.

Ovalo became the active 
Vice-President.

In 1924, the bank had 
outgrown its original quar­
ters and the entire length of 
the buUding was appropri­
ated to banking space.

The Winters State Bank 
purchased the First 
National Bank assets in 
November 1937. At that 
time, it was believed to be 
the largest financial deal in 
the history of the trade 
area. They acquired the 
assets by a purchase total­
ing $324,675.50. The deal 
was made by Henry James, 
President, I. N. WUkerson, 
Lyle Deffebach and Dr. J. W. 
Dixon principal stockhold­
ers, also Mrs. Albert SpUl 
and Mrs. D. N. HUlyard. 
Acting for the Winters State 
Bank in the deal were John 
Q. McAdams, President, Dr. 
C. T. Rives, Vice President, 
Carl Henslee, Cashier, 
Ronald Duncan, Assistant 
Cashier, and its Directors, 
McAdams, Dr. Rives, Wm. 
Stevens, Albert Afflerbach 
and Carl Henslee.

The Winters State Bank 
continued to grow and 
expand according to the 
needs of the community. In 
1942, the Bank of Bradshaw 
consolidated with the

Winters State Bank. During 
this time, Mr. John Q. 
McAdams was the State 
Banking Commissioner and 
Dr. J. W. Dixon was the 
President. The Bradshaw 
Bank was established in 
1910. It was owned and 
operated by Ode Hunt and 
Assodates. The assets 
brought the total deposits 
of the Winters Bank to 
$1,990,000 at the end of

1942.
In 1954, the bank was 

completely remodeled with 
dark granite used as the 
base with Roman brick 
above. Wainscoating in the 
lobby was marble with 
waUs above in walnut panel­
ing. Fixtures were modem 
styling and induded seven 
teller windows. The materi­
al was Texas Marble, alu­
minum wickets and walnut.

The expanded quarters 
induded 4,700 square feet 
and 700 square feet used 
for a directors’ room and 
snack bar reached only by a 
stairway. Beneath all of this 
area was the drive-in win­
dow and ladies lounge. In 
the basement, a storage 
vault for records and the

tremendous amount of 
gratitude for their service 
and sacrifice.”

Drought worsens as temperatures break historical record
County, south of Lufkin. “Time is running out for produc­
ers to make enough hay for their herds for winter feeding 
— even if they survive the summer. Livestock water con­
tinues to be a problem for many producers as stock tanks 
and creeks get lower or dry up. ”

“Tropical Storm Don did not bring any measurable 
rain,” reported Mile Gibbs, Agrilife Extension agent for 
Val Verde County, southeast of Fort Stockton. “Sheep 
look very good considering the drought and lack of vege­
tation. Lamb crops are down. Northern portions of the 
county need some rain just to cover the burned ground 
from the April and May wildfires. The ground is still bald 
and scorched. ”

According to Agrilife Extension district reporters in 
Central Texas conditions remained very dry. Large num­
bers of cows were being taken to sale bams. Hay sources 
were hard to find. Producers were bahng com stalks and 
other marginal forages. Stock-water tanks were getting 
low.

The Rolling Plains region remained extremely dry and 
hot. With daytime temperatures above 110 degrees, the 
National Weather Service i^ued and excessive heat warn­
ing. AU grasses'knd tLe^SWefe in ji^dp^dy iri rtiial and' 
urban areas. Additional vyater restrictions were expected, 
which win add to landscape lbsses.

In West Central the region remained extremely dry with 
triple-digit temperatures. The agricultural situation con­
tinued to worsen. Irrigated cotton was in fair condition. 
All other crops failed. Most producers were out of graz­
ing and water for hvestock. Water wells were drying up. 
Livestock producers were selling large numbers of cows.

COLLEGE STATION - More than 99 percent of the state 
was in one level of drought or another by the last week of 
July, according to the U.S. Drought Monitor.

More than 90 percent of the state was in an extreme 
drought; 75 percent in an exceptional drought. Daytime 
high temperatures continued to challenge or beat histori­
cal records in many parts of the state.

Throughout the state, with the exception of small pock­
ets where there has been rain, producers continued to 
struggle with dropping irrigation well and stock-water 
tank levels, desiccated pastures and hay shortages, 
according to reports from Texas Agrilife Extension 
Service personnel.

“Different week, same song,” said Rick Auckerman, 
Agrilife Extension agent for Deaf Smith County, west of 
Amarillo. “Producers are trying to run water on as many 
crops as possible, but the cotton is needing more water 
now also. The com crop is in dire need of water, and 
many producers are abandoning parts or whole fields of 
com production in hopes to salvage what they can.”

“What small aiiioimt of cotton that is left in the county 
is under irrigation, but farmers are beginning to turn the 
water off due to the amount of money they already have 
in the crop. They are worried they may not get that back 
in the market,” said Ryan Martin, Agrilife Extension agent 
for Motley County, east of Lubbock. “Some of the cotton 
under irrigation looks very good, but once out in it, farm­
ers realize it’s just not putting on the fruit like it should 
be.”

“AU range and pastures are in extremely bad condition,” 
said Lyle ZoeUer, Agrilife Extension agent for CoryeU 
County, west of Waco. “AU classes of Uvestock were being 
fed heavUy. Many cows are going to local market, as weU 
as most calves 300 pounds and over. There is no hay 
avaUable in area; most is coming from out of state. Low- 
water sources are now forcing sales of cattle.”

“Producers continue to cuU herds as grazing gets short­
er,” said Mark Currie, Agrilife Extension agent for PoUc

NAP provides financial 
assistance to producers of 
non-insurable crops when 
low yields, loss of invento­
ry or prevented planting 
occur due to normal disas­
ters.

“Purchasing a crop insur­
ance policy is an easy way 
for producers to practice 
risk management,” said 
Bauerlein. “This year alone 
has proved that natural 
disasters can directly affect 
the profitability and recov­
ery of agricultural opera­
tions,” he said.

Crops with a NAP appli­
cation closing date of Sept. 
1, 2011 include: All sm ^  
grains (wheat, oats, barley, 
rye and triticale), beets, 
broccoli, Brussel sprouts, 
cabbage, canola, cauli­
flower, garlic, sod grass, 
greens, herbs, kohlrabi, 
leeks, lettuce, onions, 
radishes, strawberries, 
turnips and value loss 
crops (Christmas trees, 
crustaceans, fm fish, and 
flowers).

In order to meet ehgibiti- 
ty requirements for NAP, 
crops must be non-insur­

able, commercially-pro­
duced agricultural com­
modity crops for which the 
catastrophic risk protec­
tion level of crop insurance 
is not available. If the Risk 
Management Agency (RMA) 
offers coverage for a crop 
in the county, then NAP 
coverage is not available 
for that crop.

In the event of a natural 
disaster, NAP covers the 
amount of loss greater 
than 50 percent of the 
expected production based 
on the approved yield and 
reported acreage.

Eligible producers can 
apply for coverage using 
form CCC-471, Application 
for Coverage. Producers 
must file the application 
and service fee by the Sept. 
1 deadline. The service fee 
is the lesser of $250 per 
crop or $750 per producer 
per administrative county, 
not to exceed a total of 
$1,875 for a producer with 
farming interests in multi­
ple counties.

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Drought threatens fish, wildlife, parks in Texas
Water Recreation Still a 

Good Bet to Beat the Heat

AUSTIN - As experts 
nervously watch mount­
ing threats of record 
drought in Texas, several 
truths are evident: (1) 
when water won’t fall 
from the sky, what comes 
out of the ground is criti­
cal, (2) there are impor­
tant things people can do 
to prepare to weather a 
drought, but when you’re 
in one the only quick fix 
is rain and (3) there are 
still parks, lakes and 
spring-fed rivers with 
water where folks can 
beat the dry heat.

June was the hottest 
June ever recorded in 
Texas. At this point, the 
current drought is the 
third worst on record 
based on the Palmer 
Drought Index, behind the 
droughts of 1916-1918 
and 1951-1957.The Texas 
drought map is a sea of 
red, with almost the 
entire state in extreme to 
exceptional drought, 
except for about 10 coun­
ties in northeast Texas. 
What’s worse, Uttle rehef 
is predicted, and some 
forecasts show a 
strengthening of La Nina 
weather conditions this 
fall, which could prolong 
the drought.

“What’s on my mind is 
with continued lack of 
rainfall we could see

impacts on fish and 
wildlife that could be 
apparent for years to 
come,” said Cindy 
Loeffler, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department’s top 
water resource expert.

“That’s based on 
reports from our wildlife 
biologists on poor recruit­
ment of young of the 
year, very poor available 
food such as mast for 
deer and bugs for birds to 
eat, not to mention lack 
of drinking water. With 
fish, when you see these 
historically low levels of 
stream flows, we begin to 
see fish kills from low 
dissolved oxygen and 
high temperature.”

Across the state, many 
springs and rivers are 
trickling and Texas lake 
levels are way down. In 
the west, some reservoirs 
have gone practically 
bone-dry, including O.C 
Fisher near San Angelo.

“If this goes on much 
longer we’re going to 
have some dry springs, 
without a doubt,” said 
Chad Norris, a TPWD 
water resource scientist 
who’s spent the last few 
years studying the status 
of springs across the 
state, including many on 
private ranches.

“One big problem is 
impacts to endemic and 
rare species, many of 
which are isolated to 
these small springs and

are found nowhere else. 
We might not lose an 
entire species, but we 
could lose local popula­
tions that could push 
them toward extinction.”

Norris said people 
underestimate the impor­
tance of small springs. 
Even in drought-dried 
creeks, they sustain iso­
lated pools of water, and 
while that’s not ideal 
habitat, if you’re an 
aquatic species or even a 
terrestrial mammal look­
ing for water, it’s critical.

“Those spring-fed pools 
may be what will keep 
our common wildlife 
species common. The 
bass, sunfish and min­
nows, the fish communi­
ties in our streams, they 
need somewhere to hold 
on, so they can repopu­
late the creek when rain 
finally returns.”

Spring flows at San 
Marcos and Comal 
Springs, two of the largest 
springs in the 
Southwestern U.S., are 
declining due to drought 
and groundwater with­
drawal from the Edwards 
Aquifer. There are eight 
threatened or endangered 
species that depend 
directly on the Edwards 
Aquifer system: the foun­
tain darter, San Marcos 
salamander, San Marcos 
gambusia, Texas blind 
salamander. Peck’s cave 
amphipod, Comal Springs 
dryopid beetle, Comal 
Springs riffle beetle, and 
Texas wild-rice. The San 
Marcos gambusia, last col­
lected in the wild in 1983, 
may already be extinct.

These rare creatures 
evolved to withstand peri­
odic droughts, but human 
activity, particularly 
increased groundwater 
pumping, is changing the 
equation.

“Jacob’s Well is a great 
example,” said Norris. 
“Recently its flow was 
down to one tenth of a 
cubic feet per second 
(CFS), but it popped back 
up when groundwater 
pumping restrictions went 
in, though still below one 
CFS, very low. The real 
trick is groundwater use, 

"and the fact that there are 
so many more of us noW.”

Primary threats to 
aquifer-dependent species 
are intermittent loss of 
habitat from reduced 
spring flows, water pollu­
tion, and competition 
from non-native, invasive 
species. The good news is 
there are efforts underway 
to plan for drought and 
wisely manage the ground- 
water that sustains people 
and wildlife, such as the 
Edwards Aquifer Recovery 
implementation Plan.

These days, you can 
track how much water’s 
flowing in most Texas 
rivers online, thanks to 
flow gauges tracked by the 
U.S. Geological Survey. 
Interestingly, when you 
look at the USGS Map of 
Daily Streamflow offering 
historical comparisons, 
about half the state shows 
green dots indicating nor­
mal flow. Of course, the 
other half are the red of 
dry desperation, such as 
the Llano River at Llano 
with only about 4 percent 
of its normal/median flow, 
and even the upper Sabine 
in wetter East Texas near 
14 percent.

San Marcos and Comal 
springs are also the head­
waters of the San Marcos 
and Comal Rivers and pro­
vide important base flows, 
especially during drought, 
to the Guadalupe River 
and its coastal estuary.
The endangered whooping 
crane breeds in northern 
Canada and winters on the 
Texas coast, and high 
salinities caused by low 
freshwater inflows are a 
stressor for whooping 
cranes. Extreme droughts 
can hmit their preferred 
foods like blue crabs and 
wolfberries, and can force 
cranes to fly to uplands to 
drink, using more energy 
and exposing birds to 
more predator threats and 
other mortahty factors. 
Whooping crane mortahty 
and Guadalupe-San 
Antonio River discharge 
data over the last 20 years 
show that high mortality 
winters are associated 
with low water discharges.

On land, animals are on 
the move, going where the 
food and water are, some­
times in urban areas. 
AUigator sightings are 
increasing in the eastern 
part of the state as they 
search for dwindling habi­
tat. NormaUy nocturnal 
animals hke foxes and 
skunks are being spotted

during the day, raisiug 
concerns about rabies 
transmission.

Without rain rehef, deer 
recruitment whl be poor 
this year. Deer have been 
eating their simimer for­
age, and there may not be 
anything left later in the 
summer. Turkey popula­
tions may also be down 
due to lack of food and 
cover. On weh-managed 
ranches where native 
grasses are healthy, 
whdhfe may weather the 
drought better than in 
previously overgrazed 
areas.

Drought can actuahy 
mean better hunting and 
fishing in some cases. 
Shrinking surface water 
and habitat can concen­
trate fish and game, mak­
ing them easier to find; 
this could be the case with 
coastal waterfowl, for 
example. But there can be a 
tradeoff in resource 
impacts from taking too 
many vulnerable animals in 
certain areas, and these sit­
uations rely on responsible 
stewardship from 
hunter/anglers.

Likewise, water recre­
ation continues to lure 
Texans to rivers, lakes, 
spring-fed swimining 
holes, and state parks with 
water features, air-condi­
tioned cabins and the like. 
State Parks with constant- 
level lakes have seen an 
increase in visitation. Texas 
is blessed with marvelous 
spring-fed rivers, which are 
crowded with paddlers and 
tubers.

However, low lake levels 
and stream flows have 
made recreational access 
difficult. Many boat ramps 
have closed as water levels 
decrease. Boaters who do 
manage to launch some­
times find a smaller sur­
face area, and safety 
becomes a concern as lakes 
get crowded and hazards 
such as trees and sand 
bars are exposed.

Contact recreation can 
pose health hazards if 
water quahty is poor. For 
example, primary amebic 
meningoencephahtis or 
PAM is a rare but some­
times deadly disease that 
can be caused when water 
is forced up the nose 
while diving, jumping or 
water skiing. Symptoms 
may include severe 
headache, high fever, stiff 
neck, nausea and vomit­
ing. The state health

department advises people 
not to swim or ski in stag­
nant water, and to hold 
their nose or use nose 
chps when skiing, jet ski­
ing or jumping into fresh 
water.

All this said, the situa­
tion could change marked­
ly for the better with rain­
fall from tropical storms, 
and Texas is now in peak 
hurricane season.

Record drought tends to 
focus the mind on the 
need for water planning. 
While some look at ways 
to enhance water supply, 
others emphasize conser­
vation to better use what 
we already have.

“The big gamble we take 
in the water planning busi­
ness is we assume the 
worst drought we’ll ever 
see win be no worse than 
the ’drought of record’ 
that occurred in the 
1950s,” said Loeffler. “But 
we know, based on tree 
ring data, Texas has 
weathered ’mega­
droughts’ worse than the 
drought of the 1950s.
Some weather experts are 
wondering if our current 
drought could be the ‘new 
normal.’”

While the vital but long­
term process of water 
planning rolls on, there 
are things every Texan can 
do now. Besides practical 
steps hke rainwater har­
vesting and low-flow 
shower heads, folks can 
convert water-sucking 
lawns to native Texas 
Wildscapes. Native Texas 
plants that evolved to 
withstand droughts are 
attractive and require less 
water, time and money. In 
rural areas, TPWD wildhfe 
biologists can advise 
landowners on ways to 
manage land to weather 
drought and benefit peo­
ple and wildhfe.

“Water conservation has 
got to be a bigger part of 
the answer for Texas,” 
Loeffler said. “Just 
because water comes out 
of the kitchen tap like 
magic doesn’t mean it’s a 
limitless resource. It’s 
time we started treating 
every drop as precious.”

The recently created 
Texas drought task force 
website provides a good 
suite of links to drought- 
and wildfire-related public 
information. It also bun­
dles news reports froih 
multiple sources involving 
agriculture, wildhfe, whd- 
fire and other topics.

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Mmimuin-Wage earners falling further behind

Two years ago this week, 
4.5 mitlioii of America’s 
workers enjoyed a modest 
pay increase, as the federal 
niLnimum wage rose from 
$6.55 to $7.25 an hour.
The increase was the final 
of a three-step boost enact­
ed in 2007. Of those get­
ting a bump in pay, more 
than three-quarters were 
adults, nearly two-thirds 
were women, and nearly 
half a million were single 
parents with children 
under 18.

Yet during the past two 
years, these w orl^g fami­
lies have seen the real 
value of their wages fall. 
Minimum-wage earners 
working full-time make 
roughly $15,000 a year.
Had the nimimum wage 
rate kept up with inflation, 
their paychecks would 
have increased by $800 
this year. Instead, our 
nation’s lowest-paid work­
ers have had an even hard­

er time providing basic 
needs for their families. 
This is one more reason 
that Main Street is having a 
tough time recovering from 
the economic calamity 
brought on by financial 
collapse.

CEO compensation grew 
23 percent in 2010, while 
pay for the average 
American worker grew 
only half a percent. 
Minimum wage workers 
have fared even worse: 
Since the 2009 increase, 
the real value of the mini­
mum wage has fallen 5 
percent.

The decline in value of 
the rnitiimum wage during 
the past four decades has 
been even more dramatic, 
as prices for goods and 
services have risen much 
faster than the wage floor. 
If the minimum wage had 
kept up with inflation since 
the late 1960s, it would be 
$10.38 today. Yet, roughly 
a quarter of the nation’s

work force is now earning 
less than that.

Instead of keeping the 
minimum wage current. 
Congress has acted just 
three times in the last 
three decades to increase 
it. The deterioration of the 
wage floor has helped fuel 
a level of economic 
inequality not seen in this 
nation since the early 
1900s—the era of sweat­
shops and robber barons. 
With more and more 
income and wealth being 
transferred from working 
famihes to the super-rich, 
our economy, our democ­
racy and the American way 
of life are under threat.

Some will say this is not 
the moment to be con­
cerned with the niinimum 
wage. But restoring the 
value of the niinimum is in 
fact a key budding block of 
sustainable economic 
recovery.

Businesses and econo­
mists agree that lack of

demand is the primary driv­
er of the staded recovery 
and high unemployment. 
Without customers hning 
up for goods and services, 
employers wdl not expand 
their production or their 
payrods. Raising the mini­
mum wage would put more 
money in pockets of the 
lowest earners who have ht- 
tle choice but to spend their 
wages immediately. The 
Economic Policy Institute 
estimates that raising the 
niinimum wage to $9.50, as 
President Obama proposed 
during the 2008 presiden­
tial campaign, would gener­

ate more than $60 bdlion in 
new consumer spending.

Wielding outdated eco­
nomic theories, opponents 
claim that raising die mini­
mum wage wdl cost jobs 
and slow rehiring. The tired 
canard that the niinimum 
wage causes unemployment 
recendy received national 
attention when reporters 
revisited 2005 testimony in 
which Congresswoman 
Michele Bachmann argued 
that eliminating the mini­
mum wage would wipe out 
unemployment entirdy.
This extremist view was 
roundly criticized, yet

many corporate interests 
stdl promote the dogma 
that raising the niinimum 
wage reduces employment.

Whde simplistic supply 
and demand theory sug­
gests that employment wdl 
fad as wages rise, this 18th 
century model fails to cap­
ture the complexities of 
how the labor market 
works. Two decades of rig­
orous empirical research 
has revealed that increases 
in the niinimum wage 
have not cost jobs or 
slowed rehiring, even dur­
ing times of high unem­
ployment.

“That’s old news,” Williams 
could answer. “That’s the direc­
tion you’ve been going in since 
your divorce.”...

“You are no longer helping me 
improve my hes,” Woods might 
snap, mumbling about Williams’

failure to help his swinging.
“Some of your prevarications 

simply can’t be improved upon,” 
the discharged bag carrier could 
counter, “And I ain’t touching 
the mumbled stuff.” To Woods’ 
charge that golf is driving him 
crazy, Steve will have an easy 
answer: “That’s no drive, that’s a 
putt.”

During the school year she 
works with the Wildlife 
Society on conservation 
projects throughout the 
state. She chose to apply 
for the TPWD internship 
program at J.D. Murphree 
because of her interest m 
wetland restoration and 
conservation. The two 
interns worked day and 
night catching and band­
ing brooding or molting 
water fowl ^ong with 
mourning doves. The 
bands, attached to the 
birds’ legs, provide 
researchers information on 
collection location and 
track bird numbers and 
flight patterns in the area.

“Both interns have aided 
staff in the mottled duck 
banding efforts,” said 
Natural Resource SpeciaUst 
Andrew Peters. “The band­
ing efforts have included 
long nights in the marsh 
spot-Ughting mottled 
ducks in an airboat and 
early mornings checking 
baited swim-in traps. The 
interns have also taken the 
lead on banding several 
momning doves using 
baited funnel traps and 
are likely to reach the 
Jefferson county quote for 
banded mourning doves 
soon.”
