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Cuts are just the first step: Conaway

WINTERS - Recent negotia-
tions to increase the debt ceil-
ing between Congress and the
White House turned out in
budget cuts that are a modest
first step toward straightening
the economy, but they were a
first step anyway said West
Texas Rep. Mike Conaway.

U.S. Congressman was in
Ballinger last Wednesday,
August 10, for a morning
town meeting with Runnels
County residents hosted by
the First Community Federal
Union in Ballinger. ;

“The problem we got is that
we will spend between 43 to
46 trillion dollars over the
next 10 years and the cuts we
are talking about are 2.1 to
2.4 trillion, that is a pretty
modest first step. That is not
something to be bragging on,
is just the direction in the
overall commitment,” said

Conaway.

Rep. considered that the
recent downgrade given by
risk analysts to the Federal
Government is just a “national
outlook for our country... It is
clear that 75-year projections
that are current are unsustain-
able, the downgrade is driven
by the recognition that we
need to get on a path that
changes that, and that is what
we are trying to get done.”

According to Conaway creat-
ing jobs and providing the
base for a stable economy are
the only things the federal
government can do to revert
the downturn “the economy
has to protect itself, it is not
the federal government’s job
to protect the economy, the
private sector does that best.”

Conaway spoke in front of
some area residents about
amendments to balance the
budget, and how the bill will
require 290 votes in the the

House of Representatives to
pass, as well as the approval
of the Senate.

Attendants questioned
Conaway about Social Security
regulations, a system that will
need to face some changes in
a nearby future. However
these changes will be focusing
exclusively in citizens 54 and
under, all 55 and older will be
retiring with current regula-
tions.

Medicare, said Conaway,
also needs to be renegotiated
with citizens 54 and younger,
current conditions would take
the system into bankruptcy by
2024,

Some areas in rural Texas
will have to deal with the clo-
sure of Post Offices “some
people will be affected and
they don’t like it, we don’t like
it either but we can not keep
operating a system that is
loosing millions of dollars
each year.”

Limb pick-up to
continue, corrects
City

WINTERS - The City of Wmters will continue per-
forming the limb pick-up service, according to a cor-
rection sent to this newspaper by City officials. Last
week, the Winters Enterprise printed that the limb
service would be discontinued among other measures
taken in order to prevent a future bankruptcy.

The limb pick-up service discontinuation was one of
the measures evaluated at the budget workshop held
on Tuesday, August 7 but “if the council wanted to
keep the lower tax rate they would have to look at cut-
ting some of the services. The council opted not to cut
services by choosing the budget put forth,” according
to a letter sent to the newsroom this week.

Winters’ City Council is evaluating a property tax
increase from this year’s $0.68866900 per $100 of
appraisal value to $0.73717598, which is equivalent to
a 7.04 percent tax rate increase.

“The rate increase is not going to bring the City
more funds than last year it is going to bring in the
same amount of funds that we received last year. It
needs to be understood that we are not hiking the
taxes to increase the revenue over last years numbers
we are doing it to get the same amount of revenue and
then we are cutting expenses to make this revenue
work,” said City officials in the letter sent to the
Winters Enterprise.

The proposed budget, prepared by City Mayor and
interim Manager Lewis Bergman, looks forward to

USDA loosens CRP
regulations

WASHINGTON - Farm Service Agency (FSA) is modi-
fying its Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) policies
to help those affected by sustained drought condi-
tions. Throughout this year of extreme weather,
USDA has supported and delivered assistance to
farmers, ranchers, and rural communities across the
country announced Agriculture Secretary Tom
Vilsack.

“We continue to do all we can to help thousands of
farmers and ranchers in the southwestern United
States who are struggling from drought,” said Vilsack.
“Many ranchers have been or will be forced to sell
livestock due to drought and USDA will do what we
can to help our farmers and ranchers during these
challenging times.”

The policy changes influence FSA rules governing
emergency grazing. The period normally allowed for
emergency grazing lasts through Sept. 30, 2011. FSA
is permitting farmers and ranchers in drought strick-
en states who have been approved for emergency
grazing, including those in Colorado, Kansas, New
Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas, to extend the emer-
gency grazing period to Oct. 31, 2011, without an
additional payment reduction.

Producers wishing to participate in emergency graz-
ing must first request permission from the FSA coun-
ty office by indicating the acreage to be grazed.

As a second condition designed to help livestock
producers, FSA will allow producers nationwide to
utilize harvested hay from expiring CRP acres when
those acres are being prepared for fall seeded crops.
Prior to this modification, all mechanically harvested
hay was required to be destroyed. This change
enables livestock producers to feed the hay that is
mechanically harvested to their own livestock or to
sell or donate hay. Consistent with existing policy for
managed or emergency haying and grazing of eligible
CRP acres, rental payments will be reduced by 25 per-
cent for those utilizing this option.

“We are eager to do all we can in the face of this
drought crisis across the southern plains,” said FSA
Administrator Bruce Nelson. “This has been one of
the worst dry and hot spells since the Dust Bowl era
of the 1930s.”

reduce the yearly deficit
that the City has been hav-
ing during the last three
years. The budget also elim-
inates the incentive and
longevity pays, as well as
merit raise allowance for
the City employees.

These measures are
adopted to deal with the
deficit as well as the adjust-
ed appraisal value, which
dropped from $63,684,150
to an adjusted tax base of
$59,446,457. The
$4,237,693 loss represents
a 7.7 percent of the apprais-
al value.

Along with these cuts,
some other measures previ-

ously approved by the City
Council are taken going into
effect to improve the effi-
ciency in different depart-
ments such as the City Pool,
with increased rates, as well
as and cemetery plots.

Winters City
Administration staff is
already reduced, leaving two
full time employees after
the resignation of City
Manager Alan Hollander
and the retirement of Shelia
Paschal. At the budget
meeting the City Council
evaluated a proposal by
Bergman to hire a part time
City Manager, with a
$20,000 salary. City
Secretary vacancy will not
be fulfilled.

The non emergency police line is 754 4121 and that is
manned 24x7x365 and has no voice mail.

Water Department personnel were alerted by the
automated equipment at the water plant at 2:26 a.m. on
the morning in question. This is the first notice
received that some issue might be present. By 3 a.m.
additional personnel were called in to help locate the
leak. It was found before 4 a.m. and stopped shortly
thereafter.

We appreciate calls to alert on call personnel in cases
like this since it pinpoints the issue and they aren’t
forced to hunt the break down. As droughts worsen,
breaks become more common.

USDA seeks comments on proposed rule

WINTERS - The U.S.
Department of
Agriculture’s Animal and

Plant-Health Inspection:= -

Service (APHIS) issued a
proposed rule on August -
11 to establish general reg-
ulations for improving the
traceability of U.S. livestock
moving interstate if an ani-
mal disease event takes
place.

Under the proposed rule,
livestock moving interstate
would have to be officially
identified unless specifical-
ly exempted. The proposed
rule encourages the use of
low-cost technology, and
specifies approved forms
of official identification for
each species, such as metal
eartags for cattle.

“The ability to track
where diseased or at risk
animals have gone or been
moved from, is critical in

ensuring a rapid response
should an animal disease
event take place,” Dr. Dee
Ellis, State Veterinarian,
said. “We encourage all
interested stakeholders to
comment on this proposed
rule,” Ellis stated.

An efficient and accurate
animal disease traceability
system helps reduce the
number of animals affected
by the disease itself or
movement restrictions. A
traceability system also
reduces the time needed to
control the spread of the
disease and ultimately
decreases the cost to pro-
ducers.

BALLINGER - A lifetime
cattle breeder, developer or
a new breed and the first
woman to be trained by
the American Breeders
Service for artificial insemi-
nation will be one of the
2011 inductees of the
National Cowgirl Hall of
Fame. Sarah Buxkemper, a
long time Runnels County
resident, always knew cat-
tle was going to be part of
her life.

“I want to be a cowboy
when I grow up,” she said
to her mother when she
was 4 years old. At that
age she only had a rocking
horse. Sarah’s family has a
strong tradition of breed-
ing cattle. Lucy Kuhn, her

grandmother and long time .

Rowena’s pharmacist,
started her in the cattle
business.

“My grandmother was
one of the founders of
Rowena, when her husband
died in 1906 she went back
to school and became a
pharmacist, many people
still remembers her as the
town pharmacist,” said
Sarah.

Even when Sarah was
born in West Virginia and
moved to Runnels County
until 1969, she had strong
ties and deep roots in the
area. Her mother was born
in Rowena. Sarah is cur-
rently living in Ballinger.

Local breeder to Cowgirl Hall of Fame

Sarah started college at
Michigan State in East
Lansing, as a Chemistry
major, after a while she
changed her major to
Animal Husbandry and
was able to make the
Livestock Judging Team.

She transfered to
Oklahoma A&M for the last
two years and graduated in
1954. She was elected to
the honor society of Phi
Kappa Phi. Sarah was the
second girl to graduate in
Animal Husbandry, only
preceded by Minnie Lou
Bradley one year before.

After graduation Sarah
went to work for Uncle
Boots, in a ranch near
Seguin, Texas, she was in
charge of the Red Brahman
herd.

Dr. G.L. Artecona, a vet-
erinarian and native of
Paraguay was doing gradu-
ate work in Animal
Breeding at Texas A&M
with the genetics of
Hudgins Brahman. He
started promoting
American Brahman in Latin
America. “Since my aunt
and I had also returned
from a Latin American trip,
we got interested and went
to the Butler ranch with Dr.
Artecona to see the
movies”.

Common interests led to
marriage and two children
were born from this mar-
riage, Edgar in 1957 and

Ana in 1960. In 1959 Sarah

was the first woman to
attend the Technician
Training School of
American Breeders Service.
Her husband “Art” was
hired by ABS as a foreign
representative and the
family moved to Mexico,
where Ana was born.

Sarah’s youngest daugh-
ter, Lucy Jo Buxkemper
Humble, is from her mar-
riage to James Buxkemper.

Sarah started raising cat-
tle at her grandmother’s
ranch “my program was
that no single breed had
everything needed to be
adaptable and produce a
high quality product, breed
associations were very nar-
row in focus at that time,
so I took what I wanted
from several breeds to
make my cattle.”

Her grandmother Lucy
Kuhn used the prescription
brand for cattle as she, as
well as her grandfather
Rudolph Turek, were phar-
macists. Sarah uses the RX
brand for her ranch today.

Over the years Sarah
used things like artificial
insemination and embryo
transfer and she helped to
develop a composite breed.
When she put some
Brahman bulls on the
Hereford cows everybody
told her she was crazy.
However County AG agent,
C.T. Parker, loved the
results.

Sarah found the resulting

breed to be less prone to
have the Herefords’ eye
problems, had increased
heat and parasite toler-
ance, and produced more

Sarah’s cross breeding
was not well seen when
she started, but Dr. Ray
Woodward introduced her
to the newly imported
breed of Simmental and
suggested that the
American Simmental
Association was very much
in line with her research
