USDA announces highly erodible cropland initiative

WASHINGTON- Agricul­
ture Secretary Tom Vdsack 
announced a new conserva­
tion initiative to protect up 
to 750,000 acres of the na­
tion’s most highly erodible 
croplands. Vdsack made the 
aimouncement via video to at­
tendees of the National Pheas­
ant Fest and Quad Classic, held 
Feb. 17-19 in Kansas City, Mo. 
The new initiative wdl assist 
producers with targeting their 
most highly erodible cropland 
(land with an erodibdity index 
of 20 or greater) by enabling 
them to plant wildlife-friendly, 
long-term cover through the 
Conservation Reserve Program 
(CRP).

Producers can enroU land on 
a continuous basis beginning 
this summer at their local Farm

Service Agency (FSA) county of­
fice. With the use of sod survey 
and geographic information 
system data, local FSA staff can 
quickly determine a producer’s 
ehgibihty for the initiative.

“As we work towards Presi­
dent Obama’s vision for an 
economy that is budt to last, 
America’s natural resources 
must play an important role. 
Lands in CRP help support 
strong incomes for our farm­
ers and ranchers and are the 
source of good middle class 
jobs related to outdoor recre­
ation, hunting, and fishing,” 
said Vdsack. “This aimounce­
ment wdl strengthen CRP by 
focusing on protecting the 
most environmentady sensitive 
land. It targets limited resourc­
es where they can make the 
most difference for farmers, 
ranchers and to drive economic

grovsdh. I urge landowners who 
have highly erodible land to 
visit their county office to learn 
more about this program.” 

Lands ehgible for this 
program are typicaUy the 
least productive land on the 
farm. In many cases the most 
cost-effective option to reduce 
erosion is to put the land 
into a wddlife friendly cover, 
which wdl improve habitat and 
reduce sediment and nutri­
ent runoff and reduce wind 
erosion. For 25 years, CRP 
has improved water and air 
quality, preserved habitat for 
wildlife, and prevented sod 
erosion. Programs such as CRP 
are important conservation 
safeguards. They prevent the 
return of the dust storms of 
the 1930s and the ravages of 
unmitigated gudy erosions of 
our past.

District litigation puts voter 
cards on hold

WINTERS- Voters in 
Runnels Coimty wdl not 
be receiving their voter 
cards untd the elec­
tion dates in Texas are 
settled. Robin Burgess, 
Runnels County Tax 
Assessor/Codector, said

“Voter cards wdl not 
be maded untd the elec­
tions dates are settled,” 
said Burgess.

As a result of on-going 
redistricting htigation, 
the mading of new voter 
registration certificates 
is delayed in the county 
and ad over the state.

Ad previously-issued

voter registration certifi­
cates ejqjired on Decem­
ber 31, 2011, but only 
the cards expired, voter 
registrations remain 
valid, according to the 
Texas Secretary of State’s 
office. Voters, who are 
currently registered, but 
do not have any changes 
to their voter registra­
tion do not need to take 
any action, their cards 
wdl be automaticady 
renewed.

Voters who remain in 
their coimty of registra­
tion but have changed 
residence address or 
name, wdl need to sub­
mit their updated infor­
mation to their county 
voter registrar.

For those voters who 
changed their county of 
residence, they wdl need 
to submit a new voter 
registration application

no later than the 30th 
day before Election Day.

“Once the court ap­
proves interim redistrict­
ing maps and counties 
have the opportunity to 
finahze precinct hnes, 
the county wdl issue 
new voter registration 
certificates.”

Trophy bass management 
symposium to be held on 

March 24

ATHENS- Private bass pond managers will get a 
behind-the scenes look at how Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department (TPWD) inland fisheries biologists monitor 
fish populations and care for trophy bass at a statewide 
symposium set for March 23-24, 2012, at the Texas 
Freshwater Fisheries Center (TFFC) in Athens.

“There are more than a million private impoundments 
in the state, many of which could be used for increased 
recreation through bass fishing with better manage­
ment,” said Dr. Billy Higginbotham, Texas Agrilife 
Extension wildlife and fisheries spedahst. “As many 
landowners have learned, you just don’t stock a pond or 
lake with largemouth bass and automatically get trophy- 
size fish.”

Growing big fish takes top management, which can be 
learned at “Bass Tech: The Technology to Manage for 
Success.” Participants may register online at http://agril- 
iferegister.tamu.edu (enter the keyword “bass”) or by 
calling (979) 845-2604. There is a fee for attendance.

In ad^tion to session presentations, attendees will 
be able to observe a TPWD fisheries management crew 
electrofish on Lake Athens and demonstrate how to 
obtain and record data necessary for managing a bass 
population.

Also included will be a behind-the-scenes tour of 
the Toyota ShareLunker holding facihty at TFFC. The 
“Lunker Bunker” is where bass weighing 13 pounds or 
more are cared for and spawned as part of a selective 
breeding program. This tour wdl take place from 3-5 
p.m. March 23.

Session presentations March 24 will include Basic Pond 
Ecology, Water Quahty, Pond Fertihzation, Do-It-Yourself 
Fish Population Assessment and Corrective Stockings, 
Better Bass Fishing Through Genetics, Trophy Bass Man­
agement, Identifying and Controlling Nuisance Wildlife, 
Aquatic Weed Identification and Control, and Aging 
Largemouth Bass Using Otohths.

Instructors include \^dlife and fisheries experts with 
Agrilife Extension, TPWD and American Sport Fish 
Hatchery, a southeastern U.S. stocking and pond mainte­
nance service.

A similar symposium was held in 2008. “The main 
difference this year is that we’ve trimmed some topics 
based on participant evaluations,” Higginbotham said. 
“The one-day program means participants won’t have to 
go to the expense and trouble of spending the night if 
they don’t want to.”

Registration will be from 7-8 a.m. on March 24. The 
symposium will conclude at 5 p.m. A catered lunch and 
break refreshments are included in the registration fee.

Study links principal behavior and student achievements

COLLEGE STATION- A 
Texas A&M Univei^ijy 
study focused on de­
veloping the leadership- <•« 
skills of principals has 
identified positive chang­
es in principal behaviors 
that research links to 
student achievement.

Conventional wisdom 
is that an effective school 
leader sets the tone for 
high academic expecta­
tions, works with teach­
ers to make changes 
that impact classroom 
tustruction and still finds 
time to put the ‘pal’ in 
prindp^, interacting with 
students, teachers and 
community members to 
develop positive relation­
ships.

Roger Goddard, princi­
pal investigator and direc­
tor of the Education Lead­
ership Research Center at 
Texas A&M, and a team of 
researchers from Texas 
A&M and the University 
of Michigan are working 
to assess the efficacy of 
the Balanced Leadership 
Program. This profession­

al development program, 
created by Mid-Continent 
Research for Education 
and Learning (McREL), 
provides principals with 
 ̂intensive guidance that 
addresses three key chal­
lenges of school leader­
ship: improving school 
culture and climate, man­
aging change, and focus­
ing efforts on improving 
student learning.

Participants in the 
study include 78 elemen­
tary school principals 
from northern Michigan 
broken into two groups. 
Half the schools in the 
study participated in the 
two-year Balanced Lead­
ership Program, which 
consists of 10, two-day 
professional development 
sessions. The other half 
are part of the control 
group and only use cur­
rent professional devel­
opment practices already 
in place in the schools.

“The Balanced Leader­
ship Program is designed 
to teach these principals 
about the research and 
prepare them to use it 
to make changes that

improve learning in their 
schools,” Goddard says. 
“The program, provides 
them w i^thei tools for 
change bullets tiiem 
decide how to. actually use 
these tools in their own 
schools.”

After receiving just 50 
percent of the training, 
principals in the treat­
ment group were reporting 
positive effects. Of note, 
principals receiving the 
training reported higher 
levels of knowledge and in­
volvement in their school’s 
curriculum, instruction 
and assessment programs, 
higher levels of efficacy 
and a greater likelihood 
to create a positive school 
climate. Furthermore, 
turnover rates in control 
schools were five times 
higher than in the group 
e?q)eriencing the program 
(10 principal departures 
vs. two).

Although preliminary, 
researchers concluded 
the Balanced Leadership 
Program has the poten­
tial to create long-term 
changes in principals’ job 
performance, school cli­
mate, teacher practice and 
student learning.

“Changes in educator 
behavior are often hard to 
produce,” Goddard says. 
“Many recent scientific 
studies have found limited 
or no effects on student

achievement, largely be­
cause educator practices 
have remained unchanged. 
N6f f^iitprisinglV,^(^erts 

questioned the^ 
of Jfeddwship dev^opment 
programs. TTiese findings 
are striking because they 
suggest important leader­
ship behaviors linked to 
higher levels of student 
achievement can be im­
proved through targeted 
leadership development.”

As the study continues, 
researchers vrill examine 
the link between the pro­
gram and teacher reports 
of principal leadership, 
school climate and student 
achievement.

Goddard would eventu­
ally like to take the study 
to a national trial, with 
schools in the study being 
more representative of the 
U.S.

“Our evaluation shows 
the Balanced Leadership 
Program positively im­
pacts principals’ learning 
of leadership practices 
that are linked to student 
achievement,” says God­
dard. “We know Aat as 
lifelong learners, these 
principals can benefit 
from further development, 
and in the end, we all want 
to help schools and the 
students they serve.”

Goddard and his team are 
funded by a U.S. Depart­
ment of Education grant.

TAHC accepting com m ents on rule proposals

STAFF REPORT

AUSTIN- The Texas Animal 
Health Commission is currently 
accepting pubhc comments on 
rule proposals that were au­
thorized diuing the January 24 
Commission meeting.

The Commission proposed 
amendments to Chapter 51, en­
titled “Entry Requirements.” The 
purpose of the proposed amend­
ments are to make Texas’ entry 
requirements more consistent 
wi& current national interstate 
movement standards.

The Commission is specifically 
amending Section 51.3 entitled 
“Exceptions,”, to clarify and

modify interstate entry require­
ments for sheep, goats and 
swine. The first amendment will 
waive the prior requirement for 
an entry permit and certificate 
of veterinary inspection (CVI) 
for swine consigned directly to 
slaughter, or consigned to a spe­
cifically approved livestock mar­
ket from their farm of origin.

The proposed changes to Sec­
tion 51.3 would also no longer 
require an entry permit for sheep 
and goats consigned from United 
States Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) sanctioned “Consistent 
States,” which means they have 
an active scrapie surveillance and 
control program.

The Commission is also remov­
ing a requirement related to 
Vesicular stomatitis (VS) in Sec­
tion 51.7. Currently, when VS has 
been diagnosed in another state, 
the veterinarian issuing the CVI 
must write on it that any equine, 
bovine, porcine, caprine, ovine, 
or cervidae entering Texas from 
that state have not been exposed 
to the disease. The Texas require­
ment prohibiting entry of certain 
livestock from a premises or area 
under quarantine for vesicular 
stomatitis will be left in place to 
protect Texas livestock.

In Section 51.14, the Commis­
sion is removing the require­
ment that swine imported into

Texas for feeding, breeding, or 
exhibition purposes must be 
accompanied by a certificate of 
veterinary inspection certify­
ing that swine have not been 
exposed to hog cholera, which is 
now called Classical Swine Fever 
(CSF.) CSF has been eradicated 
from the United States for sev­
eral years so this requirement is 
no longer necessary.

The previous rule proposals 
have a comment period of 30 
days. They may be commented 
on until 5 p.m. on March 18, 
2012. A detailed description of 
the proposed rules can be found 
on the TAHC web site at h ttp:// 
www.tahc.state.tx.us under Rule

Proposals. The Commission also 
proposed amendments to Chap­
ter 35, entitled “Brucellosis.”
The Commission is proposing 
to remove the Brucellosis test 
requirement for change of own­
ership of adult sexually intact 
cattle, and to add a requirement 
that cattle be permanently and 
officially identified when there 
is a change of ownership.

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Winter rains bring good spring wildflower show
W INTERS EN TER PRIS E
STAFF REPORT

AUSTIN- Timely rains last fall 
and this winter have benefited 
early spring wildflowers, which 
will likely put on a good show 
in much of Texas despite last 
year's drought, according to the 
senior botanist at The University 
of Texas at Austin's Lady Bird 
Johnson Wildflower Center.

"The seeds left behind by 
aimual wildflowers such as 
bluebonnets don't care if it's the 
worst drought in recorded his­
tory, as long as they get bouts of 
rain at the right time for germi­
nation and growth," said Damon 
Waitt, who ^so is the center's 
senior director.

The bumper crop of wildflow­
ers in 2010 also helped add to 
the seed stockpile in Texas soils 
that can be revived by recent 
rains. Rain showers should pro­
vide decent viewings in regions 
of North, Central and East Texas. 
However, it is possible that the 
Panhandle, South and West 
Texas won't fare as well.

Among the early sightings 
of wildflowers this year are: 
Carolina jessamine blooming in 
North Houston along FM 1960, 
and along Woodlands Parkway 
between Interstate 45 and Kuyk- 
endahl Road; hundreds of trout 
lilies blooming in Dogwood Can­
yon and elsewhere around Dal­
las; Texas moimtain laurel trees

blooming in Dripping Springs 
and Austin; and patches of stiff 
greenthread spotted in north 
San Antonio, such as along U.S. 
281 above North Loop 1604.

Complementing these sightings 
will be a bumper crop of Texas 
bluebonnets and other wildflow­
ers at the Wildflower Center and 
sites such as Brenham and the 
Mercer Arboretum & Botanic 
Gardens in Houston. Bluebonnet 
rosettes the size of dinner plates 
are hugging the ground at the 
Wildflower Center, and Texas 
mountain laurel, windflower, 
plains fleabane and Mexican 
plum trees are already bloomiug.

Other early spring bloomers 
win include Indian paintbrush.

winecup and Indian blanket. 
Center staffers will mark peaceful 
spots for taking bluebonnet pho­
tos. And a snecJc peak of bluebon­
nets growing on site is available 
online via live broadcast.

Regions that missed pre-sea­
son rains may still have drought- 
tolerant wildflowers that bloom. 
For instance, Fendler's blad- 
derpod may become noticeable 
soon near Amarillo. A Wildflow­
er Center plant conservationist 
has also seen a few Big Bend 
bluebonnets and yucca preppmg 
to open blooms in the national 
park. The outlook may not be 
great for many tree species, 
such as Mexican plum and Texas 
redbud in Central Texas, though.

"Trees had such a tough year 
in 2011. They may not have the 
energy resources to put on a 
significant flowering display this 
year," Waitt said, adding that 
perennial wildflowers may share 
that predicament.

The Company’s 
Statement of Intent proposes to increase its gas rates and implement a new schedule of 
rates and riders applicable to all customers within the Affected Cities. The proposed 
effective date of the requested rate changes is March 6,2012. If approved, the proposed 
changes will affect approximately 1,194,420 residential, 100,461 commercial, and 705 
industrial & transportation customers.

If approved, the proposed rates will increase the Company’s annual revenues by 
$49,080,069 or 4.36%, including gas costs,or 11.94% excluding gas cost. The proposed 
change in rates constitutes a “major change” as that term is defined by Section 104.101 
of the Texas Utilities Code. In addition to the rate changes, other proposed tariff 
changes include revision of the Company’s residential and commercial rate schedules 
(Rates R and C), as well as its Rider WNA and Rider OCR to change the current billing 
rate basis from Mcf to Ccf. The Company further proposes to revise the Rider OCR 
to: (1) remove the 2009 interest rate reference, (2) clarify that the calculation of (b) 
Pipeline Cost is inclusive of interest, and (3) update the Upstream Pipeline Charge 
Allocation (Factor D). Atmos also proposes to modify its Rider WNA to update the 
heat load and base load factors. The Company further seeks to implement a new 
Rate Review Mechanism (“RRM”) tariff, as well as a new conservation and energy 
efficiency tariff (“Rider CEE”). In addition, the Company seeks to recover all of its 
rate case expenses and all city rate case expenses as allowed by law. The exact amount 
will not be known until the case is completed.

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Fish hatchery facing possible 
closure due to drought

ATHENS- Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD) 
may temporarily close the Dimdee Fish Hatchery near 
Wichita Falls during the upcoming production season 
due to a declining water supply.

“Although we have not officially made the decision to 
suspend operations at Dundee for 2012, it looks like we 
will not have water to operate this spring, and we do not 
plan to put any ponds into production unless condi­
tions change within the next couple of weeks,” said Todd 
Engeling, hatchery program director for TPWD. “Al­
though we have had restrictions placed on our water use 
in the past due to drought conditions, as far as I know 
this is the first time that it has resulted in a temporary^ 
suspension in operations at any of our facihties.”

Located in Archer County below Lake Diversion, the 
Dundee Fish Hatchery has 97 ponds and 84 total acres 
of water, representing 34 percent of the state’s available 
freshwater fish production capacity. It is the state’s pri­
mary producer of striped bass and hybrid striped bass, 
turning out 3 milhon to 4 milUon fingerlings annually.

Originally constructed in 1927 and renovated in 1994, 
Dundee receives its water supply under contract with the 
Wichita County Water Improvement District No. 2, which 
provides water primarily for irrigation and municipal 
use. The hatchery gets its water from Lake Diversion, 
which is a constant level reservoir fed by Lake Kemp.

“Severe drought in that part of the state has left water 
levels in Lake Kemp very low, resulting in restricted 
water use,” Engehng said. “Under the water district’s 
drought plan, the hatchery is not allowed to divert water 
when water elevations in Lake Kemp reach 1125 feet 
above mean sea level. The water elevation in Kemp is 
currently 1126 and is expected to drop to 1125 early this 
spring when irrigation activity increases.”
