Serviee as a juror is accord
ed only to free men. It is an
essential element in a  free
democratie  sociely, N often
brings the average citizen in
touch with his government in a
substantial and awesome man-
ner. The juror is calied upon
to judge and to make important
decisions. It hecomes his vital
civic duty as well as a privi-
lege.

Judge Watson says that he
exhorts those called to jury
service not to seek to be ex.
cused, if at all possible for
them to serve. He believes that
if a particular time for which
one has been summoned is erit-
ical to him the citizen should
seek to reararnge his appear-
ance for jury duty instead of
seeking to bhe entirely excused.

It is a duty, a responsibility
and even a privilege to serve
A% a juror and something to be
tuken seriously.

A fisherman who likes to try
different water can very easily
wind up with a pocketful of ex-
pensive licenses, Those anglers
who like to fish the lakes bor-
dering their states really have
4 problem

Texus and Louisiana anglers
are fortunate. Heads of these
two states worked oul a recip-
rocal program for the waters
of Toledo Bend, on the Sabine
River the stream that forms the
natural boundary between Tex-
#5 and Louisiana. FEach state
has agreed to honor the license
of the other while fishing on this
fabulous reservoir which covers
some 200,000 acres when full.

Non - resident  fishermen al
ready  had a good deal with
Texas' universal fishing license
costing the same to them as o
Texans—$2.15 a vear—and cov-
ering the Gulf as well as all
Texas waters  (excepling, of
course, private ponds). Now,
with their Texas license, they
can also fish the Louisiana side
of Toledo Bend.

Both Texas and Louisiana
stocked Toledo Bend Reservoir
heavily with largemouth black
hass in the very beginning.
Louisiana put in 1,800,000 and
Texas put in 1,500,000, These,
of course, were in addition to
the natural spawn from fish
nalive to the river.

In one year those bass grew
to two and three pounds each
and now they are of jumbo size

The conference was
called by the USDA Soil Con-
servalion Service, and was al.
tended by representatives of 26
state and federal ngencles, uni-
versities, and various organiza.
tions interested in mur\ﬂﬁl
Texas plants and wildlife

Just how does the !hil Con-
servation Service fit into pre-
serving rare and endangered
species?

We have been working state-
wide with rare and endangered
species of plants and animals
for several years, In our work
with landowners in the Cali-
fornia Creek and Wichita-Bra-
zos Soil & Water Conservation
Districts, we are always en-
countering questions  in  treat-
ment as it may affect these and
other endangered species. But
we have found that there are a
lot of conflicling ideas about
rare and endhngered = species,
their habitat requirements, and
how they can be preserved.

The April 5 conference in Aus-
tin was the first time there has
ever been a statewire attempt
to coordinate work of this type
between agencies and organi-
zations. A steering commiltee
was elected to function during
the year with SCS being desig.
nated to serve as agency chair-
man, Clyde W. Graham, State
Conservationist. Dr. Frank
Gould, Range and Science De-
partment, Texas A&M Univers.
ity, College Station Mrs. Robert
H. Dooley of Dallas, President
of the Texas Garden Clubs, Inc,;
Mr. John Spinks Jr. of Austin,
Southwestern Representative of
the National Audubon Society;

and Dr. Charles Ramsey, Texas®

Agricultural Extension Service

of College Station were elected

to serve on the steering com-
mittee along with Mr. Graham,

Dr. Gould and Mrs. Deoley
will be concerned with rare and
endangered plant species. Mr.
Spinks and Dr. Ramsey will
work on rare and endangered
animal species.

It is hoped that each group
will take an interagency ap-
proach to try to accomplish
four broad objectives:

1. Prepare a watchlist of our
state’'s rare and endanger-
ed species of plants and
animals,

cies and develop a list of
measures important to the
preservation of each.

. Develop and initiate a sys-

tém of monitoring rare and

endangered

Develop cooperative meas-
ures to protect various spe-
cies found to be in danger.

What are some of the ways
you can help in the preserva-
tion of rare and endangered
species?
