B-2 systems bé'gi’li checkout

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — Air Force has
begun checkout of the B-2 Bomber’s systems._
and instrumentation, leading to the new
bomber’s first flight this fall.

Also called the advanced technology

, bomber, the B-2 is scheduled for roll out from
its plant in Palmdale, Calif., in mid-Novem-
ber.

Plans call for production of 132 of the new
bombers. Assembly is already well along on
the second aircraft. The first six aircraft will
initially be assigned to flight test duties at

-

Edwards AFB, Calif. Eventually, five of the
six will join the operational force.

Operated by a crew of two, the new
bomber is powered by four General Electric
F-118 engines, derivatives of current produc-
tion engines. The B-2 will be able to deliver
both nuclear and conventional weapons
against both fixed and mobile targets. The
new advanced bomber is scheduled to be
operauonal in the early 1990s.

Military drug use

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — Use of illicit
drugs by people in the military continues to
decline. g

Preliminary results of the Defense
Department’s worldwide 1988 substance
abuse survey show that 5.5 percent of people
in uniform had used drugs in the 30 days
before the survey.

Previous surveys showed 27 percent had
used drugs in the 30 days before the survey in
1980, 19 percent in 1982, and 9 percent in
1985. ;

The 1988 Worldwide Survey of Substance
Abuse and Health Behaviors among Military
Personnel represents responses from 17,213
military people. More than 26,000 people
were provided survey questionnaires.

Overall, 10 percent of military people re-
ported non-medical drug use in the previous

12 months, compared to 13 percent in 1985.

Marijuana use was reported by 3 percentin
the previous 30 days, down from 7 percent in
1985; and 7 percent in the past 12 months,
down from 11 percent in 1985.

Reported marijuana use was highest in the
lower ranks. Six percent of E-1s through E-3s
reported using marijuana during the prior 30
days (11 percent in 1985) and 15 percent
during the previous 12 months (19 percentin
1985).

Self-reported loss of productivity during
the past year due to drug use was reported by
2 percent of the active-duty populauon @3
percent in 1985).

Survey results indicate that heavy drinkers
constitute 9 percent of the military popula-
tion (12 percent in 1985). Heavy drinking is
defined as five or more drinks per occasion at

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Decisions, decisions, decisions...

I recently read a story of a farm hand, usually an excellent
worker, who was given the task of grading some apples. After
a time the owner dropped by to check on the progress being
made and was surprised to find that few apples had been
sorted. He then inquired as to whether or not the farm hand
liked the job. “It’s not the work that bothers me,” replied the
farm hand, “It’s all those pesky decisions.”

In the Air Force, almost everyone moves into some super-
visory position eventually. And people who move into super-
visory positions have decisions that need to be made every
day. The decisions may range from whether to reprimand
someone for being five minutes late to setting quotas for
determining the flying CAP. The fact remains that decisions
require energy and take time.

A common failing of many supervisors is to ignore a
problem rather that face it head on and take the responsibil-
ity for deciding one way or another. A common rationaliza-
tion is to assume that people who don’t make decisions
cannot be criticized for poor judgment. Eventually, they will
be criticized any way. And for something far more serious—
failing to produce results.

Remembering the words of Abraham Lincoln, “ ...you
can’tfool all of the people all of the time,” reveals that sooner
or later, a failure to manage will become painfully obvious to
all. The art of management is to work at avoiding either of the
two extremes—unwarranted delay and vacillation on the one
hand, and impulsive, snap judgments on the other. If action
is needed promptly, even a poor decision may be better than
no decision at all. It was General Patton who said, “A good
plan today properly executed, is far preferable to a-perfect
plan tomorrow.”

And don’t expect all of your decisions to be 100 percent
correct all of the time, because neither will anyone else’s be.
The president of a leading corporation, known for his ability
in developing associates, dismisses most errors of judgment
with a stock comment: “All right, that's behind us. Now
what’s our next move?” =

I encourage folks to make decisions, for managers to
manage and for leaders to lead. What I want is movement
toward our goals and a winning average—not little action
with a perfect record. I want a wing that vigorously trains the
best pilots in Air Training Command, and not one that rests
on its laurels for fear of making mistakes. Remember, it is

Blown bridge lets no supplies pass

KEESLER AFB, Miss. (ATCNS) — Most
of the supplies that came into Hanoi and later
moved south over the Ho Chi Minh Trail, had
to pass over one key bridge — the Paul
Doumer Bridge.

The Paul Doumer Bridge was a monstrous
structure for that part of the world — more
than amile long, with arail line in the middle
and a 10-foot wide road on either side. The
bridge crossed the Red River. It was held up
by 18 huge piers of heavily reinforced con-
crete, connecting 19 separate spans.  ~

Because the bridge was so close to Hanoi,

Washington included the structure in the °

restricted zone until July 1967. Then, Presi-
dent Johnson and his joint chiefs decided to
expand the air war. As the key element in the
rail and road transportation system that
moved supplies to Hanoi, the bridge became
an immediate target.

If the Paul Doumer Bridge was blown,
Hanoi would be cut off from China and the
sea. In addition, National Route 1, the main
highway north out of Hanoi, would be cut.

The bridge’s defenses were tough — sur-
face-to-air missile sites and multiple batter-
ies of automatic anti-aircraft artillery, all
radar directed, concentrated and accurate.
Only minutes away was the entire North
Vietnamese Air Force’s inventory of MiGs.

On Aug. 11, 1967, 26 F-105Ds carrying
3,000-pound bombs attacked the bridge in
three waves. F4 fighters flew overhead
cover during each wave and four F4s at-

tacked the anti-aircraft batteries. Four more
F-105 “Wild Weasels” flew SAM suppres-
sion. o

The bombing force was commanded by
Col. Robert White, a former X-15 test pilot.
Col. Harry Schurr commanded the escorts.

As the anti-personnel bombs exploded on
top gf the anti-aircraft batteries, the main
bomb force climbed from tree-top level to
13,000 feet, where they began a 45-degree
dive toward the bridge. They dropped their
bombs, hit the air brakes, and pulled out and
up.

After the main attack, which dropped 94
tons of bombs, three spans were in the water
— the bridge was out of service. Hanoi was
virtually isolated for seven weeks.

The bridge was-reopened Oct. 3.

To help lighten the increasing load on the
bridge, the North Vietnamese began ferrying
freight cars across the river. However, the
U.S. Navy knocked out the ferry shortly after
it started operating. .

The U.S. Air Force came in again Oct. 25
and dropped 63 tons of bombs on the same
spans, knocking out the bridge again.

Less than a month later, the North Viet-
namese reopened the bridge a second time.

The Air Force came in again, dropping 90
tons of bombs and blowing several large gaps
in the bridge.

This strike drove home to the North Viet-
namese the futility of rebuilding the bridge.
Instead, they moved five miles downstream
and built a rail pontoon bridge. It was opened
to traffic in mid-April 1968.

Altogether, the Paul Doumer Bridge was

attacked in 1967 by 177 bombers, dropping
380 tons of bombs. The North Vietnamese
launched 109 SAMs and fired countless
rounds of anti-aircraft artillery shells, knock-
ing down two and damaging 15 American
aircraft.

Although traffic continued to trickle across
the bridge, frustrating American efforts to cut
North Vietnamese supply lines, the Air Force
did not fly against it again until the American
withdrawal and North Vietnamese Easter
offensive in May 1972.

On May 10, 24 F-4s from the 8th Tactical
Fighter Wing and 15 F-105s from the 388th
TFW, accompanied by four EB-66s to jam
radar, hit the bridge. Eight F4s flew in and
dropped a chaff corridor. The F-105s peeled
off and attacked the bridge defenses. Sixteen

F-4s hit the bridge proper with 2,000-pound
iron bombs.

Only one span was knocked out, but that
was enough to close the bridge. No U.S.
aircraft were lost.

The next day, four F-4s, with a cover force
of F-105s, hit the bridge with 2,000-pound
iron bombs and 3,000-pound laser-guided
bombs. Three more spans of the bridge were
blown into the Red River.

This raid finally spelled the end of the Paul
Doumer Bridge as a major supply route for
the North Vietnamese.

By the end of June 1972, this and similar
raids also stopped the North Vietnamese
Army, allowing the South Vietnamese to
regain control on the ground and prompting
the resumption of peace talks in Paris.
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Staff Sergeant Brent Coleman, a clinical taboratory technician, does a urine pregnancy

Asian tiger mosquitoes...they’re here

Some of you may recall that I wrote an
articie about a month ago on the Asian Tiger
Mosquito. The Tiger, Aedes albopictus, was
imported into the United States in 1986 on
ships from the Orient. We are concerned about
this mosquito because it is able to transmit
dengue fever and yellow fever—very uncom-
mondiseasesinthe U.S. We don’t want the dis-
eases. We don’t want the mosquito. In my
article, I noted that the Tiger has been found on

- the Texas Gulf Coast and has been moving
¥ inland. Last week, the Lubbock Health Depart-
ment found afew of them. We haven’tdetected

them at Reese yet. And we don’t want to.

The good news is:

...Just because there is a new mosquito that

can transmit disease doesn’t mean that we
are expecting any trouble. To get an out-
break of either yellow fever or dengue, we
need the vector (mosquito), a host(people),
“and the virus. Since the viruses causing
these diseases are not found in the local
population or the animals, we don’t have a
problem. Interestingly, yellow fever virus
1S often sustained in an area by monkeys.
...There aren’t many monkeys swinging
through the tumbleweeds of Lubbock. We
are concerned about the Asian Tiger only
because it poses the potential to transmit
disease under the right conditions. The
mosquito is well-established in several
states now but cases of either disease are
rare. ;
...As the cold weather arrives in October,
the biting mosquito population will drop.

(Unfortunately, Asian Tigers can overwinter.

They will probably be back next year.)
...We don’t have to raise Asian Tigers.
There are simple actions we can take tore-

duce the breeding sites. This is especially

- important for residents of Base Housing.

The Tiger lays her eggs in shallow, dark
pools of water. Common breeding sites in-
clude bird baths, junk heaps, old tires, toys
left outside, empty flower pots, plastic wad-
ing poois with water over a week old and mud
puddles over a week old.

Anything that can accumulate rain water
can be a breeding site.

Civil Engineering useés a natural lar-
vacide in the two base lakes. They alsodo a
good job of fogging for mosquitoes.

Many of the mosquitoes at Reese come in
from surrounding fields.

While it is always wise to use a mosquito
repellant containing DEET when outdoors at
night, thisis less reliable as a control measure
than eliminating breeding sites.

As you may know, Dr. Walter Reed and
others made Panama habitable by eliminat-
ing mosquito breeding sites.

In summary, the Asian Tiger Mosquito
has been found in Lubbock County. It is
different from the *‘garden variety” mosquito
only in that is is capable of transmitting
yellow fever and dengue viruses. Our health
is not threatened since the viruses don’t exist
here at this time.

We would certainly like to discourage the
Tiger from breeding here. You can help by
eliminating breeding sites in your yard and
work area.

The following is a policy change pertaining to the enroll-
ment/disenrollment from the Delta Dental Program (DDP)
upon a PCS move:

Reconnaissance meet

BERGSTROM AFB, Texas (AFNS) —
Reconnaissance aircraft and crews from the
United States, Australia and West Germany
will test their skills here Aug. 16-26 during
RAM ’88.

The Reconnaissance Air Meet, sponsored
by the Tactical Air Command, will deploy 15
teams from the active-duty Air Force, Air
National Guard, Navy, Marine Corps, Royal
Australian Air Force and West German Air
Force. Japan and Canada will be sending ob-
servers.

Judges will score arrival and sensor down-
load times, imagery interpretation, mainte-
nance, and day and night flying operations.

Teams will fly RF-4Cs, F-14s and F-111s
on 13 low-level, high-speed tactical recon-
naissance missions with four targets each.
The number of missions nearly doubled this
year to allow addition of night flying and
tactical mission competitions.

RAM ’88, which promotes tactical tech-
niques used by the U.S. and allied reconnais-
sance units, is similar to TAC’s William Tell
and Gunsmoke competitions for air defense,
fighter and attack aircraft.

Awards will be presented Aug. 26 at a
banquet sponsored by the Austin, Texas,
Chamber of Commerce.

Test pilots

EDWARDS AFB, Calif. (AFNS) —
Graduates of the Air Force’s test pilot school
here now can earn as many as 17 semester
hours toward a master’s degree in engmeer-
ing.

A team from the American council on
Education made the announcement after a
three-day study based on textbook research,
student and staff interviews and in-

Rayman is a flight surgeon and physician.

Dexedrine, Seconal and Temazepam are
prescribed almost exclusively for transoce-
anic solo flights in fighter aircraft between
the United States and overseas bases, he said.
Dexedrine is a stimulant, Seconal and
Temazepam are sedatives.

“Stimulant and sedative medications may
be authorized by the squadron flight surgeon
in consultation with the wing and squadron
commanders and approved by the major
command surgeon.

Only aircrew members who have been pre-
tested on the ground and are found to have no
adverse reaction to such medications are
offered the prescribed medication,” said Dr.
Rayman. Medications are not used on train-
ing missions.

Dexedrine is used toavoid falling asleep on
very long flights. Seconal is asedative used to
ensure sleep between legs of a mission. “A
pilot in a fighter aircraft can’t just get up and
stretch his legs when he starts to get tired,”
said Dr. Rayman.

He pointed out that the Air Force does not
routinely prescribe medication to aircrew
members for everyday training missions.
“Medications are only prescribed in situ-
ations where safety might be jeopardized by
pilot fatigue,” said the doctor. “Very small
quantities of medication are prescribed and
are rigidly controlled by squadron flight sur-
geons.

“Innocase does the Air Force encourage or
advise routine use of these medications. It is
the pilot’s decision based on his fatigue
whether or not to take the medication,” said
Dr. Rayman.

The doctor said the Air Force has followed

the practice of dispensing medication in situ-
ations where fatigue could compromise
flying safety for the past 25 to 30 years.

Exercise and Fitness questions & answers -

Here are some misconceptions
that many people still hang on to:

Exercising makes you eat
more, so you become fatter.

Actually, the reverse is often
true. A good workout tends to curb
the appetite. Certain individuals,
however, do eat more — and
should. Increased activity can trig-
ger a need for increased food con-
sumption to fuel the exercise.
When a person works out correctly,
" the calories are burned offand don’t
add fat. Itis possible to gain weight
in muscle, the end result being that
someone will look trimmer even if
he weighs more.

Never drink water after exer-
cising.

Wrong. So much water is ex-
pended during an hard workout that
your body craves fluids. Gulping
down huge quantities of water
could make you feel nauseated, but
sipping a small amount is recom-
mended. After half an hour or so,
drink a couple of tall glasses of
fluid.

Always take salt tablets when
exercising in hot weather.

Terrible advice. During any
steady workout, even in cool tem-
peratures, you do sweat a lot, but
losing salt is less serious than pop-
ping salt tablets indiscriminately
into your system. A misdirected
person who overuses them may
cause his blood pressure to rise
temporarily. With prolonged over-

use, the blood pressure will stay
artificially elevated for a prolonged
time, courting heart attack.

Salt tablets are counter-produc-
tive during exercise because they
pull water normally located in the
muscle tissue into the stemach to
cut .down the resulting salinity.
This jincreases the possibility of
dehydration. Salt lost through ex-
ercise is easily replaced at the next
meal. But it’s more important to
replace water: perspirdtion is com-

posedof much more water than salt,
sotrying toretain saltat the expense
of dehydration is wrong.

In only a few minute a day, you
can be physically fit.

Hogwash. No instant method
exist for physical fitness. Only an
ongoing regimen combining lim-
bering, maintenance and building
exercises will help you realize you
physical potential If you schedule
only a few minutes of exercise a
day, you’re wasting your time.
