RANDOLPH AFB, Texas (ATCNS) —

Another example of the innovative displaved by Reese
folks, can be seen with our stauc dispiay aircrafi. We are
currentty in the process of nstalling working position lignis
on all of our dispiay aircraft. Our goal is 10 enhance their
evening appearance, and to save energy at the same time.

In the past we kept the flood lights on the static aircraft
burning all night long. There is little doubt that these displays
add a great deal to the appearance of our base after dark. But
the fact is the base gets very few visitors after 11 p.m. Also,
the energy required to run the floodlights amounts to a sub-
stantial cost when viewed over an annual period.

So, we decided to install position lights in each of the
aircraft, reduce the wattage of the flood lights illuminating
the displays, and install a timer to cut the flood lights off after
11 p.m. By installing position lights we are able to reduce the
wattage of the flood lights, putting the display aircraft in a
‘shadow’ without reducing it attractiveness. In fact, I feel
their appearance has been enhanced. Cutting the lights off

-after 11 p.m. just makes-common sense.

‘Wild Weasel’ was answer to Soviets’ SA-2 missile

KEESLER AFB, Miss. (ATCNS ) — Prior

to June 1965, U.S. Air Force aircraft on raids

over North Vietnam were relatively safe at
high altitudes. The North Vietnamese air
defense, a maze of antiaircraft fire. was
deadly down low.

This all changed with the arrival of the

Soviet SA-2 surface-to-air missile in Hanoi.”

The SA-2 SAM was most effecuve at an
altitude of 20,000 feet. U.S. atrcraft were now
vulnerable high and low. 7

In July, less than a month after the SAMs
were in piace, an F-4C became the first U.S.
vicum of the “flying teiephone pole,” so
nicknamed because of its 35-foot length

The SA-2 weighed 5,000 pounds and car-
ried a 286-pound warhead. The fuses could
blow it up close to the target, on impact or on
ground command. If an SA-2 exploded
within 200 feet of an attacking aircraft, “it
was adios, amigo,” said one pilot.

The SA-2 could go 11 miles straight up or
30 miles horizontally. The missile reached it
maximum speed of Mach 1.5 very quickly

and rode the center of a radar tracking beam”

homing in on its target.

Placed in batteries of six launchers a piece,
the SA-2s were arranged in a star pattern
about 45 feet apart. Even though the launch
equipment weighed over 100 tons, the North
Vietamese moved their missiles constantly
to protect them from retaliatory strikes.

When an American pilot spotted a SAM
(white smoke from the first stage), his best

move was 1o dive foward the missile, then

- -~=veer off sharply, a move the missile couldn™t

.make. However, for a lot of pilots, diving at
a SAM was like leaning into a left hook.
Air Force officials realized that the most
_sophisticated aircraft in the world was no
good if it was shot down by a SAM or forced
to lighten its load by dumping its bombs
prematurely.

The answer was the “Wild Weasel.” Fifty
two-seater F-105G trainers were converted
into missile and mussile site killers.

The F-105 Thunderchief, or “Thud,” had

been in the Air Force inventory since 1958.
Originally, it had been designated as a single
seat tactical bomber. The early Thud didn’t
have much armor. Its size and weight also
worked against it. But, with the new under-
‘wing pylons to hold more than six tons of
bombs’ imore armor for the pilot and crew and
range-extending fuel tanks, the F-105 be-
came a formidable fighter-bomber.

The Thud gained a reputation in the Viet-
nam War similar to the B-17 in World War II
— 1t could absorb incredible battle damage
and keep flying and fighung.

To make F-105Gs mto Wild Weasels, they
were crammed with state-of-the-art elec-
tronic countermeasure gear known as ECM.
Thuds could detect and jam radar equipment,
then use their missiles, which followed radar
signals back to their source, to knock SAM
sites.

The man behind the Wild Weasel pilot was
the electronic-warfare officer or “bear.” It
was the Bear’s job to seek out the SAMs with
his special equipment. Once the bear locked

onto a SAM radar signal, he passed its loca-
ticn ¢ the pilot, who then jammed the radar
tracking beam or fired a missile that would
nide the signal back to its source. Wild Wea-
sels could also jam SAM guiding signals and
throw the missile off target.

It got so the mere presence of a Wild

Weasel prevented SAM operators from turn-
ing on their radar. SAMs could be fixed
without radar, but were almost no threat o
American aircraft that way. And reducing the
SAM threat was what the Wild Weasel was
all about.

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NDI Lab finding
hidden problems

The 64th Field Maintenance Squadron Non-destructive Inspection
(NDI) Lab is responsible for checking the structural integrity of the
assigned aircraft. This is done by inspecting various components and area
using a variety of different methods. As the name implies, the inspections
are completed without causing any damage to the specimen being tested.
Some of the methods used are the dye penetrant process, magnetic particle
inspection ultrasonic and radiographic inspection or X-rays.

“We are supposed to be here pulling for the part, hoping that it’s good,”
said MSgt. Eddie Parker, NCOIC of the NDI Lab. “Butdeep down inside
we hope we find acrack. It lets us know we’re doing the job we’re here for.”

Each inspection process has benefits and limitations: therefore, the in-
spector must use his knowledge and background to determine the method
of inspection best for the part being tested. The dye penetrant process is
primarily used on non-ferrous metal (metal having low iron content) and
magnetic particle inspection is used on ferrous metal. Although dye
penetrantcan be used on ferrous metal, magnetic particle isnormally faster
and more sensitive. Ultrasonic and radiographic inspections are both used
to find flaws that are not readily visible to the naked eye. The ultrasonic
inspection method uses high frequency sound similar to radar to inspect
the part. Sound is sent into the part and reflects back when it strikes a flaw.

“We are always
getting new pieces
of equipment that
we must learn to
use, and with all
the inspections
and parts to check,
it never gets stale
around here,” said
Sergeant Parker.
“ThHere -are A3
people assigned to
the shop, and we
check approxi-
mately 300 parts a
week.”

Due largely to
the inspections
being performed,
numerous parts
have had their
service life ex-
tended” which
saves the Air
Force thousands
of dollars.

AIR FORCE MILITARY PER-
SONNEL CENTER, Randolph
AFB, Texas (AFNS) — Air Force
members can review their master
personnel records through an en-
hanced “Review-by-Mail” pro-
gram without the inconvenience of
traveling to the Air Force Military
Personnel Center.

Last year, 7,559 officers and
enlisted members reviewed their
records at AFMPC and 6,871 re-
viewed their records by mail.

To make the program better and
to encourage more people to take
advantage of it, several new fea-
tures have been added.

_age). FOD is damage to aircraft, engines, and

. supportequipment caused by an object that is
" alien to an area. Currently for fiscal year

1988, Reese AFB is last in the command for
the number of FOD incidents and totals dol-
lars spent on FOD.,

-When a problem area arises, we can do one
of two things: 1) Ignore it and hope that is
disappears or, 2) make a concerted effort to
improve on what we are doing and try to
eliminate the problem. We have chosen the

second course of action through a revitalized
FOD prevention program. A good FOD pre-
vention program can improve readiness and
save material, manpower, lives and money.

If you do not work for maintenance, you
probably are thinking that you do not need to
read any further because FOD prevention
only applies to maintainers.

WRONG! FOD prevention is a responsi-
bility shared by everyone who works on the
base, especially those who work on or around
the flightline. We all would share the tragic
feeling of unnecessary loss if an airplane
crashed and lives were lost because of FOD
incident. '

What you, the individual, can do to help
prevent FOD is simple — practice good
housekeeping, clean up after yourself, and if
you see foreign objects anywhere, pick them
up. If you find something that is a potential
FOD hazard, do not hesitate to call 6247.
Report it, and we will investigate it immedi-
ately.

Everyone needs to feel responsible for
FOD prevention and all supervisors need to
ensure that their people are doing these things
every time they work. If everyone makes the
effort to become more FOD aware, we can
eliminate this unnecessary destruction of
resources from our base.

Public notification of lead in drinking water

The United States Environmental Protec-

" tion Agency (EPA) has determined that lead

indrinking wateris a health concern at certain
levels of exposure.

The EPA sets drinking water standards and
the current standard is 50 parts per billion
(ppb). Reese AFB has alead level of less than
20 ppb in the base drinking water, according
to 2nd Lt. Joe Feaster, Base Bioenvironmen-
tal Engineer.

EPA and others are concerned aboutlead in
drinking water due to adverse effects on
human health. “Too much lead in the human
body can cause serious damage to the brain,
kidneys, nervous system and red blood
cells,” stated Maj. (Dr.) Michael D. Jones,
chief, Aeromedical Services at USAF Hospi-
tal-Reese. “The greatest risk, even with
short-term exposure, is to young children and
pregnant women.”

inform people of the potential adverse health
effects of lead. This is being done even
though Reese water may not be in violation of
the current standard. Based on new health
information, EPA is likely to lower this stan-
dard significantly.

“It’s obviously good that we have less than
one-half of the allowable level, but the bot-
tom line is that the Reese public is not only

. being informed of lead in drinking water, but

also its health effects and its main source,”
added Lieutenant Feaster.

Thatmain source of lead is most likely pipe
or solder in a home’s plumbing, according to
the EPA. The most common cause is corro-
sion of the solder joints due to “soft” water.
We definitely have ‘hard water’ and that is
probably one reason for Reese’s low lead
level in thg drinking water,” replied Lieuten-
ant Feaster,

_ The EPA report continues with other likely

reasons for high lead levels:

—If your home or water system has lead
pipes;

—If your home has copper pipes with lead
solder;

—If the home is less than five-years-old;

—If you have acidic water; :

—If water sits in the pipes for several
hours. ;

Major Per A. Korslund, 64th Civil Engi-
neering Squadron, said that Reese doesn’t
fall into many of these categories. “There are
no lead pipes, housing is much older than five
years and our drinking water is definitely not
acidic,” said Major Korslund. “Lead solder
on copper pipes and water sitting in pipes for
hours is typical of a water distribution sys-
tem.”

Nonetheless, there are two basic methods
the EPA- study recommends to minimize
one’s health risk. The first is to “flush” the

cold water faucet if the water has been in
contact with your home’s plumbing for six
hours, such as overnight or during your
workday. This could take as little as five to 30
seconds if there has been recent heavy water
use.

Otherwise, it could take two minutes or
longer, the study says. It also recommends
using only water from the cold faucet for
drinking, cooking and especially for making
baby formula.

“We want to emphasize thatReese’s drink-
ing water is fine and its lead level appears to
be healthy,” stated Col. James Higham, base
commander. “It is Air Force policy to peri-
odically test drinking water for lead content,
and report the results to the public.”

Bioenvironmental Engineering Services

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ATC NCO saves lightning victim

RANDOLPH AFB, Texas
(ATCNS) — CMSgt. John D.
Logan believes everyone should be
trained in cardiopulmonary resus-
citation. He hasreason to believe —
he and his wife recently saved a
young boy’s life with it.

The chief and his wife Martha
had just arrived home from work
about 5:30 p.m., July 27. The sky
was dark with clouds, there was
thunder and lightning, but no rain.

In a field about a quarter of a mile
from the Logan home, about a
dozen children were playing ball. A
12-year-old boy was the second
baseman, another boy was running
toward the base. Justas he got there,
lightning struck the 12-year-old in
the neck, traveled through his body
and came out one of his sneakers.

On the job

He fell to the ground.

The boy’s sister, seeing a
sheriff’s deputy driving by, called
out to him that her brother was hurt.
The deputy called the emergency
in, thereby involving the Logans.

Since Chief Logan is head of the
Montgomery Drive Fire Depart-
ment. the call came in to his house,
and he and his wife jumped in the
car. Because the field was so close,
they were first on the scene. The
deputy said, “I think we have a
DOA (dead on arrival).” Chief
Logan says the boy had no pulse.

“My wife and I started CPR
immediately,” the chief says. “I did
the chest compressions and Martha
did the breathing. When my fire-
men got there, they put the boy on
oxygen.”

After about 15 minutes, an Emer-
gency Medical Service unit got

there and electrically shocked the
child in the chest twice. Then, the
chief continued chest compres-
sions. “After 20 minutes, we got a
pulse,” he said. An ambulance took
the boy to the hospital.

What was going through his
mind? “While doing the CPR, I was
afraid we’d lose him,” the chief
said. “In fact, I told my wife that I
was sure the boy was dead. But, in
CPR training, we're told to con-
tinue until the victim revives or a
competent medical authority tells
you to stop. It was a tremendous
feeing when he came back.”

Martha Logan has been CPR
trained for six years, her husband
said, and she just jumped right in to
help. “Once the boy was put on
oxygen,” Chief Logan said,
“Martha’s job was done and she just
walked away, thinking he was
dead. After we got a pulse, some-
body told her and then she col-
lapsed emotionally. This was the
first ime she’s used her tramning; I
was real proud of her.”

The chief, who's been fire chief
since October and an assistant fire
chief for three years before that,
said the boy’s condition has been
upgraded to serious.

Brain scans and other tests don’t
indicate any damage. Although stll
comatose, doctors believe he’s
coming out of it.

“The important thing here is that
people need to know CPR. You just
never know when you’ll need it,”
Chief Logan emphasized.

The chief is noncommissioned
officer in charge of the Procedures
Branch for ATC logisties.

ATMs coming to ATC

RANDOLPH AFB, Téxas
(ATCNS) — Air Training Com-
mand is proving to be “the first
command” once again, this time in
the financial area.

ATC is the only major command

¢2ller machines for its accounting
and finance function. Lackland
AFB, Texas, has had two ATMs
since May 1987, paying basic train-
ees. Plans now call for them to be
installed at seven other command
bases. Since they were installed at
Lackland, the machines have dis-
bursed more than $27 million.

Lackland will get one more
machine. Keesler AFB, Miss., will
<1 three, Sheppard AFB, Texas,
will get two, and there will be one
machine each installed at Mather
AFB, Calif,, Columbus AFB,
Miss., Randolph AFB, Lowry
AFB, Colo., and Chanute AFB, Ili.

Tentative plans call for Keesler’s
ATMs to be installed this fall, with
the rest being operational in early
1989.

All aciive duty people benefit

_m these ATMs, said Col. Larry
McVay director of accounting and

finance for ATC. At our technical
training centers, students will re-
ceive their pay through the ma-
chines until they establish an ac-
count with a bank or credit union. If
they want to, trainees can get all
their money at once or withdraw

funds as.needed while in school, °

-~theil get the balance when they

graduate, Colonel McVay said.

Permanent party people with
automatic deposit can get a desig-
nated amount of cash each month
from the machine. “The person tells
his accounting and finance people
he wants $200 a month from the
ATM,” the colonel explained.
“Then, he goes to the ATM when-
ever he wants during the month and
gets his $200 cash. An advantage is
that the ATMs are ‘open’ 24 hours
a day, seven days a week.”

Finally, people who still receive
apaycheck through the mailcan get
the entire amount from the ATMs.

Long range plans include paying
travel advances and settlement
vouchers through ATMs, Colonet
McVay said, adding that bases na-
tionwide will have the machines
someday.

I want to start a running program. Is
now a good time to start or should I wait
until cooler weather comes?

The answer to the question “When should
Istart...” any exercise program is always the
same: NOW! But, now that the hottest time of
the year is upon us, we must take some nec-
essary precautions in order to avoid the harm-
ful effects of the sun while exercising out-
doors.

Aside from the common problem of sun-
burn, there are other problems caused by
overexposure to the sun that we may fail to
recognize. Two of these heat disorders are
heat exhaustion and the more serious sun-
stroke.

Heat exhaustion, also referred to as heat
prostration, results from long exposure to
extreme heat or to the sun. Overexposure 0

heat or too much activity under the sun can
cause excessive sweating, which removes
large quantities of fluid from the body. When
the amount of fluid in the body falls too far
below normal, heat exhaustion may result.

The early symptoms of heat exhaustion are
a headache and a feeling of weakness and
dizziness, usually accompanied by nausea
and vomiting. There may also be cramps in
muscles of the arms, legs or abdomen. The
victim of heat exhaustion turns pale and per-
spires profusely; there is an increase in his/
her pulse and breathing. Body temperature
will remain normal or slightly below and the
stricken person ordinarily remains con-
scious.

In case of heat exhaustion, a physician
should be called and the person should lie
quietly in a cool place with loosened cloth-
ing. He/she should be given plenty of water.

Sunstroke is not the same as heat exhaus-

tion. In sunstroke there is a disturbance in the
mechanism that controls perspiration. Since
sunstroke is much more dangerous than heat
exhaustion and is treated differently, itis very
important to recognize the difference be-
tween the two.

The initial symptoms may be similar:
headache, weakness and dizziness. Sun-
stroke victims, however, experience an ex-
tremely high temperature and absence of

-sweating unlike the heat exhaustion victim.

Sunstroke may also cause convulsions and
sudden loss of consciousness. In extreme
cases it may be fatal.

In case of sunstroke, immediate steps
should be taken to lower the body tempera-
ture. The person should rest in a cool place,

clothing should be removed, arms and legs -

should be massaged to mamntain circulation
and water should be given. A physician
should be called immediately.

In order to prevent such heat disorders we
should avoid long exposure to sun or heat.
When the weather is very hot it is essential
that we drink plenty of water. Regular breaks
are wise, and in the event of dizziness or
weakness one should rest immediately in a
cool area.

Exercise care with rental leases on apartments, houses

Frequently, legal assistance clients ask
quesuons about rental leases for houses or
apartments that they already have 91gned or
plan to sign.

Many questions arise because of misun-
derstandings or disputes after both the renter
and landlord have signed the agreement.

The following is a list of suggestions that
can be used to avoid common pitfalls that
often lead to trouble. -

* Make certain that the lease contains a
mulitary clause. This clause will permit the
renter to terminate a lease prior to expiration
of the lease term if the renter receives PCS
orders.

* Always read the lease agreement com-
pletely. Do this before you sign the lease. If
you have any questions, contact the legal
office.

* Never rely upon oral agreements that

POW/MIA efforts continuing

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — The United
States is continuing efforts to account for all
POWs and MIAs, while President Reagan
encourages the next administration to retain
the issue as a top priority.

The president’s statement came while he
addressed the national League of Families of
American Prisoners and Missing in South-
east Asia at its 19th annual meeting recently.

President Reagan told the assembly that
the governments of Indochina know an unre-
solved POW/MIA issue could critically af-
fect any attempts by Hanoi to normalize
relations with the United States.

By arriving at a political settlement with
Cambodia and resolving the POW/MIA is-
sue, the president said, Hanoi can position
itself for a new era.

“The longer this wound persists, the more
likely that it will be permanent. We will not
weaken in our resolve to resistattempts to use
this humanitarian issue for political gain,” the
president said.

He told the families present that more than
100 people in Defense, State and intelligence
agencies work full-time to find their missing
family members and bring answers.

The president praised the league’s persis-
tent efforts to account fully for every missing

soldier.

“We can find encouragement in the knowl-.

edge that through these efforts over 100 of
you have received answers,” he said.

“You spoke with a unified and unflagging
voice, and you were heard.

“A decade ago we were told that after so
much time had passed there was little chance
any remains could be recovered,” President
Reagan said. “After Operation Homecoming
in 1973, there remained over 2,500 Ameri-
cans unaccounted for.” As of Aug. 16, there
were 2,393 unaccounted for throughout In-
dochina.

The president said the devotion and long-
term commitment of each league member
has served to arouse concern in the American
public and has “embedded a message in the
consciousness of the country.”

“America cannot move forward by leaving
her missing sons behind,” the president said,
responding to those who ‘would close the
boek on the missing.

“Every American who has perished de-
serves to rest on U.S. soil. Should there be
anyone remaining voluntarily, their family
deserves to know. And until our questions
are fully answered, we will assume that some
of our countrymen are alive.”
